Tee Repnblicans have changed the date
of their State convention from May 20th to
May 19th. This change is made because
the Democrats had previously called their
convention for the 20th.

Fixvey publishes an interview wherein he
repudiates Tilden. If Tilden paid him to do
this it was the shrewdest move Gramercy
Park has made in 8 long time. Now drown
Pelton and there may be some hope for the
sage yet.

It is proposed to make Gladstone a peer
and allow him to direct the ministerial poli
oy in the house of lords, leaving to Lord
Hartington the task of managing affairs in
the commons. This plan has some merit,
as Hartingtonis the youngest of the two
and is able to stand the great strain involv-
ed in the frequent oratorical bouts in the
house far better than Gladstone.

Burvar has been the scene of 8o many
atroocities of late that it wounld seem to be the
duty of the civilized nations of the world to
interfere and put astop to the inhuman
slanghter which has so frequently caused a
shudder of horror to pass over the world.
The sacrifice of seven hundred human be-
ings under the walls of Mandalay as a pro-
pitiatory offering to the gods for the resto-
ration of the king’s health, was even worse
than the slaughter of the princes that oc-
curred in July last. Something onght to be
done to put a stop to these inhuman prac-
tices.

Tux fatal illness of Prince Gortschakoff,
prime minister of Rassia, is announced, and
probably ere this he will be numbered
among the people that were. For nearly
half a century he has occupied a conspicuous
place in European politics, having filled
various ministerial positions at the principal
courts of Ecrope previous to his appoint-
ment in 1854 to his preseat position. He
has always been remarkable for his pro-
ficiency in statecraft. He has been credited
with shaping the policy of the Russian gov-
ernment in its relations with foreign powers,
and probably had more to say than any
other person in that nation, the czar not ex-
cepted. His death will be a loss to diplo-
macy.

Guearinra Mosey has again incurred the
bostility of the powers that be at Washing-
ton. He has published a letter in which he
states that the reasons why he has not re-
signed are that he has been threatened with
dismissaal for uncovering frauds and wants
to give the administration an opportunity
of carrying out its threat and thereby sig-
nalizing their zeal for civil service reform by
punishing the only man who has tried to
reform it; and because he has not yet com-

pleted his investigations, and 1f he were to
resign now and come home, the ring would

claim it a8 a victory, and say that he re-

signed under compulsion. Mr. Mosby’s
boldness i8 commendable, but he ought to
have known before he accepted office under
this administration that it was no part of his
daty to expose dishonesty but rather to con-
ceal it. The day when an official waj re-
quired to look after snch matters has long
since gone by, and it is unsafe for any per-
son who values his official head to animadvert
upon the conduot of any of the pets of the
administration.

A GLOOMY OUTLOOK FOR TILDEN.

The last few days have Leen fateful ones
for Samuel J. Tilden, and have thrown con-
siderable light upon the political situation at
the East to which the public will, no dcubt,
pay heed. For several months the Tilden
and anti-Tilden factions of the Demooratic
party have been conferring at odd times
with a view to seouring harmony in the party
8o that suocess in November might be &
possibility. These efforts have proved abor-
tive, and it is announced that the oonven-
tions of both factions will be held at Syra-
cuse on the 20th inst., and in all probabili-
ty two delegations will go to Oincinnati in
June. Baut this is not the worst of the sit-
nation as viewed from a Tilden standpoint.
A very considerable portion of the party,
which refused to enter into the Tammany
movement for a dissenting convention, have
gone to work with a will to secare the selec-
tion of delegates to the regular convention
at Syracuse pledged to support a delegate
ticket opposed to Tilden, and in several
perts of the State they bave been suc-
cessful  beyond their expectations.
In Oneida and Onondaga counties they have
swept all befere them, and in Albany, Erie
and Rensselaer they have gained important
advantages to which they may yet add in
other sections of the State. It is very evi-
dent, therefore, that Tilden is not going to
have a walk-over, even in the convention
appoinied by his own committee.

In Pennsylvania the indications are thai
the factional quarrel will be unreconociled.
Wallace, representing the Hancock faction,
and Randall, reprepresenting the Tilden
faction, have long been at sword’s points,
and a struggle for supremacy in State affairs
has just terminated in the defeat of the lat-
ter. Efforts to barmonize bave proved in-
effectnal, and probably a large majority of
the delegation from that BState will go to
Cincinnati pledged to oppose Tilden from
first to last. Louisiana has chosen Han-
cock delegates, and it looks as if Tilden
could hope for but little support
from any portion of the South. Several
of the Northern States will also send del-
egations oppposed to Lim, so that it will be
almost an impossibility for him to secure
the two-thirds necessary to secure the nom-
ination.

