PHILADELPHIA, Pa, May 9.—The visit of Sen-
ator Cameron o this city and his conference
with some of his chief lieutenants at Becretary
Quay’s house Friday night, created a good deal
of commotion among the local political leaders
though it does not appesr to have advanced
Mr. Cameron’s chance of delivering the Phila-
delphia delegation at Chicago solid for Grant.
The local chieftains seem to have been left out
of the confercnce entirely, Said one of themr
yesterday: *'I guess the thing will be fixed up
in a little while, and it won't be fixed up 1n
favor of Grant either, in my opinion.”’ !&Ir.
MoManus, head of the Philadelphia delegation,
is more outspoken in opposition to the nomica-
tion of Gen. Grant than evr before. ‘‘The
delegation will not go to (hicago rolid for
Grant,"” he said emphatically. 1 don’t know
of a man in the delegation, and scarcely one
out of it who is in favor of Grant. 1have not
seen Senator Oameron and I do not know what
the objeot of his visit here is. I have no per-
sonal feeling  against him, but the
interests of the country are tuo sacred and too
important to be sacrificed ont of friendship
for any man, We would not have got into
this scrape had not Senator Cameron aupe.nled
to us on the ground of personal friendship. 1
propose to get out of that position.”

against Grant at OChicago. Mr. Conkling
characterizes the gentlemen as t:‘_rutors. He
asserts, however, that neither this nor any
other treachery wilt change the result, because
Grant is beyend the reach of treason, and will
uaquestionably be nominated on the first
ballot.

The Contest in Illinois,
[8pecial Telegram to the Globe.]

Cuicago, May 9.—The result of the Cook
county primaries yesterday is a substantial
trinmph for the anti-third term party. The
delegates ase divided as follows on the Presi-
dential issue: Washburne, city and outside
towns, 61; Blaine, 45; Grant, 70. Majority
against Grant in the city, 24; in the country
towns, 12; total, 36. Yet to be heard from, 14
delegates. It is established that the delegation
to the State convention, by senatorial districts,
will stand in this county, anti-Grant, 56; Grant
86. The First congressional district will un-
doubtedly return two anti-Grant delegates to
the national sonvention and the Third district
two more. Washburne wiil have one in each
district and Blaine one. The Becond or West
Side distriet will be for Grant nnless some
changes are made in the list on contests. The
surprising feature of the canvass yesterday
was the strength developed by the Washburne
movement. it is clear more Washburne dele-
gates, including third-termers sailing under
false colors, were elected tian Grant delegates.
This is the more astonishing from the fact that
the Washburne men had no organization, no
money, and scarcely any time in which to col-
lect their forces. Outside Cook conlnty the
Grant men were comperatively successful
throughout the State, yesterday. The returns
from seventeen county conventions give Grant
60; Blaine, 12; and Washburne 15. The cor-
rected table of returns from Illinois’ counties,
including the probable result in Cook and the
actual reports from counties that held conven-
tions yesterday, as far ae reported up to mid-
night, is Blaine, 231; Grant, 279; Wash-
burne, 61.

UPPER MISSOURL

Movemsnts of Boats Up and Dowa the Big

BisMarck, D. T., May 9.—The river rose

twenty-one inches at Benton the past three
days. .Boats are leaving daily with full comple-
ments of freight and passengers. The Rose
Bud, of the Coulson line, the first boat of the
season to arrive at Benton, the 7th inst., left
for Bismarck the 8th, with a load of fars,
hides and robes, is expected here the 12th, to
return to Benton the same day. The Big
Horn, of the Coulsen line, leaves for the Yel-
lowstone the 15th. The Josephine, from Yank-
ton, is expected daily. The Nellie Peck, of the
Peck line, passed Fort Yates to-day, and will
be the next boat for Benton, leaving here on
the arrival of the train, the 11th. The Benton
line steamer Benton arrived, the 8th, from
Yankton with a fall load, took on twenty pas-
sengers and leaves, the 11th at daylight, for
Benton. The Steamer Batte, of the same line,
left Benton the 10th, and is expected here on
her way down the 15th. The Eclipse is load-
ing, and leaves for the Yellowstone on the 12th.
The Bachelor left here at daylight, to-day, with
a full load and 100 passengers, for the Yellow-
stone and Big Horn rivers. The boating sea-
son opens unusually brisk.

The
effect was grand. The audience having ap-
plauded the sermon showed a like approval of
the recitative and aria by Mrs. Dexter.

