ArrANGFMENTS have been made whereby
delegates to tho Democratte State Conven-
tion, who pay full railroad fare in coming,
can return for one-fifth fare on certificate
of the secretary of the convention that they
were in attendance. This applies to all rail-
roads centering at St. Paul,

“Ir is believed in Washington,’’ says a dis
pateb, “that Mr. Hayes will sign the Bayard
bill providiog for the manner of appointing
deputy marshals.” “It was believed in
Wasbingtoa” that he would sign the bill
in the shape it last reached him, but he
didn’t. Mr. tayes is not a man whom any
one can afford to tie to.

Sowme of the Republican papers allude to
Senator Morgan’s proposed amendment to
the joint rales relative to the electoral count
as deaigned to enable the Demoeratic party
to steal the Presidency. As the rule now
stands either house has the power to rejeot
the eleotoral vote of any State. Under the
rule as proposed by Senator Morgan 1t will
require the concurrence of both houses to
effect that purpose. Instead of a proposi-
tion to steal the Presidency the amendment
looks like taking means to prevent such an
ontrage—to throw obstacles in its way.

THE COMING CONVENTIONS,

To-morrow’s Republican conventions will
probably decide the fate of both Grant and
Blaine as Presidential candidates. The
faithful in the States of Illinois, Minnesota
and Nebrasks, and Dakota Territory, will
assemble to choose delegates to the national
convention at Chicago, leaving the three
States yet to hear from—Alabama, Colorado
and Louisiana, A total of sixty delegates
will be chosen to-morrow—forty-two from
Illinois, ten from Minnesota, six from Ne-
braska, and two from Dakota. Forty-eight
delegates will remain to be chosen, but the
conventions of Wednesday practically hold
the key to the situation.

The principal contest will be in the State
of lllinois. Both the Grant and anti.Grant
factions claim to have a majority of the
delegates. Each, however, claims the Cook
ocounty delegation of ninety-two votes, and
toe four votes in Greene coanty, as to the
status of both of which there is a contest.
The Blaine men bope to contro]
the convention, through & coalition with the
adberents of Washburne. They seem to have
overlooked the faot that, leaving oui the two
contested delegations, the Grant delegates
will be in a majority over all others of sixty-
eight votes, and will no doubt secure  the
temporary organization. 'This will enable
them to constitute the commitiee on cre-
dentials in such a manner as to secure the

admission of the Grant delegatian from Cook
ocounty, and thus afford :

; permanent
control. The character of #hose having
Grant’s campaign in hand is as to leave

no doubt but every possible advantage will
beseized upon, even at the risk of causing a
bolt, for they know fall well that no bolting

—

delegation will be admitted to' the Chicago
convention.

The caloulation of the Blaine men that
Washburne’s friends will join their fortunes
does not seem to be borne out by the faols.
Many of those who prefer Washburne as their
first ohoice would go over to Grant
in case they were sure Weshburne would not
be a candidate, and as that gentleman has
repeatedly and emphatically declared himself
for Grant in all contingencies, there is good
ground to expeot that a goodly portion of
those delegates eleoted in his favor will re-
spect his wishes. Itis quite probable—
almost certain, indeed—that Grant will carry
his own State by a goodly majority, though
not without a severe struggle which may
terminate in an out and out bolt.

In Minnesota Blaineis the upper dog in
the fight. The aitempt to organize a Grant
movement under cloak of favoring Windom,
has proved a miserable failure. Favorite
sons are at a distance in this locality and it
is not at all provided that Windom will have
any special honor shown him in to-morrow’s
conventions. ‘The ten electoral votes from
this State are safe for the Maine candidate,

In Nebraska the situation seems to be
mixed. Both parties claim to have a ma-
jqrity of the delegates, and their exaot stand-
ing will probably not be known till the con-
vention meets. The strength of Grant and.
Blaine is so neaaly evenly balanced that in
all probability there will be no attempt to
instruct the six delegates to Chicago.

Dakota will contribute her mite—two
votes—to Grant. Of this there is scarcely a
question. The indications, therefore, are
that Grant will carry off forty-four of the
sixty delegates to be chosen on Wednesday,
with a good fighting chance for six others,
while Blaine will certainly have ten and
possibly sixteeen.

