The Democrats willelect the President of
the United States next fallif they exercise
any degree of wisdom. The Minnesota lte-
publicans contributed their share, yesterday^

to a Democratic victory by fastening Grant
upon the Republican party. The Minnesota
Demooraoy can oontributo their shard, to-day

by declining to fasten any one upon tbe
Democratic pai-fy. We have no electoral

votes to give, and when Minnesota has cast
her ten votes at the Cincinnati convention
her work haa been accomplished.

Itwillbe both impoliticaud presumptions
for a State which is unable to furnish a

electoral vote, to diotate to the pivotal States
who should bo the nominee. Tho choice of
the doubful States is not sufficiently defined

to warrant any declaration by Minnesota.
The true policy is to select distinguished
members of the party, men whose wisdom
and integrity can ba relied upon and leave
them to act at Cincinnati as in their judg-
ment may seem wisest and best for the party

and the country.

So far as the temper of the convention has

been developed inadvance, we believe the
sentiment is almost unanimously against
tying up Minnesota to any one's boom.
With the delegation instructed to vote as a
unit and nothing more, Minnesota will so
to Cincinnati prepared to exercise an in-
flaence whioh may turn the scale in the
choice of the successful candidate.

THE DAVIS-BLAISE WATERLOO.
Itwas well done. The game of stealing

Minnesota from Blame was played to a suc-
cessful conclusion yesterday. The Grant
element of the Republican party controlled
the convention at the outset aud they made
the most of their advantage.

Itwas really humiliating and painful to
witness the floundering of the Biaiue wing
of the party. Laiby Cusb. Davis and Gen.
Averill they constantly sought to extricate
themselves from the toils and en constantly
failed. The Grant men, disguised as Win-
dom boomers, were well trained. They did
not miss a point and tallied every trick as
rapidly as a point was made.
Itwas evident as the delegates began to

corns into the city that the "favorite" sonney
gag had taker root. They were called into
caucus and drilled into their work. Yale
of Winona nttered tha k^y-nota when he de-
clared tin only a first, list, and all the time
Windom man was wanted a-t a delegate and
Jim Baker clinched the matter by having the
caaens pass a resolution to that effect
From that time tho eyes of the- animal "were
sot," and as Gen. McLaren and one or two
others turned tbe crank the puppets danced.
Itwas a nice piece of political mechanism
and it stole a State from a man who has been
the universal favorite of tho party for four
years past.

The fight inMinnesota was a donble one.
Itwas for Grant for President and against
C. K.Davis for U. 8. Senator. The Granf
men were hcourt enough tosee that it would
bo positively hopeless to carry the State for
him direct. They did not need the ten votes
of Minnesota direct, but if tbe State conld
be, by any device, taken away from Blame,
it broke i!io backbone of the chief opponent
to Gen. Grant'ti Huocess. Ex-Gov. Davis was
an open and avowed friend of Blame, and
was also understood as being a candidate for
tbe U. S. Senate. Hence bis defeat as a
delegate to Chicago broke tbe Blame back-
bone and severely wounded the senatorial
spinal column. At first the Grant men
talked of allowing Davis to go to Chicago
with instructions to support); Windom, bui
a-, they found their strength they resolved
upon no compromise. Itwas consequently
a serious mistake when Davis offered res-
olutions laudatory of Windom and reoeive'l
only kicks and cuffs for bis concession.
The convention was bound to ride down
Blaiue nationally and Davis locaily. rough
shod and itdid the work with tbe remorse-
lessneM of the cold blooded politician and
trained office holder.

We do not gainsay that many honestly
supported Windom who at heart are opposed
to Grant end the third term, but theae were
the rank and file. The leaders know that
the fight as it stands is between Grant and
Blame. They were canning enough to see
that where votes oould not be secured direct
for Grant it was two-thirds a victory to keep
them from going for Blame. That was the
game which was played and won in St. .Paul.

For fonr years every political table baa en-
rolled ''Minnesota 10" in the Blame colamn.
No matter by whom the calculation was
made, it was always the same. Today it
reads emphatically "Minnesota anli-Blnne
10." That is a blow which is fatal to Mr.
Blame, and Mr. Blame's political death is
the triumph of Grantism and the third term
at the Chicago convention. To Minnesota,
therefore, will belong the honor of placing
the third term at issue before the American
people.

Trial of Offenders.
Since the commencement of criminal tri-

als in the district court last Monday, the ju-
ries have failed to return a single conviction.
After an allnight's session, the jury in the
case of the State against Thomas Wardell,
indicted for larceny, came into court Tues-
day roaming and announced that they could
not agree upon a verdict. The same thing
was repeated yesterday morning.

The jury in the case of the State against
John O'Brien and Joseph Graham, charged
with robbery, retired to consider the evi-
dence about 5 o'clock, Tuesday afternoon.
They worried over the testimony »11 night,
and when court opened at 10 o'clock yester-
day morning, they were still out. At 11
o'clock, the foreman announced that there
was no possibility of an agreement, where-
upon the jury were discharged. The de-
fendant, O'Brien, was released" on hi* former
recognizance and Graham gave bonds in the
sum of $350 for bis appearance. \u25a0 vThe trial of the State against Hermann
Conrad, charged with the larceny of §225
from the dwelling ofHermann Schroeder,
was resumed fit 10 o'clock- The case was
continued.

