COMMERCIAL.

The Sammcr Weather Melts the Stock and

Wheat Markets- St. Paul Steady— The Un-
certainties Which Prevent Free Invest-
ments this Season.

St. Paul, May 22.
Atthe banks money continues easy and.

legitimate demands are promptly met. Inthe
jobbing and wholesale trade business is mod-

erate to fair in tome lines, for which the sea-
son is over, and active to rushing iv others.
Ingrain there are no changes of values since
Thursday, except that wheat prices were sick
yesterday, buyers for shipment offering only
950 forNo. 3, and millers holding off. Eleva-
tor A continues to ship several car loads of
wheat daily to the mills, and is shippiug about
ten car loads of corn daily to Duluth. Bran
and ground feed are a little weaker,
withonly a light demand, and that almost
wholly from the city trade. Eggs are scarce,
and worth about }^c more than on Thursday.
There is quite anactive trade iv butter, but
with such a variety in quality and valuation
that we can only continue to quote the outside
ranges, omitting creamery and gilt-edge
dairy rolls, which are all taken for home con-
sumption, and whioD command exceptional
prices, ranging from 25c to 80c. The fruit
trade continues increasingly large. Strawber-
ries, which wereinmore than plentiful supply
Thursday, and declining invalues, were yester-
day reduced in quantity by free orders, and
prices became firmat the previous day's quo-
tations.

ANew York dispatch of last evening says:
"The dry goods market continues quiet and
withoutdecided change. Cotton goods inlight
demand and prints dull. Ginghams ivfair re-

quest and firm. Printed lawns moving stead-
ily. Mens's wear woolens quiet, but stocks
are so well in hand that prices are generally
steady. Foreign goods quiet.

Wall &Bigelow's St. Paul circular of last
evening says the stock of wheat insight in the
United Btates and Canada is 20,358,000 bu-
shels, a decrease since last report of 884,000
bushels.

The Chicago Tribune aptly refers to the two
uncertainties now occurring more frequent
than any other conditions in calcu-
lations as to the future if stocks
and other speculative or variable prop-
erty—the crops and politics. The prospects of
leading crops are all right, except in western
Kansas and Nebraska; but as to politics,who cai.

forecast the future? Moreor less ofinvestment
willundoubtedly be delayed pendine the pres-
idential election and ifthe political campaign
Rhould become desperate, with the chancts so
evenly balanced an to justify fears of another
conspiracy to steal the Presidency, all lines of
business depending upon investments will un-
doubtedly be greatly depressed. But if,as is
to be hoped, when tbe twopolitical armies are
arrayed the Democrats shall appear certain of
winning by such odds as willleave no chance
for the willof the people being again reversed
by fraud, a business boom may be expected
which willexceed in strength, duration and
volume anything the country has enjoyed
of prosperity for twenty years past.

Inpresenting statements of raw iron re-
ceived at Pittsburgh during the first four
months of the year and during the correspond
ing periodof previous years, the Dispatch of
that oity remarks: "It seem*
singular that ore can be delivered
in Pittsburgh from the Mediterranean, after
paying duty, at a le.sa cost thin Iron Mountian
and Lake Superior, and shows there must be a
big mistake somewhere. The soouer the mis-
take is found and corrected, the better for all
concerned. Tbe fact is, some persons think
because there is a good demand for certain
articles, they can ask just what they please,
and forget that ttiere is a hearaf ter, untilprices
reach such a figure that nearly tbe whole
world is brought into competition. That's
just what was the the matter with the iron
trade, and we are glad the iron men have dis-
covered their error and have corrected the
same." The receipts of raw iron at Pitts-
burgh, according to the D'*patcht iv January,
February, March and April, were as follows for
the last four years, 1877, 202,760 tons; 1878.
214,984 tons; 1879, 243,323 tons; 1880, 829,255
tons.

The calculations of the bulls in the
stock market were somewhat interfered with,
and in some cases entirely upset, to-day, by
the announcement of the suspension of the
Philadelphia &Beading Goal &Iron company,
whichis connected with the Philadelphia &
Reading Railway oompany, and many of whose
obligations are indorsed by the latter. Though
Beading sold at 46% inthe morning, it felloff
to3034 in the afternoon. Invisw oi the panic
inthis Btook, which had its effect* on the re-
maining coal stocks, almost the entire western
listdisplayed great steadiness; Delaware, Lack-
awanna &Western sold down to 75^ and re-
covered to76%; New Jersey Central declined
t > 62% and closed at 64%. and Delaware &
Hudson felloff to 70, closing 70%; Canada
Southern broke to48% and recovered to 49;
Western Union fell2 per cent, and recovered %
per cent., and Northern Pacific lost 1% per
cent, on the day's transactions. Other fluctu-
ations unimportant. Beading recovered 1%
per cent, from its lowest point and the market
closed up steady. The Post says the Phila-
delphia&Beading Bailroad company, by its
charter, was unable to buy and hold coal lands.
Accordingly, when Mr. Goweu adopted for the
Beading company the policy of mining, as
wellas carrying coal, itwas fonnd necessary to
create another corporation. This was done by
organizing the Philadelphia &Beading Goal &
Ironcompany. The stock of this company was
owned whollyby the Philadelphia &Beading

Bailroad company, which also guaranteed,
wherever itcould, the obligations of the oom-
pany which ithad created. The railroad com-
pany stands, therefore, in the position- of guar-
anteer or indorser of the coal and iron oom-
pany. The Beading railroad, under its former
management, was a coal carrying company and
a prosperous concern. There were hopes that
when business revived, as it has in the last
eighteen months, the coal company could be
tided over, but itappears that the burden has
proved too great even for the good business of
the last year and a half. The Graphic says the
officiallyannounced suspension of payment by

the Philadelphia &Beading Coal & Iron com-
piny affected the other coal stocks in to-day's

market, New Jersey Central and Delaware,

Lack* wanna &Western both deolining sharply,

but there were heavy purchasers of those
-
two

stocks at every decline, as it was understood
that the failure of the Heading company would
materially benefit the business of the _other
two corporations. Inasmuch as the Philadel-
phia &Reading Coal 4 Iron company, should it
go into the hands of a receiver, will no longer

be forced to crowd production to obtain funds
to moet its oblinatione, and should no;more
serious blowthan this oocur to the ooal busi-
ness, short Bales of s New Jersey Central and
Delaware, Lackawanna &.Western .are.by no
means advisable. The followinghM just come
to hand:I"Philadelphia,' May President
Go wen makes the following announcement:
i:Tho Philadelphia & Beading Railroad oom-
