FORTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.
(Second Session.)

Ihe Senate.

Washington, May 24—The president pro tern.
Hidbefore the Senate a communication from
the president ofthe Smithsonian Institute re-
commending an appropriation of $80,000 for
completing the preparation of the scientific re-

sults'of Hall's arctic expedition. Referrf d.
Senator Carpenter from the committee on

judiciary reported favorably on the billregula-

ting the terms of the Unit* <l States courts in
lowa. Placed on the calender. On motion ofSen-
ator Carpenter, his resolution providing for a
speoial committee to inquire into the manage-
ment of the soldiers' home in the district was
taken up.

Senator Burnside moved to amend bo as to
instruct the committee on military affairs to
make an appointment. Amendment adopted
and the resolution as amended passed.

The billpassed appropriating $15,000 for the
statue of Joseph Henry, late secretary of the
Bmithsonian Institute.

Benalor Eaton from the committee on ap
propriations reported with amendments of the
House bill, making appropriations for dtfi
ciency in the appropriations for payment of
pensions for the year ending June 3)th inst.
Plaoed on the calender.

Senator Baulsbury for the committee on
privileges and elections reported adversely on
the bill to chancre the day for tbe ebction of

representatives and delegates to Congress. In-
dennitsly postponed.

On motion of Senator Beck, oQmc bill
amending the revenue l**ws, known as the Car-
lisle bill,was taken un. After a short debate,
Senator Morrillmoved to strike out the seven-
teenth section providing for allowance for loss
in warehouses. Rejected. The bill then
passed.

Anumber of bills granting pensions passed.
The morning hour having expired, the Senate

resumed consideration of Senator Morgan's
resolution providing a rule for counting the
election vote, benator Teller, a member of
the eelect committe from which the resolution
was reported, said he would not support it. It
was placable on its face, but not fair in fact.
Itwaa a mere temporary expedient and might
even bo abrogated by the notion of either house
during progress of the count. This would in-
dicate the advisability of passing a bill
instead of a revision, but he did not insist on
thie point. Inhis opinion the principle of the
raersure was bad. Itwas the first step toward
an arrangement by which the two bouses
should not only count tbe votes returned, but
go into the whole question of the qualification
of electors and all the facts connected with
elections; perhaps the presumption was that
Congress wouldact ju9tly, but itwas danger-
ous to place this power and temptation in the
bands of a politically divided party.
He believed the measure tended
toward confusion and anarchy.
He wished the adoption of Borne measure
providing for a fair count, but was opposed to
any measure taking the decision of the role of
the State out of its ownhands.

Mr. Ingalls spoke against the resolution . He
thought a jointresolution insufficient. There
should be a statute, or an amendment, to the
constitution, and he preferred tbe latter. Some
immediate action was necessary. There never
wouldbe another electoral commission. The
next disputed election would not be decided by
a juggle trick. It would be settled by law
or by force. To test the sense of the Senate
upon his view of the question he proposed the
following substitution for the pending reso-
lution.

"Indeciding upon any question that may
arise upon receiving certificates or counting
votes, the votes shall be taken by States, with-
out debate, therepresentation from each State
in both houses having one vote. A quorum
for this purpose shall consist of two-thirds of
the States, and a majority of all States shall
be necessary to a decision.

Senator Ingalls held that the moment a dis-
pute arose a regular procedure was entirely up-
bet and there was no constitutional provision
covering such cases, except that by analogy
the House should then decide the question by
its State representatives."

Senator Conkling, in commenting upon In-
gall's position, said he understood that the con-
stitution plainly directed that he who received
a majority of the electoral votes shall not only
be declarod, but shall be president. If there
be no such person, the house elects a president.
Debate ensued between Ingalls, Conkling,
Thurman, Edmunds, Eaton and Morgan.

At the close of the debate Ingalls having
withdrew his amendment, Senator Edmunds
moved to substitute for the pending resolution
his own bill recently reported adversely from
tbe committee. It provides that each State
may try and determine before the time fixed
for the meeting of its electors any controversy
concerning their appointment, and such deter-
mination shall be conclusive ev-
idence of lawful title of electors,

and shall govern incounting the electoral votes
as provided in the constitution and by tmbse-
quent sections of the bill. The amendment
was rejected

—
yeas 13, nays 27; a party vote,

Republicans voting yea, Democrats no.
Senator Edmunds then moved to insert in

the Senator Morgan resolution the Becond
section of his bill, being substantially the lan-
guage given above.

