TEMPSRAXCJS TALK.-

Miss Francis K.WlWsrrd at the Opera House-
—The Evils of Intemperance Graphically

Portrayed, and the Remedy Pointed Oat.

In spite of tho forbidding nature of the
weather the announcement that Miss Francis
E. "Willard, the temperanoe advocate, would
deliver an address at the Opera house last

evening, drew out a fair sized audience. The

exeroises were opened with song by the audi-
ence and a select choir, following which the
Rev. Dr. Davis offered prayer. The audi-
ence joined in siDging another hymn, after
whioh Miss Willard was introduced by the
Eev. Dr. Davis.

In commencing her address, Miss Wil-
liard likened the cause of temperance and
the Bible, in their enlightehed influenoe over

the world, to a philosopher, who, having
been lost ina forest, was attrreted by a light
which shown from the windows of a cabin.
Upongoing thither the wanderer found the
cabin deserted, but he was attracted by a
new testament which lay upon the table and
oast itsrefulgent light into the depths ofthe
forest. The lecturer then spoke of the
manifold evils of intemperance. The
damning and pernicious effects of intoxicat-
ing drinks were graphically portrayed, and
the dark picture was contrasted by the good
results which invariably followed a lifeof

sobriety and temperance.
The speaker gave an acoount of the noble

work accomplished by the total abstinence
societies, and adjured all who were not
members of the prohibitionclubs to identify

themselves withthe cause without delay, as-
suring them that inmest instances the pro-
hibition pledge, sincerely signed, was coinci-
dent with the dawn ofa new and better life.
The sweeping and pernicious tide of intem-
perance, and its insidious progress, was
compared to the billows of the sea, which,
working onward, threatened to sweep away
the !aad

i>
o! Horand. The Hollanders had

gone vigorously to work, erected barriers
and stemmed the advance of the tide, which
might have inundated their country,
gjlhe speaker said that the time was coming
when Christ's gospel would conqaer the
lurking viper of mm:when Christian ac-
tivity would rise inits might and crush out
the boul destroying evil. The influence of
song and the cooperation of gentle, nojle

hearted women were spoken of as powerful
factors in the work of temperance reform,
and a vividpicture was drawn of the perse-
cutions encountered by the pioneer workers
in the field. The gospel idea of temperance
was adverted to, and the increasing influence
in the cause of young women, alter which
intemperance was viewed from a govern-
mental standpoint Tho liquor traffic was
compared to the career of Boss Tweed, as he
appeared ingilded guilt, afterwards a agi
tive a' justice and at lest in tho grip of the
law.

The lecturer said that before the hair of
the youngest girlin the audience had turned
white the liquor traffic of Minnesota «ould
be as fast bound in the grip of the great
majority of reformers as Boss Tweed was
in the grip of the law at the end of his
terrible career. In continuing her remarks,
she stated that each saloon was estimated to
ha-e an avenge of eighty customers, and
that in Chicago alone two-thirds of the
council were engaged, o^o wayor the other,
inihe trafficof liquor.

Inconclusion tbe lecturer referred to the
success of the tomperance movement in
Ohio and other Eastern States, and the
hatred of women to tho cause of intemper-
ance was mentioned as the sheet anohor of
power in the work of reformation. In
viewing the subject from a legal stand-
point the lecturer thought that the question
of licensing saloons should be submitted to
the popular vote, in which the sufferage of
women would enter, predicting that the anti-
license movement would win by an over-
whelming majority.

The temperasco reformer should be as
good natured as sunshine, as persistent as
gravitation, working forward with the ir-
resistable power of God. He had broken
the ehackle of the slave and he would break
the bonds of the slave to appetite if those
engaged inthe work would buckle their faith
to the great drive wheel of God's inlintte
love; the banner of temperance would be
inscribed with the watchword of victory.

Col. J. H. Davidson followed witha few
timely remarks concerning the scope of the
movement, following which a collection was
taken up to defray the expenses of the enter-
tainment. The exercises closed with song.

PLTJUVUJU CHURCH.

An Fttort toPay OffI; Entire Indebted-
ness.

The example of the central conference of
the M.E. church, insession in Cincinnati,
is bearing fruit. The conference strongly
reproved the practice of churches incurring
burdensome indebtedness by erecting and
adorning church edifices, and earnestly rec-
ommended, ifitdid not pointedly demand,
that such practice be henceforth discontin-
ued, and urged that a determined effort by
churches indebt be made to at once relieve
themselves of pecuniary burdens, and in the
future go upon the better, safer, easier
principle of "pay as you go." Churches are
handicapped, embarrassed and their useful-
ness impaired by heavy indebtedness and
consuming interest. The monition of the
conference is meeting witha cordial re-
sponse, and ohurches indebt are moving to
inaugurate vigorous and efficient means to
speedily wipe out existing debts. This key
note, sounded by the Methodist conference,
is having is due and proper influence, put
side of that denomination, and numerous
churches in debt are moving actively to
disembarrass themselves byimmediately put-
ting forth one resolute and herculean effort
to canoel mortgages, and discharge all in-
debtedness. Plymouth church in St. Paul
has caught the spirit of this new and healthy
enterprise and is instituting means to rcsnr-
reot the church from its superincumbent
load of indebtedness, and put it on a new
course of prosperity and usefulness. The
trustees Have issued a circular to the mem-
bers and friends of the church and societies,
laying before thorn a plan to pay off their
church indebtedness and appealing to them
for their work in that direction. Rev, Dr.
Dana, the pastor, supplemented this move-
ment of the trustees of Plymouth church,
yesterday, by a sermon of unwonted elo-
quence and power, which produced an electro
tying and most happy effect upon the con-
gregation. There was a marked and observed
interest dearly indicated daring the delivery
of the discourse, and en interest was
awakened which will,no doubt, accomplish
the purpose aimed at. At the conclusion of
the sermon Mr. James B. Power, secretary
ofthe board of trustees, made a succinct
bat clear statement of the financial condi-
tion of the chnroh, from which it appears
that the church property is incnmbered
witha debt of $7,500, secured by a mortgage
on the real estate and building. This debt,
with accrued interest, will,on the 24th of
next July, amount to $7,837.50. This earn
constitutes the entire indebtedness of
Plymouth church, and to raise this amount,
by that date, the (present movement has ita
inception. Capt. Peter Berkey, Gen. C. O.
Andrews and others spoke responsively
and encouragingly in endorsement of the
project, and no doubt fully voiced the sen-
timent of the large congregation, in whose
breasts, apparently, was locked and arranged
the spirit of successful accomplishment.
This movement thus presented and warmly
met, affords a happy augury of the future
healthfulness, usefulness and happiness of
this important and prominent church. The
Globe will,indue time, announce the re-
sult of this very proper and commendable
action.
