THE TIMBER THIEVES’
JONAL AGENT.
The Louisville Courier-Journal hits the
nail very squarely when it says Washbuarn is
thas candidate and sapporter of the timber
waieves. This is & notorious fact in Minne-
sota. He began his career in Minnesota as
Sarveyor General of logs aud lumber and
during his administration thers was no
chance for any one to secure any pine timber
unless they belonged to the Washburn ring.
The business fonndation of Minneapolis was
based on the scoundrelism which pervaded
the Surveyor General’s office during Wash-
burn’s term. Good care was taken to give
the surveying contracts to men who could be
relied npon to serve the ring. They made
early report of valuable timber, giving co-
pious notes, and Washburn and his ring were
fully advised just where to make their loca-
tions. It was nseless for outsiders to send
out explorers at their own expense. If they
did this, and determined where they desired
to make their selections, they counld not se-
cure the land. Only the Surveyor General
could tell when the plats would be filed
in the local land office, and wait and
watch as an outsider might, he would
find that simultaneous with the filing, entries
of all the choice pine would be made, and
the plat would be checked as it was filed,
with the mark indicating “taken,” upon all
that was of value.

When Washburn retired from the office it
was with the understanding that Minneapolis
should still control the Surveyor General-
ship. All other things were made subordi-
nate by the Minneapolis gang for ihe accom-
plishment of that end. When Senator
Ramsey was a oandidate for re-election,
Minneapolis secured the Speakership of the
House, for the express purpose of controlling
the Sarveyor Generalship. The Speaker
was authorized to carry the entire Hennepin
county delegation in the hollow of his hand,
and he did so. He was shrewd enough not
to trust to Ramsey’s verbal pledge, and he
acoordingly exaoted a written agresment that
he was to be Sarveyor General in return for
the Hennepin county vote. Ramsey was
eleoted, and endeavored to back out of the
trade, but a judicious use of the written
contract in Washington brought him to
terms, and Minneapolis secured thé prize.

This game worked well under Grant but
when the man they style: as “that d—d
Datchman” became seoretary of the interior
8 little trouble arose. He began, in & gin-
gerly way, tojcall the timber thieves to 8o |
ocount. Of conrse he had no efficient losal
sapport from Minnesota Republicans.

Distriot Attorney Billson didn’t wish to
tread on the toes of the friends he loved,
and henoe prosecutions lagged. The timber
thieves soon found that they conld fot rely
on Dr. Btewart to protect them, and he was
aocordingly marked for the sacrifice. Then
it was that Bill Washburn was trotted out
as their agent, friend and protector. By the
most outrageous corruption, frand and in-

of election, and the thieves rested in toler-
able security. They bought their advocate
a seat in Congress, and he stands to-day as
the thieves’ representative and not the rep-
resentative of the free, untrammeled vote of
the Third Minnesota distriot.

Though there is at present a revolt against
the domination of the machine at Chicago,
there is yet enough of influence and vitality
left among the managers and their associates
to make a desperate fight for supremacy.
Cameron, “onkling, and Logan will not sur-
render their hold upon the party under any
circnmstances, They will prefer to work
the complete ruin of the party rather than
permit their own influence in the party coun-
cils to wave or to be obscured by a personal
defeat. For that reason they wiil fight the
nomines of the party, if he is anybody but
Grant, to the bitter end.

As the quarrel in Chicago increases in bit-
terness, it becomes more and more evident
that the nominee of the convention cannot
be elected. The animosities engendered in
the preliminary skirmishes of the campaign
cannot be healed before the day of the elec-
tion, and a respectable Democrat who may
win at Cincinnati will be sure to draw a large
number of the disaffected Republican votes.
Grant may win at Chicago, or Blaine, or
+Sherman may carry off the honor, yet the
fact remains that neither of them can
comimand the full vote of the party. Lack-
ing that, neither can hops for an election,
and whichever shall succeed in winning the
nomination, the success of the Democratic
nominee is assared.

FIRES,

There has been during the year eighty-nine
fires and alarms, an increase of one over the
previous year. Of this number seventy-two
were actual fires, fourteen chi.uney and three
false alarms.

Insurance paid 586,705 43
Loss over insuiance paid 11,5635 95

Of the above amount of losses $12,118.92
wis made at the fire on the 7th of March,
$55,835.22 was beyond water supply, there-
fore the department could do nothing. The
small balance of loss against insurance paid
shows that the department has been prompt
and done efficient work.

