General Review of St. Paul Trade-Tele-

graphic Reports of Stock, Grain and Pro-^
dace Market*.

St. Paul, June 2.
"

At the banks of St. Paul just now business
rules quiet, with money easy. Exchange,

which has been easy for a week, is now scarce,

as ifproduce shipments bad been nearly sus-

pended. Eastern exchange sells at }{per cent,

premium, and sterling small bills nt $4.95.
Government bonds are held for sate by the

banks at New Yoikquotations by the day, and
re bought by them at V^@^o less:

ANew York dispatch of last evening says:
'•Cotton Roods are rather more active ir. first
hands but the general market remains quiet.
Wamsutta and New York Mill* bleached shirt-
ings are reduced lc by agents. Prints con-
tinue dull. Lawns in fair request and wide
priuts jobbing fairly." Dress buntings are in
good demand. Men's wear woolens continue
quiet and steady.

At this late date for their spring trade the
jobbers have been doing a much larger trad*
than usual. Country dealers are buying fre<-ly
and paying promptly. The decline in prices
of a few leading cotton goods has
been met promptly by our jobbers, and
their customers feel

*
that the St. Paul

dealers are right on time to meet the prices of
the Eastern market,. Upon examination of the
latest Eastern jobbing prioe lists we rind our
St. Paul jobbers as low on all kinds of dry
goods, and on many Western made goods' be-
low them. A great many dealers from differ-
ent parts of the State have beep in the market
the past week, and report the best of prospects

for the coming harvest. Our wholesale deal-
ers, from the encouraging reports of the retail-
ers and their greatly increased trade from the
unprecedented immigration to Minnesota and
Dakhta, are making calculations and arrange-

ments for a much larger trade the coming sea-
son than ever before.

In groceries, jobbers and prckage dealers
have just closed the heaviest month's trade
ever known inSt. Paul. The sonstantly in-
creasing area to be supplied from this point,
and the greatly increasing population to be
fed, has continued the rush with, which the
early spring trade set in, with little diminu-
tion quiie up to this time, with promises of
lasting the summer through. In our price
list of to-day we note declines of canned goods.
fi-h, soaps, sago, cheese, hominy, cordage and
wooden pails.

Inthe drug list declines are noted in citrh
acid, balsam copawa, American calomel, gum
opium, morphine, quinine and spirits turpen-
tine.

There is but little trade at this season in
leather and findings, or boots and shoes, and
no changes of values have lately occurred.
There are indications, however, of coming
change* in certain classes of leather which may
come withina week.

The hardware trade, which was lively until
recently, is supplemented by the trade in farm
implements, the demand for which has never
been larger. Dealers have all the business
they can attend to. Nails are unsettled in
price, and concessions from the card rate are
obtainable on large orders. Cable chains are
marked down. Common and horse shoe iron
are quoted 25c lower.

Articles of incorporation of the new St. Paul
board of trade were filedyesterday, and are ad-
vertised in the DailyGlobe this morning. The
exchange willbeestablished, probably next week
in the second Rtory rooms [of Prince's block
(opposite the Merchants) which were lately oc-
cupied for the offices of the St. Paul, Stillwater
itTaylors Falls railroad company. It is be-
lieved that the grain and produce traffic of 8".
Paul has developed to such an extent that all
dealers begin to feel the need of an exchange
and itis thought that before fall the business
of the city in these lines will about all be
transacted there. That will certainly benefit
and strengthen the market and tend to con-
firm St. Paul in its commercial position.

Grain buyers for shipment say that No. 2
wheKt is nob worth here a quarter cent more
than 85c a bushel* and they add that if
favorable crop conditions continue tillmid-
summer there is no telling now where wheat
willgo. Itmay be worth as much is75c, and
itmay not bo worth more than 50c. Verylit-
tle wheat is coming in or going forward, and
the belief is strengthened that there isnot much
efc to come from the country.

The trade incoarse grains, increased by the
arge needs of the new settlements where
thousands of breaking teams arc employed,
continues active, withprice' firm,and willpro-
bably be heavy until harvest time.
The movement of corn to Duluth from
store here and at Minneapolis and from the
southwest continues quite large.

Provisions are steady inprices with a mode-
rate demand. Inbutter there is a wide rayge
Lor quotations and equal uncertainty ofvalues.
Country merchants cannot be too careful in
buying. The receipts are too large for the
home demand and prices must come down to
the shipping range. At this date, packers and
shippers, governed by New York prices, are
offeringonly10@103^c for grass butter. For
eggs, supply and demand being about equal,
the market is quite steady.

The trade in foreign and southern fruits is
large, withprices generally firm,and wholesale
dealers well supplied. The Michigan straw-
berries, with wh'ch the market is now sup-
plied, are put up insixteen-quart cases, which
sell at $3 forprime shipping berries.

Hungarian grass and millet seed, for which
there is just row a livelydemand.sells at $1.50
per bushel. Timothy and clover are quiet and
lower, the quotations, about, nominal, being
$2.50 for the former, and $4 50 for the latter.

Wool receipts are small, and buyers, though
uncertain bow the venture will turn out, are
taking all that comes, generally at our outside
quotations. InChicago receipts are also small,

and dealers seem to be as much at a 1 ss what
to do as ever. The New York market contin-
ues quite dnll, withan entire absence of spec-
ulative interest, and trade confined to the in-
significant amounts now needed by manufac-
tures.
