7:80 . M.—Convention called to order at 7:16

7:88 p. M.—It is reported on good authority
that if there is no nomination before the fourth
ballot is reached, Iowa, Connecticut and Indi-
ana will cast their votes for Garfield.

7:85p. m.—Roll of Btates is being called for
seleotion of national committee.

7:40 p. m.—Hale of Maine moved that the roll
of States be called for the presentation of can -
didates for nomination by the convention, and
the motion ia being debated.

7:58 p. M. —Hale's motion passed, and roll of
States called. When Michigan was reached,
Mr. Joy, of Michigan, took the platform to
nominate Blaine.

857 p. M.—When Joy mentioned the name of
Blaine there was great applause, continmning
for some time, many delegates rising to their
feet and swinging their hats and handker-
chiefs. When the State of New York was
reached Mr. Oonkling took the plaiform to
nominate Grant, and received & tremendous
ovation, many delogates and audience rising
to their feet.

At the end of Joy's remarks there was great
cheering, which lasted ten minutes, and Frank
Pixley arose to second the nomination. Frye,
of Maine, followed in an electric speech, which
was loudly cheered. Drake, of Minnesota, now
presented the name of Windom, whose name
was received with cheers.

When Conkling mentioned Grant's name it
was loudly cheered wnich was taken up again
and agsin. He savd Gantis the most illus-
trions man living. and ocould carry many of
the doubtfun! States Nocth and Soath. Conk-
ling finished at 0:45, when there was lond and
prolonged applin:e for Grant. At10P. M.
the cheerinz for @Gcant ended. Conkling's
speech continued ne.rly half an hour.

oeived as the otherz, being cheered for some
time. At the end of Garfield’'s speech more
cheering was indnlged in, which continued for

sometime. It is now thought a ballot will be
reached by 10:30 r. ».

DELEGATES AND SPECTATORS TIRING.

CH10AGO, June 5.-- The terrible strain on the
nerves of the delegs’ es at Jast night's protraoct-
ed session was snffic »nt to prevent a prompt
appearance this m.rning; and it was 11:46
o'oclock before Chair aan Hoar cslled the oon-
vention to order, alt hough the time fixed for
the meeting was 11 .'elook. Reporters, dele-
gates and suditors seemed still wearied ana
there was not much vivacity in the proceedings
preliminary to the ective work of the conven-
tion. For the first time since the comvention
opened, the back seat< where there were small
chances for an intelligent understanding of the
doings about the plaiform, were only abount
half filled.

Rev. John R Baxter, of Washington, offered
prayer.

Mr. Boutwell, of Massachnsetts, offered a
resolution as follows:

Resolved, That the national Republican exeo-
utive committee be requested to prepare and
present a method for the election of delegates
to the national convention to be held in 1884,
and to issue instructions in conformity there-
with. Mr. Conger objected to the present con-
sideration ot the resolution, as did also, several
others. Ir was, therefore, laid over.

THE KANSAS CASE.

The chairman announced that the disposition
of the Kansas case was before the convention.
Mr. Conger then statcd the Kansas case from
standpoint of the majority. Mr. Bateman, of
Ohio, moved to limit the time to half an heur,
A Eansas delegate moved to make it forty min-
utes. Unanimously adopted.

Mr. Plamb of Kapsas then took the floor in
opposition to the majority report. He explain-
eg the peculiarity of the arrangement by which
Kansas elected ber delegates from the Btate to
the national convention. He claimed that the
record was clearly in favor of admitting the
sitting members, and that there was no possi-
ble ground on which the contestants counld
stand. He asserted however, that it made no
difference who this convention nominated, the
Btate of Kanras would support the nominee.

Mr. Houck of Tennessee asked whether there
was & minority report.

Mr. Cessna of Pennsylvania said there was
none.

Mr. Houck then asked if the Eaunsas Btate
convention aid n.t fail to comply with the
terms of the oall of the national convention;
did the Btate convention transcend its author-
ity in appointing delegates to the Chicago con-
vention. Mr, Houck said be was unable to as-
oertain which side be was on, and asked for two
minutes’ time to make the discovery.

