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UORIKG UNDER BROADWAY.

A Project for a Subterranean Railway
in A>i» York.

[New York Sun.]
On Thursday, in the register's office, was

filed a map of the proposed Broadway Un-
derground railroad, with a certificate of a
majority of the directors of the company in-
corporated on that day. Robert Sewell ap-
pears aa president of the company, Mr.
James P. liuggles as secretary, and the fol-
lowing gentlemen are named as a majority
of the directors: Mesj.s. Douglas Campbell,
DeWittC. Brown, Henry Sheldon, James F.
Pierce, O. Yaiideubur^b, and Walter J.
Morris.

Col. Origen Vandeubnrg claims to have
originated the idea 01an underground rail-
way between the upper and lower parts of the
city some fifteen jears ago, and the present
company holds the franchise of the company
then organized. The rtquirement of the
French capitaliss, whom Col. Vandenburgh
has interested in the project, having been
complied with by the procurement of an
authorativo legislative atlirmation of the un-

impaired rights of the company transferred
by pnrohase lo Col. Yandtnburgb, ha says
they .will takt> all the bjada of the new com-
pany abuut to be formt d whioh may be as-

signed them to tuo full extent of $10,000,-
-000, if desired, npon terms which are deem-
ed advantageous to the company. The main
subterranean line, wbicki that company pur-
poses to ootuiueiice the construction of im-
mediately npou organization, is to run:

Commencing at tno south ferry,extoudiug
through the battery and battery place to
Broadway; thence up Broadway to the City
Hall park, on the easterly line of Broadway;
thence easterly, pasaiDg in front and inrear
of the old city hall to Centre street; under
and across Centre street to City Hallplace:
through City Hall placa to Pearl street;

across Tearl street, northeasterly, in a carved
line to or near Mulberry street, at a point
between Bayard and Park streets; thence
northerly, under Mulberry street to Bleecker
street, and continuing northerly toand under
Lafayette place to Astor place; northerly and
eastt- rlyuudir Astorphice, Eighth street, and
across the southeast corner of the block be-
tween Kij-hthand Ninth atreets, and easterly
of St. Ann's church to and under
Fourth avenue; northerly under Fourth
avenue and Fourteenth street and Fourth
avenue to and under I'nion square; northerly
under Iuiou square to SevjnteeDth street
and Broadway, and under the latter to and
near ami northerly of Ninetnenth street;
thence northerly, bearing easterly, in a
straight line toarid under and across Twenty-
third street, to and through Madison square,
and continuing northerly under, on, over and
upon Madi=on avenne, toand along the Har-
lem river. Bjthat latter divergence inspe-
cification, "over and npou Madison avenue,"
etc.," itwill be understood that it idcon-
templated that above Ninety-ninth street the
road shall no longer lie rnUerrauean, but an
elevated line, and in this latter way willbe
continued aloDg the Harlem river.

Inconnection with this main line are to
be two branche3. Ona of t. tse, commencing
under Broadway at tho northerly line of
Eighteenth street, and continuing northerly
under Broadway to Twenty-tb^rd street and
Fifth avenue, will bxtend thence under
Broadway to the grand circle at Ihe south-
westerly corner of the Central park, and
thence by a northerly and westerly inclining
lice toapjint at about One Hundred and
Thirtieth street on the North river. The
other branch line willrun from the main
line nt the City Hallpark directly up Broad-
way to Union square, where it willagain
join the main line.

Walter J. Morris, a civil t-ngiu*r,who is at
the head of the mechanical part of the work,
said, yesterday: "Allour plans are made; we
are ready to commence work at once, and
ftxpeet to do so ina few days, jnat as soon as
the governor has 6igned the bill which has
been passed to satisfy foreign capitalists as
to the legal right we have. We willbreak• 'round at the City Hall park and work both
ways, for the main line willbe prosecuted at
the eamo time as the branch, which is the
object of this first formed company. Our
estimate of the cost fixes it about $2,000,000
per mile. Insome places itwillbe less, but in
others, where we have to purchase private
property or ovorcome serious natural obsta-
cles, itmay bo more, so we name that as iho
average. Idonot think we will have any
very great engineering difficulties to contend
with. Below Fourteenth street we willhave
no reck excavations, so that there can be no
ground for tho pretended fears of inimical
property -owners that we{willshake their foun-
dation? by blasting. Even if there were
rock the blasting can be done in a perfectly
safe way,as itwas in the excavation recently
done for the Madison Square theatre, of
which people in the neighborhood were hard-
ly aware while itwas going on. The canal
or slongb at Canal street willbe crossed by
a water-tight tunnel covered with
asphalt, lined with a bydrauho ce-
ment, and supported on piling. We will
Lave two tunnels, side by side, each fifteen
by eighteen feet in their greatest diameters.
In some instances they will come within
three feet of the surface of the
street, but much more of the way they will
bo sunk from six to eight feet below. Our
stations willbe nearer together than those of
the elevated rr.ilway. Each willpresent a
space twelve or fourteen feet wide and five
Lundrcd ft tt long, besides the track, lighted
Ljelectricity and made much more beauti-
ful thau any of tbe elevated stations are:
At Forty-seventh street we will probably
umke a connection withthe Vanderhilt roads.
Itis at prese&t contemplated to make our
uniform rate five cents. People have pre-
jndiced and mistaken ideas about
tunnels which we intend to reform entirely.
We will show them a tunnel as clean as
any room, in which the atmosphere will al-
ways be pure ; where

