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Feet Distortion in China.

The binding of a child’s feet is not be-
gun until she has learned to walk and
o certain things for herself, as it would
be difficult, if not impossible, to teach
her afterward. The rich bind their
children’s feet from the 6th or Tth year,
but the poor do not begin until they are
12, or even older. Parents who have
been forced by poverty to sell a daugh-
ter as a slave when she was a child, will
bring her back afterward if they can,
and then, no matter how old she is, they
bind up her feet and marry her as a lady.
But the pain of binding a full-grown
foot 18 said to be most intense. Strong
white bandages two inches wide are
manufactured for the purpose, Those
worn the first year are two yards long,
and about five feet is thelength worn after-
ward. The following, according to Miss
Fielde, is the method adopted: ‘ The end

of the strip is laid on the inside of the.

foot at the instep, and then carried over
the top of the toes and under the foot,
drawing the four toes with it'down upon
the sole ; thence it is passed over the
foot and around the heel ; and by this
stretch the toes and the heel are drawn
together, leaving & bulge on the in-
step and a deep indentation in the
sole, under the instep. This course
is gone over in successive layers of
bandage until the strip of cloth is all
used, and the final end is sewn tight
down.” To please a Chinawoman, the
‘“‘indentation” must measure an inch
and a half from the part of the foot
which rests on the ground up to the in-
step. The toes are then completely
drawn over the sole, and the foot is so
squeezed npward that in walking only
the ball of the great toe touches the
ground. Large quantities of powdered
alum are used when the feet are first
bound, and always afterward, to prevent
nlceration and lessen the offensive odor.
The bandage is taken off only once a
month. At the end of the first month
the foot is put in hot water, and, after it
has been allowed to soak some time, the
bandage is carefully unwound, *‘the
dead cuticle, of which there is 8o much,
being abraded during the process of un-
binding. When the foot is entirely un-
bound, it is not unusual to find ulcers
and other abominations. Frequently,
too,” we are told, ‘‘a large piece of flesh
sloughs off the sole, and 1t sometimes
happens that one or two toes drop off.”
When this happens, the patient consid-
ers himself amply repaid for the addi-
tional suffering by having smaller and
more delicate feet than her neighbors!
Indeed, the desire to have small feet is so
intense that girls will slyly tighten their
own bandages in spite of the pain.—
Chambers’ Journal.

Asit is now, while north-
western Minnesota, northeastern Dakota and
Manitoba have had more rain than was needed,
though not enough to materiaily hurt the young
grain crops, weatern Minnesota and southern
Dakota have only been relieved from fears of &
drouth. On the Chicago market rumors of
damage to grain crops, at home and abroad, by
wet weather, have been multiplied by hundreds
of private dispatches from the winter wheat
regions of this country, and by cables from
England.
It is absurdly stated in an Eastern exchange
that the area in wheat along the line of the
Northern Pacific railroad this year is estimated
at 10,000,000 acres. That ia more than the ag-
gregate area of plowed land in all Minnesota
and Dakota. But there is a good deal more
than ten million acres of wheat lands to be
some day brought under cultivation in the
northern halves of Minnesota and Dakota.
There is a large attendance at the Millers’
International Exhibition in Cincinnati of
flour, grains and milling machinery. The ex-
hibition will continue until the 26th inst.
On account of so many St. Lounia millers and
flour dealers being in attendance at the exhibi-
tion, the flour call on change at Bt. Louis, has
been suspended for this month.
The first car-load of new wheat arrived at
St. Louis Saturday last, from Texas, and sold
at anction at $1.62. A premium of $125 in
addition was made up for the shippers by sev-
eral of the grain-dealers, in recognition of the
event. The first new wheat-flour sample was
also exhibited on the same day from Sherman,
Texas.
Four cara of No. 2 Minnesota hard wheat sold
from store 1n Chicago Satuaday at $1.0214.
Wheat, corn and oats are worth at this time
about the same as at the corresponding time
last year, and rye, barley, pork, iard and meats
are higher.
