The States were being called to name the mem
hers of therespective committees. The chair-
men of each State committee sent up the names
from the State to be read by the secretary,
When New York was called, before the secre-
tary could announce the names, a yell went up
from the galleries, and inspection proved that
John Kelly was on his feet. Kelly heads the
contesting delegation from New York, and sits
just outside the railing which separates the
delegates from the audience. He desired to
secure some recognition or representation on the
committee on credentials. Hoadley hammered
with the givel, the delegates showed disap-
proval and a good many spectators cheered Kel-
ley. Hoadley very peremptorily deolared him
out of order aud without being able to make
himself heard he sat down. Then Jno. B. Hos"
kins, another Tammany back in the audience,
arose and commenced speaking. He refused to
sit down until Hoadley sent the sergeat-at-arms
after him.

CinciNNATI, June 22.—The sitaation to-night
seems very favorable to the nomination of
Payne. The New York delogation has heid a
meeting, and 38 voted for Payne, 11 for Eng-
lish, 11 for Tilden, 6 for Bayard, and the rest
scattering. The vote for Payne was
then made unanimous, and the
seventy votes of New York will be cast for
him on the first ballot. There has been an ef-
fort to work up a Tilden boom this afternoon
and evening, but it has not been success-
ful. There are a good many who still
hope to

SPRING A TILDEN BOOM ON THE CONVENTION,

but there is nothing to indicate the success
of any such movement. There are
dangers in the way of the
Payne boom, and these are bringing out
McDonald, of Indiaua, or Eaglish, of Connect-
icut, as dark horses. Two-thirds is a good deal
for a man to secure. The Payne men claim to
have over three hundred on the first ballot, and
nothing but the combination of the field on a
dark horse seems to bz able to defeat him-
That I regard as a possibility rather than a
probability. An effort bas been made
TO INDUCE THURMAN TO WITHDRAW,

but it has not succeeded and for ome or two
ballots he will receive the vote of Ohio. Next
to Payne, Bayard seems to be the favorite.
Btill his boom is not formidabhle. The weather
is so hot, there has not been the usual amount
of wind work to-night and the streets in front
of the leading hotels have been blockaded with
people listening to speeches from the balconies
The best of feeling prevails and everybody’s
boom is getting cheers. On its organization
the committee on resolutions appointed a sub-
committee, Watterson chairman, to report in
the morning.

MORNING SPECULATIONS.

CixcINNATI, June 22. —There is no change in
the Presidential situation since the close of
the press report last night. New names have
been more freely canvassed, among . them
Gen. Don OCasrlos Buell, of Xentucky.
'l:he drifting around continues, the one requi-
site being the man who will get the most votes
in New York, Connecticut and New Jersey, and
who will at the same time be acceptable to In-
diana. There are some who think Hugh J.
J:ewett would be the man, but more who be-
lieve in the strength of Sapator McDonald of
Indiana. His personal popularity in his own
Stateis spoken of while it is thought his finan-
cialjrecord would be acceptable in New Yorlk.
It is not impossible that an cffort may be
made to bring Tilden to the front again if the
movement in Illinois and Wisconsin for Bey-
mour fails to prove as strong as his friends
hope, It is thought the Thurman men (sec-
onded by Tammany) will be able to prevent
Payne from receiving the nomination. It still
seems probable that Bayard will largely lead
on the first ballot.

THE CONVENTIONS.

MUSIO HALL.

OINCINNATI, June 22.—Musioc ball in which
the convention is held has been so often de-
scribed in the press, as to need no attention
here. It is handsomely decorated with flags
and evergreens, and banners stretched across
the hall bears the words ‘‘Ohio Greets the Na-
tion.” At 11 o'clock, the visitors' seats being
over half filled,the great organ began to plsy the
Massanielo, which was greeted with ap-
plause. The Wedding March and other popu-
lar favorites followed. At 12 o'clock only
about two-thirds-of the delegates were in their
seats. As the most prominent of them en-
tered they were greeted with cheers. When 8en
ator Wade Hampton entered the applause was
hearty and prolonged. Senators Lamar and
Pendieton were also reciptents of particular at-
tention. A beautiful horse shoe of flowers pre-
sented by the New York Herald to Hon. George
Hoadley, temporary chairman, was placed on
the desk before the opening.

