THE SOCIAL SKELETON,

Which, Like Banquo’s Ghost, Will Never
Down—Frallties Couvicted and Sentenced
by Judge Wilkin—General renience Day.
The distriet court convened at 9:30 o'clock

vesterday morning, and after disposing of

minor business, a recess was taken until 12:80

o'clock.

At the latter hour County Attorney Eagan
moved to have sentence passed on Frank Mil-
ler, Jobn Powers and John Kripps.

Frank Miller, the first prisoner, was found
guilty of committing ar assault on the propri-
etor of the St. Thomas hotel, particulsrs of
which have appeared in previous issues of the
GLOBE. 'L'be prisoner was sentenced to three
months' imprisonmens in the county jail.

Sentence was then passed on John
Kripps, convicted of committing an assault
on an expressman
The prisoner was sentenced to pay a fine of

®75, or be imprisoned not exceeding three | ¥l

months in the county jail. The fine was
paid and the defendant discharged, :
James Power, convicted of the larceny of

a quantity of tools, was sentenced to five’

months’ imprisonmert in the county jail,
The curtain then rose, metaphorically, on
the notorious case of the State against W.
J. Eads and the denouement came in the
shape of a very unexpected, not to ‘say
startling, finale. County Attoruey Egan
etated that there was pot the slightest pros-
pect of trying the case this term. It was
the last case on the calendar and counsel
stated that he had done 2ll in his power to

pecure the attendance of the prose-
coting witnesses. The principal
witness, one Figg, was a non-

resident jof the State and there was no way
to enforee his presence, while the complain-
ant, John Chinn, was also absent. ‘I'he
county attorney stated that he had written
to the witnesses natued, promising to defray
their expenses, bat still they refused to come.

Judge Wilkin said the cass bad
been up several times before = and
it was stime it was disposed of.

The defendant had ssked for a speedy trial
and it should have bsen trizd before now.
There seemed to be no assurance that
the witnesses would be here next term and
on wen of thisstamp no reliance could be
placed. It was hardly proper to hold the
case over and if not tried before the end cf
the term the case would be dismissed.

Mr. Eganstatd that the criminal calendar
was at an end, whereupon Judge Wilkin
ordered the case dismissed, and the prisoner
was discharged. Thus terminated the
notorious $1,200 safe robbery about which
the prosecuting witnesses mede s0 much
Chinn mausie.

On motion of the county attorney the
keepers of houses of ili"fame were arzaigned
for sentence. Messrs. C. D. O’Brien and
E. G. Rogers, connsel for the defendants,
withdrew the special and general pleas of
not guilty, and entered pleas of guilty.

Mr. Rogers stated tbhat when a plea of
guilty was made, it was customery to inter-
pose such testimony on points of equity,
that might mitigate the sentence of the per-
sons indicted. Permission of the court was
granted, whereapon Chief Weber was
called, who explained the modus operand? in
vogue by the city to regulate the evil and
collect fines. Witness stated that the women
had been allowed to open houses of ill fame
if there was no objections pat in regarding
the locations. The houses were regulated
by the authorities, and it was in the power
of the police to close them up when de-
sired. It was the custom under Mayors
Stewart, Maxfie!ld and Dawson to tolerate
the houses es long as they were conducted
properly and paid the fines.

Detective Bresett was called and explainad
the system of imposing and collecting fines.
‘I'ne houses were open by the permission of
the authborities, and, if necessary, they could
be closed at one half hour’s notice.

Mr. Rygers jthen zddressed jthe court on
the question of punistment. Counsel made
a masterly legal argument, citing the de-
cision of the supreme court, quoting the
ruling of the United States supreme bench,
and defining at length the difference between
the state and;the municipality,ths creature of
state enactment.

Mry. O’Brien then addressed the court on
the question of clemency, reviewing the
moral questions et issue and making a
strong plea for mercy. Counsel’s remarks
were eloquently pathetic, humane, strong
and manly. He arraigned the male parve-
neus and consorts of the fallen creatures,
and rebuked the moral torpitude of the
times in stinging invective.

