Mr.Koscicky, who be-
came acquainted with the antidote at
Venezuela, 'states that it is not only
cheap and infallible,but instantaneous
and wonderful in its

crows and

dogs in the last stages of the poison re-
covering as soon as the remedy was ad-
ministered to them. The preparation
of the antidote is simple : "Three rat-
tlesnakes* galls put into an ordinary
wine bottle filled witii P>o deg. spirits,
and allowed to stand for a week, inor-
dinary cases one or two tablespoonfuls
are .taken;.. in extreme cases, three to
six. Mr.Koscicky recommends experi-
ments being made in this country with
other snake galls. Dr. Fayrer agrees
with this recommendation." and refers
Mr.Koscieky's letter to the committee
at Calcutta for investigating snake pois-
on. The idea, however, he says, is not
a new one, for inthe "Thanatophidia of
India," the result of an experiment with
the antidote is recorded; and he is of
opinion that when brought to the test of
scientific investigation, it willnot prove
more successful than many other "anti-
dotes" which have hitherto' been tried
and have failed.

Putting a cover on the sticks
willleave space enough for draught to
let the smoke pass freely. Buildasmoke
fire of corn-cobs, damp hard wood or
sawdust inthe pfl, and you willhave a
cheap, safe and efficient smoke house
with very little trouble.

of1861, '02, '0:5 and '04; and as memory,
quiokeneth thereto by this reminiscence,
brings up the whole picture of tLat
terrible struggle, with Hancock aiways
in the foreground, always brave,
always safe, always aggressive, ana
in times of great emergency developing un-
der the inspiration ofthe moment into the
fullest possible embodiment of a real hero,
bom into the wo:Idas iffor such an occa-
sion, they will as then valiantly rush toenroll
themselves under his banner, and aid in car-
rying it forward to victory in November.
This is the extract:

"Hancock wan grand and magnificent in
the battle of Gettysburg, and seemed the
very incarnation of war. On the second
day he was at Cemetery heights during the
frightfulcannonade when the rebels con-
centrated the fire of one hundred and fifty
guns on our lines. The air was fullof mis-
siles, streams ofshot and shell screamed end
hissed everywhere, it seemed . as though
nothing could live under that terrible firo.
men and horses were torn limb from limb,
outsons exploded one a lit an-
other in rapid scuccfision, blowing the gun-
ners to pieces. The infantry hugged the
ground closely and sought every slight shel-
ter that the light earthwork atlorded.

Those who had taken part inevery
battle of the war never had seen anything
like that cannonade, and the oldest soldier*
began te be uneasy for the result. Handrada
and thousands were stricken down; the
shrieks of animals and screams of \u25a0vouuiled
men were appalling: still the awful rushing v
sound of flyingmissiles went on, an appar-
ently never would case. Itwas then, when
the firmest hearts began toquail, the army -

band began to play the "Star Spangled Ban
ncr," and Gen. Hancock, with his staff-
Major Mitchell,Gapt. Bingbam, Capt. Parker,
Capt. Bronson, with corps flag flying in the
hands of Private Well*, appeared on the
right of his lino uncovered, and rode down
the front of his men to the left The soldiers
held their breathe, expecting every moment
to Bee him fall from his horse pierced by a
dozen bullets; bat still be rode en, while the
shot roared and crashed around him, every
moment tearing great gaps in the ranks by

Every soldier felt bis heart thrill an ho
witnessed the magnificent courage of his
general, aud ho resolved to do something
that day which wouldequal itindaring. Just
as Hancock reaohed the left of his line, tbe
rebel batteries ceased to play, and their in-
fantry, eighteen thousand strong, were seen
emerging from the woods and advancing up
the hill. Hanoook knew the artillery fire
had been intended to demoralize his men
and cover the advance of their infantry.which
was to make the real attack. Taming his
horse be rode slowly up bis line,
from left to right, holding his
hat in bis bend, bowing And
smiling to the troops as they lay rial ou tho
ground. Hardly had he reached tbe right ot

the line when the men, who, inspiroJ by the
courage ol their general, could now hardly
restrain themselves, received orders to at-
tack th« advancing rebels. Eighty guns
whiob Hanoock had concentrated opened
their brazen mouths, and streams of blue
bullets flew from the ruu/zles of our riflea to
the breasts of the confederates It was an
Rwfttlday, and Longstreet's "Old Guard of
tbe South" melted away like wax under that
terrible fire. Of the 18,000 who oamo to tbe
attack, 5,000 fell or were capture! on tbe
hillside. Thirty stand of colors and an im-
mense number of small arms wero taken.
Hanoock was everywhere, riding the storm
of battle as ifbe bore a charmed life. At
last, just in tbe moment of victory, ho was
seen to reel in bis saddle, and would have
fallen to the ground had be not buen helped
from hid bori<e. A ball bad pierced bin
thigh, and for a time it was thought the
wound was moital.
