ANOTHER ZMINNETONKA MURDER.
For the third time we are called upon to

reoord a terrible catastrophe at Lake Minne-
tonka. Each one has been simple murder,
flagrant and inexcusable. The only surprise
is that the murder was not of amore whole-
sale character. There are certainly no
thinks due to the owners of the boats that
they didnot succeed inmurdering ahundred
instead of a dozen people. .
Itis a matter of common notoriety that

the little tubs on Lake Minnetonka are un-
safe. Whila there isno reason why steam-
:boats on that lake should not be as safe as
steamboats anywhere, it7is notorious that
they are not. -When the May Queen explo-
ded almost exactly a year ago, the Globe
published statements showing that the
steamer Mary, which 7exploded yesterday,
was unsafe. Every trip made by that boat
for the past year has been a crime. The files
of the Globe prove this fact, for they show
her unsafe condition in the most emphatio
and glaring manner.

-
At the last session of the legislature an

effort was made to secure the passage cf a
law requiring inspection on our inland
lakes, but the billwas made so cumbersome
that itfailed to pass. On the heels of the
disaster last summer a proper law might
have been secured, but the biennial session
nonsense prevented any legislative session
last winter, and hence no opportunity was
offered.

After each explosion the owners of all of
the remaining boats declare that their craft
aro entirely \ safe. They se-
cure certificates to that effect, and
hire cheap papers to ..declare that
no danger now exists. Inthis way the pub-
lio is lulled into security until another mur-
der startles the community. There isnorea-
son to suppose that any different result will
followthis time. When some one has been
tried and convicted for murder, steamboat
travel on Lake Minnetonka may be render-
ed as safe as on other waters.

Fortunately the public can obtain the
benefit of this beautiful resort without risk-
ing their lives on the murderous tubs.

The

railroad lands passengers at a beau-
tifulportion ofthe lake and a short branch
line is being built around to the other
gide, The enterprising owners of the

St. Paul &Manitoba road saw at onoe that
itwould not do to leave the people at the
meroy of murderers and they accordingly
surveyed last year a line running partially
around the lake. Two hundred men*are
now engaged in pushing this work tocom-
pletion. When it'.is finished, sail and row

boats willsupply all the additional transpor-

tation needed, and the era ofthe murderous
steamboat on lake Minnetonka willbe ended.

THE EXPULSIONOF THE JESUITS.
Professing to be republican in form, the

government of Franco has just perpetrated
an outrage upon the personal and religions
liberty of her subjects which has no parallel

in modern civilized history. It was the
execution of the decrees for the expulsion of
the Jesuits from the religions establishments
they long ago founded, and have ever since
maintained. The police and the soldiery

were brought intorequisition, and drove the
ecclesiastics from their cells, and from the
buildings that had so long been their homes
in a ruthless manner. The expelled priests

will thus be compelled to seek refuge as
strangers insome strange land, where they
can worship God according to the dictates of
their own consciences, and pursue their edu-
cational work unmolested. .
Itis claimed by the government that the

Jesuits are inimical to the perpetuity of a

republican form of government, and that
they have been plotting against the security

of the state. Noproof of these charges was
produced, either while the bill for their ex-

pulsion was before the deputies or since. It
was insisted, on the contrary— and with a
fargreater semblance of

—
that the ec-

clesiastics took no part in political affairs
but devoted .themselves wholly to their re-

ligious and educational work.\ Certain it is
that the best schools in France, to whicha

large majority of her most eminent men are

indebted for their instruction .,in.science,
art and letters, were conducted by the Jesu-
its. The suspicion of their

'disloyalty is
unworthy of the statesmen of France.

