IRISH BELIEF.

London, July 5.
—

In the house of com-
mons, to-night, debate on Forster's Irishre-
liefbillwas resumed. Lord Churchill said
he had exceptional means ofinformation and
said he had no hesitation in saying that the
distress did not warrant the bill. The dis-
tress might be great but there was also much
fraud and imposture, v Gladstone said the
greater part of the opposition to the bill was
a revival of the smouldering hostility to the
land act. The billmust be judged from the
standpoint of the land act which created for
the tenant an interest in the land and im-
proved the value of the land though itinter-
fered with property. Evictions, he said, were
lamentably increasing, and it was necessary

toemploy a large number ofpolice to enforce
process. "Such a state of things, nearly ap-
proached the danger of civil war, it was
therefore necessary to take measures to pre-
vent a serious crisis. The best moans to
combat the anti-rent agitation was to re-
move the justification for agitation. Chap-
lin's amendment to reject the bill was do-
feated by a vote of 295 to 217 and the bill
was read a second time without division.

INDIAN DEFICIT.

London, July s.—ln the House of Com-
mons to-day the Marquis of Hartington

made a statement that full information had
been received concerning Indian finances.
The excess of war expenditures over esti-
mates is now ascertained to be £9,000,000,
the greatee part of which was disbursed bo-
fore the 31st of March, although not brought
forward in the accounts. The deficit to be
met in the year 1880-81, is £3,307,000.
