With but moderate business in any, depart-

ment the chief interest in St. Paul business
circles centers on the weather and its effects on
leading crops. So far all crops but ,wheat
are appearing to be flourishing and the reports

as to wheat ore so conflicting as to suggest a
probability that injury t» wheat has not been
universal in any section of the State. Yet some
of the favorable reports are manifestly from
persons incompetent to judge the condition of
the wheat. Among the incompetent must be
classed allwho talk ofaverage yields of twenty
to twenty-five bushels an acre. Bach yields
are exceptional even in the favored localities
of favored seasons, and sro rarely heard of
after harvest though often predicted. An
lowa opinion,elsewhere quoted -in to-day's
paper, possesses a significance and may apply
to other localities. Itis that the wheat plants
did not stool well, but have a rank growth
which gives them the appearance of standing
thick to casual observers. ...., ...... ...
