Porter was the defendant.

All that medical science could suggest was
done to relieve the pain of the sufferer, not-
withstandins which he expired in great agony.
At the time of taking the poison he wes
crazed with grief at the loes of his five year
old son, whose death cecnrred three weeks.ago
to-day.

Deceased leaves a wife and three children in
moderate circumstances. Up to the time of
his tronble he was accounted an industrious
man, kind father and goods provider,
He was 39 years of age, and the funeral will
take place to-day from Lis late residence,No. 37
Ninth street.

The Body Found.

The Groee yesterday gave an account of the
drowning of a thirteen year old boy named
Adolph Schonarth, son of Peter Schonarth,
who keeps thesaloon on the corner of Waba-
shaw and Exchange streets, near the capitol.
