{}itrjifill's IJuck Saltti'i;.

Thera has been a great demand for infor-
naatiuu as to General Garfield's connection
with Itao "salary grab." Tae New York Sun
in aa editorial presents several dutes which
are of prime interest in this connection.
The Forty-second Congress came to an end
on the 4th of March, 1373, and in its last
hours voted itself nearly .f2,000,000 of back
pay. Mr. Dusey, of D^s Moines, lowa, re-
cently sought information at the treasury
department as to the exact time Garfield's
back pay was returned, and received the fol-
lowing letter:

''Treasury Department, Office of the Sec-
ketaby, Washington, June 22, ISSO.—H. Du-
sey, EBq., East Dcs Moines. lowa— Sir: lareply
to your letter of the l~thinst., asking to be
informed on what date the Hon. Jas. A.Oar-
iield paid into the treasury his back pay, and
how tho Ira&sury bjoks show this transaction,
Ihave d> inform yon that it appears from the
records of this office that the Bum of $4,548
waa dep v-ited to the credit of the treasurer of
the United States in the name of Jas. A. Gar-
tieM on account of 'retroactive increase of
salary,' on the ~M i.?) of April,1373, and that
this amount was covered into the treasury by
miscellaneous covering warrant No. 704, second
quarter, 1573, and cannot be withdrawn except
by act of Congress. Very respectfully.

J.K.Upton, Assistant Secretary."
The SY'/i has not seen the original of Mr.

Upton's letter, but observes that most of the
papers publishing itmake the date of Gar-
tield's conscience deposit the twenty-second
of April,while the New YorkTribune makes
the date tho second of April. The latter is
the earliest date mentioned, and accepting
itas a correct one, Garfieid's conscience had
four weeks in which to operate, and its oper-
ation was possibly accelerated by a resolu-
tion of the Republican convention of Tram-
bull county, (the most populous county in
Garfkld's district,) which was held on the
twenty-sixth of March, between the ad-
journment of Congress unci the time the
back pay was restored to tho treasury. The
resolution, which was adopted with only
two dissenting votes, censured Gen. Garfield
for voting lor ihe bill, and requested him to,
resign forthwith. The Cleveland Leader,
speaking of the Trumbull county oonve n-
tioD,said:

'"This, therefore, is the verdietof the people
upon the salary grab, ameasure which initself
was without justification, and which has left a
stain upon the good name of its perpetrators
which they can never outgrow. Such of Gen-
eral Garfield's friends as were disposed to de-
fend his vote for the retroactive clause of the
salary bill, on the ground that, as chairman of
the appropriation committee, he was responsi-
ble for the general appropriation bill, have
been silenced by his subsequent failure to ap-
pear among the virtuous few who have refused
the back pay thus secured. Had he, like
Messrs. Monroe and Upson, spurned it and re-
manded it to the treasury in such a way as to
bar ailfuture claim upon it,bis action in sup-
porting the billwould have been co far atoned
as to have spared him the present reproof from
his constituents. How he willtreat this sum-
mary demand to vacate his seat remains to be
t>pen."

A Fatal Nomination.

\u25a0Vf |New Yorkßun.J
GarlieId's nomination was undoubtedly

one of the worst the Republicans could have
made . We say one of the wor3t, because
Colfax's, Patterson's, Subsidy Pomeroy's,
or Boss Shepherd's might have been as bad.
Mr. Blame, notwithstanding the Mulligan
business and various other scandals, is not
to be mentioned in the same category. He
was never convicted; Garfield was. No com-
mittee ofCongress ever reported that he had
committed perjury; and he was never de-
clared a bribe-taker by the judgment of any
court, a declaration whioli the Poland com-
mittee made for Garfisld in one case, and
the Cook county circuit court inanother.

Garfield's nomination puts in issue the
hypocrisies and venalities of the era of
Christian statesmanship, when men likehim
prayed and Btole, sniffled and pocketed
bribes, until, in 1874, the people rose in
utter wrath and swept the Republican party
into aminority. That judgment willdoubt-
less be repeated. The Chicago convention
invited a repetition of the judgment when it
hoisted the Credit Mobiher ticket.

