THK GALLOWS.

CHASTINE COX.

New York, July 16.
—

Chastine Cox, con-
victed of the murder of Mrs. Hull, was
hanged in the jail-yard of the tombs in the
presence ofabout 200 persons. At8:35 the
nooae around the neck of Cox was attaohed
to tbe pendant rope and he was at onoe
jerked into the air. After hanging sixteen
minutes Cox was pronounced dead. Cox
was attended lo the scaffold by five colored
and one white clergyman. Cox was 000l
and collected. He joined earnestly ii> the
devotions inhis cell, and on the way to the
gallows sang a hymn in anundertone. While
nnder the noose Chaplain Law prayed for
some time fervently, Cox moving his lips
about in prayer. Ho made no audible re-
marks on the scaffold. When ierked into
the air there was no rebound. His muscles
twitched slightly, his hands were convulsive-
lyraised and the body swung gently. Nine
minutes afterward his chest heaved once or
twice, then all wa.q still. Seven minutes
later Cox was pronounced dead. An inquest
was held and tuo body was removed to the
undertaker's. The funeral will take place
Sunday from the Fifteenth Street Colored
Methodist church.

A DESPERAT) OS DEATH.

Chicago, July 16.
—

The Times has a
special detailing the exciting events in Car-
rollconnty. Arkansas, by which a thievish
tramp and two citizens lost their lives. A
fciaier livingin that county found upon re-
turning to his house from the fields that it
had been plundered in his absence. He im-
mediately gave chase and ran the thief down
inScott county, Mo., where he was stopping
over night at the house of Mr.Kimberling.
He soon had him covered with a rifle, and
the tramp smilingly said he wouldsurrender,
but five seconds later drew a pistol, while his
captor [yraa off his guard, and shot him
through the heart. The tramp escaped back
into Arkansas, where the sheriff
and eight men finally ran
him down at the house of an old man sup-
posed to be his father. They surrounded
the house and when he appeared at the door

opened fire, simultaneosly, causing tho dust
to iiyfrom his clothes but not mortally
wounding him. He returned the lire with a
pistol in either hand and fhile they were re-
loading took to the field. 'The posse follow-
ed and firing another volley brought him
down apparently dead, but when one of the
party, a Mr. Jones, went up to take a look
at the most daring man that ever lived, the
fellow pointed apistol directly at Jones'
head and fired, Jones falling back dead.
The desperado, desperately wounded in sev-
eral places, soon after expired. He is be-
lieved to have been concerned in many dark
deeds in that section.

Hillaboro, Mo., says, while Andrew Wilson,
a young farmer, livingou Big Biver, was
driving along the road to Dry Creek, to-day,
accompanied by a young lady named
Schultz, they were fired upon
by some unknown person concealed in the
brush. The ball passed through the upper
part ofMiss Sahultz's chest, killingher, then
penetrated Wilson's head, inflicting amor-
tal wound. No clue to the murderer.

TANNER'S TRIAL.

Still Increasing In Weight on His Water
Diet— The Doctor Cheerful and Good
Humored .
New York, July 10.

—
Dr. Tanner ia cheer-

ful andgood humored to-day, and has gained
half apound in weight since Thursday night.
He has taken 282f £ounoas of water. When
last recorded the pulse wa3 82; temperature
'J8 2-5, and respiration 16. A drive inCen-
tral park this morning was much enjoyed by
the faster. At8:30 this evening Dr. Tanner
returned from a long ride. His pulse was 76
and temperature 98 4-5. He felt obeery and
3eemed in good spirits.

Wallace's Investigation.

