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HANDSOME EECEPTION.
ANotable Gathering at the Opera House

last Evening to Welcome Bishop Fogs to

His New Field of Labors— Cele-

bration of the Ninth Day of Ab.

The Opera House was crowded to repletion
last night, the occasion being the delivery

of a sermon by Bishop Fose, of the M.E.
church. Bishop Fobs was aseigned to the
Northwest, with residenoe at St. Paul, by
the last general conference. The mooting
last evening was ina certain sense a personal
tribute to the bishop:

At the opening of the service the 121st Psalm
was read byRev. E. J.Funk.

"Allhail thepower ofJesus' name" was read
by Rev. E. F. Stricter, and sung by the con-

gregation.
Tne bishop preached from the theme, "The

opposite views of death stated byJesus and
Paul— from three testa— Matt. 6, 39; John
16. 7;Phil. 1,23,24.

We arc to consider, he said, the contrast be-
tween Jesus and Paul. Jesus suffered inpros-
pect of death. In many expressions we see
his unutterable recoil at death. Come now to
Borne. There m a dungeon sits an old man,
manacled, rejoicing as he writes to limothy,
his son in the gospel, ofhis speedy death, and
his readiness tobe offered up, and he was not
a fanatic. Some in those days longed for
martyrdons under intense excitement. Not so
Paul; it was his habitual state of mind: Why
did Jesus dread to die. What makes ithard
for man to die? Ibit not the physical pain,
parting with friends, the sense of unfinished
life? Yet with this view:did not Jesus have
all the advantages?

Jeans had no more fear of pain than Paul.
Jesus had no friends who understood him but
his mother and John. Paul had friends who
clung to him, even his chains. Jesus had no
sins to repent of to givehim pain. Paul hid
an old life of sin to pain him.

Jesus died with a finished work. Paul's life
was incomplete. Yet Jesus shrinks End Paul
rejoices. How shall we answer these questions
raised '-.

Have you over noticed how little the Bible
makes of deathbeds? We do not know any-
thing of thedeath-beds ot scripture heroes,
"and ho died" is all. Paul's death isnot men-
tioned. But in the four gospels are 600 verse 3
relating directly to the death of Jesus

—
Napo-

leon died, Lincolndied, and nations reel. Jesus
died and the heavens are darkened. Why his
nniqne death? Paul died for himself alone.
Jesus died all the world. This answers the
questions raised.

Inthe second place we shall Bee Jesus rush-
ing forward and Paul shrinking back. The
world lost less in the death of Jesus than in
the death of Paul. How the churches .of old
loved Paul. Tho grandest apostle, the greatest
preacher, the church dependeth upon him. Go
back thirty-three years. Jesus Rays, "Itis ex-
pedient for you that Igo away." The world
lest nothing in the departure of Jesus Christ.
What did the church gain by the death of
Paul? Just ope more witness, and that is all.
Others had witnessed. So his death is not
mentioned at all. His life is mentioned fully.
What aid the world gainby the death of Jesus?
We gained the atonement. We gained the gift
of tho Holy Ghost. "IfIgo away the Holy
Ghost willcome to you." It is better for the
world that Jesus go away and the comforter be
here. .•\u25a0-..: Vr. •"\u25a0;

Look at the question of personal character.
Before Jesus died his disciples were cowards,
denying their master. Peter denying Jesus
whilehe lives and preaching him fearlessly
after the HolyGhost came upon him.

Jesus iv three years gained only five hun-
dred, but he came not togain amounts but to
die. Peter gained three thousand in one ser-
mon after the Holy Ghost came. Itwas better
that Jesus should go away. Jesus did not die
to make God love us, but because he loved us.
We have the truth of the intercession of Jesus.
Jesus does not intercede before a great Pow-
hatan, as a lovely Pocahontas. A mother be-
lieved inby her sailor boy, though far away,
helps us to believe in Jesus, "seeing He ever
liveth to make intercession for us."
IfJesus had liveduntilto-day wemightnever

have been here. He could not be but in one
place at a time, many deathbeds could not
have his presence. But now he is everywhere,
by the side of every minister, by every death-
bed, everywhere. He is absent to the eye of
sense that he may be present to the eye of
faith. Napoleon "could not be everywhere at
once." and so lost Trafalgar, but Jesus can be
everywhere at once.

Xlie Ninth Day of Ah.

The 9th day of Ab, 588, before the begin-
ning of the vulgar era, the temple of Solo-
mon was destroyed by Nebuzaradin, Nebu-
chadnezzar's chief captain. The same day,
seventy years after the vulgar era, the Ho-
rodian temple was destroyed by the Romans,
and the last sparks of independence and po-
litical nationality were quenohed. These
sundry unfortunate occurrences made this
day the one of national mourning amongst
the Israelites throughout tho globe, men-
tioned already by the prophet Zechariab,
(ix,19,) as the fast of the tenth month.

The Israelites of this city celebrated that
day onyesterday in their respective places
of worship. We quote the following, con-
cluding from a sermon delivered by Rev.
Dr. Jacob Theo. Vogelsdorff:

"Ah,how doth she sit solitary, the city of
God, that was once fall of people! She, the
princess among the countries, how is she be-
come a mourning widow."

The pious bards, wont inheaven ascending
choruses to atune the praises in the Temple of
Zion, Eat by the livers of Babylon and wept.

We do not unduly lament over the temple
that is destroyed, for thou wilt henoeforth rear
up thy temple in the hearts ofallsons of men,
so that all nations may form one brotherhood
to serve thee intruth. We mourn not despair-
inly over the downfall of Jerusalem; for all
places whither thou hast Bent us, shall be con-
secrated unto thee through the worship of thy
holyname.

And now,in thygreat mercy, thou hast lifted
from our shoulders the burden of oppression,
under which our ancestors once drooped; thou
hast given us another home inplace of that
\u25a0which we lost, and hast granted us a fullshare
inthe liberties of the great and free nation that
has adopted us as its children.

Thou, O Lord, wilt cause the kingdom of
love to increase in extent und power on the
earth, so that all mankind may enjoy its fruits,
for the fulfillment of the mission Thou hast
appointed for the human race.

The late John W. Sheeny, whose unex-
pected death in this city on Tuesday last,
July 13th, so startled and grieved his many
friends, deserves more than apassing notice/
A recognition of those sterling qualities
which made his manhood .always rise
superior to any passing frailty.

Mr. Sheehy was a native of the county
Limerick,:Ireland, and immigrated to the
United States with his brother, Thomas \V.
Sheehy, when they were both quite young,"
and with no fortune save brave hearts and
willinghands. After spending fiveyears in
Connecticut' he removed, about the years
1851-5, to Louisville, Ky., to remain there
but a short time
