Crop reports from all the spring wheat seo-
tions of the Northwest continue favorable and
the large receipts of new winter wheat at St.
Louis, now runniog up to near 200,000 bushels
a day, also begins to have an effect on wheat
markets—so that the firmness of the Chicago
and Milwaukee markets yesterday, and their
closing at advances, for August and Beptem-
ber options, of 3{@1!4¢ over the closing figures
of the dsy proceeding are hardly explainable
by the unconfirmed rumors of unfavorable
weather in Eogland, France and Roasia. Itis
more than probable that the weather reports
by cable were manufactnred to serve the pur-
pose of the day of speculators in options.

Armour & Co., if it is they who control the
Chicago deal, gave the boys a rongh twist on
pork yesterday. ‘T'he market opeved at asmall
decline from Wednesday's closing, went up to

21440 August, $14.32 September, snd
they dropped at the close -to $14.22
Aungust, $14 25 Septemer, $13.0214
October, $10.15 November, ¥9.47 December
and 210.00 January. It is under-
stood up this way that Armour
& Co. offer considerable covcessions from

board prices on cash pork, and are unloading a
portion of their load at rates which would lay
down’in 8t. Paul lots of a thousand barrels or
more at their Chicago prices.

The earnings of the Sionx City division of
the Chicago, St. Paul & Omaha line for the
second week of July showan increase of $7,425
over the corresponding week of last year.

A New York dispatch of last evening says:
“The dry goods business is moderate with
package houses and the jobbing trade continnes
quiet. Cotton goods in steady but limited de-
mand. Prints doing fairly. Worsted dress
goods more sought for. Flannels and K-n-
tucky jeans in fair request, but woolens
quiet, The Bulletin says = large trade sale of
L;Jttc}}: handkerchiefs wil! be had next Tues-

ay.

Wheat cutting has keen begun on several
farms in the timber this side of Shakope, bat
the harvest will not be fairly opened, even in
the southern part of the State, until about the
last of next week, althongh the grain
is said to be maturing fast.

The 8t. Paul trade in corn, cats, bran, shorts,
and ground feed is quite active, there being a
large demand, for the seeson, from the country,
and an unexpectedly large demand for the'city
trade, and prices are accordingly quite steady.
The butter trade continues active and best
shipping and packing grades sell freely at an
advance of 1@2c over the prices of last week,
New potatoes nave dropped to 50@ 53¢ per bush-
el, and the market is well supphed with home
grown of best quality. Prices of fruit con-
tinne remarkably steady and the trade is only
Iiumited by supplies. Hides, etc., are very steady
in prices here, the market appearing not to be
affected by the fluctuations of eastern markets.
Wool is arriviog freely, and mostly of qualities
rhich command the outside figures quoted be-
ow.

Railroad bonds active
but irregular; Texas Pacific incomes rose from
58 to 63. Btate securities steaay.

Btocks—The stock market advanced from
1f to 14 percent. in early aealings, but sub-
sequently lost the improvement. In the after-
noon specanlation assumed a strong tone and
prices rapidly advanced till the close of busi-
ness, the final sales being at the highest fizure
of the day, the advance from the lowest poiat
ranging from 34 to 234 per cent. in the gen-
eral list. The coal and granger shares, Erie,
Wabash, Bt. Louis & Pacific, the telegraph
stocks, and Denver & Rio Grande show an
improvement. In the elevated railroad shares
Msanhattan fell off 41§ and the Metropolitan 3
per cent. early in the day, but at the close the
latter advanced 4, and tha former recovered
43{ per oent. The Rairoad Manual for
1880 shows the number of miles of road in
operation. At the close of 1879 there was 86,-
497, an increase for the year of 4,721, Thirteen
of the principal lines in the country moved
45,557,002 tons of freignt in 15873, and 67,092,-
549 in 1870, and earned from freights £112.004,-

648 in 1873 and 116,811.452 in 1870, t will
ba seen by the above, that
while there has heen an  incraase

in freight moved of 47.27 per cent., and in
miles of road operated of 2083 per oent., the
increase of earnings from that source kas been
only 3.84 per cent. "The freight is now moved
at a rate per ton jper mile, which woald
five years ago have been regarded as impossible.
The per centage of decrease has been 42.31 per
cent., nearly equal to increase ian tons of
freight moved. The gross earnings of all the
roads whose operations have been reported
have equaled £529,012,22) against $190,103.351
for 1818;,8472,909,272 for 1877; $497,257,959 for
1876, and £503,065,505 for 1875, The dividends
paid during the year aggregated $61,681,470, ba-
ing the largest amount divided amongst stock-
holders for any one year since 1876. The gross
earnings of railroads of Western States were
$232,379,646 against $209,852,275 for 1875 and
$103,204,516 for 1877. The carnings were
$98,061,006 against £77,058,229 for 1878 and
