THE WORK VERY COMPLETE

As Far as AverilFs and Kelly's Stores
Are Concerned.

SCENE YESTERDAY MORNING.

Falling Walls Destroying Barn and
Warehouse.

THE ENTERPRISING SUFFERERS

Resuming Business Without An Hour's
Delay.

When the first edition of the Globe wont
to press yesterday morning a destructive
fire was raging in the large buildings on the
corner of Third and Sibley streets, occupied
by Averill,Russell & Carpenter as a whole-
sole paper house, and oy P.H. Kelly & Co.
as a wholesale grocery house.

The fireoriginated in the fourth floor of
the bnilding occupied by Averill &Co., and,
just how itbegan, willnever be known. Gen.
Averillinclines to the opinion that it was

incendiarism. However, that may be, the
fatal mansard roof doomed both buildings

to speedy destruction.
The walls were absurdly light, and

though the alarm was not turned in until
nearly 2a. m. Before 4a. m. both buildings

and contents were ahopeless mass of ruins,
and in the Kellybuilding scarcely one brick
remained upon another. Seldom has such
great destruction been so rapid.

Allday yesterday the scene of the ruins
were visited by thousands who gazed with
regret upon the destrtotim of two of the
leading business houses of the city. But
though the buildings and stocks were gone
the business remained and both firms were'
actively at work, as noted below, resuming
business.

Mr.Kelly was Icard from at Hornersville,
N. V., where he breakfasted yesterday
morning on his way home from New York.
He is expected to reach Chicago

this morning, where he will first
learn full details of the disaster.
The loss which he has
sustained cannot be determined
with exactness, because he bad placed
so much insurance inNew York whichis un-

known in St. Paul agencies. It was his
rule to fullyinsure, and we are inclined to
think the detail figures place his net loss too
high. In Averill & Co.'s insurance the
figures are exact.

The report in the second edition of yes-
terday's Globe is republished on the third
page this morning and all additional matters
of interest are recorded below:

Hie Morning Scene.

The fire alarm of yesterday morning
created but little disturbance on the resi-
dence streets ofthe oity. The few whe heard
the alarm may have listened for its repeti-
tion, glanced from a window to see if the
fire was near or felt of the wallto learn ifit
was hot before dropping asleep, but the
many were not awakened by the measured
strokes of the alarm bell. Itwas with sur-
prise, therefore, that those who stopped to
read their morning Globe learned that so
great a fire had occurred and so muoh pro-
perty had been destroyed while they slept.
But greater was the surprise
of those who rushed down town before
reading the Globe and came unawares upon
the morning scenes at and about the ruins.
Among these last were, itis said,several em-
ployes at tho twohouses burned out, who
were amazed beyond description on coming
to their day's work to find tbe places oftheir
occupation gone. They saw inplaoe of the
great brick block, filled with merchandise,
broken and burned walls, enclosing great
heaps of blaok colored debris, from which
poured clouds of choking smoke, while un-
derneath leaped and sparkling the lingering
dames and glowing embers of the confla-
gration. The remaining walls, cracked and
split,looked ready to fallbefore the first
breath of windor with the least of jarring.
The firemen, moving

"
wearily

and begrimed of face like, coal
heavers, were pouring water wherever fire
appeared— lifeand vigor of the hours of
contest gone and nothing left but the
patient, trying, dreary work of "laying the
fire."

Nobody Missing,

One ofthe first points ofinterest, to those
who had before been at the fire or had read
the Globe, was the rear of the Kelly &Go.
building where it was thought a man had
been buried under the falling wall. The
rumors of the early morning were repeated
tbonghont the gathering crowd of the later
morning with constantly increasing posi-
tiyeness, up to the point that the report
oame direot from a man who saw
the poor fellow beat down and
covered out of sight by bricks and mortar.
But the most dilligent inquiry and the most
earnest searching was not rewarded with
either name or appearance of the man who
saw the poor fellowgo down. On the con-
trary itwas quite clearly provon that no one
was caught under the falling wall. Mr.
Churchill, one of the firemen, who was near-
est by, was certain that everyone who had
been behind the building had left the plaoe
covered by the falling wall some minutes
before the wall fell* Other persons were
found whs were at the moment on the oppo-
site side ofSibley street, who say the whole
ground was brilliantly lighted as the brick
wall toppled and fell and they -saw
that "there was no one there. No
one oonld have been there without their
having seen them. Finally, there was no-
body missing. \u25a0"\u25a0;-'Ti":';" --"'".

