notification Meeting.

The mas 3meeting was called to order at
7:10 by Hoii.Amos Coggswell, president of the
Hancock and English club of this' city. The
Opera House was crowded to its utmost and
the Owatonna brass baud added
to the enthusiasm of the occasion.
Hon. H. It.Wells, Col. George, of Rochester,
W. H. Still,Hon. M. J. Severance, ofMankato,
the orator uf tho occasion, with several other
prominent gentlemen, occupied the rostrum.
Mr. Coggswell, inelegant language, introduced
to the audience Col. Jas. George, who spoke
for a few moments inhis nsual happy and en-
thusiastic His allusions to General
Hancock were received with great applause.

Hon. M.J. Severance was next introduced
and for more than two hours he spoke, and
during that time held his audience spell-bound.

Wobcestkb, Mass., Sept. I.—The Demooratio

State convention met at Mechanics hall to-day,

and was railed to order by Jno. H.French. He
said he Lad been requested by the united com-
mittee of thirty to perform this duty. He re-
quested members of the State central commit-
tee to take seatß upon the platform, and all
other delegates tobe seared elsewhere. Col.
French said he knew be wonld be allowed one
moment to express his congratulations upon
this assembly of the united Democracy ofMas-
sachusetts. (Applause.) No longer represent-
ing the fragment of a party, the Democracy of
Massachusetts pledges renewed fealty to
one another. Here and now they turn
their backs on the past. Henceforth all
dissension shall disappear and hereafter we
shall preserve an unbroken front. Allow me
also to congratulate you upon the work of the
Cincinnati convention and the unapproachable
character of the nominees, and allow me to
speak for your coansel to-day. Because of
past forebearanco, conciliation and courtesy,
and becanse of trie fntnre and its prospects of
victory, let me bespeak concord and peace.
Oentlemen, lee us proceed to business.

M. McCafferty was then chosen temporary
chairman. At this point

GENERAL BUTLER
entered the hall and the convention sprang to
its feet and cheer upon cheer was given, to
which the general bowed his acknowledge
menta from the platform. Mayor McOafferty
was conducted to the chair and received with
applause, the bark of a dog joining in the
greeting causing considerable laughter.

PERMANENT ORGANIZATION.
The committee on permanent organization

recommended P. B. Collins, of Huston, for
chairman of the convention. The name was
received withenthusiasm and he was unani-
mously elected. He was conduoted to the
chair and when the cheering stopped he made
a speech lasting twentyminute-, which was vo-
ciferously applauded throughout.

CENTRAL COMMITTEE.

Ex-Congressman Tarbox offered the follow-
ingresolution:

Resolved, That the functions of the commit-
tee appointed respectively by the Mechanics
hall and F»neuii hall conventions of last year
now terminate, and the joint committee of
thirtyhitherto selected from suoh committee
shall constitute the Democratic State commit-
tee, to hold officeuntil the first day of July,
1881, withpower to fillvacancies ifncy shall
ooonr.

Adelegate protested against the adoption of
the resolution. Itseemed like choosing men
who had chosen themselves. The question was
demanded and the resolution was adopted by
an overwhelming majority. The vote was
doubted and carried the second time almost
unanimously, The committee on credentials
reported 725 delegates present, representing
327 cities and towns, and that there were no
contesting delegates.

FORMIDABLE ARRAY OF VICE PRESIDENTS.

Upon reassembling other permanent officers
were appointed. The vice presidents include
Butler, Tarbox, Abbot and Charles Francis
Adams. The names of Butler and Tarbox
were applauded.

GOVERNOR.

Ex-Governor Wm. Gaaton was then present-

ed as a candidate as a gentleman who had pre-
viously led the party to victory. When Mr.
Haggerty bad concluded his eulogy of ex-Gov.
Gaston, Mr.Allen ofHolyoke, spoke in oppo-
poaition to his nomination. ObjectioEs were
raised to Allen continning, and amid much
confusion Allen was choked off.

Tarbox, of Lawrence, moved the convention
proceed to ballot for a candidate for governor.

