A.Total ofFifey-StJTen Persons Find Wa-

New Yoke, Sept. I.— St. Augustine, Fla.
dispatch says, the painful surmise regarding

the fate of the steamer Vera Cruz has been ful-
lyconfirmed, fora few survivors have happily
escaped death and are now safely on shore.
The illfated steamer foundered at half past %
o'clock Sunday inthe midst of the hurricane,
having labored painfully for some hours in
the heavy sea. Of seventy persons who were
onboard when the steamer left' New York,
thirteen are known to have been saved, 'so
that

There is very little hope that any addition
-willbe made to the list of survivors, for so
lons a time has elapsed since the steamer went
down that itseems impossible for any more to
be found alive. The hurricane that occasioned
the disaster prevented all chance of succor
from other vessels. On Saturday afternoon
the steamer encountered a strong gale which
soon increased in fury. The sea was very
high and the City ofVera Grua labored very
heavily but sturdily for some
time. Ev3ry effort was made to keep
her before the wind bat it was found neces-
sary at 1o'clock Sunday morning to throw
out a drag to keep her head about. This se-
cured the desired effect for the time being, for
the gale had now grown toa hurricane.

IMMENSE WAVES

began breaking over the steamer. Each suc-
ceeding wave tore away pieces of her upper
works, and her deck was finally swept clean,
even her rigging being torn and shattered.
Then the drag ceased to fulfillits functions,
and as : the sea swept over
her and swept her decks they soon reached the
furnaces and extinguished the fire, her hatches
having been torn from their fastenings
by the

-
billows. The fire being out . soon

put a stop to working of the engines and the

HEBCY OF THE WAVES.

Not even a donkey pump could be worked
to relieve the vessel of the water she was
rapidly making in the hold. In this ex-
tremity, Capt. Van Tice ordered his men
to throw overboard the deck load, a task that
was begun about midnight, but the sea
was too heavy to permit the crew carrying ont
the captain's orders, for while thus engaged
several of the men were carried oii their feet
hy the increasing seas, and many of them
washed overboard. Capt. Van Tice and his
officers acted courageouely in the performance
of their several duties, but were one by one

from their stations a? the steamer labored
through tee trough of the sea. As near asI
cac aacetain the captain perished fully an
hour before the vessel fully succumbed, and
as nearly allhands were lost, the few remain-
ing alive on board now saw that there was no
hope, took to their life-preservers, the life,
boats having already disappeared. The sailors
and passengers then seized fragments of spars,
stateroom doors, or any movable articie that
would float. The surviving Bailors state that
the vessel was about thirty miles off tin shore
at the time t*.e hurricane began. Itwas one
ofterrible fury. By the time the ship-wrecked
men and women had equipped themselves with
their improptu buoys the

itbeing then about 5:30 A. m. With one awful
and tremendous lurch the steamer sank
into the ocean. Several were carried
down, mauy of the living. Of the seventy
souls on board before the storm begin only
thirteen have reached land alive. These thir-
teen were all men, thrtc of them passenger?,
eight deck bauds, one engineer and one oiler.
These were all in the water and buffited by the
tempeetoas 3ea for from twenty to twenty-six
hours, and there isno doubt but for this ordeal
many more would have been saved, for there
can be bnt little doubt that several
perished after the foundering of the steamer
through exhaustion. Bodies of victims came
on eh<sre sixty miles south of this place.
Among them were those of Gen. Torbert, and
his body was placed in a cask and buried Wed-
nesday ou the grounds of Mr. J. fl. Botbe-
fuper, near Clayton, a settlement opposite
Mosquito inlet. Tbe bodies of two of the
steerage passengers have also been fonnd. At
least that is their classification by the surviv
ore. Tha bodies of three females were recov-
ered from the waves along shore, and four
other men, probably Bailors. These, like the
others, have been duly buried.

New Yobk, Sept. 4 —A telegram to the board
<>f underwriters from Jacksonville announcing
the loss of the ste imer Cityof Vera Cruz, says
tbe survivors of the crews are there indistress
awaiting assistance from tho owners.

Chestee, Pa., Sept. 4.—A. Owen, of this
city, a passerjger on the Vera Cruz, telegraphs
from St. Augustine that he issafe.

The steamship company

to which the lost Vtra Cruz belonged, tele-
graphed to St. Augustine this af ternon, order-
ing tbeir agent to forward the snrvivors to
New York without delay. The friends of tbe
late Gen. Forbert have been telegraphed to
snake arrangements for bringing bis remains
to Milford,Delaware, for interment. A dis-
patch jui-treceived says he was temporarily
buried at Dayton by his companion, Mr.Owen.
Mr.Owen says in tbe dispatch that he haa made
arrangements tosend the remains. Mrs. For-
bert is frantic with grief.

