A Merry and Multitudinous Crowd of
Youngster* -They Accept Col King's

Generous Offer by the Thousand and

Have a Jolly D*y— of the Sports—

A Cloud at the Close -A Manly Little
Fellow Ran over by the Cars mid Killed
—Brief Mention of Some Exhibitor*—
The Great Twenty Mil*Race To-Day—

The great fair of the Minnesota Agricul-
tural and Mechanical Society, was opened
upon the grounds of the association yester-
day at Minneapolis. The Globe of yester-
day gave a brief outline of the appearance
of things on Sunday. The grounds, the
buildings, etc. have been described so ton
in the columns of the Globe, that itis not
necessary to repeat the description. It is

sufficient to say that while the buildings are
of a temporary character, they are ample in
size and arrangement to accommodate both
exhibitors and visitors. There seems to have
been more attention paid to the comfort and
accommodation of horses, bolls, cows, etc.,
th«n for auinials of the genus homo. The
stalls for all classes of live stock are abund-
ant in number, and comfortable in every
sense, and itis not exaggeration to say that
thousands of men and women who will at
tend the fair daring this week, willnot be as
well taken care of as the dumb brutes.

Yesterday was set aside by Col. King as
the children's day, and a few weeks ago he
issued an invitation to the children of the
world to visit the fair, the admission being
free. The invitation was accepted by
between 10,000 and 12,000, and yesterday
they had a royal time. Tne gates were
scarcely opened before they began to pour in
from every direction, and they took posses-
sion. There were children to right of us,
children to the left of us, children in the
rear, and always in the front. They swarmed
through the buildings, they took possession
of the race track, and disputed the right of
way even of railroad trains. They were

monarohs of all they saw in sight. There
was no use of undertaking to control them.
The least little thing which would attract
their attention would carry them by the hun-
dred inone direction, only to start offinan-
other ina moment. The programme of the
day had been arranged especially for their
benefit, and Col. King was as big a child as
any one among them. He led in all their
sports and seemed to enjoy the fun as much
as any urchin present. He kept the fun go-
ing until about 4 o'clock in the afternoon,
when he had to succumb, remarking to a
Globe reporter that he had

"
bit off more

than he could chaw," in his endeavor to
manage and control 10,000 youngsters, all
filled with life,fun and frolic Tnere never
was such a gathering of children, from the
babe inarms to lads and lassies of more
mature age, seen in Minnesota, and
probably never will be seen again.
The grand stand proper will
hold some 6,000 grown persons, and when
the afternoon sports were commenced every
inch of space was occupied whileIthe race
track in front and the grounds .adjacent
toit were thronged withahurrying, restless,
eager and joyous crowd all on the qutvire
for fun and frolic.

Outside of the children there was from
3,000 to 5,000 grown persons, compared
largely of the fathers and mothers of the
children, making a total attendance of from
12,000 to 15,000 persons. It was 8 most
auspicious opening of the grand fair and

gives promise ofa grand success, in every
sense of the word, should the weather prove
as pleasant throughout the week as it was
yesterday. .1>...

The show of horses, cattle, and in fact of
all kinds of live stock is verylarge and em-
braces gome of the finest animals in the
country. The herd book especially is well
represented.

The display of machinery is also very large,
all the late improvements in farming imple-
ments being on exhibition.

Noticeable in Agriculturalhall are the dis-
plays made by the different lines of railroads.
The St. Paul &Sioux Oity road has a splendid
.exhibit on of grains, vegetables, etc., from
along their line, 'their principal display is
.arranged in pagoda style, and attracts the at-
tention of every visiotr.

The display of the Minneapolis &St. Louis
load is arranged under the cover of a Pullman
palace oar, in a style that is both tasty and

The St. Paul, Minneapolis &Manitoba road
have an elaborate display of every kind of
prod acts, and this show also is beautifully ar-
ranged.

Tne frontier cities of Bismarck and Mandan,
on the line of the Northern Pacific road,make a
splendid exhibit, which is. arrayed under a
Swiss cottage made outof wheat and oats. The
design is perfect and elicits praise .from all.
This exhibit is under the charge ofJ. F. Wal-
lace and AlexCameron, of Bismarck, and £.
Boley, of Mandan, and allofit is supervised
by Out. Wm. Thompson, of Bismarck.