The prospect, it must be acknowledged, is
not very encouraging for Mr. Tilden and his
supporters. Almost all the States of the
North have candidates of their own for the
Presidency. Indiana will present Hexdricks,
Ohio Thurman, Illincis Palmer or Morrison,
Pennsylvania Hancock, Delaware Bayard,
and perhap3s New Jersey will oer as a candi-
date MeClellan, whose nams is yei a piwer
in the land. With such an array of candi-
dates, each supported by the delegations
from their own States, splendid opportani-
ties for combinations will be presented, and
it is quite likely that all combinations will
be directed against Tilden. It must be con-
fessed that his chances are none of the best.

The Outrage on the Hudson Road.

A couple of hard looking thugs named John
O’Brien and Joseph Graham were arraigned at
the police court yesterday morning, charged
with committing an assault on a Hudson road
saloon keeper named Billiers. The charge was
also coupled with robbery, both crimes having
been committed on Monday, the 5th inst. On
the evening of that day the prisoners entered
the saloon, sitnated about two miles from this
city, on the Hudson road, and after indulging
in an orgie, in the course of which they insulted
Billiers’ wife, they wound up by striking him
with a beer glass and stealing his watch and re-
volver.

In company with the vrisoners was a young
outlaw named Cashman, who unfortunately
has eluded all attempts at capture. After the
outrage had been perpetrated the roughs
skipped out, being captured at Elk River by
Officer Clouse last Wednesday. The missing
property, consisting of a watch and revolver,
was found on the person of O'Brien. The
principal witness, Mr. Billiers, was put on the
stand and testified to the disgraceful conduct
of the villains, the accoun’ not differing from
what has already been given. Mrs. Billiers
substantiated her husband’s testimony, and
the men were held to the grand jury in $500
bail and commiscted.

GONE TO BLAZES.

Two Flery Episodes Yesterday---A Kettle
of Gold Rescued From the Fiery Far-
nace.

The alarm of fire from box No. 24, at 12:15
o'clock yesterday afternvon, was caused by the
discovery of flames issning from H. C. Young’s
cooper shop, in the rear of Lee's dry goods
store, between Minnesota and Robert streets.
The alarm was tuarned on by Officer Flaherty
and was quickly responded to by the depart-
ment, but owing to théinflammable character
of the material the building or shed was envel-
oped in flames before the time of their airival.

A stream was directed on the pile and a few
minutes of sturdy activn sufficed to extingunish
the flames. The fire is supposed to have orig-
inated from the overheating of a steam kettle,
the employes being at dinner when the fire was
discovered. The building was owned by Noyes
Bros. & Cutler and the loss is almost total. The
pecuniary value of the building was about
£100. Mr. Young's loss is between $300 and
£400, two hundred dollars of which is on tools,
the remainder being stock. He is insared for
$100. Doring the fireason of Mr. Young's
was slightly singed, but the injuries are trivial.

ANOTHER ONE.

Wm. Grube’s two-story frame house located

on Dayton Bluff at what is known as Highland

park burned yesterday afternoon, taking fire
from a defective flue. The distance trom
water prevented the building from being saved.
Mr. Grube lived down stars and F. C. Hahn
and son lived up stairs. Grube saved most of
kis furniture, but Hahn's, worth £600, with
insurance of #200 was total loss. Hahn also
had $1,900 in gold concealed in a tin kettle in
a closet. He was almost frantic over his sup-
posed loss: but Officcr DeCorsey fished the
swag out and found it "all there except one
$20 gold piece. The building was worth $2,500
and fully insured.

Meeting of Bridge Commissioners,

A regular meeting of the bridge commission
was held at the mayor's office , yesterday fore-
noon, all the members being in attendance.
The attention of the chair was called to a libel-

lous article published at a Third street print-
ing house for the purpose of retarding the
growth of St. Paul, and belitthng its enter-
prises, and advancing the interests of Min-
‘neapolis. The article refarred to was labelled
*‘A High Handed Outrage,” having reference to
the endeavors of the commission looking
towards the improvement of highways leading
to the bﬁdg?t

Consideration of the article was righteounsly
snubbed. The secretary was instrncted to
telegraph the secretary of war for information
concerning the payment of the government ap-
propriation. It was decided that the members
of the commission should meet at the bridge
next Monday morning at 11 o’clock for the pur-
pose of conferring with the supervisors of
Richfield concerning the land to be condemned
for the Bloomington road. Adjourned.

OVER THE RAILS

ROLLS A TIDAL WAVE OF IMMIGRA-
TION INTO THE NORTH WEST.

Special Trains Coming Every Day—The
Northern Pacific Movement in March—
Epgineer Dodge at Work on the Yellow-
stone—Mr. Bufflogton Appolnted Archi-
tect of the St. Paul Union Depot—Three
Accidents in One Night on the Manitoba
Line-The Great Freeze-Out Game At~
tempted Against the Northern Pacific—
It Won’t Win.