SEEKING NEW HOMES.

An Unusually Heavy Increase in Foreign
Immigration—The Larqest and Most Val-
wable Part of it Finding its way to Min-
nesota.

Castle Garder, as to the increased volume of
foreign immigration to the Uplt:ed States,
they have already, so far as April is concern-
ed, been far exceeded by the results. With
the arrival on Friday of the EBelgenland,
from Antwerp with 926 'xmmlgrants; the
Nevada, from Liverpool, wn&h 880; thg Alsa-
tia, from Glasgow, with 574; the General
Werder, from Bremen, with '474;

They belong chiefly to tke agr_lcultural
classes of tho Scandinavian countries, and
will probably do great credit to themselves
and the western States. ¥ach day witnesses
the arrival of imwigrants, chiefly young
men and women, whose appearance denol‘es
that they are removed considerably above the
common laboring claeses. 'There 18, also &
production of young men who aroe skilied
artisans from the German gtates, and
who have loft their country to escape the
operation of the new militay laws.
The principal motive of the consid-
erable sprinkling of Scandinavians for leav-
ing thedand of their birth is that thoy may
improve their condition. A gratifying fact
concerning the immigrants now coming 13
that they have fully informed thewmselves as
to the resonrces of the country before s‘e':cm--
ing passage, and, 83 & proof of this, faily 60

r cent. of those coming have purchased
through tickets to such parts of the west as
they intend to settle in. A large number
come here with sufficient capital to purc'hase,
or partly purcbase, pnrce!s of l.and_. They
nass right through to their destination, end
are fully informed as to the best means of
reaching there. Many of the Irirh immi-
grants are attracted by the Irish Catholic
colony headquarters at 86 Paul,' Ml,?nesota,
and intend to form similar colonies.”

“What is the approximate proportion of
nationalities represented amorg the immi-

srants.”

«Tt js difficult to sey with spy degree of
finiteness what the perceclages sre, as tuo
immigration has been g0 very large that our
limited foroe of clerks hus not been able to
keep up with the statisticsl work. Judging,
however, from the peroentages of January,
February aad March, abent 30 pex cznt. ara
Germans, 20 per cent. Irish, and the restare
Scandinavians, Swedes, Hungarians, Engl'xfﬂz,
Scoteh, Italians, French, Poles, ete. The
percentage of Italians and French is much
less than heretofore.”

«In what proportion are the Hastern
States benefited by the immigration?”

“There is probably 40 per cent, of the im
migration which remains here to be distri-
buted between New York, Pennsylvania and
the Eastern States, principally Massacku-
sotts and Connecticnt. The poorest stop 1n
New York. Among the skilled artisaps are
a large number of silk weavers, miil hands,
glass workers, etc., and mauoy of these have
bad their passage paid to their destination
by friends already in this country. 'The m-
migrants could not have come here in a more
auspicious time than now, The demand for
labor is very great everywhere, and
applications for mechanics, female servants,
miners, weavers, and other tradespeople are
flowing in daily from north, gouth, east
and west. Here are letters from Vermont,
Connecticut, Wisconsin and other States,
asking that all who desire to work for fair
wages and to be employed steadily may be
sent to them. In addition to these we have
hundreds of ladies, living in this city, com-
ing here daily for servarts, which we find it
impossible to supply them, and many of
them are so persistent in their entreaties
that we cannot get rid of them.”

«To what States do these immigrants
mostly go, and how do they reach there?”

«They are distributed in about the fol-
lowicg order: The largest number going fo
Minnesota, next to Illinois, Wisconsin, Mis-
gouri, Nebraska and Kansan. The railroads
are heavily taxed in providing transportation
to the West, and they send out extra trains
nearly every day. The Pennsylvania road
sent a special train of twenty-one coaches
and five baggage cars to-dsy. 'T'he Erie
also sent a special train. We have frequently
had special trains on all three of the roads
carrying immigrants—the New York Cen-
tral, Erieand Pennsylvania. Although there
is & compact between the three roads that
they shall have an equal division of the im-
migrant traffic, the Erie is the most popular
route, and 1ts passenger statistics are about
4,000 ahead of the others.”

Women's Foreign Missionary Soclety.