Of the conventions to be held subsequent-
ly Grant is confident of carrying both Ala-
bama and Louisiana, with a total of thirty-
six votes. These will assure him of a total
vote on the first ballot of over four huudred,
not counting upon any access of strength
from the Washburne, Edmunds or Sherman
forces. He may, threfore, consider himself
as good as nominated.

~

THE CLOSE OF CONGRESS.
Congress has practically determined to
close its session on the 31st inst., two weeks
hence, the House having adopted a resolu-
tion to that effect in which the Senate will
doutless concur. Much unfinished business
yet [remains upon the calendar’s of both
houses, and it will require the utmost indus-
try on the part of the members to complete
the necessary routine in such a short space
of time. While all the appropriation bills
bave been considered in committee, much
time will be required for their discussion in
both houses, where it is possible there may
be some factious opposition to some provis-
ions that affect various localities and branch-
es of the service. Yet by close attention to
business all these matters can bedisposed
of in due season. The only fear is that aoc-
tion will be delayed too long, and that in
consequence some items may be hastily con-
sidered, and a few injudicious appropriations
made.

The present session of Congress has at-
tempted but little new legislation of a gen-
eral character. It has avoided political dis-
cussions that would be apt to create ill-feel-
ing, and has generally counducted itself in a
becoming manner, There has been in the
past a disposition to attempt too much leg-
islation onan infininite variety of subjects.
At the present session the laws enacted have
been reduced to the minimam, but execept in
a few instances the country will be the gain-
er because of it. It is to be regretted that it
has not been desmead proper to repeal or re-
duce the duaties on paper, wood pulps, and
the chemleals that enter into the manuacture
of printing paper, yet it is not too late to ac-
complish something in that direction before
the close of the session.

The appropriations will aggregate abont
the same as last year. There has been an
increase in the mail servie: of the couutry
which has rendeied an increaseof the ap-
propriation necessary. The  river
and harbor appropriations are also larger.
This is due to the fact that many members
believe the only means by which the exac-
tions of railway corporations can be lessened
is by the improvement of our water ways,
There is little doubt bnt such is the faot, and
it is the duty of the government to render
all our navigable streams and harbors easy
of access to all sorts of water craft. The
people will be sufficiently benefited by such
improvements to compensate for their oost.
There are, no doubt, some items in the bill
that might have been eliminated—items for
the improvement of streams that can never
be made navigable, but these are exceptional.

The other appropriation bills show a re-
duction from last year sufficient to make the
aggregate nearly the same. Before those now
before Congress are finally passed, however,
the members should prane them judiciously
so as to make the burdens of the people as
light as possible. The fact that the receipts
of the government are largely in excess of
the expenditures is no exouse for lavishness.
The surplus should be religiously cared for
and devoted to the extingnishment of our in-
terest bearing debt as fast as possible.

“STRIKING” ELASTICITY.

A good many papers have been bragging
of late relative to their ‘‘elastic” plan—that
is making their sheets larger or -smaller as
the case may be, according to the pressure
on their columns. The Grose has done
this from the beginning of its existence
without making any particular point in the
matter. We believe, however, none of our
cotemporaries have been obliged to
enlarge owing to a “strike,” which
was supposed, on the part
of the wise printers, to render the issue of
the paper very diffioult, if not impossible.
The “strike” in the Grosk office, on Sunday,
has rendered it necessary for the GrLose to be
elastio to the extent of an eight colamn paper
instead of the nsual seven colamn size, in
order to publish the sarplus matter set hy
the force who have taken the place of the
strikers. . We shall probably be compelled

to issue an enlarged sheet until
the “strike” bas  entirely  spent
ita force. As soon as we possibly

can, we shall resume the usual smaller
size—though deeply grateful to the aid which
has required the temporary enlargement to
aoccomodate the extra matter which the
“gtrike’”” has supplied us with. Another
“‘strike” would probably compel us to issue
a sheet every day the size of the Sunpay
GrOBE.

It is possible that the “striking” printers
tock ihat means to enlarge the GrLosE in-
stead of to eripple it. Thanks, messieurs.

Sioux City consolidation, returned home yes-

to private business and his duties as trustee

of the St. P. & 8, O. lands.