BUILDING HOUSES.
How to Supply the Demand for I'ttiiontvuts

InSt. Paul.
The following is the valuable paper pre-

sented by J. W. McClung at the citizens'
meeting, held Tuesday night, to devise some
plan for providing tenements inS,t. Paul:

Inorder to meet the demand for homes in
St. Paul itis not necessary, to farm a stock
company, to build homes to rent or Bell."
Neither does itseem practicable at present.
A quicker, and more practicable way, in to
leave itto individualenterprise, and to make*
each a change inour methods of real entitle
Bales, as willenable the poorest man, who
has steady work, and a monthly income,

from wages or salary, to .purchase a lot of
his own, and pledge it as security for the
money to build a house on it.

The difficulty in the way under our pres-
ent system, ia that lot owners willnot give a
clear deed unless the foil price of. the lot is
paid, and money loaners cannot advance the
money without a clear mortgage. The re-
sult is a scarcity of houses, an embargo on
real estate sales, and building improvements,
tun loss of hundreds of citizens who nib

driven away,for want of accomodationfl, a
shifting, drifting ;.nd unstable population,
which we should anchor here, by giving
them homes of their own, and not allow
them to run away by tbo thousand, when-
ever hard times make it difficult for them
to live and pay house rent.

The Loan and Building association have
succeeded in partially remedying this evil.
They have all the money requisite to meet
all demand:! for building houses, fully $20,-
-000 per mouth to loan. But hundreds who
would borrow and build cannot furnish a lot
as security. Ifwe can tunnel through this
heretofore insurmountable barrier, and break
the embargo on real estate sales, all difficul-
ties can be solved, and the interests of real
estate owners, as well as the great masses
who are willingbut not able to build, can be
promoted, and a boom given to building as-
sociations which willgive a healthy impetus
to mechanical labor, real estate sales and the
traffic in all building materials, while the
city at large will feel the healthful glow
which will result from the new departure
and reform inland tenures. St. Paul is suf-
fering from the same evil that afflicts Ire-
land—large lauded estates— and we need
reform at homo as well as sympathy beyond
the sea.

St. Paul owners of real estate have only to
apply the came reasoning to St. Pa;il they
have applied to Ireland to prove that a re-
form here inour iand tenures would result
in the prosperity of St. Paul, and, es a re
suit, the prosperity of the land owners them-
selves.

The only practical business of this meet-
ing is to show how this reform can be brought
about withprofit to ail parties. There are
skeletons of several plans. First plan— A,
the lot owner, gives B, tbe buyer, a clear
deed. Bmortgages itto the Building asso-
ciation, for say, 5000 cash, insnriDg tbe house
he builds, worth$600 ormore, and, assigning
the policy to the Building association, his
payments to the Building association arc $10
per month, 100 months. Bgives A a second
mortgage to secure the prise of tho lot, in
such payments monthly, or otherwise, as
may be agreed on. Ho also gives him per-
sonal security otherwise, by getting a good
name on his pai.r-r, or givinga chattel mort-
page on his furniture or other property, and
an assignment of his life insurance until
four years of monthly payments are made in
the Building association.

By this time his loon will be about half
paid and the Building association will loan
him enough more to pay up infull for the
lotand clear the. real estate man from all
farther coniplicatiou3.

SKCOND PLAN.
A, the lot owner, gives 8, the buyer, a four-

year lease with the privilege of buying at the
end of four year*, aud applying allhis four-
yeara' payments as purchase money on the
lot. To avoid putting a flaw on his title of
record, be makes this in the form of an agree-
ment regularly witnessed but without ac-
knowledging. Also to avoid the delay and
expense >. f foreclosing a mortgage or bond,
he leaves itas an escrow in the hands of a
third party, not to be delivered until the
four years' payments are made Ha retains
the titlein fee, but executes a mortgago to
ti:o Buuilding association to seoare
the payment lor four years

—
which

B has agreed to make, say -510 per
mouth for a $GOO house, $6 per month for a
$3GO b,ouße, $12 per month for a 9120
house, an pro rata per year or smaller sums.