Debate followed, after which the amendment
was rejected. Yeas, 14; nays, 26. A party
vote.

Senator Te'ler offered an amendment that
nothing in the rules shall draw inquestion the
number of votes on which any elector has been
appointed. Rejected by a party vote.

The resolution -was passed. Yeas, 25; nays,
14. Aparty vote.

At 7:50 Senator Bayard moved to take up the
bill introduced by him and reported favorably
from the judiciary committee March 10th, to
define the terms of office of certain officials of
the United States. Itprovides that supervisors
of election shall be appointed by tbe President,
by and with the advice of the Senate, and that
their terms of office shall endure two years.

The Recublicans resorted toTfillibustering by
refraining from voting, and finallyadjourned
without taking any action.

The morning hour having been dispensed
with, Mr.Blounc, of Ga., from the committee
on appropriations, reported back the sundry
civilappropriation bill,and it was referred to
the committee of the whole.

Mr. Tucker raised the point oforder that the
motion was not in order inasmuch as the first
business inorder incommittee was the revenue
bill. The speaker pro tern ruled after a half
hour's debate against the point made.

This motion the
speaker ruled of higher order than Blount's
motion and itwas first submitted to the House
and defeated, yeas, 109 ;nays, 111.

Ohio, submitted tbe views of
the minorily of the committee on ways and
means upon the tariff bill. Ordered printed.

The House then went intoa committee of the
whole, Mr. Simonson in the chair, upon the
sundry civil appropriation bill. When the
title of the billhad been read, Mr. Hooker
raised the point that under the rules matters
touching revenue had precedence incommittee
of the whole over appropriation bills, and
must first be considered.

The chair overruled the point of order on the
ground the House had resolved itself into a
committee for the purpose of considering a
special bill. From this decision Hooker ap-
pealed, and on the decision being sustained ap-
pealed from tbe further decision that the com-
mittee could by vote dispense with tbe first
reading of the billinfull.

Mr.McKenzie demanded the reading. Abill
appropriating $20,000,000 ought to be read
in full

Particularly when the first
million dollars appropriated are frauds, refer-
ring to the appropriation forpublic buildings.

The decision of the chairman was sustained
and the reading dispensed with.

Mr. Blount explained the provisions of the
bill, whea itwas read a third time and passed.

The amount appropriated was $20,720,000,
being $3,6u0,000 less than the estimates, and
$1,300,000 increase over tbe appropriation for
the present fiscal year.

Mr. Hooker opposed various clauses of the
bill, raising points of order, and offering
amendments,- bo that when tbe committee rosa
at 5 o'clock but five clauses relating to public
bniiding)i had been passed over.

Tbo House then took a recess until 10 A. m.
to-morrow. The last twenty minutes of the
session were consumed invainattempts to ob-
tain a night session, and Mr. Blackburn was
finally compelled to declare the house had
taken a recess, amiia fetorm from the Demo-
cratic Fide for a voteby tellers.

TEBTIMONV INTHE BFBINGER INVESTIGATION.
Washington, May 24.—Wm. S. King, of Min-

nesota, was examined here to-day before the
Donnelly-Finley investigation committee. Ho
acknowledged he was in this city the 4th of
March, the date of theanonymous letter Repre-
sentative Springer and also on the Ist of April
the day on which the committee took finalac
tion in the Donnelly-Washburn case, but em-
phatically denied having written the anony-
mous letter, and declared he knew nothing
whatever of its authorship. The committee
decided to allow two experts to be called by
Finley, twoby the "other side" which is sup-
posed tobe inSpringer's interest and three to
be summoned by the committee. A communi-
cation from Mrs. Springer was laid before the
committee insecret session.

GENERAL CAPITAL NEWS.

Washington, May 24.—Mr.Heap, cbarg d'
affaires at Constantinople, ina dispatch dated
April6tb, reports the following letter has been
received by telegram at the legation of the
United States:

Mossoul, April5, 1880.— The terrible famine
in whichwe exist kills all the inhabitants of the
town and those of neighboring villages, who
are assembling here en masse. Their Buffer-
ings are indescribable. Finding no cereals at
all,some are eating corpses and become illin
consequence. Their lamentations are heart-
rending. Most of them are dying
as they have nothing to eat.
Those of the inhabitants who have livedun-
tilnow between lifeand death, pray to give
them such assistance an will enable them to
live. They take tee liberty to present their
prayers with tears of expectation which are
flowing from their eyes, covered with blood,
Signed, Archbishop of the Syrians.