- WORK OF DEPARTMENT.

The apparatus has traveled on duty during
the past year 879 miles, 398 feet. The engines
have delivered 68,317 barrels, eix gallons of
water and 98,860 feet hose have been laid
and water put through 83,050 feet.

The engines have worked 195 hours.

In respouse to a call for assistance, No. 2 ea-
gine and 1, 2, 3 and 4 hese went to Bhakopee
on the 2nd of October.

FIRE ALARM.

For information in this department 1 refer
you to the report of the superintendent of tele-
graph, whose roport I hand you herewith.

I again recommend fire alarm boxes, as re-
ported to your honorable body a few meetings
since.

The magnitude of the fire on the 7th of
March ult., in connection with the misrepre-
sentations and falsehoods of insurance men
and others, requires special notice.

The first notice of a fire received by any por-
tion of the department was given at No. 2
engine house by a person who had came from
that locality, They responded to the notice
without s moment’s delay, when they found
the fire barsting from the windows
of the fourth story. Not being able to effect
an entrance, they took position on the roof of
the adjoining building from which they could
play directly apon the fire, the width of alley
not exceeding 10 feet.

The balance of the department responded on
the alarm from box 24, which, for some reason,
“for which thedepartment is not responsible,”
was not at first put in, when the doors in the
rear were forced, and two streams taken to
tourth floor, where they remained till driven
by heat and smoke.

All the fire in sight was under control, but it
was soon ascertained that it had reached and
spread between the ceiling and roof, which was
what is common!y called gravel, but composed
largely of tar, where it could not be reached.

" This portion of the'block was 100 by 110 feet,
without partitions, with a so-called fire-wall,
separating it from the balance of block—a
room 40 by 110, and all fonr stories in height.
As the fire progressed it passed through this
fire-wall, by following the joist which lapped
by each cther, and set the balance of the build-
ing on fire.

This portion of the block was saved except
the -roof and upper floor, the balance—three
stories and basement—not beinginjured by fire.

The department worked from 5:15 P. M. the
Tth, to 7 p. M. the 8th, without being relicved.
at which time they were excused, and extra
men employed, who kept hydrant streams
on the fire in the basement till 9
A. M. the 9th, when the water endangering
the goods in the adjoining basement they were
shut off. One hydrant stream was, however,
kept on for the purpose of quenching any fire
as 1t developed, as the goods were removed.
When we take into consideration the small
number of men we have to cope with a fire hike
this, ‘‘sixteen hose and six hook and ladder,”
no ble p will p d that excel-
lent and persistent work was not done.

It 18 a well known fact that build-
ings of this size and description burn
from roof to  basement in  cities
supplied with a department with hundreds of'
men and an abundance of apparatus, and ali
the improvment of fire supplies, which fact
shows the malice of the parties who have pub-
lished falsehoods, and presistently pursued a
course by which to discredit the fire depart-
ment, hoping therebyto have an excuse to
levy an increased rate of insurance upon ounr
citizens. Iimprove this opportunity of thank-
ing the Minneapolis department for assistance
promptly given us at the fire of March 7.

RECOMMENDATION,

I respectfully rocommend the following:
An increase of force, say one hose man to
each company, and two hook and ladder men.
i'].‘he foreman of each company to be full
time.
Provisions be made for proteclion on Bt. An-
thony Hill, Dayton’s Bluff and Bixth ward.
Fire alarm boxes at points formerly reported
and acted upon by the council.

All signs reaching across sidewalks to be
removed. Thejlarge amount of wires being
strung along our streets makes it necessary to
raise ladders lengthwise of sidewalk, which
cannot be done so long as signs are permitted
across them.

Provision be made to obtain water for
engines at Trout brook, near Lake Superior
depot, and at plow works from Phalen creek.

Also a steam fire alarm, to be attached to
some mannfacturing building. During the
day the Hose and Hook and Ladder men can-
uot hear the City Hall bell.

The purchase of 1,000 feet hose and four
new suctions, one for each eugine; all are un-
reliable,

promptness and obedience to orders, I respect-
fully submit above for your consideration.

BRUISERS' BATTLE

AN OLD-FASHIUONED MILL IN WEST
VIRGINIA.