Mr. Oessna moved to make the allowance of
ten minutes for a man who was on neither or
on both sides. (Langhter). Mr. Houck, get-
ting two minutes, said he would vote for the
report of the committee, but wonld not yield
that the district conventions were correct in
their action.

Mr. Bateman, of Obio, appeared at the re-
quest of the contestants. He held that the
tactics of Tammany Hall should uot be put up
on the Republican party, and he would not
vote to allow it. -

The roll was called for and resulted as fol-
lows: Yeas 476, nays 184. So the report of
the majority of the committee was sustained,
and four of the sitting members from Kansas
gave place te the four contestants, Grant men.
New York cast only 22 votes. and they were
aye votes. Kansas cast five votes nay.

WEST VIRGINIA.

The next question was on the portion of the
report of the committee on credentials which
relates to West Virginia.

Mr. Conger vxplained that the majority fa-
vered the retention of sitting members in West
Virginia. Mr. Olayton offered a resolution to
substitute the minority for the majority report

Mr. Ranm, ¢ eakicg en that question, said
he understood tbat the West Virginia ocase
stood on exacily the same footing as the ad-

udicated oases of Illinois, Kansas and Ala-

M. Cadman (Massachusetts) made an argu-
ment in favor of the contestants.

Mr. Hagans of West Virginia, held that the
sitting members were elected in gho teguler
manner; and held that the cmdentm!l to this
convention were as correct and convincing on
their face as were those of any other delegate
here. He oould scarcely comprehend why the
contest was made at all. Being asked what
was the actnal complexion as to the choice for
President in the contested district, Hugans
said he had no personal knowledge on the sab-
jeot, as he lived 150 miles from the contested
district. His in tor answered that he
lived too far away, and that he was not a com-
petent witness.

Mr. Butterworth interrogated Hagan as to
whether there was not an agreement between
the parties in this contest, that newspaper
statement, should be taken as the record before
the State convention. Mr. Raymond of Cali-
fornia made a speech in favor of the sitting
members as being real representatives of the
distriots.

On the metion of Mr. Conger debate was
here closed and the roll was called on the ques-
tion of the substitution of the minerity for
the majority report. It resulted as follows:
Yeas 417, nays 880, so the contestants from
West Virginia are admitted. The result re-
duced Blaine two, and adds one to Sherman
and one to Grant.

It was claimed that both sides preserved the
principle of district representation, as con-
trolled in the Illinois case, but the difference
was as to the facts, the Bherman men, for
instance, claiming that it had been agreed to
accept the acoount of the proceeding of the
district convention as contained in the
newspapers. The amended report was then
adopted.

UTAR.
The Utah case was taken up, and debate was

limited to fifteen minutes on each side. After
a short disoussion, 1n whioch Tuthill, Clayton,
Haymond, Codman and others participated, a
scene of oonsiderable excitement e nsued, as
Mr. Houck of Tennessee attempted to speak
beyond his time and was declared to be out of
order, bat declined to yield. Finally the vote
was taken on substitation of the minority for
the majority report. The vote resulted in fa-
vor of the substitution as follows; Yes 424, nays
812. 8o the contestants are admitted. They
are Grant men. The report, as amended, was
then adopted. This closed the report of the
committee on credentials.

The Rules.

The report of the committee on rules being
now before the convention, the chairman recog-
nized Mr. Garfield, who inquired of the minor-
ity how much time they desired for discussion.
Mr. Sharpe of New York said he would be sat-
isfled with any suggestions of the gentlemen
from Ohio. Mr. Garfield then moved that the
report of the committee on rules be adopted.
The chairman directed the clerk to read the ma-
jority and minority reports for the information
of the convention. This being conocluded, Mr.
Sharpe stated that he wished to shorten the
work of the oconvention, but he must
speak against the adoption of the unit rule.
The battle is over; all has been obtained that
can be obtained. He therefore offered the fol-
lowing resolutions:

Hesolved, That the convention proceed] at
onee to ballot for candidates for President of
the United States, and that fifteen minutes be
allowed to present the name of each candidate,
and ten minutes for each speech seconding the
nomination.