—
owing to the uni-

formity of temperature
—

the laila are laid
closely, so as to give an absolutely continu-
ous and consequently noiseless track. Our
trains willmove much more rapidly than do
those of the elevated roads, yet always with
perfeot safety, and by a simple device each
train willchange the air of the tunnel, keep-
ingitalways sweet and pure. There willbe
no dirt, no smoke, no noise, no violet-
changds of temperature, no possibility of ac-
cident, and every car will be brilliantly'
lighted. We expect to be inoperation from
the South ferry to Forty-seventh street with-
ineighteen months, or at the most two
years.

DEADLYARROWS.

Jhe Brazilian B\o%c-Ptpes and Poison.

The Arecunas Indians are the makers of the
deadly blow-pipe, of which bo much has been
told by Waterton and others. The blow-pipe
is fashioned from the stem of a straight tree
without branches, but bearing leaves about the
size of rhubarb leaves. This tree, the name of
whichIdo not learn, often grows to the height
of thirty feet. Likethe bamboo, it hhollow,
except at the joints. Sometimes the natives
get rid of these impediments by piercing holes
through them withlong spikes of bam wood;
sometimes they cut the entire stem open, ro-
move the obstacles, and then glue together the
stem bo cleverly that the fattening is scarcely
perceptible. The surface is then polished and
bone sights placed about a toot from each end.
They make more of these blow-pipes than they
require for their oven use, and the residue they
sell to the Mucusis, frem whom tiny obtain in
exchange the vrourailli poison.

The Macußia of the Cannca mountains say
they are the sole patentees of this subtle and
renowned poison; and even of the Macusis only
a few kno .v how to prepare it. Itis accounted
a great secret, and is imparted from father to
son or next mule heir when the former is be-
lieved to be at the point of death. Not only
are there few persons who are possessed of the
secret, but the process of manufacture is car-
ried on oncomparatively rare occasions, and is
surrounded witha degree of snl, mnity which
is indicated of the high importance with which
they regard the operations. For ten days
previous to the first boiling down, all the nun
who are to take part initare supposed to fast,
and all the women of the tribe are carefully
kept out «f the way. Whether this latter pre-
caution is due toa superstitious belief that the
female presence is in some occult way in-
imical to Ihe manufacture, or whether it
arises from the circumstances that
eastern ideas regarding the inqui.iitivonefis
of womankind prevail among the nntored sav-
ages of the west, in a point on whichIam
without positive information. It is a fact,
however, that women are rigorously excluded
from the mystic rite. The long arrows the
natives use with the bow are sometimes dip-
ped in the poisen, and a small piece of bamboo
placed over the tip to prevent anyone being
accidentally pricked by >t. The bow-pipe ar-
rowH, or shafts, arc thin slips of bard wood,
made from the stem of the leaf of the cucurate
palm. They are generilly from twelve to eigh-
teen inches inlength, sharpened at one end,
and wrapped around at the other with com-
mon cotton, or with the brown, silk-like cotton
of the silk-cotton tree. The sharp points are
dipped inthe wouralli, which is of the color
and consistency of melted glne. These they
carry ina wicker case, shaped like a dice-box,
bnt larger, very closely woven, and with a
leather top and bottom, the top opening on a
leather hinge.

The length of the blow-pipe itself varies
from twelve to fifteen feet. 1generally noticed
that when the tribes are on their travels or
hunting expeditions the longest of these in-
struments are carried by the smallest Indians.
Thus equipped they range through the forests,
shooting monkeys, birds, or such ether animals
as come in their way. Theonly antidote to the
poison they are in the habit of using is a kind
of earth-worm, well known to them and
common enough in these parts. Should
any of them be no unfortunate as to
get scratched, a hasty search is made for
some of these earth-worms, whichare pounded
together, a portion being used to anoint the
wound and the rest swallowed by the patient.
The same remedy is used to bring back
monkeys, maccaws, and other animals from
the jaws of death. Ibelieve the cure is gener-
allysuccessful ifapplied before the poison has
had time to make much headway, and Ican
npoak from direct personal observation in one
instance. We had a caiarawah (maccaw) blue
and yellow, whichhad been captnred by being
slightly wounded witha wonraill arrow, and
the earthworm application was so efficacious
that the bird not only recovered, but a few
weeks after we had itittook flightand loft us
forever.