Nicholas M. Bell, 8t. Louis; Neill Brown,
Tennessee; E. I. Dodd, Ohio; T. O. Walker,
Iowa; will be the officials, asreading clerks
during the convention.

At 12:40 Senator Barnum called the conven-
tion to order and without any preliminary
remarks announced that prayer would be offer-
el by Rev. 0.

Mr, Chairman and gentiemen of the national ex-
ecutive committee: I obey this call to the chair of
this convention with grateful acknowledgment of the
confidence reposed in xe. Itshall be my sedulous
care to prove worthy of your nomination. Fellow
delegates and follow Damocrats, thanks for your wel-
come, your generous welcome, my best response to
which will be, my only adequate response can be, the
strictest impartiality in the exercise of power during
the brief period it is committed to me. I shall make
mistakes. I trust you will forgive them. I am
sure you wiil as soon as I satisfy you that, although
a8 a delegate, I am the zealous friend, even the par-

tisan of my favorite candidate, as your officer I
shall know neither friend nor foe of any candidate,

but discharge my duty with absolute fairness and
fidelity of purpose. Of this you have my pledge.
ELECTORAL COLLEGE.
Gentlemen of the convention: Our fathers, dis-
trusting the popular choice, established in each
State an electoral college, to whose unpledged action
they sought to entrust the election of the chief -
istrates of the republic. Their children, taught
experience, have wisely modified the constituti
scheme by a written amendment which combines the
advantages of the electoral system with the direct
popular vote, while it preserves to each State its just
weight of influence upon the result. Conventions
of delegates chosen by the people of two or more
parties have already presented candidates for popu-
lar acceplance at the coming election, and agother
great college of electors is now bled in s
The office you thus fill, though not defined by law,
is of tr dent legal quence. I need not
say that in this assembly it will not be doubted that
you are not d=legates from congressional districts,
but representatives of those indistrnctable units of
our

INDESTRUCTABLE UNION OF THE STATES.
Custom has defined your duties. They are to con-
struct a platform and to nominate candidates. You
are not, however, called together to create a creed,
but to apply & known principle to present public af-
fairs. The Democratic principle does not date its
birth from your assembly, and will not perish with
the success or defeat of the candidates you nomi-
nate. It is eternal, a divine fire burning in the
hearts of men. It quickens the thought of the
statesmen, nerves the arm of the soldier and doubles
the energy of the toiler. It is found in the Roman
precept, “*‘Suum Crique Tribuere,” and in the self-
evident truth of the American patriot, that all men
are created equal. It is the unrelenting foe of des-
potism and of communism, whether open or sought
to behidden u~der the disguise of paternal govern-
ments. Its boneficent office in political affairs is to
secure to every man the utinost possible liberty of
action consistent with equal liberty to every other.
Yours is not, therefore, the offica of inven-
ion, but of promulgation; not to discover, but to
to declare and to apply the

DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLE
to the changing affairs of human society, and that
this principle may have living force in public con-
cerns you will nominatle candidates whose election
will insure its fu!l fruition during the next Presi-
dential term. These are your duties. No Democrat
doubts that you will worthily perform them. But
you are called to their discharge this day under cir-
ocumstances of no common moment—circumstances
which may God in his mercy grant shall, in the his-
tory of our republic, never again recur.
Four years ago the Demoeratic party, in convention
assembled at St. Louis, announced to the country its
platform, and nominated as its candidates
THE FOREMOST STATESMEN OF THE NATION,
both then and now worthy of the most enthu-

But though we failed to inaugurate our candidate,
our cause was not even for the moment wholly lost,
Retributive justice visited without delay the imme-
diate author of this infamy. The courts of Florids
had thwarted the conspirators who proposed the
theft of its State government, and the stern refusal
of the Democratic House of Representatives to appro-
priate a man or a dollar to continue the subjugation
of South Carolina and Louisiana soon forced the op-
pressor to relax his grasp. No trace now remains
of the carpet-bagger government of the South ex-
cept the $170,000,000 of increased public debt they
contrived in seven years of misgovernment to heap
upon its impoverished people.