In sentencing the prisoners Mattie Gale
was first called, and was sentenced on the
two convictions. She was sentenced to pay
a fine of $150 on each count, or be impris-
oued for six months. In pronouucing sen-
tence the court said: »

JUDGE WILKIN'S DECISION.

The Court: Hattie Gale stand up.

The prisoner arose and the court then said:
Mattie Gale you bave been indicted by the
grand jury of this county, and convicted upon
your own confrssion of the offense of keeping
a house of ill fame, within the limits of the
city of 8t. Paul.

The statute of the State provides that per-
sons guilly of the offense of which you stand
convicted, may be punished, in the discretion
of the court, by imprisonment in the Btate
prison for & period not exceeding one year, or
simply a fine not exceeding the sum of &300.
By this statute there is a very wide latitude
left to the court in the exercise of its discre-
tion. It is an admitted fact in this cace that
you haye already been punished for tnz same
act of which yon now stand indicted and con-
victed under the ordinance of the city of St.
Paul; and it ,is also proved, and it iz a mat-
ter of common notoriety that it has been the
practice within the city of S8t. Paul for some
time past of imposing montbly fines upon
person of your clase, and that their fines hdye
been enforced, and this action has been taken
by the city authorities under such circumstan-
ces a3 are calculated to give the impression
that yon are in a manner licensed to commit
these offenses, or that, at all events, your con-
duct is tolerated, if not recognized, by the ma-
ricipal authorities. I have taken these facts
into consideration in exercising my discretion
as-to the extent of the punishment to be award-
ed to you upon these indictments, and I
bavelconcluded in view of those facts not at this
time to send yon to the State prison.

Itis now held by the recent decision of the
sapreme court of this State that a punishment
under an ordinance of the city for this
.offense is no bar to a punishment for the same
act when indicted as an offerse againsi the
State. This is now the law of the State, and
you can no longer claim, if you. continue in
‘the exercise of thbiacalling, that the offense is
either licensed or recognized, The sense of
this community shown by the actionof two
grand juries—representing the best elements
of society—has been shown and expressed
that this condumet upon your part and upon
the part of others, placed in the same sitnation
as yoarself, should no longer be tolerated in
this county. You neow and henceforth know
the danger in which you stand. Yon cannot
claim that you are protected or licensed or
recognized, or your busiress recognized by the
action of the city authorities; and I give you
fair warning that if you shall again be brought
before this court with this full knowledge of
the law, and full knowledge of the danger in
which you stand. that you can no longer ex-
pect the clemency of this court.

1 shall impose upon you & fine of 150 upon
each of the indictments under which you
stand convicted, and the sentence of the
court is, that you, Mattie Gale, pay a fine of
$150 npon the first indictment, and that you
stand committed to the county
ail of the county of Ramsey until that
fine be paid for a period not exceecing six
months. Upon the second indictment the sen-
tence of the court is, that you pay & like fine
of one hundred and fifty dollars and stand
committed until the fine be paid for a period
not exceeding six months. ;

The next defendant fined by the court was
Annie Oleson, and before pronouncing sen-
tence her attention was called to the remarks
addressed by the counrt to the dcfendant
Mattie Gale, and she was also given to un-
derstand that the same warning would be
appliable to her case. The same sentence
was then imposed upon her, and upon the
following named defendants: Pauline Bell,
Hattie MoBride and Mary Jane France. -

There being but one indictment against

- the defendant Jonnie Bateson, the conrt im-

posed npon her 8 fiue of one hundred aud
fifty dollars, also the sawe fine upon the de-
feadant Clara Morton, there having been
but one indictment returued against her by
the grand jory.

In the case of the defendant Kate Hutton,
it appearing from the testimony of Chief
Weber that ber house had been closed for
several moanths, the court imposed upon her
a fine of one handred dollars under the first
indictment, aud the same amount under the
second indictment. y

The fines of parties named were paid
and they were discharged.