Nogovernment can be truly free and great
that does not accord to every citizen perfect

civil and religious freedom. The effort to
compel all to think alike on political or re-
ligioua subjects to view all matters in the
same light—willbe a failure aslong as human
nature remains as it is. The -act of the
French government in expelling these ec-

clesiastics will,no doubt, react upon itat no

distant day. It will not contribute in the
least to the stability of the government, but,

on the contrary, willtend to weaken it. It
is, indeed, a confession of weakness

—
a con-

fession that itis so insecure that it cannot
stand the opposition of a few men who owe
their spiritual allegiance to Rome, though

respecting all the forms of civil law in the
country in which they reside. France will
have good cause toregret the act of Wednes-
day before the present generation has passed
away. _____________

ThE REPUBLICANS INAFIX.

The Republican party is at last out ofsus-
pense relative to the future intentions of
Senator Cameron as to the chairmanship of
the National Republican oommittee, but be-
ing relieved of suspense does not get it out

of tho dilemma in which ithas been placed

since the meeting of the Chicago conven-
tion. Senator Cameron has positively de-
clined to accept the position, asoribing as bis
reason for that refusal his declining health,
which imperatively demands a rest from har-
assing labor during the next few

-
months.

This refusal willnot be taken kindly by the
Republicans, who willbe farmore .- likely to
attribute it to other reasons— to chagrin at
the defeat of his pet candidate at Chicago,

and indifference as to whether or not Gar-
field is successful inNovember. It is more
than probable, too, that these last reasons
were more potent ininfluencing his determi-
nation than the one given inhis letter.
Itis evident to all unprejudiced observers

that the Republican happy-family is not as
harmonious as itmight be. There was a
great deal of bad blood at the Chicago con-
vention. Conkling is in the dumps, and so is
Cameron. Logan makes a show of enthus-
iasm, but it is only a pretense. Sherman
and Blame are disappointed, and approve
the tioket only forappearances sake. Grant is
silent, and willtake no part whatever -in the
campaign, either by giving his advice or con-
tributing of his money. Very many of his
most active supporters are moping in vari-
ous parts of the country, and swearing they
don't care a cent who is elected. 7 The few
efforts to ratify the nominations have been
miserable failures compared with those of
previous years. There is, in fact, scarcely
any enthusiasm inany part of the country,
and as far as the Republicans are concerned
the present willbe a wofally spiritless cam-

Without the active, earnest support of the
leaders of the party, 7 Garfield and Arthur
need not hope foran election. The Demo-
crats are ina large majority throughout the
country, and in all but half a dozen States of
the Union the Republicans are in the minor-
ity.The twoindependent parties— Green-
backers and the Prohibitionists— willcast but
an insignificant vote, the great majority of
those who have heretofore allied themselves
with these organizations having come to the
conclusion that it is futile to throw away
their votes ina hopeless cause. They will
join with tho Democratic party in overturn-
ing the system of government that has of
late become so threatening to the life and
prosperity of the republic; that has been so
prolificofabuses of every description; that
has brought ruinupon thousands of our in-
dustries and tens of thousands of our busi-
ness men; that has taken forits motto "To
him that hath shall be given, and to him that
hath not shall be taken away even that he
hath:" that has proved false to every .prom-
ise made, false to the best interests of the
whole c6untry,false to'pablicand private hon-
esty, false to the constitution and the laws.7

Who the committee will select as a suc-
cessor to Senator Cameron is yet in doubt.
Senator Logan ismentioned. He is- a man,
however, who is not generally liked inhis
ownparty. He is not as gocd an organizer
as Cameron and has fewer strings which he
can effectivelypull. He has great physical
force, but little mental • calibre, and \u25a0 would
not be as successful as his predecessor. The
party is ina sore predicament. With a ma-
jorityof its leading men dissatisfied with the
actionof the convention*, many more indif-
erent as toresults, and ithe mass of the peo-
ple apathetic, their case is wellnigh hope-
less. Add to these the fact that the charac-
ter ofthe candidates is such as tohave forced
the party intoa defensive campaign, :and its
condition is still worse. There is everything
in the situation to inspire the :Democrats
withhope, and everything to create in Re-
publican minds the greatest apprehensions
for the future, ~.