GariiekVa nomination is also a triumph
of the Ohio or Hayos type of Republicanism
over the stalwart artiole. Itwas like the
touoh of death to the remnants of the party
inthe South. There the old guard has prac-
tically disbanded. Stanley Matthews or
Haye3 himself would have been more wel-
come to the Republicans of that section.
Neither whites nor blacks can perceive any
reason why they shoild support a man who
guided Hayes into the betrayal of
1877, who upset Packard and Chamber-
lain, and who offered the entire federal pat-
ronage of the South inpayment for confed-
erate votes forhimself for speaker. The
stalwart Republicans have had enough of
Hayes, and they are not eiger to undergo
the same experience with Garfield.

Garfield must lose a large percentage of
the honest Republican vote. He will not
draw a single recruit from the Democracy,
and itis absuid to suppose that self-respect-
ing independent voters, seeking mainly
moral purity of administration, wouldgo to
a man whose record is blotched with such
offenses. His nomination was a collossal
mistake, and the party understood this in
forty-eight hours after it was committed.

Bat it is impossible to correct it now, and
the Republicans who are quietly agitating
the withdrawal of Garfield in the face of
the enemy have been plainly told that suoh
a move would only be adding a second
blander to t'ae first. Qarfleld will stick and
sink.

Jrisli iteiwbliean Convention.

Indianapolis, July 15.
—

K. L. Hunt, of
Missouri, was elected permanent president
and T. MoNamara, of Ohio, secretary of
the Irish Republican convention today. A
national executive committee was appointed,

consisting of one from each State and Ter-
ritory. Judge Morrison was chosen chair-
man of the committee. An elaborate ad-
dress by the committee appointed yesterday
was presented, the burden of whioh were
many reasons why Irishmen of the United
States should swear allegiance to the llepnb-
lican party, us that party had appointed and
elected a very much larger number of Irish-
men to positions of trust than the Demo-
cratic party. The convention closed to-
night with a monster meeting at the Wig-
wam.

THE ADDRESS.

The address of the Irish American jit-pub-
lican convention to the Irish voters of the
United States, is as follows:

Fellow countrymen
—

With a high ssnse of
the necessity of placingbefore the world ia
their true light the motives which actuate us
in avowing our aupport of and co-operate with
the principles of the Republican jarty, by a
distinct organization under the title of Irish-
American Republicans, we feel called upon to
state briefly the reasons which prompt
us thereto. For many years in this country
the support of tha Irish for any cause or party
was sought through the channels of prejudice
or affliction. Instruction was out of the ques-
tion, acd thus an unreasoning adherence was
given to the Democratic party for a period of
yeara long numbered with the past. With the
advent and rise of the Republican party in
American politics a new era was reached.
Intelligence and a critical examination
of the arguments why the other party should
receive a manly support became the guides of
politicalaction, and the Irishman, aline with
his fellow-citizens of other natiohaltie.'i, no
longer gave inhia adherence by party action,
because of the leadership of those who they
had previously trusted and tollowed. This
convention therefore has for its object
the initiatory action, which, with
firmness and energy, followed by
promptness acd industry in sustaining the
course, principles and policyof the Republican
party shall show the world that the Irish of to-
aay are capable of something more than being
treated as mere slaves, and they are capable of
independent and intelligent thought and ac-
tion, and that they are frieeds of that party
whichmost truly represents that liberty, equal-
ityand equal rights which they have duly
found in the land of their adoption.

The claim of the Democratic party that itis
the only true friend of foreign bora citizens is
not susceptible of proof, as all stndents of
American history are well aware; that during
tho administration of the Democratic party it
utterly failed to compel the acknowledgment
of those rights which the constitution guaran-
tees to all who swear to support and maintain
it. The infamous and despotic doctrine "once
a subject always a subject," was permitted to
exist as a principle of international law
until the accession topower of the Republican
party. Then and not until then England was
compelled to recede from that insulting as-
sumption, and thus the adopted citizen for
the first time was clothed with all the rights
and guaranteed to the same protection outside
the United States as the citizen born on
American soil. Bo nlso to the Republi-
can party do we owe the enactment of that
most beneficial law which has thrown open ovtr
public domain to all actual settlers, thus fur-nishing free and happy homes to thousands of
our oppressed countrymen, who are fleeingfrom
the horrors of British oppression.