New Yobk, July 16.—Before the Wallace
Senatorial committee to-day, John J. Daven-
port, supervisor of elections, continued his
testimony inregard to the manner in whioh
Judge McCurfn conducted the naturalization
business. Proceedings were conducted in
an irregular manner and a kind of mock
court held. Witness gave the names of men
who had been naturalized before be-
iDg in the country sis weeks.
Witness said the number of persons
who registeied on fraudulent certificates in
1876 was 10,000, and in 1873 itwas reduced
to 3,200. Of these only about 1,200 voted
and he would have prevented them if he
could. He denied conducting the affairs of
his otlice in any partisan manner, and in
fact he had been accused by Bepublioans of
favoritism. Davenport mentioned the name
of Patriok Goff, whom he said had appeared
as a witness for persons desiring to be nat-
uralized in 1,069 cases. Certificates were
sold in blank to applicants for naturaliza-
tion, and they were oharged from fifty
cents to two dollars. Four hundred
of these papers were taken in one day by
Goff to King's county. Many of the blanks
were also taken to river counties for sale,
and in Saratoga county four hundred were
offered forssle. Davenport then continued
and read froma number of records of the

supreme and superior courts to show the
certificates issued exceed the number ofpar-
sons who actually applied for naturalization
papers, and also to show that a large number
of names from books of the court were fic-
titious, and that the addresses given had no
existence, and frequently represented vacant
lots and stone yards.

Fraudulent Medical Diplomas.

COLORING SUGAR.
Systematic Fraud Employed in 1lie West

Indies in the Preparation of Sugar for
Export to the United States.
Washington, July 16.

—
The committee

appointed by the secretary of the treasury to
visit the sugar plantations of the West
Indies and investigate the processes in use
among the planters, with a view to determin-
ing the truth or falsity of the prevailing re-
ports, that artificial means were being used
to degrade the color of sugars intended for
export to the United States, has made are-
port. Itshows that the frauds which have
been attempted in the introduction of sugars
into this country are even greater
than had been generally supposed; that in
Demarara, among sugar planters, no seoret
whatever was made of the practice of artifi-
cial coloring of sugars intended fortheUnited
States market; that sugars testing 13
to 16 Dutch standard, whioh were exported
to Great Britainnearly white, were, when ex-
ported to this country, artificially colored to
grade apparently below No.7 D. S., and that
such sugars which, from their color would
be expected to test 85 degrees of saccharine
strength were found when submitted to the
Polariscope to contain 97 degrees of pure
sugar.

UNCLE SAM'S MAILS.

Change of Officials--Decisions Governing
Postmasters as to UnpaidBlatter.

Washington, July 16.
—

Assistant post-
master-Bingham at Philadelphia has been
delegated by the sureties ofHartranf tto aot
as postmaster of that postofflce until his
suocessor is commissioned.

H.H.Mason was appointed postmaster at
Niles, Ohio, by the President to-day, •vice
Wm. Campbell, whose commission has ex-
pired.

Judge Freeman, assistant attorney gen-
eral for the postoffice departmentjhas decided
that where third or fourtholass mail matter
is dropped in the postoffice insufficiently
prepaid, or where first olass matter is drop-
ped in without one fullrate, the postmaster
should not forward, but if by inadvertence
itis forwarded tbe postmaster at tbe office
of delivery should only collect the postage
remaining unpaid. He also decides that if
first, third or fourth class matter be deposit
ed in the postoffioe without any payment
is should be held, but ifforwarded by mis-
take the amount collected upon delivery
should be double the postage whioh should
have been prepaid.

HISTORICAL GROUND.

Pennsylvania G. A. R. Iv Session on the
Gronnd Where Hancock Saved the
Nation.
Gettysbubg, Pa., July 16.—The Encamp-

ment of the Grand Army of the Bepublio
of Pennsylvania began to-day under most
favorable circumstances. It will continue
one week. The veterans were received by
Corporals Kelly and Post, of Gettysburg,
and as they marohed through the streets re-
ceived amost cordial weloime from citizens.
Afterpartaking of lunoh at agricultural hall,
prepared by the ladies of the town, the vet-
erans proceeded to their camp on Cemetery
hillopposite the National cemetery.

WHITTAKER'S EARS.
General Dunn's Report Submitted to the

Secretary of War.
Washington, D. C, July 16.—The report

of General Dann, judge advocate general of
the army upon the Whittaker case, was read
to the secretary of war this forenoon byCol.
Barr, judge advocate of tlie war department.
The document is very long. Itreviews crit-
ioally the evidence and findings of the West
Point court of inquiry. Nearly an hour was
occupied in the reading. The secretary will
not pass upon itfor Borne days, and declines
to make publio its recommendation.