When, during the forenoon, the eastern
wall of the Averill &Co. building fell,there
was again a cry that somebody had been
killed. Under the Auerbach & Co. ware-
house there were fiveor sixboys, just as the
wall sprang out and began to descend toward
the warehouse. The boys scampered out, as
only boys, or rale, or cats, could|scamper,
and doubtless all escaped. But the crowd
would have it. that.one of3 the ;boys was
caught under the fallingwarehouse. „ One of
the small boys was sure that one of his com-
rades was lost until he found the jlost one
listening, ? with wide .open 1;?<{mouth,
to his narrative. Then he recanted and the

(70 boys took a census and reported their
littlecrowdall safe. There was not one boy

missing. The policemen on guard to keep
people out of the way ofthe firemen, ont .of
the mud, and out of danger, will eaoh af-
firm that all the boys in town were alive and
all the day long actively engaged in trying
to dodge or sneak into places where they
had no business togo. Not aboy waamiss-
ing.

The debris aiv not moved, and it ispossible
that some onkii >wn boy and some forgotten
boy willbe toon I when they are moved.
But itis not at illprobable that either man
or boy was kill.-.d.

Stable ami Warehouse Crushed.

Atabout 10:30 a.m. the eastern wall of
the Averill&Co.building felloutward over
a stable and dray platform belonging to
Kelly & Co., and into the side ofa warehouse
belonging to Anerbaoh, Finch, Culbertson &
Co. The stable and platform werecrushed
down as an egg shell wouldbe crushed nnder
the fallof a heavy weight. The warehouse
stood on posts or piles, holding its lower
timbers several feet above the low ground
over which itwas built. The torrent of
bricks poured against and beat in the sides
of the building and forced it away
and off its supports, a complete wreck.
The horses, harnesses and drays were
moved from the barn early in the morning,
and comparatively littleof value was left to
be buried with the splintered and broken
fragments of the building. The warehouse
contained, on the basement floor, a stock of
window glass,abont $5,700 worth, belonging
toNoyes, Bros. & Cutler. This included
the glass for the new market house; about
$975 worth. Whether any delay willresult
as to the completion of the market house de-
pends upon the proportion of glass broken.
But those who saw the building crushed in,
and could form an approximate estimates of
the weight of dry goods which went down
on the glass, were of the opinion that the
most of the glass must be
broken. On this

glass Noyes

Bios. &Cutler have an insurance of $5,000.
Overhead Auerbacb, Finch &Culbertson had
about $35,000 worthof goods stored. They
also owned tbe building, whioh was worth
about $1,800 and was insured for $1,500.
Some of their goods were wet by fallingin
tbe mudhole under the warehouse and this,
withthe damage inremoval, may amount
to $300. The goods were insured for $20,-
-000 innine companies, whioh willdivide the
loss and so make itlight.

GettingHeady to Resume,

Early in the day General Averill rented
for his firm the new five story building now
nearly finished at the corner of Fourth
and Wacouta streets, whioh belongs
to Mayor Dawson, and isplanned foraccom-
modating the St. Paul &Duluth general of-
fices. The office of the firm was temporarily
located in the Stees building on Minnesota
street, next to the telegraph office, and mean-
time General Averillsent orders East by tele-
graph, ordering a new stock of goods,
except only such goods as are made at
the firm's paper mill in Minneapolis, and of
whioh there is sufficient stock in store at the
mill.

Keljy &Co.'s office was located in the old
stone warehouse at the corner ofSibley street
and the levee—the same old build-
ing in which, something less than a score
of years ago, J. C. Burbank & Co. kept
tho big grocery and supply store of their
day. The old warehouse, which Kelly &Co.
havo used for storage for several months,
was in deoidedly bad order yesterday morn-
ing,but by night a good beginning had been
made towards putting itinorder. The base-
ment was cleaned and newly floored and was
then before nightfall nearly filled withgoods
from the main floor and loft. The upper
levee warehouse, until lately used by the
Milwaukee &St. Paul company for its prin-
cipal freightbouse, is also to be occupied by
Kelly&Co. Efforts were made to open tel-
egraphic communication with Mr. Kelly,
who is on bis way home from New
York, but up to a late hour last night
no word had been received from him. By
the noon train, of yesterday, Mr. Jerome
Piatt, one of the trusted employes of the
firm,started to meet Mr.Kelly at Chicago
and to consult with him about proceeding
East tobuy a new stock of goods. Mr.Kelly
is expected home to-morrow,

Last evening each. of these firms issued
circular letters notifying their correspondents
of their resumption of business and their
readiness to fillorders, as_follows:

We havo leased the now buildinglately erect-
ed by Mayor Dawson, corner Fourth and Wa-
couta streets, and with the stock now en route
and that ordered by telegraph to-day, it is safe
to conclude that our business will be resumed
in the paper line, withinone week.