Mr.Allen insisted upon speaking upon the
qualification, of the candidate, but was rnled
out oforder. Amotion to lay the Tarbox mo-
tion upon the table, was voted down. Half a
dozen addressed the chair, but General Collins
ruled everything ont of order except aballot
forgovernor.

The chairman presentf d Gen. Botler as one
of the best known gentlemen in the country.

Afterdiscussion and repeated calls for the
question the convention refused to reconsider
the motion to go intoballot for candidate for
governor and the votingbegan.

Fending the count of ballots Col. lasac Hull
Wright, ofBoston, moved that Gen. Butler be
invited to address the conventions speech hav-
ing been expected frooihim, he having only
thus far spoken onaquestion of business.

The point was raised| the motion was not in
order, which was sustained by the chair, who,
however stated itwas important for the con-
vention to suspend all rules and extend this in-
vitation ifitchoses. There were cries of "Mr.
Chairman" all over the house and Mr. Collins
was forced to pound withhis gavel and demand
order withgreat emphasis. By a clever move
he asked all who were in favor of suspending

the rules and hear Gen. Butler, to so vote.
The ayes were nearly unanimous, and the
cheers were prolonged. Gen. Butler then made
a speech presenting the superior advantages to
the country of Democratic over Republican ad-
ministration.

Canton, 0., Bept. I.—Forty to fiftythousand

people are here and every new train is crowded.

Bishop and
hundreds of distinguished guests are in town.
The Twenty-third regiment had a reunion at
the Opera House this morning, at which Presi-
dent Hayes presided and made remarks.

Rochestbb, Sept. I.—At last we have

a clear sky and a bright sun
toopen the third day of the fair. The last
two days, while wet and disagreeable, were not
altogether without their use. True, the rain
kept away visitors,but at the came time it
enabled exhibitors to arrange their articles, and
this morning everything was inreadiness for
inspection. A large number of exhibitors ar-
rived yesterday afternoon, and some havo come
in to-day. Bide shows, refreshment stands,
boothß, etc., continue to multiply, and abird's
eye viewof the grounds would give the im-
pression that this was an army in camp, co
numerous aretheoanvass tents.

This morning the different division superin-
tendents appointed the judges in the various
classes, and most of them are at work.

BLOODED CATTLE.
The splendid show of blooded cattle excites

universal remark. Good judges who have
bean constant attendants on the State fairs say
that the display is the finest ever seen in
the State. R. Barden's splendid
herd of short horns, seventeen in number,
headed by the roan bull, Duke of Rutland, |a
fiveyear old, weighing 2.200 pounds, comes in
for a large share ofattention. Next in point
of number as wellas of merit is a fine herd of
DevonsbiMs, 16 innumber, owned by GeorceBaker, of Dodge county, Wis. But perhaps
there are no cattle on the grounds thatattract
so mnoh notice and admiration as the show of
the celebrated Holstein cattle exhibited by
Messrs. Shaw and Bullis, and M. J. Myers, of
Winnebagu City, Faribault oounty. Messrs.
Sbaw and Bullis show 11 head and Mr. Myers
8head. These cattlo are especially valuable asmilkers, and are favorites among dairymen on
that account. Thomas B. Wales, Jr.. ofFru-
mingham, Mass. ,has also aherd of14 Holstein
cattle irom his wellknown Elm Farm herd.

There is also a lar^e number of single bulls,
cows and calves that are valuable blooded ani-
mals. Take the cattle exhibit as a whole and
it wouldbe difficult to excel itin any State in
the Union.

HOEBE3.
The show of horses is also very fine, and

again the list is headed by B. Bardon, Esq.,
whoexhibits fifteenhead, most of which are
the progeny of Western Chief, who heads the
list. The list of thoroughbreds, hones ofallwork,carriage teams, draft and trottinghorses
is verylarge.

The show of sheep and hogs is rather limit-ed, a faot which is a matter of surprise, as
Southern Minnesota is noted for the attention
she has shown in raising both.