THE STOBT OF 3EAMAH TALBOTT.
New Yoke, Sept. 4.—Seaman Talbott tells

the followingstory of the wreck of the steamer
Vera Cruz about thirtymiles off the shore.
He says: We began toship heavy seas and the
water poured in the bold as fast :as we could
clear her. She filled again by another sea.
Everything as in a panic. The life boats
were out loose and ready for action and all
hands were supplied with life preserver)*.
At daylight ...Sunday. the boats
were lowered. They no sooner
got their cargoß than they were overturned
and smashed to atoms against the steamer, all
hands being swept away or their lives •dashed
out against the sides of tbe vessel. Boat after
boat was dashed to pieces in some man-
ner untilfew.of the passengers would ventnre
to leave the steamer. Tbe captain and officer*
lost their lives inone of the boa's. Everything
was a perfect :bedlam, people Rcre»miog and
shrieking wildly for help on all sides. The
steamer was broken in two and
after a few surges it foand-
ered and went down," carrying down with
her all who were on board. When Iarose to
the surface, Icould see now and then pieces of
drift stuff. A mother »nd daughter were
clasped ineach other's arms during the sale,
and they came ashore that w»vdrowneL From
that time until 4p. m,Icut.Idsee oo a 'easily
one or two men, as they rose upon the treat of a
wave. Itwan useless to try and hold on to any-
thing, as the sea won d

*
tear it from \u25a0 your

grasp and drive you two or three fathom* bo-
der the surface, and when

'
you regained tbe

surface you would hive to grasp something
else. Iwas compelled to diva or dodge away
from pieces of drift stuff which would hart*
killed me ifIwere bit by them. After 4 I
saw bo one. |The last timeIsaw General Tor-
bert alive he was off wit Mr. Owen who wan
saved wx'h us. Isaw Gen.' Torbert dead
at Pore Orange, where be came
ashore insensible. A boy found him and

dragged him as far as he could and ran for as-
sistance When they got back he was dead.
Bruises on his head indicate he was struck by
driftstuff and stunned. One ot our number
Bwaui from the wreck without the aid of a life
preserver. He was entirely nude and came
ashore first. We are allmore or less bruised
from fctriking and buffeting with the seas and
drift wiod.

The body oE a young man has come ashore at
Matanzas. Ithad only a shirt and drawers on.
A fewmiles farther south the body of an old
gentleman who app ears to be about 58 or 60
years old was wasned ashore together with
those of an elderly lady, and a young girland
child. It will gratify the friends of the
drowned passengers and crew toknow that
letters have been found and willbe retained
Ratil further inqury is made
respecting them. Many trunks have
ov>me ashore and have been rifled, butit is be-
lieved all the personal property taken, or at
least the greater part of it, can be recovered.
Itis deemed unfortunate there is no life sav-
ingstation on the coast to protect wrecked
property and prevent it from being lost or
ttoien. No portion of the wreck has come
ashore except a sofa covered with red plush
and some pieces of furniture.

Abont 1 o'clock
this morning, the Dadly house, tbe largest in
Salemea, was discovered on fire. A mo-
ment after the flames broke through the roof
and the entire building was enveloped. The
building was located in the solid portion of
Main street and the fire spread rapidly up and
down the street on both sides. There are two
fireorganizations in the place, but they were
powerless to cope witb the confla-
gration. A steamer and hose company
from Bradford, and hose company from Olean,
was summonvd by telegraph, and arriving soon
checked the fire. The principal losers are as
follows: Hevenor Bros., $50,000; insurance,
$35,000; Borse & Culver, $20,000; insurance,
$10,000; Dadly house, Dudly of BaSalo, own-
er, $10,000; insurance, $3,U00. Those were the
heaviest sufferers. Twenty-two buildings in
all, were consumed. The total loss is estimated
at $157,000; insurance about $60,000. The fire
is supposed tohave been caused by a lamp ex-
plosion. -

HIQHWAYIfEN'S WOBK.

The
travelers were unable to resist successfully, so
they had to shell out. Tbe robbers took pos-
session of all their money, jewelry and watches,
aggregating invalue about $LZU. Afterthe ex-
ploit they made the victims take a drink of
whisky withthem and rode off, Tbe greatest
excitement prevails in tbe neighborhood where
the daring crime was committed.

110,000 Wanted of the Pioaeer Press by

Charles Fish.
A suit was brought yesterday by Mr.

Charles Fish, through Messrs. Oilman &
Olougb, attorneys, for $10,000 damages
Bgamat the Pioneer Press company for li-
bel. Tbe action is based upon an artiole
that appeared inthe P. P. on the 18th of
August, wnich charged that Mr. Fish, an
employe of tbe firmofBeibold & Holzheim-
er, bad absconded with funds belonging to
the firm. Tbis allegation was further em-
phasized by a paiagrapb inthe same paper
on the 19th, inwhich itwas stated that tbe
offender bad not secured enough money to
render pursuit an object. Mr. Fish is a
travelling man, and is affected by such in-
jurious reports ina degree that other men
could not feel, and has experienced great
inconvenience under his new arrangements
from the false reports given currency by the
Pioneer Press.

The facts are, he alleges, simply that he
received an offer ofa larger salary than he
was receiving from Seibold & Holzheimer;
that he accepted the offer, and has since
been traveling for arival firm. His accounts
proved to be accurate inevery particular, as
certified by Mr. Seibold in the Globe of
August 21. The aspersions cast upon his
reputation by tbe unwarrantable assault of
the Pioneer Press, he claimed, hare wrought
him great injury, and he asks
the courts to award him the sum of
$10,000 damages. His attorneys olaim that
the assault was wholly uncalled-for; tbat it
was false inevery particular; and that the
plaintiff is entitled to recover damages.

Mr. Fish is a young man whe has won
many friends during his business career in
St. Paul. His relatives bear the highest
character for probity, and up to the present
time his reputation has not been assailed.

Until
tbe oars were taken at Yankton for tbis city
he had never been on a train ofcars in his
life. He states that the shooting was in,self
defense, and that he is sure ofgetting free.