Tne display of vegetables and fruits outside
of tbe railroad companies is much lighter than
was expected.

The art gallery contains anumber of beauti-
fulpictures, photographs, engravings, etc.

There are bat few registered so far, but to-
morrow they willcome to the front.

As stated above, yesterday was children's day
and the programme was arranged for their
amusement. At 2p. m. the grand stand was
literally packed withyoungsters of both sexes,
and the race track for many rods was lined
withthem. First came an exhibition race be-
tween eight Shetland ponies, in teams of four
each, hitched to Roman chariots, and the des-
perate efforts of each team to win drew forth
shouts of delight from the little folks. Itwas
only an exhibition, but itpleased the children.

The next amusement was climbing a greased
pole to wina ten dollar greenback at its top.
The pole was twenty feet hieh and thoroughly
greased. The efforts of the boys to reach tbe
prize were highly amusing. -

Willie Ros-
ser, a 12 year old son of Gen. T. *W.
Rosser, of Minneapolis, succeeded in reaching
tbe prize and carried itoff.

Next came the pony race of a quarter of a
raile, single dash for $30; $15 to first; $10 to
second and $5 to the third. There were five
contestants, allof them good riders. The racewas abeauty, but Arthur Atkins, ionof Oapt.

Bart Atkins, of St. Paul, oame out ahead by
two lengths, winning toe first prize; time, 33
tec >nds; Fred Eastman of Minneapolis, won the
second prize, and Thus. Cook, of Minneapolis,
the third. Master Arthur and his pory,
Dandy, were the heroes of the day.

Following this came the misses' equestrian
exhibition, open to all girl*under 16 years of
fcge. There waa a large number of entries
for this purse of $7 to first;$5 to second and
$8 for the third, but only three young ladies
came to the front, and Col. King said he
would like to give a firot price to all three.

The judges were Edward Merritt, Fred.
Brackett and E.8. Ingallsand they had a deli-
cate task to perform. The fair contestants
were Hattie Skinrer. Amy T. Pratt, and Rosa
Mcßae. all ofMinneapolis, and the prizes were
awarded in the order they are named.

Next came the greased pigs, two of which
were let loose among the crowd of boys. The
pis; was caught by Jacob Zthner of Minneap-
olis, who walked off as proud
as a king with his prize of $10.

The oack race came next, for which thirty
boys contested, and the fun was prodiuious.
Young Leon, Benjamin Nealy and John John-
son. carried off the prizes in the order named.

The equestrian exhibition, open to all boys
under seventeen yean* of age, closed the af ter-
ioo ifuD. Bully Heffelfinger, of Minneapolis,
took 'he first prize < f*T;Eugene Hinocome. of
the same piace, took the second prize of $5, and
Hal Watson, also of Minneapolis, took the
third price of $3.

Major A. B. Brackett, of this city, is mar-
shal of the race track, and he makes a splendid
looking appearance on ho seback. or wall as
an efficient officer in tbis difficult position.

A SAP ACCIDENT.

After all the funof the day was over, art
justas Col. King was songratulating hirasc
that he had given over 10,000 ohiIdren a day u°
unalloyed pleasure, a sad acident took place
which cast a gloom over all who remained on
the grounds Alittle after five o'clock as one of
the trains from Minneapolis was backing ou :
from the station, a young lad named Charley
Duquette, whose parents reside at No 200 Sec-
ond street, East Division, undertook to jump
on the train after it was in motion. He
missed hi*hold and fellunder the wheels of the
cars, and his left leg was out off near the :hi«h
and his right legcrashed between the foot and
knee. The poor littlesufferer was picked up
and tenderly carried to the residence of Mrs.
Orange King, near the track, where Dr. Frenoh,
who happened to be on the ground, a tended to
his terrible injuries. Arep «ter is almost daily
called upon to witness Bcenes of human woe,
but seldom has it been their lot tb witness a
more pitifulsight than was presented in this
case. The poor little fellow who a few mo-
ments before was a bright, laughing boy, full
of lifeand glee, lay npon a lounge, bleeding
and apparently dying, yet he retained his
Renses and gave the Globe reporter his name
and placa ot residence, and then, without any
signs of tremor or fear, asked in a wistful
voioe: "Do you thinkIwilldie?" There was
no sign of fear, no cry of pain, but like a lit-
tle hero he bore his terrible misfortune. Three
hours later he was dead.