Telegraph operators along the Northern Pa-
cific reported yesterday that nearly all the Da-
kota farmers were seeding their wheat lands,
and that a large area was seeded during the
day.

A telegram from Duluth yesterday, received
at the 8t. Paul& Daluth headquarters, stated
that open water was in sight, the ice rotting,
the thermometer at 60°, and the wind south-
west.

The departure of the first boat of the season
from Bismarck for Fort Benton, has be»n
postponed to Saturday next, the 17th, on =ac-
count of ice still ranning.

The general freight agents of the Ohicapo,
Milwankee & St. Paul' and the Chicago, St.
Paul & Milwankee lines met at Judge Chan-
dler’s office yesterday and settled their pool
accounts to the close of last month.

Messrs, Merriil, Swan, Varn Horne and Law
ler, in their special car, attached to the Bioux
City train, left here yesterday afternoon to in-
spect the recent acquisitions of the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul company on the Mis-
souri, intending to return home over the com-
pany’s lines through Iowa.

A statement below indicates that a tidal wave
of immigration is pouring over the Northern
Pacific country, as it is over the Red River val-
ley and into Manitoba. It would be moderate
to esvimate that 75,000 will be added this year
to the populations of the northwest quarter of
Minnesota, the northeast quarter of Dakota
and the province of Manitoba.

“Three of a Kind,” is the way the Minneap-
olis Tribune heads its account of three accidents
on the St. Paul & Manitoba road Saturday
night.

Special trains are to be ran from Detroit to
Chbicago every day of this week to bring through
immigrants destined to the valley of the Red
River of the North and to the Northern Pacific
country.

Since the Chicago, Milwankee & 8t. Paunl
company has got control of the Dakota Bounthern
road, (from Sioux City to Yankton) it charges
local rates on that road to connecting compan-
ies, and is thereby succeeding in forcing
freighters to abandon the Bt. Paul & Sioux
City and other roads.

The superlatively inunocent way in which
railroad men can say “There’s no news to-day,””
when half a train’s off the track, cars wrecked
and men and animals killed, is amazing to
any news-hunter's mind—but not more so than
the fact that a dozen or two railway officials
and all their employes will be wholly ignorant
of such an affairon their own road until they
read about it in the newspapers.

The 8t. Paul Union Depot.

At the adjourned meeting of the Union
Depot company, yesterday, the plans submit-
ted by Mr. L. 8. Buffington were selected, and
Mr. Buflington was chosen as architect, direct-
ed to modify bis plans in certain respects, for
economic reasons. and instructed to get up the
working details of his plans as modified. The
company’s secretary, Mr. J. D. Estabrook, was
authorized to receive bids for material and
construction, etc., to be submitted at a meet-
ing to be called as soon as the detailed plans
are ready and bids been invited, at which time
it is intended to let the contracts and provide
for immediate erection of the buildings. One
hundred and twenty tons of the steel rails for
the depot tracks have been delivered.

Nortivern Pacific Land Sales, Ete,

During the month of March the land depsart-
ment of tha Northern Pacific sold from the
company’s Eastern division grant 10,553 acres
to settlers. In the quarter of this year the
government land offices have sold 48,500 acres
within the company’s grant limits in Minne-
sota and, during the same time the government
land office at Fargo bas sold 114,500 acres with-
in the company’s land grant limits in Dakota.

Daring March 1,636 immigrant passage tick-
ets were sold at the Northern Pacific office in
St. Paul and many other immigrants went
through without calling for the special rates
allowed those moving into the Northern Pacific
country. During the month also 205 car loads
of settlers’ goods were taken out from the Bt.
Paul depot, of which about one-tenth were for
points between Brainerd and Fargo and about
nine-tenths for points west of the Red River
of the North.

The Yellowstone Valley.
Mr. J. T. Dodge, the engineer who built the
river division of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul railway, having, with the assistance of

officers of Gen. Mfiles’ command, made a winter
reconnoisance of the Yellowstone Valley, has
this spring taken the field with a corps of en-
gineers to continue the Northern Pacific sur-
vey, and location into and up that valley, on
the completion of which, or pending it, the
contracts for construction of the roadbed will
be let. Mr. Dodge confirms the reports of
army officers and others who have explored the
Yellowstone country as to its characteristics,
and says it will prove the best of the stock-
raising belt of the continent. He adds, also;
that he is satisfied, from his experiences of
last winter, that the climate of the Yellowstone
region is much milder than any climate in the
same parallel east of the Missouri.

The St. P. M. & M, Accidents.