Corumpus, 0., May 8.-—-At to-day’s ses-
sion of the Women’s Foreign Missionary
society . the several branches reported their
total receipts for the past year as follows:
New England braneh, $12,019; New York
branch, $13,174; Philadelphia branch, §6,-
560; Baltimore brance, $12,896: Northwest-
ern branch, $16,737, and the Western branch
$9,670. L'hisis the largest collection made
any year since the organization of the so-
ciety. Delegates were received from the
missionary organization connected with the
Episcopal church, the American board and
the Union society.

BULLDOZER BISMARCK.

OPPONENTS OF HIS POLICY SOUNDLY
BERATED.

Tired of the Struggle He Threatens to Be-
tire From Public Life—Disappointment in
the Catholic Centre—Threatened Famine
in the Russian Province of Caucasus—
Belgium Closes Her Doors Agalnst Jes-
uits of France—Renewal of Unfavora-
ble Reports From Stricken and Starv-
ing Ireland—-Disastrous Storms In
West Hungary.

GERMANY.

BISMARCK ON HIS ABSORPTION POLICY.
BERLIN, May 8.—The Official Gasette pub-
lishes a dispatch from Bismarck to the Prus-
sian representatives of the federal states deal-
ing with the Altona and 8t. Paul’s question. He
states the committee of the Bundesrath have
unanimously resolved to report to the council
only upon the technical side of the question,

and to keep altogether out of consideration the
constitutional aspect of the case. He lays
stress on the necessity of avoiding as faras
possible, for the sake of concordancy, inter-
pretation of the constitutional rights involved.

Bismarck points out it is the indisputable.

right of Prussia to divide any portion of her
own territory from the Hamburg [free pors
district, and maintains the proposed severance
of St. Paul's has not been urged in the in-
terests of Russia, as it is advantageous to
Altona that 8t. Paul's should remain out of
the Zellverein, but that it was rather in the
interest of Hamburg that the new customs
line was proposed. The bundesrath can decide
upen customs still. without entering into an
examination of the constitutional bearing of
the question, which would likely produce a
conflict of opinion. Those governments which
coneider that by the severance of 8t. FPaul's
irom the Hamburg district, the constitution of
the empire would be violated, can vote against
the proposal, but in that case Bismarck would
not advise the emperor to
renounce his right io uphold
the demand, which is undoubtedly no infrac-
tion of the constitution. Bismarck urges the
necessity of maintaining unimpaired concord
hetween the governments and expresses the
hope that the respective proposals of Prussia
and Hamburg may be settled by arrangement
and without resorting to a decision by majori-
ties and minorities. Prussia will willingly
take into consideration any proposals which
would, in its effect, be in accordance with tke
constitution, provided the federal government
made unanimous endeavor to oppose with one
sccord the attempts of certain members of the
reichstag to limit the anthority of the bundes-
rath.
DEBATE IN THE REICHSTAG.

The Reichstag to-day discussed the second
reading of the Elbe navigation act, involving
the severance of Altona and St. Paul’s from the
free port territory of Hamburg. The commit-
tee moved that the house assent to the bill with
a proviso that charges of customs, frontier sta-
tions, en the Elbe shall only be enacted by spe-
cial law.

Bismarck said tbis proviso was an attempt at
pressure, to which the government could not
submit. The imperial constitution was on the
side of the government and overrode the pro-
vineial law which established the custems
frontier on the Elbe. The free port
rights of Hamburg could not be withdrawn
without Hamburg’s own consent, but the fed-
eral council had a right to fix the boundary of
the freo port territory. Bismarck regrettéd to
say that particularism had reappeared with
renewed strength, Constitutional disputes
had been kindled for the first time in the fed-
ersl council, He then referred to the opposi-
tion of the Catholic center; from them he had
expected support, hence the conclusions which
were about to be submitted to the
Prussian diet. Opposition parties should
beware of the consequences of their conduct.
It was dangerous to sow discord betwecu
the federal government. Only one thing, he
said, retains me in office, namely, the will of
the emperor. When I see the obstacles I have
to contend with, I feel a strong desire to rest
in retirement. If yeu consider the power of
the center unconquerable, I should advise you,
on my retirement, to select a ministry repre-
senting both the center and conservatives. I
am tired to death when I see my efforts con-
stantly thwarted by liberals who will not yield
on the smallest points, when the continued ex-
istence of the empire is at stake.

Herr Windhorst replied. He said the center
did not oppose the government from party mo-
tives. Bismarck alone can restore peace to the
church, If he does it he will obtain much
which at present is unatainable.