S. 8. Merrill and J. W. Losey returned
yesterday from their trip to Ortonville and,
after dinner at the Merchants, went East on
the river road.

Messrs. Porter, Bishop, Lancoln, Clarke
snd Winter went out yesterday on the first
morning train for Sioux City, to inspect the
Omaha & Northwestern road and look over
the country between the Northwestern and
Bioux City.

General Manager Hill started last evening
for Grand Forks, intending to be absent
most of the week.

At about 1 A. M. yesterday morning an ex-
tra freight train coming in from Willmar,
on the St. Paul & Mamitoba road, encoun-
tered a broken rail, near Cedar Lake, in
Hennepin county, and twelve cars were
thrown from the track. None of the train
men were hurt but the wreck obstruoted the
track until near 2 p. M.

The rights of way, each 100 feet wide, for
three tracks from the Missouai to the Black
Hills, and for land on the west bank of the
Missouri for terminal shops and facilities,
the M. & St. P. and C. & N. W. companies
jointly offer to give the Sionx bands, owners
of the great reservation, 10,000 head of two-
year old cattle.

The contract is to be let to-day for bring-
ing in one of the surburban hills, for filling
in the space between Rosebel, Prince, Fourth
and Fifth streets, for the Northern Pacific
freight hounses and yard.

The railroad shops at Yankton have got to
be moved to save them from the Missouri,
which is cutting through towards them at a
dangerously rapid rate.

Grading has been begun on the main line
of the Southern Minnesota west of the Big
Sioux. |

Thursday evening last, the Sionx City
track between Sheldon and Sibley, Iowa,
was, for two miles or more, covered with
water a foot deep, and when the storm ended
and the water fell the track was still ob-
structed with earth,corn stalks, hay and
brush which the flood had lodged on it.
Trains going west were delayed about twelve
hours.

Improvements at the Blair crossing of the
Missouri enable the Omaha consolidated to
cross about one hundred cars daily.

The night train on the Northern Pacific
Sunday, took west about one hundred and
fifty Norwegian immigrants, just arrived
from the old country. They were a hardy
looking party, men., women and children,
and were possessed of considerable means.
About one-third of the party will locate on
land alraady selected for them by friends on
the line of the Northern Pacific in Minneso-
ta, while the remainder will locate in Dako-
ta, in the vicinity of Fargo.

Mr. C. A. Hallenberg, State immigration
agent, has gone west over the Northern Pa-
cific for a few days.

They left Stillwater at 11 a.m.,
arriving at the Falls at 3:30, gave the party
an hour at the Dalles and landed again at
Stillwater at 8 . M.

The Stiilwater cornet band will have an
excursion to Hastings next Sunday, with the
stearners Jennie Hayes and Ada B., lasked
together. The boys will be around Stillwater
selling tickets this week.

The steamer Belle of La Croose arrived
from below at St, Paul at 6 A. y. yesterday,
with a good freight trip and a score or more
of cabin passengers. She took on consider-
able freight yesterday afternoon and went
out at about 4 p. M.

The Aunie of the K. N. line is due here

CHAMBER OF COMMEROE.

THE RESERVOIR SYSTEM 01’.'
TMPROVEMENT.

prrsn

Board of Trade at Litchfield—Socotch L—-
byterian Immigration—Col., Crooks Ad-
dresses the Chamber in Favorofthe -
volr System—Messrs. Smith and m
DI/ssent from His Conclusions.

At a meeting of the chamber, yesterday, a
letter was read and referred, from E. P.
Peterson, of Litchfield, stating that a board
of trade had been organized at that place,
with V. P. Kennedy as president and the
writer as seoretary.

A letter was read from N. F. Hartshorn,
of England, stating that a colony or several
colonies of Scotch Presbyterians desired to

‘come to this country, and suggesting that

steps be taken to secure them for Minne-
sota. On motion of Mr. Willius, the exeou-
tive committee was directed to consunlt with
the State board of immigration and ascertain
and report what is being done to secure
immigration.

The special committee on State railroad
bonds, by Gen. Sibley, submitted a report,in
form of a communication, prepared for
presentation to the Republican and Demo-
cratic conventions, urging the need and jus-
tice of adjusting or providing for redemp
tion of the bonds. The report was adopted
and the committee direoted to present the
subject to the conventions as proposed.