At the end of four yearn if15 has made ail
his payments

—
say G per cent, interest on

the price of the lot and 6 per cent, of the
principal, or whatever is agreed on. A gives
him a clear deed; he (B)gives a mortgage to
tho Building association to secure future
payments, and if his lot is half paid for,
tbe Building association will advance
all the balance due on it,release the mort-
gage of Aand substitute Binhis place.
Ifit is not halt paid for, he must get a

longer lease from A, or make other arrange-
ments. The worst that could happen to A
in this arrangements would be that he would
have to dispossess B, his tenant, in oaso ho
ran, say sixth months, behind with bis rent
and gave no security and place another
tenant inhis stead as he would have to doif
he owned the house himself and leased itto
any tenant. The usual delays of the law
would ofconrso, have to be met in this case,
as they would had be sold oughtright, and
taken a mortgage te secure payments, as is
usually done.

j A, the lot owner, gives B, the buyer, a
lease for twenty years, or one hundred [years,
renewable forever, with the privilege of buy-
ing at anytime, at the value appraised at
the beginning of the lease, B paying 6 per
cent, interest on tho appraised value, and all
taxes and assessments. There isno revalua-
tion on this plan. Ifthe seller preferred, he
riiight reqnire a revaluation at the end of ten
years or twenty years, with the privilege of
buying then, or continuing to pay 6 per cent,
on the revaluation. The plan of 6 per cent,

without revaluation, is the Cincinnati plan,
on which the millionaire Nicholas Long-
worth managed bis estate; and his success as
a real estate man should be % sufficient rea-
son to induce our St. Paul real estate men
to examine it and see if they cannot make
more money by it, than to keep their lots
lying idle— a curse -, to themselves
as wellas to the city, and sell only to mar-
ried men if they are lucky enough to find
such. There is, also, a similar system in
Philadelphia, and these long and perpetual
leases are regarded by the shrewdest dealers
as the best system of disposing of real estate.
Ifwe can adopt it inSt. Paul it willbe as
great a reform an the substitution of steam-
ers inplace of the oldflat-boat system of our
fathers. Itis hard to convince a St. Paul
man that it would pay him to dispc.se of his
real estate inthis way, but the actual tenden-
cy of St. Paul real estate for a quarter of a
century past will show that the slow penny
of six per cent, interest compounded out-
runs the fast shilling and in the long run
wintLthe race. -"•

AS TO ALLTHE PLANS.
Itis safe to say that every man who would

pay his rent wonld pay tbe monthly pay-
ments on his lot. And the owners of lots
would run no more risks than our landlords
have to do. They wonldof course have to
discriminate. \u25a0

Itis safe tosay that our bankers frequently
prefer the individual note of a good man
who has the means to pay rather than to
have mortgage security, and the
experience in these two classes of business
transactions proves that not one
in ten who wonld buy lots intbis way would
default in payment. It is safe to say that
there are clerks, salesmen, trusted employes
in every department of business, known to
be honorable, steady, prosperous and safe
meu. whose employers wonld not hesitate to
guarantee one, two, three or four years'
monthly payments on lota, and whom real
estate men wonld be equally safe inselling
toand trusting on any of the three plans
proposed.

PLAN TO OABB7 THIB OUT.
There are over one dozen building associ-

ations mSt. Paul. Over 2,000 people be-
long to them. Over 2,000 more can belong
and ought to belong to these now working,
rather than start any new ones. Itis better
to strengthen and fortifyand keep sound a
dozen good associations than to multiply
them and spread them out too thin by mak-
ing supernumerous and apt to lead a sickly
life. Let each man who wishes to buildinter-
view the holders of lots, select one to
suit him and negotiate his loan from the
buildingassociation he belongs to or prefers,
or Ret the money outside ifhe can. The in-
terests paid in the building association need
not exceed the interest paid outside, and
does not; and in some cases, depending
upon the age of the stock, not half the in-
terest paid outside. Ican demonstrate this
to any reasonable man's satisfaction by ac-
tual figures.

This willapply either to those who wish
to build homes to live in themselves, or to
rant to others. No organization will thus
be required. Every man who desires to
build houses torent or to sell, can thus be
furnished with the means, and his individual
enterprise and industry will be paid by his
increased rents and prosperity rather than
by a salary as an officer or a dividend as a
stockholder, whioh willdoubtless be a more
satisfactory solution of the problem to all
concerned.

Heerman, owner, master, clerk and mate,
and Messrs. J. L. Bissell and Chas. Davic,
pilots, touched at our levee yesterday morn-
ing on her way from St. Paul to Ben-
ton. The Minnie is one of the Cbippewa
river line, is 133 feet long by
25 beam, and has a load of 100 tons, mostly
nails, for Benton. The hull is new, being
built last winter. The cabin i° from another
boat. The little craft only draws eleven
inohes light, and twenty-nino inches witha
load of 160 tons. She has proved herself a
good oraft on the Missouri, beating the time
of the Red Cloud on her tripfrom St. Louis
to this city by twenty-t»o days. When she
gets stuck on a bar itis only neoessary to
send a msn overboard witha line and "jack
polo." The man wades out a few rods, and
tying the line near the lower end of
tbe jack pole, sets it in tbe mud,
and holds tbe upper end down
while the steam capstan tightens the line.
Capt. JUissell informed the reporter that tbis
simple device usually put tbe boat afloat. A
ojcw of half a dozen men forward works the
boat, and the expense, inclnding wood,does
not run much over $30 a day. Capt. Heer-
man expects to make his vessel useful on tbe
upper Missouri and Yellowstone during low
water, and ifhe makes tbe thing a success
financially will bring out the three other
boats of his line, inclnding one that only
draws nine inohes light."