This letter, Heap states, was addressed to
tbe United States legation at Constantinople,
and adds: The suffering of these people is in-
describable greater than anything of the kind
inIreland.

MINOBTTT.TABIFBKPOBT.

Aminority report upon the tariffbill,signed
by Representatives Garfield, Kelly,Conger and
Fryewas presented in the house to-day by
Garfield and ordered printed. It recom-
mended as a substitute for the pending tariff
bill the adoption of Senator Eaton's billpro-
viding for a commission to revise tbe tariff.
Ittakes the ground that the presont bill,while
it might accomplish some good, would result
in far greater evil by destroying adjustment
of the present tariff; that any tariff reform
saoulH be the result of mature
legislation, whereas the present bill is
crude and contrary to all underlying
principles of tariff duties; that the principle
has always prevailed in the establishment of
tariff duties that the manufactured article
would bear a higher duty than raw materials
entering into its composition. The report then
takes up indetail the various articles affected
by the new bill, and shows that this principle
has been disregarded. Books, periodicals,
pamphlets, etc., are placed on the
free list, while all the numerous materials
of which they are composed, are taxed, making
a direct discrimination against the American
manufacturer of type, paper and books. The
same is shown inregard to cast ironbutts and
hingeß, the mt»t advanced form of cast iron
which are placed upon the free list, while no
change is made in tbe rest of the gronp. The
same objection is raised relative
to manufacturers of wrought iron and
steel. The most serious objection is
raised against the changes proposed inthe du-
ties on woolen goods, and the report claims
that itwillstrike directly at one of our great-
est industries, which has advanced more than
any other since 1860; that the proposed reduc-
tion willmake itimpossible for our farmers to
raise sheep and produce wool in
competition to South American wool
and tor our woolen manufacturers to compete
with thoße of foreign countries. The report is
accompanied by an ehaustive repert upon the
subject by the secretary of the National Asso-
ciation of Wool Manufacturers, and by letters
from representatives of pottery ware, pottery
and other indns'ries, and all opposing the pro-
posed bill.

LOUISIANARADE.

THE RETURNING BOARD AT WOBK.
New Orleans, May 24.—The Republican con-

vention was called to order by A. J. Dumont,
chairman of the central committee. The Grant
men incaucus this morning, having refused to
ratify the compromise agreed upon yesterday
by the leaders, they began disorder at once on
the meeting of j,the convention by refusing to
recognize Dumont'* right tocallthe convention
to order. Muchconfusion prevails.

A PINCHBACK BOLT.

New Orleans, May 24.—The Republican
State convention assembled atExposition hall.
Afterroll call 163 delegates were announced
present, and every parish in the State was rep-
resented. Judge Dumont called the conven-
tion to order and waa named as temporary
chairman. Judge Beattie insisted, amid much
confusion, that he was nominated by him to
take the chair. Dumont made a rush for the
stand, followed by Beattie and Pinchback, but
was repulsed by the convention. Bergeant-at-
Arms Pinchback and Beattie then called on
their followers and they left the hall with
outsiders, to organize another convention.
Committees on organization and resolutions
appointed. During their absence, Gen. Jack
Wharton, Colorado, Jas. Lewis, Arkansas, ex-
Chief Justice Ludeling, the latter a Grant del-
egate, made speeches deprecating and condemn-
ingthe bolt, which they characterized as fool-
ish and harmful, and insisting on remaining in
the regular convention. Tbe committee on
permanent organization named ex-Governor
H. C. Warmoth as president, In taking
the chair the governor made an
eloquent speech. He recapitulated
the efforts of himself and other Republican
leaders for entire harmony. Tbe effort was
made abortive inpart by the senseless bolt ofa
few foolish men. He knew there were Grant
and Sherman delegates present and in accor-
dance with the compromise agreement made
the night before, he should insist on an equal
representation ofdelegates to Chicago for both.
For himself, £a |Blame man, he stood by the
plumed.knight of Maine.