Fight of Joe Goss and Patsy Ryan for the
Championship Belt and $1,000—Eighty-
Seven Rounds Fought and Goss Knocked
Out of Time—The Affalr Carried Through
Without Interference—And the Fighting
Confined to the Brutes in the Rivg.

PrrrsBuRGH, Juue 1.—The Ryan-Goss prize
fight for $1,000 a side, and the heavy-weight
championship took place this morning at Col-
lege station, W. Va., and resulted in a victory
for Ryan, after 86 rounds of a hardly fought
battle. Ryan was the first to put in an appear-
ance, reaching the ground about 4 o’clock. He
was aocompanied by his trainer, Johnny Roach,
and one or two others. He walked straight up
to the ring and was greeted with cheers. He
advanced and looked at the square ring and ad-
dressed the crowd by saying that ‘‘this is the
first time I ever saw a prize ring. I hope Goss
will show up and we will have a fair

fight.” About one hour later Goss
put in an appearance. After shaking hands
Ryan shied his castor in the rirg, and stepped
inside the rope. Goss followed shortly after.
The men then stripped for the fray. Afier con-
siderable tronble a referee was selected in the
person of Schell Fairchilds, who seemed to be
satisfactory to all. Dave Jones and Billy Crowley
were appointed seconds for Goss. Ryan's sec-
onds were Johu Hiles, Brooklyn,and Jack Con-
lery, New York. Guss won the choice of posi-
tions and selected the corner looking east, and
being in readiness, the eecond of each man,with
the principal, stepped to the center and form-
ing a cross of hands gave each a hearty shake.

Round Firs*—At 6:25 o’clock both came up
with a smile on their countenances, but evi-
dently very nervous. ‘I'hey sparred at each
other an unusually long time, neither one
being willing to lead off. The spectators be-
came anxious, and remarks were heard from
both sides. Goss made a feint, which caused
Ryan to spring back, snd at last Goss reached
for Ryan's left eye, but fell short of the mark,
when Ryan got in on him. _ At this poiut some
slashing blows were about be inflicted on
Goss, when he slipped down in order tv end
the round and avoid punishment. Time, one
minute,

Round Second—Ryan first at the scratch and
first to lead off in the sparring. Goss, in go-
ing to grass this time to end a hard round, was
observed to throw up ovne knee to ward off
the weight of Ryan in falling on him. Time,
three-quarter seconds.

Third round—Ryan led off in an attempt to
get in a blow on Goss’ ribs. Some beautiful
sparring was done by both to save their faces,
but Ryan struck Joe on the mouth, from which
slight traces of blood were on his tongue and the
round ended with Ryan going to grass.

Cries of first blood for Ryan and cheers from
the crowd.

Fourth round—After considerable sparring
the men clinched and both slipped and fell side
by side.

Fifith and sixth round—These rounds were
almost a repetition of the last, each lasting
about half a minute. A slight scratch on
Ryan’s forehead brought the claret and a claim
of first blood was made by Goss’ friends, which
was not allowed by the referee, he having decid-
ad first blood in favor of Ryan in the previous
round. Time one minute and a half.

Round Seventh—Ryan first to the scratch
smiling and after considerable sparring RByan
led off with s rib roaster.” Both men clinched,
a wrestle ensued and Goss was thrown with
Ryan on top, falling heavily.

Round Eight—Goss led off and forced Ryan
onto the post of the referee and fought him
down;in picking him uap it was discovered
that his truss was ont of place. It was re-
placed when Ryan walked to his corner.

Reund Nine—Ryan, after considerable spar-
ring, got in a shounlder hit on the side of Goss’
head and knocked him square off his feet.

Round Ten—Ryan, bleeding from the right
ear and with lips bruised, after parting and
getting into good  poeition, laid Goss
out again, the latter going down to avoid
punishment.

Round Eleven—Foul claimed, to the effect
that Ryan bad struck Goss when down. Ref-
erce decided no foul,

Round Twelve—Jast after Goss had fougnt
and gained a good position, he bit the dust to
save himself.

Round Thirteen—8hortly conteated. Goss
finally, to avoid punishment, went to the
groand

Round Fourteen—After considerable sparring
Ryan got in a stunner on the nasal organ of
Goss, a square knock down. (Cheers.)