Mr. Garfield rose to a point of order, that
first, under the order of the convention, the
committee on rules was ord ered to report, and
that Mr, Bharp did not offer a substitution for
that order of the convention.

Mr. Share modified his substitute by adding
the words “‘and that after such mominations
are made, such ballots shall be taken by call of
the roll of the States.

Mr. Sharpe said he had offered that resolu-
tion as a substitute.

The chair said he thought the substitute was
in order.

A motion was made by Mr. Bettle to lay the
substitutc on the table, but he withdrew it for
s time toallow Mr. Garfield to speak.

Mr. Garfield said he understood the substi-
tute did not settle any single point covered by
the rules except the single one of when the
motion should be taken. We had teen here
four days patiently waiting to find out who
were delegates, and until that was settled we
had allowed the question of rules to rest. Bat
now it was proper to give the chairman some
instructions a8 to bis duty in deciding what
form of vote was proper, whether there should
be an individual expression of opinion of dele-
gates. There was no reflection upon the chair-
man in taking such action. We should all have
rules to govern us. There were controversies
between delegates and their chairman, and
there would be more. The chairman knew his
duty, and it would be no reflection on hiin to
prescribe a rule for his conduot in this sort of
case. He would himself be bound by any
rule that was adopted. The individual rule he
considered everlastingly right, but this was the
ouly point between the minority and majority.
The minority wished the old rules to stand.
The majority wished to make certain thestatus
of this point.

Mr. Frye interrogated Garfield as to whether
there wes any rule to stop the endless debate
in case no rules were adopted. He asked if
the gentleman saw the point.

Mr. Conkling said be did very clearly see the
point.

Mr. Garfield said he could not believe Mr.
Bharpe wished to exclude the territoriesjfrom a
vote as it would be done by the form of this
resolution.

Mr. Sharpe said he allowed the secretary of
the convention to finish the roll as he desired
and in the ususl form. He would however,
remodel his resolution to meet the case.

NOT A4 SUICIDE.

Death from Membranous Croup or Diph-
therin of Matthew Murphy, a Railroad
Labourer fromn Near 8t. Cloud.

It was reported yesterday morning that a
man had been found dead in his bed at Dunn’s
boarding house on East Fourth street below the
gas works, and with the intelligence came ru-
mors of foul play or self-destruction. Coroner
Davenport was apprised of the affair and an in-
vestigation show that it was neither, but
that death had been caused by perfectly
natural circumstanoces.

The name of the deceased is Matthew Mur-
phy, snd so far as could be ascertained the
cause of death and history of his life is as
follows: Deceased came to St. Paul last March
from Portland, Maine, in company with his
brother, John Murphy. The men were labor-
ers, and procured work at Bt. Cloud laying
railroad track. Last Tuesday they came to St.
ll:‘ullt'h the deceased being in apparently good

ealth.

About three days ago he ocomplained of cold
and sore throat, and was seriously incon-
venienced by the latter malady. He retired
about 8 o'clock Friday night, and complained
of great diffioulty in breathing. Later in the
evening he asked for medical attendance and a
priest. Medicine was given, and yesterday
morning he was discovered, dead.

Dr. Davenport investigated the case and
oame to the eonclusion that an inquest was not
n , 88 he died from natural causes, viz;
either membranous croup or diphtheria. De-
oeased was thirty-five years of age, and leaves
a wife and two children residing in Portland.
The funeral will take place to-day.

A HURRICANE

AT MADELIA, LAKE CRYSTAL AND
MANKATO.

And Floods and Laod Slides on the Eastern
Rallroads--Great Damage to Bulldings by
the Wind Storm--No Lives Lost--Trains
Suspended on the OChiecago, St Paul &
Minneapolis and the Chicago, Milwaunkee
& St. Paul Road:--Crops Not Seriously In-
Jared.