SOLID FOR THURMAN.

CrxcIsNATI, June 22, 10:30 p. yM.—The meet-
ing of the Ohio delegation has resulted in very
decided action, and once more Senator Thur-
man has a solid gupport, and talk of a second

choice for Ohio is stopped. The points of the
meeting are as follows:

On motion of Mr. W. W. Armstrong, Mr.
McSweeny of Wooster, was chosen to present
the name of Thurman tothe convention. Then
Gen. Durban Ward offered the following reso-
lution.

Resolved, That the secretary of delegation be di-
rected to procure a blank book, in which & full and
complete record of this delegation sha!l be kept.

Resolved, That said record contain the resolutions
of instruction and requests passed by the State
convention on the 6th of May last.

Resolved, That the secretary shall procure and en-
ter in said record the resolutions and instructions of
each county or Congressional district of the State,
as may be passed by the same, and giving instruc.
tions or suggestions as to the State convention, as to
the selection of delegates, or in the National conven-
tion, as to the selection of candidates for President
and Vice President.

Resolved, That said record shall be open to the
inspeetion of any member of this delegation, and
the clerks shall furnish a certified copy of said record
to any member of this delegation on his paying the
c'erk for the cost of copying the same.

The resolutions were advocated by Newman,
Lewis, Page and Kinney. jMr. Armstrong spoke
rather in explanation than in support of the
resolutions, but declared himeelf to be for
Thurman. The resolutions were opposed by
Baker and Forney,who were the only members
voting against the resolations upon their adop-
tion.

The friends of Thurman from all parts of
Ohio, called a meeting at Melodeon hall to-
night, inviting the Ohio delegation to be pres-
ent to answer why they did not stand by Thur-

man. The Columbus Thurman club formed
the npucleus of the dissatisfied ones,
who made the call. An immense

crowd was in attendance, and the most ardent
and even fierce speeches were made by Gen.
Warner, Major Frank McKinney, Judge Hunter
of New York, Judge Oliver of Cincinnati and
others. Calls were made for the delegates, and
Gen, Steadman, of Toledo, the only
one present, came to the  stage.
and excused himself on the ground of physi-
cal indisposition. The most biting sarcasm of
the speakers was most applauded. With great
enthusiasm the meeting passed the following:

Resolved, That the candidacy of any citizen of
Ohio, other than Allen G. Thurman, for the nomina-
tion for the Presidency in advance of the presenta-
tion of his name, is repudiation by the Democracy
of Ohio, and denounced as being untrue to the ex-
pressed will of the Democracy of their State conven-
tion assembled.

The meeting adjourned to meet at Melodeon
hall to-morrow evening, and continued the in-
vitation to the Ohio delegation.

COMMITTEES.

EVENING PROCEEDINGS.

CINCINNATI, June 2¢.—The committee on re-
solutions had its first formal meeting at &
o’clock this afternoon, and after a brief dis-
cussion, in which the main points to be cover-
ed by the platferm were considered, took a re-
cess until 8 o'clock this evening. Seven re-

length. The representatives of the different

States then under resolution submit-
ted the resolutions which they
desired to be incorporated in

the platform, and one or more submitted from
most of the Btates. They were all referred to
a sub-tommittee of nine, appointed by the

chair, and consisting of the following persons:

The result of this informal
expression of opinion was that all States ex-
cept three, the names of which the secretary
withholds, declared in favor of retaining the
two-thirds rule,

TAMMANY'S CLAIM .