Curious Facts About the Alabatross,
No passenger to southern lands can

have failed to' note the extraordina

powers of flight of this magnificent bird,

and the wonderful ease with which it

sweeps for some minutes togethel
through the air on expanded, motion-
less pinions, rising and falling slightly,
and taking advantage of the gravity of
its own body and the angle at which the
wind strikes its feathers, fails to prolong
the course of its flight with the least
possible effort. Seldom, except in calm
weather, may it be seen to.alight upon
the water, from which it arises with
difficulty, running for some distance
along the surface. The ends of the
wings clear of the water it tarns toward
the breeze, and rises into the air ina
gentle curve, exactly in the same man-
ner:as a paper kite. - That the alabatross
follows a ship for many days in succes-
sion, sleeping .at night upon the water,
and coming up with her in the morning,
there can be no doubt. We have watched

them for several consecutive evenings |Post

during fine weather, in the latitude of
the trade-winds, settling down on the

‘water at sundown, and preening their

feathers, until they became mere specks
in the field of the telescope; but they
were with us again in the morning soon
after sunrise; some strangers among
them perhaps, but several which, from
some peculiarity of marking, we knew
to be our companions of the day before.
In one instance, a conspicuous mark had
been made by a pistol-bullet in the wing
of an old brown-headed and curiously
pied bird, by which he could be iden-
tified beyond doubt. The second or
third flight-feather had been shot away,
leaving a clearly defined gap in the wing
as it came between the light and the
eye; and this bird followed us for three
days after having been fired at, though
we had been sailing an average of nearly
eight knots an hour. One of the most
striking examples of their endurance
on the wing, however, is the fact, whicn
we have more than once observed, that
the same birds which had been unwea-
riedly with us in the day, accompanied
us throughout the whole of the succeed-
ing night ascould be easily verified by the
light ofthe moon. It is notanuncommon
practice with passengers to endeavor to
catch these noble birds by a bait fastened
to a hook and buoyed with corks. That
such a cruel practice should ever be tol-
erated even “to relieve the monotony
of a voyage,” is to us inconceivable, and
can only beaccounted for as’the last re-
source of a brutally morbid fancy. The
alabatross is essentially the scavenger of
the ocean, and we doubt whether it
makes any attempt to capture living fish
unless when very hungry, for we have
seen flying-fish rising in quantities while
the alabatrosses made no attempt to
catch them. That the nautilus is some-
times eaten is evident, for we have takex
it from the stomach ; but the chief food
is dead fish and other refuse. In the
South Atlantic we passed the dead body
of a small whale, on and around which
were at least a hundred of these birds,
either gorged or gorging themselves with
tke blubber; and guns discharged at
them failed to induce many of them to
take wing. We had on one occasion an
opportunity of observing how rapidly
these birds collect about a carcass. Like
vultures or ravens, when an animal dies
they discover it very speedily, and flock
to the scene of the banquet. On a hot,
#tili evening in the South Atlantic a
horse died, and when cast overboard
next morning, the gases already formed
by decomposition, enabled it to float.
The few alabatrosses in our company
immwediatdy settled down upon it; but
in less thanhour we could see through
the telescopt a great cloud of the birds
on the sea and hovering around the un-
expected prize, the almost entire absence
of wind having }ept us within two or
three miles of thé spot. It may be that
the {usvally) whie plumageé enables
stragglers, far out of human ken, to
see their fellows gathering in the neigh-
borhood of food ; others again from still
more remote distancés may see them,
and so on; until stragglers over hun-
dreds of miles of space may be gathered
to one common rendezfous. The greater
part of the year is passed by them at a
distance from land jbut they flock to
barren and almost iraccessible rocks to
breed. There the /emale lays her one
dirty-white egg in/a slight depression
upon the bare earth, the sitters bein
frequently so close together that it is dif-
ficult to walk wthout touching them.
They are totally /ndifferent to the pres-
ence of man, and merely indicate their
resent of his intrusion into their nursery
by snapping ¢t him as he passes. The
parents shaje the labor of incubation
and rearingthe young, and when this is
over, they 41l go seawards together, and
silence anl solitude once more reign
where all kad lately been clamorous and
busy life.