You are aware, fellow-countrymen, of the
successful ingenuity with which the English
government labored to destroy the manufac-turingInterests of oik "nnntry.'rrel":!**, which
had grown up in the midst of our
desperate and persistent struggles for freedom.
Youcannot havo forgotten the heroic efforts
made for their preservation by the great politi-
cal statesmeu of tho last Irish parliament un-
der whose fostering care theeo industries arose
to such a stato of perfection as- to rival the best
efforts of the most skillful artisans of Europe.
Nor can you forget that that act
of the union contains among its
other various principles one clause
which entailed more misery and destitution
inour country than all the cruelties of Eliza-
beth or Cromwell. That clause provides for
absolute free trade between Ireland and ail
side countries. Nothing more was needed to
complete the full work under that blighting
legislation. Allour industries save and ex-
cept the linen trade alone per-
ished never to appear again, reducing ub
to the condition of mere agricultural laborers,
and leaving us to be the helpless victims of
British rapacity and insatiable greed. Com-pelled by such merciless laws to abandon the
homes of our fathers, we again encounter here
in America the same foe in the Democratic
patty whose ceaseless and persistent
attempts to engraft in our freo institutions
the same English free trade doctrine which
wrought such disastrous results to Jour own
country, should quicken tho indignatkn of
every consistent Irishman.

Inmarked contradistinction, we inviteyour
earnest consideration to the policy of the Re-publican party on this subject, allowing that
under its fostering care in Icbs than one-fourth
of a century, America has created and has
brought to perfection manufacture* of all the
products which enter into the profitable indus-
try of a people, and their conseonent prosperity
and happiness. Thus has the Republican party
shown itself to be thechampion and protector
of American industry, to tho discomfiture of
the avarice of British capitalists. We appeal
to you, fellow countrymen, whose history is a
longrecord ofdesperate struggles for freedom,
if your proper affiliations are
with a party which sustained for
many yearn human slavery in its
most degrading form and only relinquished
that relic of barbarism when the Republican
party, by the hands of our martyred President,
Btruck the shackles from the limbs of the slave,
wiped out the only blo.t on the otherwise stain-
less escutcheon of America, and initiated theglorious principles of free lands for free men
over every acre of our great republic.

We ask you also whether you are prepared to
turn over this government with allits bright,
anticipations of the future, to the tender mer-
cies of the very men who exerted
their best ability for years to effect
its destruction. The restoration of the
Democracy to fullpower in all the departments
of the government, in the light of its past re-
cord of treason and rebellion, cannot but beregarded as a calamity, the magnitude of
which can scarcsly oe imagined.

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TRURIBLE MINKEXPLOSION.
London, July 15.

—
An explosion oconrred

at 1:20 thid morning in the London and
South Wales colliery company's now black
vein pit,at ltisoa, six inilefi from Newport.
The shook was very violent. Itia supposed
tbat one hundred and nineteen men were in
the pit at the time, and there is scarcely a
probability that any will ba saved. One
body has been found at the bottom of the

abaft. Ventilation has been restored inthe
mine with a view to exploring for bodies.

ONE HTJNDEED AND TWENTY-EIGHT.

Adispatoh from Garden* says one hundred
and twenty-eight were in the pit at the time
of the explosion and itis believed all per-
ished.

IIKAUTUKNDINMSCENES.

About eight o'clock the bodies of three
miners were found near the pit shaft, but
they have not yet been brought up. The
force of the explosion was terrific,blowing
to atoms the ventilating fan in the npper
blast. There isno bope that the men below
can exist. While the men were at work yes-
terday evening the atmosphere w&s noticed
to be heavy and overcharged. At midnight
it was dull as aNovember day. The colliery
is the property of the London and South
Wales colliery company. Scones about the
mine are heartrending. There is a large
throng of people present, oomposed in great
part of relatives and friends of the impris-
oned miners. Among them are many wo-
men, who are b wailing the the fate of hus-
bands and sons, while little children are ask-
ing concerning their fathers. Everything
possible isbeing done to expedite the rescue
of the men, but scarcely any oue hopes to
find one of the miners alive.

, TWO HUNDRED.

Itis thought that 200 collier.? were inthe
mine at sv. m. Only three bodies have been
recovered. The pit is 280 yards deep. All
the machinery was new. The black vein
seam is an old one and well known incon-
nection with previous explosions, one of
which, in 1860, killed145 persons.

Examination of the company's books
show that one hundred and twenty men da-
scended into the pit for the night shift.