StrikingIronWorkers.
Philadelphia, July 16.—The striking

puddlers and helpers ofthe Kensington iron
mills, reject theproposition of the employers
to renew operations on a sliding scale of
wages. Ifthe men do not accept the propo-
sitionby the 23d inst. the mill owners will
refuse to receive them back on any terms.

New Yobk, July 2C— Although the ther-
mometer indicated a higher temperature
than on previous days, the atmosphere to-
day was very close and stifling. There was
a slight rain inthe evening, but itcaused no
material change in the atmosphere. From
3:30 to 0 r. si. the meroury stood at 86 deg.,
but at 9p.m. it fellto 77 deg. A few cases
of prostrations were reported, but no deaths.

SEETIUXiI SEA OF FIRE.

Bradford, Pa., July 16.

Solid shot were
fired into tho second burning tank at
Custer City at 1 o'clock this morning, to
draw off the oil and thereby prevent an
overflow. However, the work was commenc-
ed too late, and after the oilboiled over furi-
ously and set fire to a third tank, one which
is now a seething sea of fire. There were
three other tanks in the immediate vicinity.

The last burning lank at Custer Cityspent
its force at 8 o'clock to-night. Three were
burned inall at Custer, and one at Kansas
Branch. The loss on these, together with
the wooden tanks destroyed by Wednesday
night's storm, will reach $130,000. The
loss on the oil in the iron tank burned is
sustained by a generaljaverage assessment on
all portions of the united line.

NEW FIRES STARTED BY LIGHTNING.

New York, July 10.

A dispatch from
Bradford, Pennsylvania, gives an account of

another thunder storm whichpassed over the
oity this morning. Considerable damage was
done by lightning. Arig near Custer City
was struck and burned, twooil tnnks, one of
1,200 barrels and one of 600 barrels, on the
west branch, were also struck, and tho fire is
now burning. Great excitement prevails in
tho neighborhood of the fire. The people
are ont in force fighting them to prevent
their spreading. The amount of damage will
be very heavy.

WOODS FIRES.

Frank
Bedman had an eye put out bya Boman
candle, and one old man received the con-
tents of a shotgun, fired at long range, in
his back.

FATAL TRACK WALKING.

W. Bogers, two stave moulders em-
ployed inGagh &Harland's stave foundry,
while walking on the track of the WabOßh
railway near the Union stock yards in the
northern part of the city, were run over by a
train backing down the track. Ogden was
instantly killedand Bogers had his back and
one leg broken.

LAKE MICHIGANWRECK.

Milwaukee, July 16.

The schooner Du-
val whioh was capsized last Friday was
found and righted to-day but cannot bo
brought to harbor. The bodies of captain
Doods, son and one seaman were found on
the deck and itis supposed that the bodies
of the rest of the crew are in the cabin.

HOTEL BURNED.

The Northwestern hotel at Fort Howard
was burned last night, a number of guests
barely escaping with their lives, with the
loss of clothes and effects. Loss $12,000;
insured.

PENNSYLVANIA CYCLONE.

Chesteb, Pa., July 16.

A violent wind-
storm passed over the southeastern portion
ef this county this afternoon. In South
Chester thirty-five houses were unroofed,
seven partly completed dwellings blown
down, many trees uprooted and much dam-
age done to barns. Two men were badly in-
jured, one by the overturning ofa stage.

Proprietors— Miners Required to Sign
Away Their Liberty fora Year.
Dcs Moines, July 16.—Miners at the four

principal coal mines inthis city are out ona
strike against signing a jear's contract,
which stipulates that the men shall not
hold meetings during working hours or ask
for an advance for themselves or others du-
ring the year. The right of owners to dis-
charge men is reserved. Tho men have the
right to quit, except during a strike. The
companies are trying to introduce per diem
wages instead of paying by the bushel.