As we very fortunately had on hand at our
warehouses inMinneapolis a large stock of
printing, wrapping, manilla and building pa-
pers, we shall be able to fillorders for these
goods withonr usual promptness.

Tenders ofAssistance.
Telegraphic messages, expressing the

sympathy of their correspondents,
and tenders of assistance were numerously
received byboth firms, daring the afternoon.
Among the earliest of each communications
wasone from the superintendent of the Mil-
waukee & St. Paul company, tendering to
Kelly & Co. special facilities for bringing
on their new stock ofgoods and also tender-
ingthem the use of the upper levee freight
house for the storage and sale of goods. This
tender was promptly accepted, and Mr.C. W.
Case, assistant superintendent of the Mil-
waukee road, immediately began the work
of preparing the building for their
use. The ends of the building were
out and the floor torn up all
through for the purpose of laying a railroad
track through the building. But by .night-
fall the building was reconstructed and
ready forKelly &Co.'s use. The same com-
pany was also prompt in tendering assist-
ance to Averill,Russell & Carpenter, as ap-
pears by the following dispatch from the
general frieght agent:- .Milwaukee, Aug. 23, 1580.

The Losses and Insurance.
P. H.Kelly& Co. were carrying at this

season about their largest stock of. the year,
and probably had in the \u25a0 store ,building at
the time of the fire $375,000 worth of goods.
They usually had about $400,000 of insur-
ance, and, at this time, intended to have jall,
of that amount on the goods in the store,
besides what was placed on goods in the
stone warehouse and intheir sand rock col-
lar. ||But, as the books have not yet been
examined, and, as the larger part of the in-
surance was placed inEastern agencies byMr.
Kelly personally, an accurate statement
of losses and insurance cannot be given this
morning, but will'be made

Itis
insnr ad for$30,000, and most of the founda-
tions may be good enough forrebuilding on.

The Averill&Co. bnilding, owned by Hall
&Sherwood, was built about 1872 and val-
ued at $30,000. Itis insured for $12,000.
Apart of the foundation willhave to be re-
built. ,;.^-

-. Noyes Bros. & Cutler's and Anerbaoh,
Finch, Culbertson &Co.'s losses and insur-
ance are stated above.

The Beanpre, Allen & Keogh bnilding,
fifty feet front, is owned by tbe McQuillan
estate, and twenty-five feet frontby A.H.
Wilder. This bnilding is damaged about
$1,000. ;Fullyinsured.

Beanpre, Allen &Keogh had a small loss
by water and a heavier loss, probably, by
goods of certain classes being damaged by
the smoke whioh poured into their bnilding
all the forenoon. Fully insured.

The Drake buildingnext door was slightly
damaged, and Buford &Co., its occupants,
had a light loss in signs and other outside
fixtures being burnt.

;Miscellaneous Notes.

The glass for the market house is included
inNoyes Bros. & Cutler's stock "under the
fallen warehouse.'

Hall &Sherwood will proceed at once to
rebuild.

Mr. Baford, who was in his store at the
time, thinks the mansard roof of the burning
buildings fell just in time. The beat was
intenso, and a few minntes more of itwould
have made the opposite buildings burst into
flames.

Anerbaoh, Finch, Culbertson & Co. are
again moving goods into the Sohutte block—

those being taken out of the - fallen ware-
house.

The quality of wheat and rye is generally;
good. The French harvest ia above the av-
erage. InBelgium and Holland the harvest
iswellnigh finished, with excellent results.
The ryecrop in Saxony, Pomerania, Brande-
burg and Holstein is about half an average;
but in Bavaria, Franconia and Suabia the
rye crop ismagnificent. Wheat throughout
Germany is fairly good, though there is con-
siderable must and mildew. Accounts front
Austria, Hungary, Spain and Italy are uni-
formly good.