The display of machinery is very large, a
fact not to be wondered at, as Rochester is sit-
uated in the heart of the finest farming coun-
try inthe world.

fkuit Display;

The display of fruit, while not us large as
we have seen at previous State fairs, U very
good, and demonstrates conclusively that Min-
nesota can raise as fine fruit as Michigan or
Illinois. In this connection mnoh
indignation ia expressed, both by
the officers of the association and matiyof the visitors, at the action
ofthe State Horticultural society, in refusing
to-tnake an exhibit. They say, with jemtice,
that the State annually appropriates $1,000 to
enoourage the cnltivation offruit,and itis due
to the tax payers that they should have an op-
portunity ofseeing what they pay their money
for. Southern Minnesota, throus;h her repre-
sentatives in the legislature, hereafter will
hesitate somewhat before voting any more
money for that object. And while we are aboutit,woma; as well say that the same language
willapply to the State fishery, which is also a
beneficiary of the State to the extent of several
thousand dollars annually, and yet there is not
even a minnow on exhibition to show that there
is such an enterprise fostered by the people's
money.

Among the exhibitors are the following: A.
J. Phillips,of La Crosse, Wis., shows fifty
varieties of tipples and twenty-five of crabs ;J.
8. Harris and Bon, of LaOrescent, shows seven-
ty-four varieties ofapples and twenty-fonr ofcrab*,besides grapes and other frnit. A very
fine display.

E. B.Jordon, of Olmsted county, Minn.,
shows sixty varieties »fcrabs, a few apples and
a fine display ofgrapes.

A.W. Bias, of Rochester, has ninety vari-
eties ot apples, crabs, plums and grapes.

The display of vegetables outside of the
railroad building is very small, which is a
matter ofastonishment, as this branch was ex-
peoted tobe unusually fall. What there is of
it,however, is good.

BAILBOAODISPLAY.
The display made by the Winona &St. Peter

road and its branches, is one ofthe finest ever
made in this State. It oomprises samples of
allkinds of grain, fruit, vegetables, grasses*
etc., from the counties of Winona, OlmsteadtDodge, Waseoa, Nioollet, Blue Earth, Brown.
Cottonwood, Redwood, Lyon,Lincoln, YellowMedioine, inMinnesota, and fromDuel, Cod-
dington, Brookings and Kingsbury, of Dakota
Territory. Inthe display is a special exhibit
made by the Lyon County Agriculturalsociety,
whioh is exceptionally n"oe.

G. W. Van Dusen &Co. make a display lr
the same building of twenty-seven different
samples of wheat from their elevators along
this road and its branches. Specimens of corn
and potatoes raised on the sod are shown, the
growth of which is prodigious. This collection
was secured under the supervision ofHon. H
M.Bnrchard, land agent of the road, and Is in
charge of Mr.O. H. Whitney, to whom is duo
the credit forarranging the various prodnots
in suoh an attractive form as to elicit the
warmest praise and admiration from every vis-
itor.

The display of the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba road also attracts much notice. It
i*in charge of K.N. Guiteau, Esq. The ex-
hibitionof wheat and oats in the sheaf comes
in for a large share ofattention from farmers.
The wheat shown ranges in yield all tne way
from twenty-five to seventy-five bushels per
acre.

GOOD ATTENDANCE.
By10 o'clock the gTQundH began to fillup

with visitors, and all was life and hurry.
At that hour over three thousand visitors
had passed the gates, and at noon
them was fully6,000 persons on the grounds,
which number was largely added to before the
races were called. The fair promises to be a
success financially as. well as otherwise, and
nnder the caretul and oonsolentiocs control of
Col. Clark W. Thompson, the Minnesota State
Agricultural society willbe able once more to
occupy the proud position whioh is due to the
best agricultural State In the Union. Much of
this credit willbe due to the enterprising peo-
ple of Rochester. Her business men, her pro-
fessional men, her ladies, (God bless them) and
in fact, allclasses, have united to show what
Southern Minnesota is made of, and while she
would have been glad to welcome all from the
northern portion of the State, she is determined
to show that in spite of past difficulties and
untoward weather, she can not only put the so-
ciety on its feet bnt also sustain itafterwards.