Aside from the above accident there was
nothing to mar the pleasure of the day. Near-
ly all the children had left the grounds before
the accident occurred and most of them will
never knruv the frightfulinjury sustained by
one of their number, until they read itin the
Globe.

AQUEER TABN,

AColored QirlKidnapped and Taken to
Cuba as a Slave— lnhuman Treatment-
Delivered From Bondage by General
Grant.

Ayoong colored girlof more than average
intelligence arrived in Toledo, on the rd,
and relates a startling story which oarries
with itconviction of truth. She says that
her name is Maggie Brooks, her age 16.
Fourteen years ago her parents resided in
Toledo. Itwas at that time that she was
kidnappad by a French lady who was travel-
ing in this part of the country, and taken
to Cuba. Maggie was brought up as a slave,
treated as such, and given to understand
that she was the personal property of Mrs.
Ward, the woman who had stolen her.
The usage she received at this woman's
hands was most barbarous. She was shame-
fully maltreated for no cause whatever, and
on more than one occasion Mrs. Ward fired
a pistol at her. Once she was struok, and
the bullet still remains inher flesh, lodged
against the collar-bone, and can ba felt by
the hand. The unfortunate girl was not
only treated inthe most barbarous manner,
but was fed with the vilest kinds of food.
Meat of dogß.cats, and mice, were givenher
to eat, and she was obliged topartake of the
disgusting stuff or starve. She was given a
fair education, and taught tomake wax flow-
ers and paint piotnres Inthis work she be-
came remarkably proficient. At the time of
the centennial Mrs. Ward took her to Phila-
delphia, and made a great deal of money by
selling flowers and pictures which the girl
made. Maggie was also taken to California
and to the Paris exposition of 1878, where
large profits were also realized from her
handiwork. The most remarkable part of
the girl's story is that referring to her deliv-
eronoe from bondage. At the time of Gen.
Grant's visit to Cuba Maggie managed to

Imake knownto him the fast that she was an
American citizen. The ex-President lost no
time in procuring the girl's release, whioh
ha effected in his usual quiet way without
any noise or fuss and without mentioning it
to any one who would be likely to publish
the occurrence. Gen. Grant had the girl
taken toGalveston, Texas. From that city
she begged and worked her way to this city,
inhopes of obtaining intelligence concern-
ing her parents, from whom she had been
taken fourteen years before.

BNULISH GRAIN.

London, Sept. 6.—The Mark Lane Express
says: The harvest inthe southern and eastern
counties iamostly completed and the grain is
stacked inveryexcellent condition. The gen,
eral testimony so far concurs that the results of
the threshing are disappointing. Ithas been
for some time accepted aa a matter of course
that the abnormal season and general preva-
lence ofmildew must materially reduce the
yieldofmarketable wheat, and this is now
found to be tbe case. The crop ismuch heavi-
er than at one time could reasonably bave been
expected, but nearly all the best barleys
were so much laid by storms
that reports of discolored and imperfectly
ripened samples are only what were to have
been expected. Tbe oat crop is better than
itpromised to be a month ago. Root crops
are fast maturing and another fortnight of fine
weather will make heavy crops a certainty.
The hop crop is very variable. Arapid loss of
color is noticeable in tbe gudens of West
Kent inconsequence ofdense night fogs. Deliv-
eries ofnew English wheat have been steadily
increasing inprovincial markets, but at Mark
Lane the supply has been small. Sales have
been slow at a decline of 1shillingin London
and from1shilling to 2.shillings ina majority
of-the leading country markets. The foreign
wheat trade presents no new feature of inter-
est. The temporary steadiness in consequence
of the falling off of American ship-
ments gave place to a feeling
of listlessness and depression last
Monday, which clang to the trade the remain-
der of the week. New America was free3f
offered at 44 shillings without finding buyerc.