The body of the Canadian immigrant, Mr.
Gould, who was killed in the accident which
occurred near West Union, in Todd county, be-
fore daylight Sunday morning, arrived here
yesterday and, having been properly cared for,
under direction of the company, was forwarded
East by exprees. His saon, daughter and
nephew, wno were accompanying him North,
went East on the same train to join the mother
of the first two, Mrs. Gounld, who remained in
Ontario when her family started on their un-
fortunate journey. The nephew, who was said
to have been injured, wasnot much hurt. It
is said that Mr. Gould hesitated about loading
the car, the breaking down of which caused his
death. It was a Canadian car and had seen a
good deal of service, but when inspected here

its running gear appesred to be all
sound and serviceable. The breaking
ot a wheel of this car, in which

Mr. Gould was riding at the time, in charge of
his household goods and stock, threw the car
from the track and turned it across the track
where it was crushed by four or five of the
following cars being wrecked against it. In
these other cars a few bead of atock were
killed. The track was cleared as soon as pos-
sible and the property saved from the crushed
cars, except Mr. Gould’s, has been forwarded
North.

About the same hour another fatal accident
occurred on the Breckinridge division near
Herman, in Grant county. One train ran into
another which was moving slowly or had
stopped ahead of it. Four lumber cars were
wrecked and one or more stock cars, and an
immigrant from Massillon, O., whose name is
believed to be Simmons, was killed. His body
was retained at Herman for an inquest. Fall
particulars of the accident had not Te-
ceived here yesterday.

A third but not fatal accidert is reported
from Minneapolis a8 having occurred near Way-
zata station Saturday about 7 p. M. The sec-
tion men had a rail up when a west bound
freight train came along and the engine and
three cars were ditched. They were got onto
the track again yesterday, not much damaged.
The engineer and fireman sraock on ground well
mixed with water and were not even lamed or
bruised. -

The Ohicago 7'ribune says east-bound freights
fell off largely last week, and the yards there
are full of empty cars, It is predicted ac-
cordingly that the trunk lines will have to re-
duace rates to meet lake competitiod, earlier
than they e ted.

Jay Gonld and associates have taken about
110,000 snares of New York Oentral, and the
syndicate will pay Vanderbilt, divide profits
and dissolve,

Obicago T'ribune: Northern Pacific has been
remarxably steady in the face of the Con-
gressional report against the extension of its
land grant. Holders of the stock refuse to be
terrorized by this actien, as they hold that the
road. with the land grant already secured, 1s
worth what the stock is selling for. The course
the House sub-committee recommend is in
startling contrast with the policy of Canada.
An Ottawa dispatch of April 6 states vhat the
governmeut announces that it will expend
$10,000,000 on the Canada Pacifio railway this
year, fn(_i the same next year, in order to finish
the missing link and in order to complete the
200 miles westward from Winnipeg. It will
then expend $5,000,000 annually, and will
finish the whole line within ten years.

Liability of Railroads Accepting Local
Bonds.

WaSHINGTON, April 12 —A decision was ren-
dered bythe supreme court of the United
States to-day, in the case of Geo. E. Ketchum
et al. va. the county of St. Louis, intervenor,
brought here by appeal from the circuit court
of the United States for thejleastern district of
Missouri. The court holds:

Fix_‘st—-’l“hat theact of the general assembly
of stspun, approved January 7th, 1865, under
authority of which the county of St. Louis is-
sued its bonds to the extent of $7,000,000, and
loaned them to the Pacific railroad company,
was a credit when accepted by the railroad
compaty, and the county has an equitable lien
or charge in favor of the county upon the
earnings of the railroad to the extent necessary
to meet interest on the bonds as it should be-
come due, such payments and lien to continue
until the bonds should be paid off.

Sacond—That this equitable lien or charge
exists and is enforceable against funds in the
hands of the recéiver, and against the pur-
chaser, ender the decree of foreclosure hereto-
fore rendered, and against whomsoever may
have custody of its earnings.

Judgment of the court below is affirmed.
Justice Harlan delivered the opinion, Justices

Streng and Bradley dissenting.

CHrcAGO, April 12.—S8pecial cablegram to the
Daily News: Oork, Ireland, April 12.—1 am
exceedingly well pleased with the result of the
elections. Our party gained mine seats from
the whigs and tories, while & marked improve-
ment has been effected in its personnel. The
timid and insincere have been replaced by de-
termined and zealous workers. We have carried
Leinster, Munster and Connaught except one
county. It is incorrect to suppese the liberals
are independeut of the Irish members.

Moreover,
our party will scarcely cross to the ministerial
side of the house of commons, even though
that side shall be occupied by the liberals in-
stead of the conservatives.

will be introduced and passed immediately.
We alco anticipate the early passage of a local
gzovernment measure as well as a household
franchize bill. The latter would enable us to
carry every Irish seat in parliament with a very
few insignificant exceptions. Should the lib-
erals refuse to accede our just demands they
can be very promptly reduced to order by a
determined stand on the part of our members.