The house refused Herr Losker permission
to introduce a resolution declaring the attitude
of Prussia in the St. Paul’s affair unconstitu-
tional, It is stated that Baron Runhardt, the
Bavarian minister, whom Bismarck angrily re-
proved for opposing Prussia, will resign.

ENGLAND.

FOUNDERED AT SEA.

LoxDoN, May 8.--The Dnion Steamship com-
pany mail steamer America, from Cape of Good
Hope for Southampton, foundered close to the
Equator, the 28th of April. After breaking her
shaft, the passengers and crew took to the
boata. Three containing fifty-four persons,
have been picked np and the passengers landed
at Madeira. The five remaining boats, when
last seen, were working for Cape Balmero,
Liberia, with fine weather. There was no loss
of life when the vessel went down.

GLADSTONE.

Gladstone is re-elected for Midlothian with-
out opposition.

FIRE.

Fire last night destroyed 80 and 8% Gray Inn
Road and 25 Port Pool Lane. Fourteen per-
sons missing.

RUSSIA.

LOCUST PLAGUE.

S8r. PrTERSBURG, May 8.—The beetle which
ravaged the crops in Poltava and Ekaterinoslav,
in 1878, has been found in large numbers in
Larvalstad. . The greatest alarm prevails in

Tiflis in consequence of the discovering of
eggs. Unless they are exterminated before
development famine through Cancasus will be
inevitable.

CHILI AND PERU.

AMERICAN DEMAMD FOR INDEMNITY,

PaNAMA, April 28.—American citizens in Peru
claim, through the United States government,
indemnity from Chili for all losses and damages
whatsoever they have suffered or may hereaf-
ter suffer through acts of the Chilian forces.
They protest against the manner in which Chili
has and proposes to carry en the war as inhu.
man, barbarious and unworthy a civilized
nation.

SPAIN.

ABOLITIONIN CUBA.

HAVANA, May 8.—The Gaztle publishes the
law for abolition of slavery in Cuba, which be-
comes in force from date, together with regu-
lations for application of the law. The regula-
tions have been formulated by order of the
governor general, and approved by the council
of administration, but are subject to approval
of the home government.

IRELAND,

CONTINUED DISTRESS

DosLiy, May 3.—A deputation of the Man-
sion house relief committe waited on Forster,
chief secretary for Ireland, SBaturday, to call
his attention to the continued distress in Ire-
land. Lord Mayor Gray said the distress was
not likely to be mitigated before the end of
July, and the committee had no reason
to hope that their resources would suffice until
that time; they left the matter}in the hands of
the government. Gray read telegrams from

Clifden, Galway county, stating that if ims

mediate relief was not given the geople would
die by the score. Forster replie the govern-
ment fully recognized the extent of the dis-

tress, and added, we are doing our
utmost to  alleviate it by  means
of louns to landlords. Sunbsequently a depu-

tation from the Oanadian committee asked
Forster to urge upon the government the neces-
siiy of directing the lords of the treasnry to
advance funds for the construction of fishery
piers, ete.  Forster said they had made a
strong case and he would lay it before the gov-
ernment.

BELGIUM.

DOORS CLOSED AGAINST THE JESUITS.
Brussers, May 9.—In the chamber of repre-
sentatives the whole bill prolonging the opera-
tion of the law rclating to the treatment of

foreigners in Belgium waa yesterday adopted.
The law will be applied to Jesuits from France
as it was to the religious bodies expelled from
Germany.

GENERAL FOREIGN.

LoxpoN, May 8,—Letters from Col. Prejo-
valsky, the Russian explorer, announcing the
safety of his expedition, says: The expedition
left Nanshean moantain in July and entered
Thibet through Shaidash. They were attacked
by Languts, of whom they killed four. The
remainder fled. Thibetan troops stopped the
expedition 250 versts from [Lassa, and a mes-
senger from the grand lama brought his refugal
to allow them to proceed. They returned with
difficulty through northern Thibet, wintering
16,000 feet above the level Of the sea. Theex-
pedition expects to reach Keakhta, Siberia, in
August, by way of Alasharurga.

LONDON, May 9.—A Pesth correspondent tele-
graphs: A hail storm has devastated the greater
part of West Hungary. Almost all ‘the win-
dows and roofs of the houses in the towns and
villages were destroyed, and pines, fruit trees
and green corn crushed to death.

TEMPERANCE.

The “S5t. Paul Temperauce Asscciation”
H,1d an Intercsting Meeting.