Mr. Hall, for the committee of conference
with the new board of trade, reported ver-
bally upon the pending project for organ-
izing as a stock company to ereot a huilding
in which permanent quarters may be pro-
vided for both the board and the chamber.

The president reported that the commit-
tees appointed for that purpose last week
secured subscriptions to the membership
roll of the chamber, amounting to $716, of
which $571 has been paid into the treasury.
The committees were continued, except that
those members who have given a day to the
work are excused from further service.

Captain Blakely having obtained perinis-
sion for Col. Wm. H. Crooks to address the
Chamber on the subject of improving river
navigation by reservoirs, Colonel Crooks
spoke in substance as follows:

Referring to" the resolutions recently
adopted by the Chamber against the reser-
voir system, he said he thought it probable
there had been in the Chamber a misappre-
hension of the facts which have been shown
by competent engineers. Examinations
have been made, at government expense, for
thirteen years, under General Warren, Ma-
jor Farvohar and OCaptain Allen, United
States corps of engineers, to ascertain the
practicability of holding the surplus waters
of the upper Mississippi and its tributaries,
to prevent to & degree the devastations of
floods aud gain the benefits of supplying
water in time of need. Yon want the water
here for 120 days during the usunal low water
period of the summer. You cannot get it
by deepening the channel but must hold
back for that season the surplus water of the
spring. I submit to your consideration the
following data: When 5,800 cubio feet of
water per second passes St. Paul the large
boats begin to find trouble in reaching our
levee. To this amount of water, for & period
of ninety days, for the low water season, we
can add by the reservoir system 9,700 cabic
feet per second. Bat reducing it to the re-
quirements of 120 days, we can pass St. Paul
7,250 cubic feet per second, making 13,000
cubic feet per second for 120 days. By what

dams —about which there is no possible
doubt—at low water we can add to the vol-
ume of the Mississippi at the mouth of the
St. Croix 6,500 feet per second, making the
volume of water from Prescott 19,500 feet
per second ; and this is below what might be
fairly estimated. The low water volume now
is 5,800 feot per second at St. Paul, plus
2,600 from the St. Croix at Prescott, equals
8,400 feet, against 19,500 per second, with
the dams built—or two and a third times the
present low water volume.

Carrying this increased volume down the
river and through Lake Pepin, adding 100
feet per second for the Cannon and other
small streams, and we have for the volume
above the mouth of the Chippewa 19,600 feet
per second. The low water (measured) dis-
charge of the Chippewa at its mouth 1s
2,500 feet per second, to which we can add
from reservoirs on the Chippewa 3,000 feet
per second, giving as the accession to the
Mississippi there 5,500 feet per second—ag-
gregating below the mouth of the Chippewa
25,100 oubic feet per second for ninety days.

Recapitulating—The measured and ganged
low water of the Mississippi, St. Croix and
Chippewa, as used in the foregoing caleuli-
tion, is as follows: At St. Paul, 5,800 feet
per second; St. Croix, 2,600 feet; Cannon
river, ete., 100 feet: Chippewa, 2,500 feet;
total, 11,000 cubio feet per second. Amount
which would, farnished by the construction
of reservoirs, additional, 14,100 oubic feet
per second, making 25,100 cubic feet per
second, or 2 3-10 times the low water dis-
charge—no inconsiderable addition in time
of need.

Further, at Winona, by absolute gauging
and measurements, we find the low water of
1864, 11,190 feet per second. And in 1878
Col. Farquahar made measurements and
gauging below the Chippewa at Wabashaw,
and found the low water discharge there
10,100 cubic feet per second.

Examinations as to evaporation, infiltra-
tion, wastage, percolation—in other words,
all sources of loss—have been made by ao-
tual instrnmental observation at the United
States depots in Minnesota and Wisconsin
and, as a factor of safety—wholly unneces-
sary but given to cover all possibilities—only
25 per cent. of the rainfall has been allowed
to cover losses from such sources in any of
thess calculations, whereas all the reports
from accepted authorities show that 40 per
cent. is the lowest which should be allowed
in any region east of the Red River of the
North.

The speaker deprecated any association
of the reservoir system with the opposition,
for selfish reasons, of certain mill owners to
the sawdust bill, pending in Congress. That
would be passed, of course, because it is use-
less to adopt any plan of river improvement
and then allow it to be defeated by the de-
posit of obstructions.