The mention of both Grant and Sherman oc-
casioned applause but the mention of Blame's
name under Gov. Warmoth' s influence created
enthusiasm.

THE HLATFORM.

The following platform and resolutions were
adopted :

We, the Republicans of Louisiana, in con-
vention assembled, reaffirm our allegiance and
devotion to tbe Republican party and privi-
leges which gave itbirth, believing that it ;s
on the threshold of a battle that willgive it
a new life and power.

It is
to be regretted that the audience was so small,
bnt another time Miss Dickinson may be as-
sured of a more cordial reception.

E. F. Drake, lota on Arlington hills, Rice
street, Fort street near the river, Orphan
Asylum and West St. Paul. Mr. O. W. Hitch-
cock, fiftylots in Wast St. Paul and Thomas-
Crosby, lots on Arlingtonheights. Bishop Grace
forty lots owned by the parish, Mrs. D. D.
Merrillstated that he waa prepared to furnish
any number of lots desired.

A general discussion followed, daring which
Col. Taylor suggested the idea of having the
committee callupon the real estate owners and
agree upon some definiteplan to carry forward
the work. Mr. McClung thought ita good idea
to have those who desired to build send in
their names, and ifcould then be.ascertained
bow many lots were inthe market.

Col. Eiefer thoaght there should be a bureau
established, with the view of furnishing infor-
mation toreal estate dealers and those Who de-
sired to build.

Onmotion ofMr.McOlang, tbe sub-commit-
tee were instructed to confer with the property
owners above named, for the purpose of pro-
curing definite information concerning the lo-
cation of the lots, and to consult the building
societies as to the conditions of raising the
money.

Inresponse to an invitation fifty-three per-
sons enrolled their names as among those who
desired to build.

On motion of Mr. Merrill, a committee of
thirteen, two from each ward, was appointed
toselect the names of those who desired to
build. The appointments were as follows:

Firat ward, John Dowlan and J.P.Allen;
Second ward, W. P. Murray and John Wagner;
Third ward, Mr. Bryant and Oapt. McClung;
Fourth ward, Thomas Prendergast and
Thomas Grace: Fifthward, Mr. D. D. Merrill
and Albert Scheffer; Sixth ward, Mr. Homers
and Wm. Bircher.

In reply to a question Mr. McOlung stated
that the St. Paul building society, No. 1, were
ready to loan rrorjcy in sums of $3,000 per
month, at the rate of six per cent, per annum,
on the bonus syetem. The bonus rv stem was
explained as a manner of loaning money by
the building societies to the members, by
which a premium was paid for the use of the
money, which, in turn, is loaned to other mem-
bers, the oompeund interest of which accrues
to the mutual benefit of all tbe members of the
society.

BILKEDBYBONDS.

The Metropolltan Bank ofNew York City
Victimized

—
Forty of Stolen

Bonds Fat Up As Collateral
—

Miscel-
laneous Crime and Casualty Record.

BILKED BY BONOS.
New York, May 24 —About a year ago S.

C. Carll was introduced to the Bank of the Me-
tropolis by his brother, G. £. Carll, formerly
treasurer of Queens county, who had long been
a depositor inthe bank. With inch an intro-
duction the bank allowed him to open an ac-
count. Later on he applied for some loans
upon government bonds, which were made.
These were gradually increased, the collaterals
of each instance being government bonds of
different issues untilthey reached the sum of
$40,000. At this point, although there was
nothing in the transactions tostimulate inqui-
ry,all the transfers having been duly executed
and acknowledged before the proper
officers at the sub-treasury, this city, yet from
abundant caution, application was made to
the treasury department in Washington to
verify the genuineness ofthe collaterals, all of
which were inthe form of bonds, 'registered in
Carll's name. These inquiries ultimately dis-
closed the fact that although the bonds were a
genuine issue, yet they were all stolen bonds,
from which the names of the real owners were
skillfully erased and Carll's name substituted.
Carll is in jail.

KILLED HIS BOOM MATE.

Itis learned that Friday

night Charles Hoch locked out his room-mate,
August Pfiebauer, from their room inthe Pekia
house, Peoria. Pfiebauer returned to the
brewery where both were employed, obtained a
key to the room, and entering, brutally beat
Hoch, kicking him in the stomach, breaking
his ribs and otherwise mangling him.