Round Fifteenth and Sixteenth—Nothing re-
markable in either, Ryan dropping Goss in suc-
cession, Goss accepting the situation to avoid
punishment. (Jeers.) .

Round Seventeen—Both men came up and
clinched—Ryan lifted Goss and fell flat and
heavy npon him.

From the eighteenth to the twentieth Goss
dodged all around the ring, attempting to get
in a body blow on Ryan, but missing him went
to grass to save himself.

Round Twenty-one—8quare knock down for

Ryan.

Round Twenty-two—Goss foaght Ryan to the
rope, when Ryan slipped under and escaped
punishment.

Round Twenty-third—Goss slipped under,
saved himself, Ryan in the meantime trying to
fall heavy on him.

Roupd Twenty-fourth—A number of passes
at esch other, but they were short of the mark,
when they got into close quarters, and Goss
pped down.

Round Twenty-fifth—Both fonght hard. The
yonng man too active slipped under Goss.

Rounds Twenty-8ixth and Twenty-seventh—
Atter getting down to work in each of these
rounds an end was secured by Gosa going down.
He was carried to his corner and Ryan walked
there.

Round Twenty-eighth—Goss evidently get-
ting weak, but came up smiling. Ryan made
2 lunge at his face, and he dodged it, getting
three or four smart blows on the sides of Ryan’s
face, cutting him above the eye and damaging
the wounded ear. Goss finally goes down.

Rounud Twenty-ninth—Goss after sparring
got in a square lick on Ryan’s mouth, Ryan-
not affected, and closes in one on him, when
Goss goes down.

Round Thirtieth—Goss fought into corner.

Round Thirty-first—Goss had considerably
the best of this, getting a hard vne in on Ry-
an’s left eye.

Round Thirty-second—Goss badly pounded.
Ryan walks to his corner.

Round Thirty-third—Both punished and se-
verely; Goss windbroken.

Round Thirty-fourth—Sharp passes by both
sides; Ryan fells heavily on Goss.

Roun Thirty-fifth—Goss, after being
forced in his corner, falls with his adversary on
top.

Rounds Thirty-six, Thirty-seven, Thirty-
eight and Thirty-nine ~Gosa slid down to es-
cape pounding.

Round Fortieth—Goss was brought down.
Anotber claim of foul put in, but not allowed.

Round Forty-first—Goss went down, but
was hit in going. Claim of foul, but not al-
lowed. ]

Round Forty-second—This round was very
well contested till Goss, attempting to get
down, Ryan dropped on him.

Round 82—After sparring for positions Goss
went down again, to avoid a well directed
blow in the face.

Round 83—Ryan in this round tried to get
into Goss' position, and in doing ro, dodged a
blow, well directed. They came together,
clinched, and Goss went down.

Rounds eignty-four and eiglity-five—Nothiog
remarkable 1n these rounds, except both men
were weak and well used up, about the face
particularly. Goss went to grass and claimed
a foul. Notallowed. The seconds rushed to
the referee’s stand, and insisted on the foul,
but the referce was immovable, and said the
best man bad to win.

Round eighty-six—Time was called. Ryan
came te the center apparently in good trim,
but the seconds of Goss would not allow him
to come up. The referee then decided that the
stakes and belt belonged to Ryan. The crowd
then dispersed. Time of battle 1 hour and 27
minutes. P

After the battle the men plainly showed the
brutal trestment they received. Two
more repulsive objects would be difficult to
imagine. Deep gashes marred faces that never
were classical,while swollen lips and black eyes
evidenced the fierceness of the fight. Here
and  there  over the naked breasts
and arms of the men were
stains of biood, which gave them the appear-
ance of painted savages. Goss seemed thor-
oughly exbausted and kept his seat until a car-
riage took him to the station. Ryan was able,
with a littls assistance from his seconds,
to walk the distance. While Arthur
Chambers, Goss’ trainer, frequently claimed
foul during the fight; after i: was over he ad-
mitted that both men had been given a fair
chance, and said that he was satisfied with the
rulings of the referee. A remarkable fact in
connection with  the fight was the
general good order which prevailed.
The fact that facilicies for securing drinks
were very meagre was probably the reason for
this. There was no disturbance of any kind
during the progress of the fight, and but little
loud talk.

CONGRESS CLATTER.