The extrordinary storms which have prevail-
ed over this and adjoining States for the last
few daya, have not passed without serions dis-
asters. Most startling reports prevailed here
yesterday, concerning the destruction wrought
by a hurricane, which during the fornnoon
visited several points along the Bt. Paul &
Bioux City railroad and its branches. From
passengers who came over the main line and ar-
rived here at 7:06 last evening, we
learn that they first observed storm damages at
Medalia, where the elevator was unroofed. At
Lake Crystal the railroad de; was partly
wrecked, and several dwelling houses were un-
roofed and otherwise damaged. On the Heron
Lake branch the storm was equally severe, but
the only evidenoce of its force observed from the
cars was that the train had to be stopped while
a threshing machine was lifted from the track,
where the wind had deposited it. At
Mankato, where there seems to have
been the greatest loss of property, as
described in the GLOBE special below, passen-
gers on the train were informed that one man
was killed and a number of persons injured.
The GLOBE correspondent at Mankato, how-
ever, did not hear of any one being injured.
The last traces of the wind storm were noted
at St. Peter. From there west, all through the
Big Wouds, the path of the storm was seen in
various places, marked by the trees being
twisted off or uprooted. Superintendent Lin-
coln will go over the road on a tour of inspec-
tion to-day, and from other sources
we shall also probably have fuller
particalars of the progress and effects of the
storm. At present we are inclined to believe
the worst is told in the following dispatoh:

The Terrible Stormn at Mankato.

MANEATO, June 5.—Mankato and vicinity is
at present the scene of disaster,as it was visited
to-day by a terrible storm. At 9 o'clock,
black threatening clouds overhung our city,
aud in a little while the rain began to descend
and the wind blew very hard, coming at short
intervals with great force. The rain fell in
bending sheets. At first no danger was appre-
hended as we have been visited here of late
with an abundance of wind, rain and dark
angry looking clouds. Buta few minutes be-
fore the storm had spent its force it increased
in fury,thereby causing a great deal of damage.

THE STATE NORMAL SCHOOL BUILDING

was completely unroofed, the roof blown from
a house in West Mankato, and another house
blown down in the same vicinity. The roof on
the Christian church was rathlessly taken
away, also 2 part of . the roof on the Scan-
dinavian church was damaged. There were
several houses damaged in the same manner,
and there was hardly a residence or grounds
surroundiBg in town that did not suffer tosome
extent by the ravages of the storm, such as
blowing down many of our beautiful trees, de-
molishing fences, taking skylights heavenward,
injuring the roofs or chimneys, etc., etc. The
Bioux City elevator and OQatholic college are
minus & portion of their roof. The court hounse
roof was taken, too. Mr. Henry Shaubut re-
ports about 82,000 worth of damage done at
and near his place, three miles from town.
Many people were so frightened that they
sought shelter and safety in their cellars. Tha
estimated loss to this county is $40,000. We
can’t begin to enumerate every place that was
damaged. At this writing we have heard of
no person being injured.

The Storm at Red Wing.

Rep WiNg, June 5.—Between 11 and 12
o'clock to-day this city was visited by a disas-
trous rain storm, lasting 15 minutes and doing
great damage. The buildings between Bush
street and Barn bluff suffered much damage
from the blow, as it was terrific in that quarter.
At 10 A. M. & house on Plam street, owned by
Allen Howe,was flooded four feet deep, and the
occupants barely escaped with their lives.
Great damage was done to goods stored in the
basements on Third street. Bush street is im-
passible, and on Fourth there are piles of
debris ten feet high. A woman whose
children was missing were running frantic
through the streets, caused much excitement.
Cows belonging to a man named Oleson were
drowned in the barn. No lives were lost, for-
tunately, but had the storm been at night many
would have suffered. The lowest figures of
the loss is put at $10,000.