Sir William Harcourt, home secretary, re-
plying to inquiry in the house of commons
to-day, said he believed one hundred and
eighteen men perished by the explosion. '

THE NATIONAL FETE. .

The national fete was a

brilliant success. When booming cannon in
the morning ushered in the rejoioing, the
city had been profusely decorated with tri-
umphal arches, flags, banners and streamers.

mingled with the omnipresent tricolor. The
fashionable quarters of the city, though not
absolutely bare, were very sparingly beflag
ged. Nearly all the shops were olosed. The
ceremony of distributing; flags to the army
occupied half an hour, about £00 being dis-
tributed, and half-minute gnus firing and
bands playing, After this part of the cere-
mony was over, Gen. Farre and his staff sta-
tioned themselves opposite Pres-
ident Grevy, and the march
past began. The Algerian troops zonaves,
chassenrs d'afrique and spays were partic-
ularly applauded. The infantry and cavalry
went past rather unequally. Atnight car-
riage traffio waa suspended, the streets
teeming with promenaders. The site of the
baatile was traced out in blocks of granite
on the gronnd.

Luxumbonrg and Bourse were very fine.
Private illuminations were lavish. At the
exhibition of the festival of two years ago
around a collosaal figure representing repub-
lic,a shower of bombs lighted up the scene
with 6very color of the rainbow.

THE GREAT STAPLES.
Report of Agricultural Department of

Their Condition in June.
Washington, July 15.—The department

of agriculture reports the condition of oot-ton, corn and wheat as following:
Cotton

—
The condition is reported at an

uverageof one hundred, the highest report
in July for several year3. There are some
complaints ofdrought in the State of SouthCarolina, and of too much rain in Missis-
sippi, Louisiana and Arkansas. Insect in-
juries are not reported toany extent.

Corn— The increase in area planted incorn
ia 1per cent, over that planted last year.
The average oondition of the crop from the
whole country is the highest for many
years, and is one hundred, being 7 per cant,
more than last year at the same time. There
are some complaints of drought
in the South Atlantic, while in the
valley of the Mississippi and those Btate3
north of the Ohio river, there is complaint
of too much rain.

The Pacific States report a veijhigh con-
dition of wheat. The general average of
winter wheat July first, was ninety- five
against ninety-one a year ago. It improved
slightly during June. The whole South fails
off nearly a fourth, but the heavy winter
wheat region north of the Ohio river rules
high at ninety-eight. The Middle States are
three per cent, above average, and the Paci-
fio four per cent. West of the Mississippi,
crop averages eighty-four against eighty-
nine last year. Spring wheat averages nine-
ty-one, the same as July, 1879. This^showsa great decline from June when the average
was ninety-seven. The New England States
average ninety-nine. The Middle States
north of the Ohio ninety-six. West of the
Mississippi, the general average is ninety.
Minnesota being one hundred and one, while
Nebraska falls to sixty-two. lowa stands
ninety-one. Oa the Paoifio coast Cali fornia
reports ninety- six.

PENSION APPLICATIONS.
Large Number of. New Claims-Difliailtiea

inthe Way of Prompt \iSettlement- I'ro-
ijiosed Amendment of the Law.
[Washington Correspondence Chicago Times.]

The expiration on the first instant of the
time for receiving applications forarrearages
ofpensions by the pension bureau has not
had any effeot of diminishing '- the \ numbers
of new claims filed daily.;Daring the month
ofJane, when there was a rash of claims so
that claimants might avail themselves of the
benefits of. the :arrearage -act, -

filed over forty-eight thousand applications.

DISPOSING OF PENSION CASES

is muoh slower than itwas some years ago,
and the work is more difficult as the time
elapsing from date of disability increases.
The discontinuance of allowance of arrears
willmake little difference in the amount of
work to be done, as pensian claims will be
filed inabout the same proportion as before,
with the view of some possible action by
Congress extending the provisions of the
arrearages act. Consideration of a claim is
not less complicated, since arrearages not al-
lowed as suoh of coarse depended upon the
passage of the claim itself. Mr.
Ben^y p.Rya that u^der ths ex-parto system
claims were settled veryrapidly. Inthe rour
sears from 1863 to 18G7 there were 164,456
pensions allowed, and with not more than
one- third the clerical force now employed in
the pension office. In1867 to 1871 settle-
ments were only 85,380, when the appropri-
ations for clerks were increased $400,000
more than the four years previous. From
July 1, 1876, to July 1,1880, the number of
claims settled was a little over 250,000, while
the average annual appropriations for that
bureau were largely increased, amounting to
$3,650,000. Allthis is due to the difference in