GRANI'3 BAD ADVISERS.

HisReflections Upon the CMejjido and Cin-
cinnati Conventions.

The Washington Post publishes a letter
froma Kansas correspondent who confesses

togive points of a conversation General
Grant had on his recent trip through that
State withL.G. Entwright, now an Arizona
miner, who was his friendinthe days when
he was out inOregon, many years ago. Mr.
Entwright says that Grant was quite reticent
as to the treatment he received at Chicago,
but intimated very plainly that
although unfamiliar with the workings of
party machinery, and inno sense a politi-
cian, he had been led to believe that his
nomination was not only possible but prob-
able; in faot, that he rather expeoted it, but,
upon serious reflection, had some time be-
fore almost determined to announce his per-
emptory withdrawal a3 a candidate, for
the reason that he saw and appre-
ciated the objections that many peo-
ple entertained to a third term, and
knew that this would be rather an
embarrassing difficulty in the canvass. His
confidential advisers, however, insisted that
he should run, and, as it has since proved,
greatly exaggerated to him his chances of
success. He seemed to feel grateful to those
who stood by him out of friendship and on
principle, but could not conoeal his thorough
disgmt for those whohad bo recklessly mis
calculated the position and overestimated
his strength.

As to the pending canvass, Grant ia said
to have evaded expressing any opinion at
first,but when allusion was made to the
military record of General Hancock all the
latent enthusiasm of his nature seemed to
be aroused, and he freely remarked that in
his opinion no better or safer man could be
eleoted to the Chief Magistracy. He eulo-
gized the merits of General Hanoook as a
corps oommander very highly, and said he
was a man who never faltered in the per-
formance of his duty, and seldom, if ever,
made a blunder.

The ex-President evidently looked upon
itas something of a compliment to himself
that a soldier of such highrank should have
been seleoted at Cincinnati, apparently feel-
ing that the preferences of the people are
rather fora man who combines the qualities
ofstatesman and soldier both than for a
mere politician.

"Itcannot be denied," he added with a
significant puffof his cigar, "that the De-
mocracy have at last come to their senses and
well improved their opportunity. It is the
first time, in fact, since circumstances led
me out ofthe party that ithas made a nom-
ination for whioh there was such a show
of success, and this time Ishouldn't
wonder if they had hit the right nail
square on the head, and on tho whole, as be-
tween ourselves and the horse-track, Ican't
can't say that I'm sorry for it.

The general had nothing to say, however,
indepreciation of Mr. Garfield, further than
the remark that he had rather too many
volumes of Congressional debate behind him
to make a smooth and successful canvass on.

TRESPASSES ON PUBLIC LAND.

OfficialInterpretation of the ImmunityAct.
The commissioner of the general land

office ispreparing for promulgation an in-
terpretation of the act of the last session, in
relation to pending prosecutions for trespass
upon publio lands. The act provides that
when any lands of the United States shall
have been entered and the government prioe
paid therefor infull, no criminal suit shall
thereafter be maintained forany trespasses
upon or on aocount of any material from
such lands. It also provides that no
civil suit shall be further maintained on
aocount of such trespass on material, taken
from publio domain in the ordinary clear-
ingof land, in working a mining claim or
for agricultural or domestic purposes, or for
maintaining improvements upon the land
ofany bona fide settler, or for or on aocount
ofany timber or material taken or used by
any person without fault or knowledge of
the tresspasser, or foror on account of any
timber taken or nsed without fraud or col-
lusion by any person who in good faith paid
the officers or agents of the United States
for tho same, or for or on account of any
alleged conspiracy inrelation thereto. The
provisions of the act are mode toapply only
to tresspasses committed, and
conspiracies entered into prior
to March 1, 1879. Defendants in
suits are required to exhibit to the proper
court or officer evidence of entry and pay-
ment, and shall pay all costs accruing up to
time of entry. Persons whohave heretofore,
nnder any of the homestead laws, entered
lands properly subject to entry, or persons to
whom the right of those having entered for
homesteads may have been attempted to be
transferred by a bona fide instrument in
writing,may entitle themselves to the lands
by paying the government price therefor,
and inno ease less than $1.25 per acre, and
the amount heretofore paid the government
upon said lands shall be taken as part pay-
ment of said prioe. This provision is made
in no wise to interfere with the
rights or claims of '