Sales ofEnglish wheat last week were 15,638
quarters at 43 shillings 3pence, against 16,570
quarters at 48 shillings for the corresponding
period of hist year. The imports into the
kingdom for the week ending August 27 were
wheat, 1,677,688 cwt.: flour, 176,201 owt.
American maize closed easier at 23 shillings.
The dullness in the wheat trade checked the
improvement inflour.

LETTER FROM JAPAN.

Early Vegetation— Bice Culture— Blossoms
WMiout Fragrance— The BurialofaPrin-
cess—Japanese Graves— Funeral of a
Wealthy Merchant- Cremation— Family

AfleetIons of the Japanese.
Yokohama, Japan, May, 1, 1880.— A ride

across country to-day (ons soarce ever
drives inJapan) showed us barley in foil
head, peas in blossom and ooolies standing
knee deep in the water and mud of the rice-
grounds, slowly bat diligently taming up
the soil with what seemed a half-rake, half-
hoe implement, and themselves inmnoh the
same costume approved by oar remotest an-
cestors before their attention had been di-
eoted to fig-leaves. Some of the valleys are

lovely now
—

their unsightly seams and ridges
covered by the growing grain, and the woods
ftad bills and mountains seem all to have
Bprnnginto new life, suddenly and joyously
"at the coming ofthe May." There is some-
thing in sky and air,in wood and wave, in
the very "caw, caw" of the crows that settle
Close about you and stare up into your face
as ifthey knew their rights, "and knowing,
dare maintain them," that makes you forget,
for an boor, that all isnot solid and trust
worthy down below, and lose yourself in a
dream of perfect Iseanty and perfect peace.

Allalong the way yon see hedges— and
beds no human hand hath made— of |>y
blossoms and opening bads, patch
es of violets] here and there,
violets that have a look of home and tb»t
woo you from jour jinrickisha to lay yonr
facedown where they laugh, and to leave
among them your kisses, tender and true, for
love of the blossoms and forlove of the land
lying bo far awry. Bat none of these
blooms has fragrance— ifIexcept the azafea,
which grows wildhere everywhere.in every
shade, and wbiJi haa the faintest, most del-
icate perfume imaginable, and all are, as my
lord says: "like beautiful women without
brains, just beautiful, nothing more.9

'
But

to delight one's eye and to gladdens one's
heart with even "just beauty" is a giftofno
inconsiderable value, and to-night's dreams
willbe sweeter lam sore, for to day's near-

ness to the wayside blossoms of Japan.
When the lovely princess Nabnsh <ma was

buried inTokio, a month ago, the great
court, in whioh was placed the pretty Japan-
ese house where tbe body reposed as if in
sleep, was a very blossom of blooms, a par-
adise of beauty. The pall, wrapped inwhite
linen, was borne on the shoulders of eight
men, clothed in whitefrom head to feet, and
placed with its preoioos harden ander a
bower of pines and palms, where, for the
last time, the idolized princess received the
homage of her people and heard (did she
hear?) her praises song by solemn priests
and eohoed by the winds.

At the door ofthe miniature castle were
laid sprigs ofevergreen by the friends and
even by the foreigners present. On the
ground beside itwas a golden cage with
some of its bars broken and just above the
empty cage a bird with outstretched wings,
seemingly just escaped, and soaring upward
lappy to be free. Beautifal emblem of the

beautiful sool.
The grave in which,after many ceremonies,

the house withits solitary inmate was de-
msited, was folly twelve feet square and
twelve feet deep, and there the princess
sleeps while her husband, who was- devoted-
lyattached to her, pursues his lonely way
across seas as envoy extraordinary to the
ooart of Borne.

The ordinary Japanese is buried in a
shallow square grave, the body confined ina
sitting posture, in what seems little more
than a huge" square band-box of rough wood
without liningor cover. Prayers are said
for the repose ofhis soal by one or more
priests, according to the sum paid by his
friends, who generally get drunk at the grave
on saka (rice wine and verypowerful) and go
home, or lie down by the wayside in semi-
forgetfulaesa of all things sorrowful. At
the funeral of a wealty rice merchant the
other day, the ceremonies at the temple
differed little frjm those of the Romish
church, on like occasion, inour own country.