A largely attended and interesting temper-
anoe meecting was held yesterday afternoon in
the Jackson street M. E. church. Noticeably
among tho audience were many young men.
The exercises were opencd with devotional
services, gospel songs being sung, followed by
prayer by the Rev. Mr. Davis, pastor of the

church. After another gospel hymn was sung,
Mr. Davis made & few remarks explanatory of
the object of the meeting. First and foremost,
they were beld in the cause of temperance, and
the present was the third of a series to effect
organization and arouse the community to the
necessity of combating the evil of in‘emper-
ance. Mr. Davis stated tkat an organization
had been effected, and called upon the secre-
tary to make report.

Thereapon Mrs. A. M. Pettit read the
minutes of the previous Sunday meeting,
which, besides containing acorcise and excel-
lent report of all proceedings, included a
synopsis of remarks made. The report set
forth the following as elected officers of the as-
sociation:

President—Rev. Mr. Davis.

Vice President—J. H. Randall.

Becretary—DMrs. A. M. Peitit.

Treasurer—H. E. Bishop.

Following this, Mrs. H. E. Bishop reported
a constitution and by-laws for the ‘‘8t. Paul
Temperance associntion,” which were adopted
unanimously.

Next in order, Col. J. Ham Davidson address-
ed the meeting in a few practical remarks, giv-
ing his enthusiastic suppeis to the movement,
He had much advice to convey in regard to first
awakening thesentiment of the community
in favor of support and enforcement of the
laws. Asat present, though the laws forbid
saloons to be open on Sunday, they were kept
open and solely because the sentiment of the
community did not suppor” the enforcement of
thestatutes. Moreover, statutory laws naming
crimes got the people used to them. and they
were ignored unless public sentiment was
aroused to an abhorrence of such offenses, for
instance, as liquor traffic. The Cclonel in his
remarks had something to say of ‘the
Maine liquor law,” which he declared
he wouldn’t support in this State, because it
would become a dead letter, and it was better
to have no law upon the subject unless it was
observed.

The Rev. Mr. Davis followed in an impas-
sioned speech in favor <f tempcrance, and an
invective against intemperance, the liquor
traffic, and all that morally debased and de-
bauched man. He called on his hearers to act
individually, and referred to the fact that
every saloon in the city was kept open on Sun-
day, in violation of law. It should be pre-
vented; the offenders should be prosecuted,
and he hoped soon to see 8 movement in this
direction, and urged his hearers to give their
attention to eradicating this foul stain and vio-
lation of law from our city. Mr. Davis gave
forth ‘‘temperance on fire,”” and pronounced
himself a fanatic, ready and eager to work.

At this juncture an aged gentleman arose in
the audience, announced his name as the Rev.
Mr. Cook, a farmer of Iowa. and a Methodist
clergyman. He asked permission to speak,
and did so in a; highly erratic way much to the
amusement of the audience, though his fervid
wo;ds were for temperance from begining to
end.

The meeting closed with the benediction pro-
nounced by the Rev. L. C. es.

He spoke of the sacred-
ness of Sunday as ordered by Christ, and en-
joined by all religious teachings, closing with
an eloquent appeal for a more zealous regard
of the edicts of piety as they regulated all
truly Christian lives.

DAUGHTER KILLED BY A DRUNKEN
CHICAGO FATHER.

Two Men Burned to Death in an Incen-
diary Fire at Danville, Va.---8t, Louls
Express Traln Ditched and Engineer and
Flreman Killed----Several Pasiengers
Ivjured---Destructive Oil Fire at Rex-
ford, Pa.---Eighty Bulldings, Several
011 Tanks, Derricks, Ete.,, Burned-~-Mijs-
cellaneous.

MURDERED BY HER DRUNKEN FATHER.
Crroago, Ills.,, 9.—A particularly brutal
murder was committed at 175 North Halsted
street, last night. James Tobin, stevedore by
occupation, ocoupies the house indicated with
wife and five children. He came home

last evening under the influence of
liguor and turned the family out
of the house, they taking refuge

from the heavy rain in an outbuilding. Later
they were told to return to the house, but the
onedoing 80 wag his daughter Mary, 17 years
old. Toben immediately sent her eut to pur-
chase asatchel, declaring his intention to leave
his family. Angered that the daughter got
him a satchel without a key he threw her
violently to the floor, pounded her severely with
fists, and finished by beating.ber with a chair.
She died in half an hour. Toben was arrested,
but denies the killing.
FIRE AT ALLEGHENY OTIY.