Excavating the channel will not alone pro-
vide for a good stage of water. You cemnot
have enough water in the dry season unless
you hold it back from the flood season. That
this can be done is demonstrated. If is no
longer a problem but a demonstrated theo-
rem, acoepted as demonstrated by competent
and prominent engineers. In eonclusion he
expressed the opinion that it came with ill
grace from the Chamber of Commerce of the
capital city of Minnesota—to throw doubt on
a project powising as mnoh of benefit to both

city and State.
_ Mr. James Smith, Jr., said he had read
carefully the reports of government

engineers on the reservoir system and could
not draw conclusions from them ing
with"those drawn by Col. Crooks. If the
question was to be again discnssed be de-
sired to be heard on1t.

Capt. Blakeley thought the vote by which
the resolution against the reservoir system
was passed was a hasty vote, and hoped
some one who voted for the resolation would
move a reconsideration.

Mr. Wm. Lee said he had the anthority of
an old engineer, who hzs been forty years in
the government service, for saying that in
every instance the engineers have qaalified
their recommendations of the reservoir sys-
tem. In fact, they bhad only said it was
possible the system might produce snch re-
sults. He thought the water must bs saved
by using dam improvements—by contraoting
and straightening the channel.

At this point the subject was by common
consent laid over till next week and the
chamber adjouraed.

The substance is as
follows: The boys names were Peter Hender-
son, aged 9 years, and John M. Oleson, aged
lbyears. sons of two neighbors living about
half a mile apart, John was found dead near
where they were seen playing, his face buried
in the soft ground. The surroundings inti-
mate that he had died a peaceful death. The
body of Peter was found in the edge of a
marsh, his face buried in about three inches
of water, the rest of his body on dry ground.
No sign of a strugzle having taken place. One
theory is that the boys had eaten some poi-
sonous root, and being taken sick, started for
home and died betore they reached there—an-
other, and a strangely strained thedry is that
(he younger boy intentionally or accidentally
killed the older boy by suflocation or chokiug,
and then drowned himself. There were no
gigns of violence on the body of the older. It
must levy a heavy tax on credulity to believe
that a boy 9 years vld, killed a boy 11 years
old, and then committed suicide. The theory
of poisoning is the most plausible, and yet a
physician gives an off-hand opinion, without
examining the stomachs of the boys, that
there was no sign of poison, and that the boys
came to their death by suffocation and drown-
ing, and the coroner’s jury in their verdict,
adopt the decision of the doctor.

A Japanese edition of the book of common

prayer is said to be nearly completed. Tt is

being prepared under the supervision of a

mixed committee of English and American

missionary societies.

The Rev. Noah M. Wells, the oldest Presby-

terian minister in this countiy, died on the 4th

inst. at Erie, Monroe county, Mich. He was

98 years old. The first Presbyterian Church of

Detroit was organized by him.

The bible has been translated into 226 differ-

ent languages, and the copies ciron-

lated amonnt to 148,000,000. More than
seventy barbarous languages have been en
dowed with a grammar and literature.

The Rev. Arthur Foster, of the Methodist
iscopal church, for maoy years a resident of
timore, has been called to the pulpit of the

Reformed Episcopal Church of the Redeemer,

in that city, and will eater upon his daties at

once.

The Third Presbyterian church has flourished

under the pastorate care of the R:v. Dr. A. E.

Kittredge, and now there is work for an as-

sistant, but the difficulty is to find a man whe

can fill and will accept the position.

A few days ago a Norwich, Conn., man
bought a chest of tea in Providence R. L., and
on openiug found a stone iuside weighing
nearly eleven pounds. He remarked that the
weighs of Proyidence were very mysterious.

Father Chiniquy, of the Presbyterian church
of Canada, since his conversion from Romanisn
twenty-one years ago, claims that he has been
instrumental in the conversion of 25,000 per-
sons, including eighteen priests. He is now in
Australia. .

David X. Junkin, D. D., pastor of the Pres-
byterian church in Newcastle, Pa., died recent-
ly at an advanced age. He was a graduate of
Jefferson college and Princeton Theological
seminary, and was for some vears professor of
belles-lettres in Lafayette college.