Good Progreess on the River Appropriation
Blll in the BSenate — An Appropriation
Provided for the Reservolr System-—
Housge Votes to Have Congressmen Pald
in 8ilver— General Capital Notes.

FORTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.
(8econd Bession.)

The Senate,

WasHINGTON, June 1.—Senator Vanes, from
the committee on exodus of negroes from the
Southern to the Northern States, submitted
the report of the majority. Ordered printed,
with the testimony taken. Senator Banborn
annonnced that he would hereafter submit the
views of the minority.

BSenator Hansom, as per previous notice,
moved to postpone all prior orders and take up
the river and harbor appropriation bill. Agreed
to, yeas 45, nays 7. Benator Ransom stated
the amount appropriated by the House was
#8,482 500, to which t'ie Berate committee add-
ed #152,000. After makivg some redaction in
theamounts in the Houose bill, it was read for
action on the committee amendments,

The sundry civil appropriation bill was re-
ceived from the Hounse and referred to the
committee on appropriations. The Senate in-
sisted on its amendments to the legislative, ex-
ecutive and judicial and agricultural appro
priation bills, and committees of conlereuce
with the House were appointed.

The mourniog bour having expired, 1be un-
finished business, beiag tbe Eaton taaff bill,
was, on motion of Benator Ransom, informally
laid aside, and the river and harbor bill pro-
ceeded with. On motion of Senator Thurman,
the appropriation for continuing oprations on
the ice harbor at the mouth of the Maskingum
river, Ohio, was increased to §70.000.

An amendment increasing from #29,000 to
230,000 the appropriation for improving the
harbor at Toledo, and inserting the words “To
a depth of sixteen fget,”” was concarred in.

The amendment appropriating 215,000 for
improving the river harbor ¢f Michigan City,
Indiana, was concurred in.

The amendment increasing from #15,000 to
$25.000 the appropriations for improving the
barbor of Columet, Ill., was concurred in.

The amendment increasing trom $10,000 to
#50,000 the appropriation for improving the
harbor of Grand Haved, Mich., was concarred
in.

The amendment reducing from #200,000 to
100,000 the appropriation for improving the
Kentucky river from its mouth to Three Forks,
was concurred io.

The amendment redncing from 2100,000 to
85,000 the appropriation for improvement of
the Illinois river was opposed by Senator Davia,
I1l., who spoke of the great national advan-
tage to resuit from the improvement of that
river. The amendment was concurred in.

The amendment reducing from $25,000 to
820,000 the appropriation for improving the
Mississippi river between the mouths of the
Ohio and Illinois rivers was opposed by Sena-
tors Davis, of Ill., and Vest. The amendment
was rejected.

The amendment increasing from 3,500 to
$8,000 the appropriation for removing the bar
in the Mississippi river opposite Dubuque, was
concurred in.

The amendment increasing from 320,000 to
#30,000 the appropriation for improving the
Missouri river at Conncil Blaffs, Omaha, was
concuried in.

The amendment increasing from #14,000 to
$20,000 the appropriation for improving the
Missouri river at Eastport, Iowa, and Nebraska
City, Nebraska, was concurred in.

The amendment increasing from $10,000 to
15,000 the appropriation for improving the
Saginaw river, Michigan, was concurred in.

The amendment inserting a proviso to the
clanse authorizing transfer from the State of
Michigan to the United States of St. Mary's
canal and the public works thereon, was con-
carred in.

The amendment striking out the appropria-
tion of 225,000 for improving the Mississippi
river at Hannibal, Mo.,was opposed by Senators
Vest and Cockrell sad rejected.

The appropriation of 210,000 for the Ten-
nessee river, between Knexville and Leadock,
was opposed by Sznator Bailey, and‘it was re-
jected. y

The aniendment siriking out the appropria-
tion of $35,000 for improving the falls of the
Cumberland river, Ky., according to the plan
recommended by W. B. King, major of engi-
neers, was adopted.

The amendment striking out the appropria-
tion of 250,000 for an ice harbor at BSt. Louis
was opposed by Senators Vest and Oockrell and
rejected. r

The amendment inserting an appropriation
of $75,000 for reservoira at the head waters of
the Mississippi river to be used in the construc
tion of a dam at Winnebagoshish was adopted.