FRONTENAC, Minn., June 5.—The train due
in St. Paul at 1:30 reached within six miles of
Red Wing'at about 1 in the afternoon,but found
it was impossible to proceed further on ac-
count of heavy washes just below Red Wing.
The train backed down to this point and the
passengers are having a jolly time on board
the train discussing politics and anxiously
awaiting the news from Chicago. Among the
passengers are Whitocomb, Billson and Cunning-
bam of 8¢, Paul, Pettit, Bassett and Dr. Keith
of Minneapolis, and many others from different
parts of the State, all returning from the con-
veation. The rains to-day have been the
heaviest ever known in this region, bridges and
culverts being swept away, and the track in
many places washed out. We are comfortably
provided with sleeping berths and intend to
fight it ont on this line if it takes all - sammer.
We are all braciog up for the night and expect
to get out in the morning, but of this there is
no positive assurance. A construction train
passed up to-night with timbers and a large
force of men to repair bridges.

Panl
road, river division, due here at 1:256 »p. M.,
was lt::xed jast below Frontenac by a land
slide, the track was reported to be further
obstruoted before and behind the trains, by
land slides and washouts, all the way from Et-
ter to Wabashaw, But prompt action was
taken to clear the track, and it was announced
that, in place of the Chicago train ofjyesterday,
suspended, a train would be sent out over the
river road this morning, leaving St. Paul at
7:80 o'slock. Bo far as heard from, the rail-
roads north and west are not damaged.

COrops Probably Not Damaged.

Although minor crops have probably in some
sections been injured by the heavy rains
and the hail storms of Friday, it is not possi-
ble that the grain crops bave been at all in-
jured. In the Big Btone country and all along
the western border of the State, below Breck-
inridge, there was a lack of rain and fears of &
drouth until about a weék ago, but the rains
since have given the farmers highest hopes of

. TIRED OF LIFE.

Sad Bulcide of Mrs. Col. McKenty Yesterday
Morning—Full Particulars of the Traglo
Event, aud the Verdiot of the Coroner’s
Jury.

Every old settler and every resident of St.
Panl will remember the tragic death of Henry
MoKenty, which sad event took place -by his
own hand, August 10th, 1869. The death of no
man in 8t. Panl at that day could have been
more keenly felt than that of Col. McKenty,
and falling by his own hand added to the sor-
row of all those who had known him. Every
old settler to this day remembers him as the
bustling, driving,  energetio businesa
man. At one time he was the
largest owner of real estate in Minnesota.
“Broad acres’” was his hobby, although he
dealt more or less in city property and town
sites. In 1855-56 his wealth was estimated at
many hundred thousand dollars. The crash of
1857 canght him in its toils, and from that
time forward his life was one constant strug-
gle with adversity until the onoe strong man
became worn out with the ceaseless strife.
The bright intellect became clouded, despond-
ency took the place of hope, until life became
a burden, and in a moment of temporary in-
sanity he sent the death-dealing bullet crash-
ing through his brain. 5

1. McKenty left behind him a widow and

two daughters, respectively 6
and 12 years. A year ago last Feb-
ruary the youngest of the daugh-
ters died This  affliction added

to her other sorrows intensified the mental de-
pression of Mrs. McKenty,and for several years
past and more especially during the past six
montbs, her friends have experienced much
anxiety and solicitude on her behalf, Her
health bad been failing gradually and her ill-
ness was intensified by her mental despond-
ency, and for over a year past she has lived as
one who saw no “‘silver lining"” to the clond
that hung over her. Daring all this time she
has been watohed over and tenderly guarded
by her only remaining daughter, Miss Jose-
phine, now & young lady twenty-two years of
age, as well as by her other relatives and friends
in the city. Notwithstanding all this loving
care, however, her mental disquietude and des-
pondency increased, until in no deubt a mo-
mentary fit of insanity, betwen 9 and 100’clock
yesterday morning she committed suicide by
banging herself at her residence. No. 246 Wa-
bashaw street. The following are the particu
lars:

As stated above, Mrs. McKenty had com-
plained of a great deal of painin her head.
On Friday afternoon she called upon a near
neighbor, Mrs. Dr. Caine, and to Mrs. Caine
related the state of her feelings. She spent
some time with Mra. Oaine, who, by cheerful
conversation, endeavored to have her forget
her morbid feelings, and to some extent suc-
ceeded. On Friday evening she attended a
meeting of the Ladies’ society of the Uentral
Presbyterian church, (of which she wasa mem-
ber,) at the residence of her sister, Mrs. W. K.
Gaston. Nothing unusual was observed in her
manner, and she retired to bed on Friday even-
ing and slept as well as usnal. Yesterday
morning she ate breakfast, and there
was nothing in her manner that ex-
cited the suspicion of her daughter. Dur-
ing Friday night the daughter, Miss Josephine,
suffered considerably with toothache, and a
little before 9 o'clock yesterday morning she
left home to visit a dentist for relief, leaving
her motiner alone in the honse. She was ab-
sent until about 10:30 A. M., and, on her return
she rang the beil of the froot door, especting
her mother to open it. Obtaining no response
she proceeded to the rear of the house to ob-
tain entrance through a summer kitchen. Upon
opening the door of this kitchen a horrible
sight met her gaze. The mother was suspended
by the neck from one of the ocross beams of
the temporary building. The horror stricken
daughter seized a knifeand. at once cut the
rope, the body falling to the floor. Then,
with feet shod with lightning, she flew to the
adjoining residgnce, and, in a few incoherent
words, informed Mrs. Lambie and Miss Dolbaa
of what had occurred. These two ladies
hurried to the honse as quickly as. possible,
where they found the daughter on the floor,
with her mother’s head in her lap, rubbing her
hande and face, and crying pitifully for her to
speakto her. The inanimate form was lifted
up by those three terrified ladies. and ' carried
into the sitting room, where it was laid upon
a lonnge, and every restorative at hand known
to the ladies was used, but without avail. The
hody was yet warm, but the vital spark bad
fled forever, and the tired sufferer was at rest.
A messenger was dispatched for Dr. Roth, the
family physician, who was quickly on hand,
but he could do nothing except to turn his at-
tention to the distracted daughter, who, when
she learned that her only re-
maining parent was dead, fell into violent
hysteries, in which she continued until
completely exhausted, and under the influence
of soothing opiates she forgot her sorrows in
sleep. Kind friends and neighbors were soon
on hand to watch over the now doubly orphan-
ed girl, and render such services as were neces-

sary.

The relations of the family thought it best
that an inquest should be held and Coroner
Davecpert was informed, who empanneled a
jury consisting of 8. B. Woolworth, John Og-
den, J. Hitcheock, 8. 8. Langland, O. O. Bird
and Alex. Johnston.

Miss Josephine McKenty, the danghter, Miss
Dolbaa and Dr. Roth were sworn and their tes-
timony did not differ from the facts given
above., The jury returned a verdict to the
effect that death was caused by stran-
gulation by means of a rope placed rovnd her
neck by deceased own hauds, and that the act
was superinduced by bodily illness and mental
depression.

Deceased’s maiden name was Johanna D.
Wolga, and shewas in the fifty-sixth year of
her age. Bhe was a sister of Mrs. W. K. Gas-
ton, and Mrs. C. D. Gilfillan of this city. A
few yewrs ago the county of Ramsey, through
an act of the legislaiure, refunded to her
$5,000 expended by her husband in building
the road to lake Como, aud this, together with
the inocome of the daughter, who is a teacher
in the Jefferson school, placed them in com-
fortable circumstances. Pecuniary matters
bad nothing to {do with her mental ailments.
The warm and heartfelt sympathy of the entire
city will go out to the sorel{:eﬁictod daughter,
who has thus early in life been called upon to
bear a burden of sorrow experienced by but few.

The funeral will take place from the Central
Presbyterian church fo-morrow (Monday at 10