acoessibitjltt or testimony

to prove oases. If pension claims were de-
pendent upon the same proof to-day as dur-
ing the period from 18G3 to 1864, there
would be a great addition inthe expense and
difficulty in getting pensions inthe same
class of cases, because inthat lapse of time,
witnesses have died, men have scattered
throughout the country, and are not easily
found, and witnesses recollections have
failed. But the system is different. Allthe
little details upon which claims formerly
rested are now dropped out, unless con-
nected by some circumstances which may
set the memory in operation. And yet the
work of allowingclaims isnecessarily slow.
With the difficultyof obtaining proof comes
the greater likelihood of the government
being imposed upon. To facili-
tate the passage of pension claims, and to
insure greater accuracy in allowing them,
Commisssoner Bently for two years past has
attempted to secure the passage of a law
providing for examination and adjudication
of pension claims by establishing not to ex-
ceed sixty pension districts indifferent parts
of the county. This proposition has been
pending before a jointcommittee of the
Senate and the House, and this spring a
substitute was agreed upon by the Senate
committee on pensions, which Mr. Bently
says he willaccept. The substitute provides
for the appointment by the secretary of the
interior ineach Congressional district of

A PENSIONER EXAMINES,
who shall be a person learned in law and of
not less than five years, experienca in the
practice ofhis profession, and a pension sur-
geon, who shall have had not less than ten
years experience in his occupation. These
two officers shall constitute a board for the
examination and adjudication of pension
claims. They are authorized to take testi-
mony and tovisit each coustv seat in their
district as often as three timea a year, un-
less otherwise directed by the commissioner
of pensions, for tho purpose of examining
pensioners and taking testimony in pension
cases. The commissioner ofpensions is au-
thorized to organize aud convene boards of
three pension surgeons ineaoh pension dis-
trict, to which appeal may be taken by any
pensioner or pension claimant. The details
of the senate bill are approved by the com-
missioner, who says, ifcarried out, they will
be a great improvement upon the present
system, and hasten disposition of thousands
of claims whioh are daily accumulat ing un-
der the present mode of adjudication.

Nooho inSt. Paul seemed to care or think

about the census. No on*, ao far as can be
leirned, took tinslightest interest in the ap
pointment of a supervisor. Noone in St.
Paul waa ever consulted about (ho appoint-
ment.. At whose instance Gen. Andrewa
waa appointed ho one knows. He ia a very
excslleut and scholarly gentleman, who
filled the diplomatic post of minister to
Sweden very creditably; but a more unfitman to take the census $f St. Paul could
hardly have been telectod. He was a com
parative stranger, having only recently become a resident of the city. Ha had hardly
any acquaintance with its peoplo, m-
the topograpio or ethnographic distribution
ofits population. Wholly witLout expertatee
iv this sort of busiatss, he wtat to
work wholly in tiie dark; nor doea itappear
that he took any pains to supply his own
lack of information by asking thu aid or ob-
oporutiun of the better informed. JBo tal
no adequate appreciation of the importance
or difficaliyof the undertaking. Itreunited
that he was very in the hap
hazard selection ofenumerators. Some or
them were intelligent men, but some of tfcemwere stupidly incompetent. Several wero
women. Nearly all were entire strangers to
the localities and people to which they were
assigned. They sought the places for the
small pay attaohed to them, and did the
work inapurely perfunctory, routine fash-
ion, often with extreme careleesnets
and stupidity. From his ignorance of the
city Gen. Andrews made some grave mis-
takes in his sub districting. Some of tho
districts contained a population largely in
excess of the maximum number for which
the enumerators received pay. Beyond that
amount they worked for nothing and board-
ed themselves. Johnson started with twenty-
eight districts and cnumeratois, Andrevro
with only twenty-two, afterwards increased
to twenty-five.

Bat this was cot the worst of it. \u25a0 When
the enumeration was about completed, itbe-
came notorious from the multitude ofomis-
sions withinthe knowledge ofmany citizens
that it had been very loosely made.