others who may
have subsequently entered these lands under
the homestead laws. The act reduces the
prioe of land now subject toentry whioh were
raised to $2.50 per aero and put in the mar-
ket prior to January, 1861, by reason of the
grant of alternate sections for railroad pur-
poses, to $1.25 per acre. The law is made
not to apply to any ofthe mineral lands of
the United Staes, and n:> person who shall
be proseouted for any trespass committed
or material taken from any of the public
lands after March Ist, 1879, shall be en-
titled to the benefit thereof.

Chicago, Hannibal and St. Joseph Railroad
Quincy, 111., July 16.— The act of incor-

poration of The Chicago, Hannibal & St.
Joseph railroad company, formedJfor the pur-
pose of building a road from Quinoy to Chi-
cago, was to-day filed for record in the cir-
cuit clerk's office.

OVER THE OCEAN.
BARBARITY OF THE ALBANIAN-

MOXTENEORIN WAR.

The Victorious Albanians Return to Their
Camps Bearing the Heads of Their Cap-
tlvea-The Outbreak Inspired by Turkey
—Reported Detlre of the Snltan to Ab-
dicate- -Absenue of Marshal MuoMahon
from the National Fete—Gladstone's
Amendment to the Irish Compensation
BillAdopted— Miscellaneous.

WAR IN THE EAST.

ALBANIANATTACKON MONTENEGRO.
Sodtari, July 16.—The Albanian leaders

decided to take the offensive some days ago.
Sunday night last seventy clansmen were
sent bya circuitous route to fallon the rear
of the Montenegrin position, near Golos-
basche. At2o'olook Monday morning they
surprised the pioket of sixteen Montene-
grins, only six of whom escaped, and they
badly wounded. Asimultaneous attack was
made on the Montenegrin front. The
seventy clansmen returned to camp with
thirteen Montenegrin heads and about
twenty rifles and amunition cases.

Amountaineer just arrived reports a re-
newal of the attack at Blemenhi, near Divo-
si. «He says twenty-eight Montenegrin
heads, three of them officers', were brought
in. Cannon firingisheard here this evening.
Albanian clans are hurrying to the front.
The committee here has telegraphed to a
powerful Dibra tribe for 5,000 men. The
committee at Prizrend has summoned a
great council of the Albanian nation to meet
there and concert measures for the future.
The Turkish governor here continues to
support Boguers and Hodobeg. The Alba-
nian commander-in-chief continues to re-
ceive pay as a Turkish offioer. The attackoauses great excitement. The prinoe of
Montenegro oan scarcely restrain his war-
riors, pending an appeal to Europe.

NAVAL DEMONBTBATION AGAINST TURKEY.
Bebun, July 16.—Bismarck has recovered

fromneuralgia and rheumatism. He had
been workinghard of late. Inwell informed
circles, itis said, the German admiralty has
been requested by the foreign office toreport
how many men-of-war could be ready in a
short time for service in foreign waters.
From this itis concluded the government is
willingto participate in naval demonstra-
tions against Turkey,,but it is generally be-
lieved the German navy willbe represented
by ona ship only. Germany has repeatedly
tried during the last few days to con-
vince Turkish statesmen itwould be fullyin
accordance with the real interests of the
porte to accept the resolutions of the Ber-
linconference.

COMPENSATION BILL.
The house of commons in committee of

the whole to-night resumed consideration of
the compensation for disturbance bill.
Gladstone moved the amendment of whioh
hegave notice Monday last, viz.: That the
last clause of the billshall read as follows:
"Andtenants shall be entitled to compensa-
tion inthe disoretion of the county oourt
judge,ifnon-payment ofrent is caused by
prevailing distress, and the
tenant is willing to continue in
occupatian upon reasonable terms as to rent,
arrears of rent jnd otherwise, and if such
terms are refused by the landlord without
reasonable alternative. Parnell moved to
add after the word alternative the following:
"Compromising just and reasonable terms as
torent, arrears of rent and otherwise to the
incoming tenant, ifany." Gladstone ob-
jected.