The long narrow coffin, drapped inblack,
was placed before an altar, behind which
oandles and incense were burning, and
there were many beautiful things, shrines,
flowers and pictures, arranged in maoh the
same manner as in Catholic churches. I
noticed there, as inmany other temples, a
picture— the very counterpart of onr own
Madonna and child, the sauue halo about
the head, the same parity and tenderness of
expression.

Sixprelate, inrobes ofcloth of gold, as-
sisted by six choral boys, intoned the servioe
which was really solemn and beautiful,
though we could not understand a word,and
their prayers, toldon rosaries, seem as sin*
cere as any. Had itnot been for the people
constantly passing to and fro,as ifat a fair,
and even the mourners talking, laughing,
crying a little, too,now and then, and drink-
ing tea and saka, itwould have been easy to
believe ourselves ina Romish church, fac-
ing her altar and her priests, and listening to
her burial service solemnly intoned.

Alittlelatter we followed the priests np
a hill to the place of sepulture, and were
assigned aposition at the grave's head infnll
view of whatever was to follow. Presently
came the bare legged, white hatted, aad by
that timehalf drunken coolies bearing the
coffin and foliowad,bap- hazard,by the mourn-
ers and friends, chief of the former being a
daughter, inpure white as is their custom,
who sobbed violently at times, and at times
conversed smilingly withher neighbors who

consoled her with numerous cups of tea,
laughing as merrilyas ifat a harvest feast.
The velvetdoth was removed from the cof-
fin(an economy that amused us no little at
the time) its cover was partially lifted; pack-
ages of rice, fruits, chopsticks, etc., were
tuoked inover the face and about the head;
then the lidwas nailed down and the coffin
plaoed ina very shallow grave, while the
priests ohanted and the mourners sprinkled
handfulla of earth into the "chamber under
ground" where their loved must henceforth
lie. Six lighted lanterns were suspended
about the grave, and huge boxes of provis-
sions and clothing were piled upon the
mound tobe disposed of afterward, Iknow
not how. My lord gave to the principal
priest a littlegift for his temple, and just as
we were leaving inour jinrickishas, one of
the choral boys came to us in great haste
and after bowing to the ground,presented us
witha gold leaf fan used by one of the
priests during the service, and which he
begged us to "accept B3 a token of regard. 5*
Itis apretty and valuable souvenir. During
the burial ceremonies described above,
cremation was inprocess inanother part of
the grounds. We could see the smoke and
"smell the smell," but it was too nearly dark
forus to prolong our stay and ire have not
witnessed cremation yet, though we intend
to before leaving Japan. When, our inter-
preter told us that only three or four sticks
of wood twoor three feet long and about the
size of his arm wereneeded toperfectly cre-
mate one body,Iinquired how it were pos-
sible to do so much withso little, and his
answer was "O Misses, only two or three
pieces wood. Body plenty be-a-u-tifal fat
have got. Put iton sticks, light 'em, hicks
(quick) presently Biz z-z, all gone; Crema-
tion is quite common inJapan, and is re-
sorted to largely to economize burial space.
One is astonished at the number of ceme-
teries here and at the compactness of their
head stones. These head stones are like
ours insize and shape, and over the graves
are often seen wreaths of flowers, crosses,
ferns, or fancy paper, cut in quaint shapes,
and suspended from sticks of bamboo over
and among the mounds. The Japanese are
an affectionate people, respectful to parents
and gentle with children, and they certain-
ly keep a tender memory of their dead.

Animal MortalityInKen ncky.
Louisville, Sept. 6.—A new and fatal dis-

ease has been prevailing among the cows in
tbe vicinityof Portland for the past two weeks.
Of fivecows whioh bave been attacked by the
disease four died in from thirty-six to forty-
eight hours after the disease made ita appear-
ance. The symptoms were peculiar. The
animals held their heads near the ground, ate
and drank very little,became rapidly emaciated
aod stopped givingmilkand showed symptoms
ofhead trouble, and some of them became very
weak in tbe loins. Another owner reports that
his own cow lived ten days after being at-
tacked, and gave milkup to two days before
she died. Other symptoms were identical
with the above-mentioned. There
ia a difference of opinion as
to the cause of the disease. Itis the opinion
ofsome medical men that the cows have been
poisoned While others attribute the malady to
deposits ofcaterpillars which tbe cows have
eaten with tbe grass inthat portion of the city.