PrrrsevRe, May 9.—One of the most disas-
trous conflagrations occurring in this vicinity
for years started about 5 o'clock this evening
in =the stables of Heifer,
Strefel & Co.’s tannery, Spring
Garden! avenue, Allegheny City. The flames
communicated to the tannery, thence to the
other side of the street, spreading rapidly, and
goon taking in Valley and High streets, and
every building on Filbert street. Owing to
the peculiar position of these streets, which
are situated between two  hills, it was
impossible for the fire department to
gain control of the flames until Heefer,
Btrefel & Co.’s tannery, Welche's tannery, and
twonty-eight buildings: including slaughter
houses, stables, dwellings and contents, suc-
cumed to the firey element, involving a loss of
one hundred and twenty thousand dollars, and
rendering twenty families homeless, most of
whom are of the poorer class, loss
everytbing except the clothing on their backs.
Origin of the fire not known, but is supposed
to have been caused by two boys who were seen
playiog in the stables shortly before the fire
was started. Rumored a young girl perished in
the flames. This, however, could not be traced
to a reliable source. Insurance not obtainable
to-night.

DESTRUCTIVE OIL FIRE.

BRADFORD, Pa., May 9.—This afternoon, by
a gas explosion in a stove in the house of Jus-
tice Cline, Rexford town. eleven miles south-
west of Bradford, the building was fired. All
the adjoining buildings were light frame struc-
tures, and the fire spread rapidly, and before
its fury was spent eighty buildings were laid
in ashes. The list embraces the principal
hotels, stores and business places, including
the Kendall & Eldred railread depot. The fire
also burned the pumps and station of the
United Pipe lines. A tank containing 70,000
barrels of oil was burned, and an iron tank
containing 35,000 barrels is now in flames. A
short distance further down the valley are
one other 25,000 barrel tank owned
by the United Pipe lines and two
othersof similar dimensions belonging to the
Tidewater pipe lines. These three tanks are
all full, and, it is thought, cannot escape de-
struction. A large force of men are building
dams to check the burning oil from running
down the valley, should the tank now on fire
boil over. In and around Rexford forty der-
ricks were also consumed. It i3 impossible to
estimate the loss at present. Several wood
fires are reported, but no serious damage is yet
reported.

EXPRESS TRAIN DITCHED.

£7. Louis, May 9.—The Texas express train
on the 8t. Louis, Iron Mountain & Southern
railroad, wher one and a half miles this side of
Bismarck, and about ten miles from 8t. Louis,
at 3:45 o’clock this morning, ran into a wash-
out caused by the storm last night. The engine
was wrecked and the engineer, Charles McPher-
son, and the fireman, Nicholas A. Stoores, in-
stantly killed. The baggage, express and sec-
ond-class passenger cars were ditched and
turned over. The other cars remained on the
track. A. H. Hurly, Indianapolis; F£. Donor,
Jackson, Mich.; Joseph Palite, Blackwell,
Mo., passengers, and a tramp named Ed.
Walsh, who was stealing a ride were slightly
injured. The washout was repaired during
the day and trains arerunning again regularly,

ICE HOUSE BURNED,

The Queen’s Lake ice house, on the shore of
Queen’s lake, about twenty miles from here in
8t. Clair county, was struck by lightning last
night and entirely consumed. The house
contained about 5,000 tons of ice, owned by
the Mississippi Ice company of that city,
valued at $30,000 ; insured for $20,000. The
house was valued at $15,000; no insurance.

OHIO MINING fTROUBLES.

Corumsus, 0., May 9.—Gov. Foster remain-
edin his office most all night to be in readi-
ness to order troops to the Silver Creek coal
mines in Wayne county, if it was thought de-
sirable, To-day the governor received a tele-
gram from Attorney General Nash and Assis-
tant Adjutant General Smith, who are at the
gcene of trouble, saying all was quiet to-day,
and indications that no serious troble need be
apprehended. While arrangements have been
made to have a number of militia sent at once
to Wayne county in case they are needed it is
thought that the two company’s now on duty
at the mines will be sufficient to prevent riot
or bloodshed.

CorumBUS, May 9.—~A telegram received
here to-night, from Wayne county, says all is
quiet, and the Wooster military company has
been ordered home.