The bishop of Oxford, in reply to a letter of
the church mardens of Clemer, asking him not
to accept Canon Carter’s resignation, says he is
unable to see any grounds for refusing to ac-
cept the resignation. He expresscs regret
that Mr. Carter’s services will be lost to the
church.

The death is announced of the Rev. Thomas
COreigh, D. D., & well-known Presbyterian min-
ister. He was for nearly fifty years pastor of
the Presbyterian church at Mercersburg, Pa.,
whieh was the only pastorate he ever held. Hs
was & member at the last general assembly at
Saratoga.

The Rev. F. D. Moore, pastor of the first
Presbyterian Church of Oovington, Kentucky,
preached that Bunday laws were contrary to
the teachings of the Bible and common sense.
The Presbytery has voted unanimously that
the sermon was heretical, and Mr. Moore has
resigned his charge.

A negro woman near Chesapeake Bay lately
made an amusing reply to a Wall street speou-
lator of a religions as well as duck shooting
tarn of mind. ‘‘Are there any Presbyterians
in this vicinity?'' he asked. ‘‘Well, massa,™
she answered, *'I ain't heard of none of dem
bein’ shot this season."

The British and Foreign Bible society, the
first to circulate in Mexico, has distrihuted no
less than one hundred thousand copies in that
country. A society has been established in
London to collect money for the Church of
Jesus in Mexico, which was organized by the
Protestant Episcopal chureh.

In a recent letter from Garibaldi to Baron
Swift, the president of the society of Atheista
at Venice, occurs this paregraph: ‘I wish that
Italians would understand that the atheism we
profess is synonymous with freedom, reason
and science, and that it aims to destroy the
worst of hunman plagues—clericalism."

Recently, a petition was presented to the
legislatore of Rhode Island in behalf of the
Free Religious society of Providence asking
that its minister might be allowed to solemnize
marriages as other ministers do. The petition
was rejected on the ground that the society in
question did not believe in a personal God.

The Rev. F. W, Handford, of London, Ont.,
“the most eloquent preacher and popular leo-
turer in Canada,”” and pastor of a fashionable
Oongregational church, is charged with drunk-
enness, embezzlement and Beecherism. The
aocusers are two of his deacons. Handford
says he has been indiscreet, but not immoral.

The Mount Vernon Place Methodist Episco-
pal church is the most costly of its denomina-
tion in Baltimore, and 1t has the most fashion-
able Methodist worshipers. It oost £400,000,
and has been for some time carrying a debt of
£60,000. ‘I'be Easter collection realized this
amount, and the stately building is now paid
for.

The prefeot of Paris has already begun to
carry out the decrees of the French government
against unauthorized religions orders. He has
“laicised’’ thirty two communal schools by
expelling the brothers and sisters who held
them and installing other teachers. But most
of the scholars left the schools with their
teachers.

‘Ihe Cbristian church on Western avenue in
Chicago has invited Elder J. H. Wright, State
evangelist for Illinois, to become its pastor,
and he bas accep'ed the appointment. The
Evangelist saysof bim: “Brother Wright will
be a splendid addition to our ministerial corps
in Chicage., and we fcel confident that he will
do & good work in the city.

In North Carolina there are 167,609 Baptists,
71,069 Sounthera Methodists, 43,000 colored
Methodists, 13,500 Mcthodist Protestants, 5,000
Friends, 10,000 Lutherans, 2,000 Moravians,
17,800 Presbyterians, and 10,000 Anti-Mission
and 6,500 Free-Wiil Baptists, There are ander
6,0)0 Disciples of Christ, and 5500 Episcopal-
ians. The Baptists foot np 198,935; the non-
Baptists, 179,505.

German Roman Catholic Association,
87. Louis, May 17.—The twenth-fifth an-
nual session of the German Roman Catholio
association assembled at St. Louis University
ball this forenoon, with about 200 delegates
present, and Henry J. Spannhorst, 8t. Louis,
president, in the chair. Mr. Spannhurst
made the opening address, in which he re-
viewed the history of the association, de-
seribed its growth and prosperity. and pre-
dioted its golden jubilee wonld show still
greater prosperity and power than this its
silver jubilee. A telegram was sent to Pope
Leo, asking the apostolic benediction. Let-