The amendment striking out the clause di-
recting the secretary of war to let by contract,
to the lowest responsible bidder, all public
works anthorized under this act, except for sur-
veys and estimates; was adopted, and the
amendment toinsert a clause authorizing the
secretary of war to let the work out by con-
tracts where he deems it advantageous to the
government was also adopted.

The amendment striking ont the clause
amending the joint resolution authorizing the
construction of a bridge at Rock Island, so as
to require the Chicago, Rock Island & Pacific
railroad company to charge 35 for loaded and
22 for empty cars, other than its own, crossing
the bridge, one-half of said sum to go to the
United States treasury, was adopted.

The amendmeats inserting an appropriation
of 210,000 for the Missouri river at Browsville
and $10,000 for the Missour: river at Platts-
mouth, were adopted.

The bill having been read throngb, Benator
Alliron moved to insert an appropriation of
33,000 for dredging the western channel of
Mississippi at or mear Gattenburg, lowa.
Adopted.

Mr. Bdtler moved to insert a provision for a
survey to determine whether the head waters of
the Savannah river can be connected by canal
with the Tennessee and Hiawassee rivers.
Adopted.

Senator Voorhees submitted an amendment
providing for a survey to ascertain the prao-
ticability and cost of the construction of aship
canal from Lake Erie, by the Maumee and
Wabash valleys in the bed of the old Wabash
and Erie canal, or with any variation there-
from that may prove feasible to the navigable
waters of the Wabash river. Also for a survey
and estimate of the cost of a similar canal
from Junction City on the Wabash and Erie
canal to the Ohio river, by way of the Miami
and Erie canal, or any variation in the route
which will produce the most practical and least
expensive ship canal from Lake Erie to
the navigable waters of the Ohio river by the
above routes. The estimates in the-last case to
be for a water chaunel and locks the same size
and capacity as those of the present enlarged
Erie canal in New York. Adopted.

Mr. Brown moved to increase the appropria-
tion for the improvement of the S8avannah har-
bor from $65,000 to $100,000.

Senator Blaine advocated the amendment.
Senator Beck was not prepared to say he woald
vote against Brown’s amendment. He was in
favor of improving the great harbors of the
country, but the damage of loading down this
bill with all sorts of amendments was very
great. Pending debate adiourned.

The House.

WasHINGTON, June 1.—The House went into
committee of the whole, Mr. Whitthorne in the
chair, on the deficiency bill, general debate
being limited to two hours. Mr. Reagan then
criticized the features of the Henderson bill,
and advocated the passage of what is k nown as
the Reagan bill.

Mr. Henderson replied to Reagan, and advo-

cated the passage of the inter-State commerce
bill, which bears his name.

At the conclusion of his speech thedeficiency
bill was read by sections for amendment.

Mr. Tucker submitted an amendment appro-
priating 825,000 in favor of tbe daughter and
grand daughter of the late President Zachary
Taylor. Adopted.

Mr. Bland moved to strike out the paragraph
appropriating $20,600 to enable the secretary
of the treasury to provide storage for silver
coin. .

Mr. Dwight moved to increase the appro-
priation from $20.000 to 375,000.

Mr. Bland withdrew his motion to strike ont
the paragraph and moved to substitute for it
the following: *‘To relicve the vaults of the
treasury department of hoarded coin, the sec-
rotary of the treasury is authorized and direct-
ed to pay in etandard silver dollars the
amounts appropriated by this bili, aod the sum
of 210,000 is hereby appropriated for the stor-
age of so much eoin as may be returned to the
treasury for certificates issned therefor.

Mr. Hayes submitted an amendment to .
Bland’s substitute, providing that the salaries
of members of Congress shall be paid in silver
dollars.

Mr. Ewing favored tbe amecdshent. Mr.
Dwight’s amendment was rejected. Mr. Hayos'
amendment was agreed to, 62 to 42.

Mr. Townsend ([llinois) submitted an
amendment providing that the salaries of all
the United States officers shall be paid in stan-
dard silver dollars. The committee rose with-
out disposing of the amendment.

The House bill relative to the monnment at
Yorktown, Va., was concurred in.

Mr. King introduced a resolution for the ap-
pointment of a committee to investizate the
expenditure of appropriations on the Red and
Wachita rivers for the past ten years. Referred.
Also, anthorizing the secretary of war to enter
into contracts for keeping open the mouth of
the Red river for five years, Ad-