Inthe afternoon discussion Parnell with-
drew his amendment and Gladstone's
amendment was adopted by 225 to 25.

Briggs, liberal, moved the erection of a
statute to the late] Prince Louis Napoleon,
in Westminster Abbey, is inconsistent with
the national character of the edifice, and is
calculated to impair the good feeling be-
tween England and France. Gladstone said
excepting certain royal chapels the Dean's
authority over Westminster abbey was abso-
lute. He advised the house not to interfere.
Briggs' motion was carried by 161 to 147.

The house again went into committee on
the compensation bill.

LAKEI'llAI.ENAVENUE.

Supreme Court Decision Adverse to the
BiCounty Inthe Appeal from the Coinmts-

sloiiere' Appralseinen'.

The suit growing out of the steps taken
by the county to condemn land foran ave-
nue around Lake Phalen terminated by a
decision of the supreme court filed yester-
day. Itwillbo remembersd that Washing-
tonM. Stees appealed from the appraise-
ment of the commissioners, B.W. Johnson
and H. J. Brainerd, and that in a jury trial
in tho district court for the ocmuty, the ap-
praisement was set aside, and a very much
larger sum, $2,600 infact, allowed Mr.Stees.
Upon the return of this verdict the connty
asked for a new trial, and it being denied,
an appeal was had to the supremo court.
This court sustains the verdiot of Mr.Stees'
appeal from the commissioners' appraise-
ment, and decides that the verdiot' of the
jury in the district conrt trial was sustained
by the ovidence presented. The opinion of
the court is as follows:
in the matter of the appeal of VY. S3. Stees,

owner of the land hereinafter described, from
the appraisement of damages made by R. W.
Johnson and H. J. Eraiuerd, commissioners,
appointed byan act of tbe Legislature of the
State ofMinnesota, entitled "Anact to author-
ize the location of an avenue around lake
Phalen," approved March 6,1878. Theoounty
of Kamsey appellant vs. W. M. Steee, respond-
ent.

Chapter ISO, special laws of 1376, is "An act
to authorize the location of an avenue around
lake Phalen," and in section 7, it is provided
that "any owners of land through which such
road passes may appeal from the appraisement
ofdamages," made by the commissioners ap-
pointed to lay the same to the district court of
Ramsey county.

Section 7 provides that "such appeal shall
be taken by the service of a notice inwriting,
one upon the countyauditor, and one upon the
county attorney of Ramsey connty, ssd on the
filingin the office of the clerk of the district
court a copy of puch notice, with proof of ser-
vice, with description of the property taken,
and the amount of the commissioners' award,
together with appellant's ground of appeal,
the appeal will be deemed to be complete, and
therefore proceedings shall be had as in actions
originally commenced in the district court.

We think the last clause of this section gives
a right of appeal from the district court to this
court. "Thereafter proceedings" is equivalent
to "proceedings theroreafter"

—
an expression

broad enough to include su3h right of appeal,
and as itis the general policy and practice of
our statutory law to provide fur the review of
proceedings in the district courts by nppeal
rather than inany other way, we think such
construction should be given to the expression
mentioned as willfollow out the policy and
practice as far as may be.

The present respondent's motion to dismiss
the appeal is accordingly denied.

Tbis case was tried in the district court by a
juryby whose verdict damages -were awarded
to the present respondent in the sum of twen-
ty-six hundred dollars. The present appellant
moved simply fora new trial. No exception
having been taken onaccount of any alleged
errors in the course of the trial, the only real
question before the district court upon thq
motion was whether the verdict was justified
by the evidence.

Upon this question there is no room for
doubt. There was abundance of evidence to
sustain the verdict.

The position that the commissioners acted
without jurisdiction, even ifitbe a sound po-
sition, furnished noreason for granting a new
trial.