The engineer of the 6 o’clock A. M. train dis-
covered a man lying on the track a mile above
Albany station, Stearns county. The train
was stopped and on examination it was found
that his head was severed from his body. It
is not known whether the man had been drunk
and lain down on the track or that he had
taken this way of putting an end to his exist-
ence.

Victory of the Protectionists in the Pro-
posed Tariff Changes—The Swindle in the
Tax on Wood Pulp-Strong Pressure lof
Postmaster James for Key’s Place—
Probable Adjournment Juune 1st.

A PROTECTIONIST VICTORY.
|8pecial Telegram to the Globe. ]

WasmNaToN, May 9.—~The ways and met:u
committee has finally decided to report, with-
out recommendation, the tariff bill, but this

must not be nccepted as a victory of the
friends of tariff revision. It is to some extent
a concession on the part of the protectionists,
but itisa concession which concedes little.

The bill reported simply proposes to contain
reductions, but none of those who voted for it
in committee expect that it will in that form
become a }aw. On the subject of wood pulp
the committee probably will be glad to have
the country believe that they propose to reduce
the tariff from 2) per cent. advalorem to 10 per
cent. The truth is, and the members of the
ways and means committee were thoroughly
a:ivmed on the subject, that it was the inten-
tion of Congress, to put wood pulp on the free
list, but by a strained construction of the law
by the treasury department, it was decreed, or
enacted, that the tariff should be fixed

at 20 per cent. The ways and means commit-
tee instead of rebuking such usurpation of
authority by the treasury department which
thus assumed to enact a law that Congress had
not pqsed, and instead of stating that under
the existing law wood pulpis free and should
be free, have recommended that the duty upon’
it be fixed at 10 per cent. This apparent reduc-
tion is only a positive increase of 10 cent.
from the real spirit, intent and meaning of the
framers of the law, yet the total revenue from
wood pulp for last year, at present rates, was
but $152, and for eume years it has been less.
The duty upon sized or glued puper, such as
adapted only for printing paper, the com-
mittee recommends to be reduced 5 per cent.
from the existing rates, placing it at 20 per

cant. ad valorem. The annualrevenue from
this source, as at present , is but $222. Upon
bool paper the reduction proposed is also 5 per
cent., or from 20 per cent. the present rate to
18 per cent.ad valorem. The total avenue from
this source last year was $1,330. The duty on
all manufactures of paper or of which paper is
the important , i3 reduced 10 per cent.

The result of all the agitation, therefore, on

the question of a tax on knowledge, is that the
ways and means Ccommittee proposes a reduc-
fion of 10 per cent. on wood pulp and of 5 per
cent. upon printing paper. The protectionists,
of course, bave practically
gained . their point, and have
saved their system in committee by pre-
venting any considerable assaults upon any
particular portion of it. As to the proposition
to make salt free, and put Western farmers
upon the same footing as Eastern fishermen,
that article is entirely striken from the bill,
the committee not desiring to embarrass the
monopoly of New York, Michigan and Kanawha
valley and salt districts by any recommenda-
tion. The duty on salt remains at 12 cents per
100 pounnds in bags, and 8 cents per 100 pounds
in bulk. The committee propose to reduce
the tax on some agricultural, mining and me-
chanical implements 10 per cent. ad valorum,
or from 35 and 25 per cent.

POSTMASTER JAMES.
A strong movement is making in favor of

Postmaster James, of New York,
for postmaster genmeral. An Albany
special says the feeling among Repub-

licans there is very pronounced for the New
York postmaster. He will accept if appointed.
It is believed that the appointment will not be
delayed until after the Chicago convention, as
has been stated, but will be made certainly
duriog the present month.

ADJOURNMENT.

There continues to be extraordinary confi-
dence among the leading Democrats that a final
adjournment of Congress is pessible by Junel.
The Speaker renews his expression of confi-
dence in the ability to do this. The clerk of the
appropriation committee has received orders to
arrange the details of the unreported bills at
the earliest pessible day.

Track laying and track repairing in the down
town railway yards was not suspended yester-
day, some of the new tracks having to be made
ready for to-day's business.

The State normal board will meet to-morrow
at the capitol. Among other important busi-

ness to be transacted is the electien of a prin-
cipal for the Mankato normal school.

Miss Bessie Cornish, of Summit avenue,
celcbrated her sixth birthday Baturday by
an afternoon party at which rearly a score of
her playmates were assembled, and all bad the
very nicest of nice times.