Order denying anew trialaffirmed.

ATALK OFREALLIFE.

AHusband Captures His Own Child and'
The Wife Remonstrates— A Compromise
Effected. ' :. r-l:;-r}:y
' The police station is a curious place for
the culmination in hatred of a love born
and nursed under the summer skies of far-
offFrance. Itis a story of love and pas-
sion, ending in a woman's folly and bitter
hatred of the man she duped and then de-
serted. ;The affair came to the front in St.
Paul yesterday morning over a fight for the
possession of their child, and the circum-
stances ofthe unhappy liaison may be re-
lated as follows: Several years ago Julien
Maichand, then apromising young lawyer in
France, sought and won the hand of the
woman whom he afterwards made his wife.
The woman possessed the vivacity character-
istic of the women of her nation, in addi-
tion to which she was noted for marked
beauty, traces of which are still visible.

The young lawyer cast about him for a
more promising \u25a0 field :to exert his talents
than that offered inthe overcrowded cities of
the old world, and he finallyemigrated to the
old French city of Quebec. For a time all
went well and he prospered, but circum-
stances changed and the couple removed to
Montreal. During their sojourn in the latter
city twochildren were born, a girland aboy,
The former died, when the boy became the
peace and joy of the household. The prac-
tice of the young barrister did not increase
as fast as •he had anticipated, and he ~ was
finally induced to remove withhis familyto
the Province of Manitoba, settling near
Winnipeg.

Business here was worse than ever, and
Mirchaud left the practice of his profession,
secured a tract of land and went to farming.
Misfortune still followed him, and last Sep-
tember he bseame sick and was compelled to
go to the hospital for treatment. This was
the wife's opportunity, and she improved it.
During Her husband's illness she left Winni-
peg, and, accompanied by her five-year-old
son, came to this city.

The motives that actuated her to take the
desperate course pursued in this city are not
known; butitis generous to suppose that her
desperate conduct was solely owing to the
love she bore for the child and the natural
interest inhis welfare.

Itis said thot she entered a house of ill-
fame, where her youth and good looks made
her a valuable acquisition. Atany rate the
mother's love wae apparent in the concern
manifested for the welfare of her son and
she procured board for him with a highly
respectable family on Seventh street. Thurs-
day afternoon the outraged husband arrived
in this city from Winnipeg. He had written
to aFrench priest named August Campion,
at Montreal, concerning the conduct of his
wife, at the same time asking for advice.
The latter execrated the conduct of the
mother and advised the father to procure
the child and bring him to Montreal, where
he would be taken care of.

Aoting on this advice the husband con-
ferred withDetective Bresett, and yesterday
morning a carriage was procured, and in
oompany with Bresett, the father visited the
child's boarding house on Seventh street.
The littlefellow was in the yard and was
easily taken by the father, in the possession
of whom the parties repaired to city hall.
Ascertaining the Cum affairs had taken, Mrs.
Maichaud rushed to the city hall, almost
frantic withmingled grief and rage. She
stated that the husband was not capable of
supporting the child, and instanced the kind
treatment he had received as a cogent rea-
son for letting him remain withher. Trouble
was avoided by the appearance of Mr. D.
Miohaud, of this city, who appeared as
counsel forMrs. Maichaud, the mother of
the child. The letters of the clergy were re
ferred to, and itwas finally agreed that the
boy should be educated by the priests from
an annual allowance that he received from
his grandmother. Under these conditions
hegoes to Montreal, and neither parent is to
interfere withhis welfare.

THE URFORM SCHOOL.

Considering the Effect of the Recent De-
cision of Judge Dickinson.

Attorney General Start, E. P. Freeman,
Esq., county attorney of Blue Earth county,
and Hon. George li.Otis, attorney for the
board of managers of the State reform
school, held a consultation at the office of
the attorney general at the capital yesterday,
in regard to the law applicable to boys sent
to the State reform school. The recent de-
cision of Judge Dickinson in the case of the
boy George Content, involves the proper
construction of the two acts governing the
courts in sending boys to that institution.
Judge Dickinson holds that when n boy
under sixteen years of age is indicted and
convicted, either by a juryor on a plea of
guilty (as was the case with the Content
boy) that the sentence should be for the
same length of time, and no more, as fixed
by statute either in jail or the State
prison for tlu crime. In the case
of the Content boy, the judge simply sent
him to the Beform sohool, without fixing a
definite period for his confinement there.
Upon his escape and his subsequent arrest,
the same judge held as above, and hence the
whole question comes up, rts to the proper
constitution of the twoaots ->f the legislature
governing commitments to the Beform
school. The matter was thoroughly discuss-
ed yesterday by the above named offioials,
the object being to arrive at some means by
whioh the question could be brought before
the supreme court for final deoision. The
result of the conference was that inthis par-
ticular case nothing could be done, as itonly
could be reached by appeal, and in view of
all the facts an appeal would not be tenable,

and the whole matter willhave to be dropped
for the present. Itis important, however,
that this question should be definitely settled,
as there are a number of boys held in the
Beform school now under just such sentences
as Judge Dickenson has held are void.

Department of Agrieullnrt.
Washington, July 16.— The July report of

the department of agriculture shows the con-
dition of the various crops to be as follows;

Tobacco— The returns for July show the
average, a3 compared with last year, aa foi
lows: Massachusetts, 08 percent.; Conneeli
cut, 115; New York, 104; Pennsylvania, 113;
Maryland, 60; Virginia, 75: North Carolina,
129; Tennessee, 92; Kentucky, 9<>; Ohio,
102; Indiana, 89; Illinois, 9H; Wisconsin,
104; and Missouri, 91. These States raise
more than nine-tenths of all tho tobacco
raised in the country. The States which
grow the majority of the seed leaf tobacco, viz:
Connecticut, New York and Pennsylvania,
are increasing their products. Of the States
producing, shipping and manufacturing
smoking tobacco, North Carolina shows an
increase in acreage over last year. A de-
crease in Maryland and Virginia was caused
by ravages ofthe flyon plants, rendering it
impossible to procure them in many locali-
ties, and to a severe drought which retarded
planting. Drought is reported as very det-
rimental in all tobacco-growing States at
planting time. The condition of the crop
that was planted for the whole country is
but slightly below that of Ivs.t year.

Oats
—

Tne condition of tho oat crop
shows some improvement since the Jnne re-
port and is now 96 against 93 in June.
New England and the Middle States report a
higher condition, but from Delaware to the
Gulf the condition is very low, except inpor-
tions of Texas, whero tbe average is high.
Tennessee reports a percentage of 64, owing
to drought. Kansas and Nebraska, from
the same cause, report only 84 in the
former and 64 in the latter. Ivall sections
of the country the prospect is good fora full
crop.

Potatoes
—

There has been no change in
the area planted inpotatoes, in the whole
country deficits ofone State being counter-
balanced by an increase in another. Tbe

.condition of the crop is very favorable, fully
as good as in1879. Inall the South Allan-
tio States the condition of the crop is rather
below that of last year, whilein tho Western
and Southwestern States it is regawtod
above.

Bye and barley
—

Full average condition is
found inall States where sowu, except in the
State ofNebraska, whero the condition 13

very low.
Wool

—
AllStates show the wool clip eqnai

to or greater than last year, except New
Hampshire and California. Kansas reports
an increase of 42 per cent and Nebraska 1
Avast increase in the Territories is indicated
by reports received amounting to 20 per
cent. In Texas alone 15 percent increase
is reported.

Fruit
—

Apples:Full averngo condition is
reported everywhere excepting in Son thorn,
Atlantic and Gulf States, where thr-ro ia fall-
ing off. Peaches: Beports show the condi
tion of the crop about the same n<japples, n
full average, excepting on the Pacific coast,
where the prospect isnat verygood. Grapes :
This fruitcrop is reported favorably inall
localities as having enjoyed better conditions
of growth so far than either apples or
peaches.
