THE NATIONAL IDEA.

The heresy of monarohism- that seems of
late to have obtained complete domination
of the Bepublioan party, isone that willhave
to be met squarely inthe pending campaign.'
The national dogma is one that isnot ten-

able in a republic suoh as this, for itis re-
pugnant to the great central principle that
controls the people of their right to govern
themselves. The Republican papers claim
that to admit that the several ( States have
separate and distinct powers aside from the
federal government, is to admit the right of
the States to secede.'- This claim is so pre-
posterous and far-fetched, that itrequires no
argument. ;, \u25a0 v • •

A review of the history of the United
States willconvinoe any reasoning man that
this was intended to be a confederation of
States, not a nation in any sense of the
word. The federal government was estab-
lished for tbe purpose of protecting the in-
terests of the several States just in the sense
that a direotory is formed by a banking or
railroad association for the purpose of pro-
tecting the interests of the stockholders.
The federal officials cxc oise administrative
powers only under tbe sanction and by tbe
oonsent of the several Statts, as tbe admin-
istrative officers of a corporation exeroise
their powers under the direction and by the
authority of the stockholders. The consti-
tution reserves to the States respectively
all powers they have not voluntarily surren-
dered to the central government, and there
constitute only such powers as are necessary
for the oommon defense.

When President Lincoln called for troops
todefend the integrity of the Union agaiust
rebellion, he apportioned toeach State its
proper quota. Ifthis had been a nation
he would have called for enlistments
from the country at large instead of
from its recognized divisions, while in the
field these soldiers were known as the sol-
diers of the respective States, not as federal
soldiers, and they were as jealous of the rep-
utation of their States as they were of the
reputation of the federal government.

They were nowhere recognized as national
troops, but as troops of the States. None
of them were enlisted as federal but as State
troops, and as each company or regiment or
battery was mustered into the service it was
credited to the States. The war was waged
for tbe maintenance of the union of the
States, not for tbe preservation ef the na-
tion.

The national idea is an after-thought. It
had its birthin the desire of some to form a
monarchy forpurposes of foreign intercourse,
an idea utterly remote from that entertained
by the framers of the constitution. Alex-
ander Hamilton was permeated by the mon-
archical idea, and in the constitutional oon-
vention attempted to have his ideas engraft-

ed on the organic law of the land. But he
was over-ridden by the statesmen and pat*
riots who thought they had the opportunity
ofestablishing a government of tbe people,

forthe people, and by the people. Time
has demonstrated that Hamilton was wrong,
while Jefferson, Washington, Hancock, and'
others of their compatriots wereright. The
republic has stood for ahundred years, and
despite the machinations of the monarchists
willstand many hundreds ofyears to come*
The union must and shall be preserved, bnt
the nation and those who advaoate it must
perish from the face of the earth.

THE AFoHaN tit,*BAT.

For the third time withina year the Brit-
ish troops in Afghanistan have achieved a
"decisive victory" over the natives. This
time the rout of tbe Afghans has apparently

been complete. They have lost largely in
men and in munitions of war, aad have
been scattered to the four winds of heaven,
withlittle present prospect of again being
able to rally in sufficient force to offer buc-

osssful resistance to tbe occupation of their
country by the British.

This last rout of the Afghans ismanifest-
ly their worst. Since the invasion of the
country they never presented as solid a front
as two weeks einoe. Nearly all the bill
tribes were united snd under one leadership.
They had succeeded indefeating a detaoh-
ment of the British army near Candahar
and, flashed with victory, had made a de-
termined stand witb tbe purpose uf driving
the invaders fromtheir soil, they were at-

tacked byGen. Roberta with a vastly inferior
force ina numerical point of view. The su-
perior discipline and arms of the British
goon turned the scale, and tha tabes were

driven indisorderly retreat from the posi-
tion they bad ocoupied, and pursued fer fif-
teen miles, losing nearly all their artillery
and munitions of war, nearly a thousand
men slain and a large number taken prison-
era. The defeat was a most disastrous one,
and in view of its completeness the British
papers are perhaps excusable for claiming

that itprobably ends the war.
But the recuperative power of the Afghan

people is not to be despised. In1842 they

suffered almost as disastrous losses as they
did last week, yet they suooeeded eventual-
ly in driving the British from
their country. The capture of Oabul•little over a year ago was thought to be an
end to tbeir resistance, yet withina few dajs
the British force in the territory was wholly
exterminated. The invasion was renewed
aud again the capital fell into the hands of
ths aggressors, and a peace was patched up
whioh was fora time supposed to be final.
Again the hilltribes descended and an army

of nearly three thousand men was wiped
from existence. Beturning to the attaok the
British have again conquered. Whether the
results of this victory shall be the same as
those that preceded itremains to be seen. It
ianot probable, however, that a liberty- loving
people such as these savages willpermit the
occupation of their oountry by a foreign
power without at least one more effort to
defend their independence. Ifthe struggle
is long continued the stronger power of the
two willno doubt prove victorious, and the
Afghans will be completely subjugated, but
formany years the oountry willbe turbulent,
given to rebellion, and necessitate the main-
tenance ofa large army of occupation. The
prospect isnot flattering to the Britishpeo-
ple, who will be heavily burdened for years
to sustain a policy that is likely to prove of
littlebenefit to the nation either at present
or in the immediate future.

The Massachusetts Democratic ticket is
spoken of by the press of that State as an
unusually strong one. All of the names
upon it are of men who are recognized
whereever they are known as men of char-
acter and ability—and popularity. They
willgive their Republican opponents a se-
vere tussel, and willgreatly reduce the ma-
jorityifthey do not obliterate it altogether.

HON.A. SMITH BAGG.

Hon. A. Smith Bagg, an oldand prominent
resident of Detroit, Miob., died suddenly of
heart disease onSunday. Mr. Bagg was ana-
tive of tbe State of New York,bnt had been a
resident ofDetroit between thirty and forty
years. He was at one time an active politician,
always being an earnest Democrat, and occu-
pied aprominent plaoe intbe councils of the
party. Of late years he bad devoted
himself exclusively to his pri-
vate business. Mr.Bagg was aman universal-
ly esteemed and respected in the circle in
which he lived and moved, and his sudden
death carries Borrow far beyond the immediate
family oircle of which he wan the center.
He was generons to a fault, noble in every in-
b,lact, and a thorough deepiser of all shams.
Honest and upright to the last degree, be leaves
to bis sorrowing family the legaoy of a good
name—aname withoat stain or reproach. His
death is in reality a public loss, and one who
knew him long and well wonld fainshare witb
the immediate family the sorrow which no
earthly comfort can assange.

THE LARKIN MURDER.
Examination or Barton Yesterday— He is

Held fo Trial.
Promptly at 2 o'clock yesterday after-

noon wnen the doors of the mnnioipal court
were thrown open, a great crowd surged in-
to the room anxious to hear the develop-
ments in the case of the State against Will-
iam Barton, charged with the killing of
George Lark'ri, on Sunday, the 29th of
last August.

True to their buzzard instincts the gang
of morbid spectators were on hand a half
hour before tne opening of tbe oase and as
much curiosity was manifested in the pro-
ceedings as iftbe lifeof each spectator de-
pended on tbe issue of the oase. Tbe pris-
oner came inat 2o'elook inobarge ofOffljer

MoMhLou and pending tbe arrival of Mr.O.
D. O'Brien, his attorney, the court room was
notable fora hushed and ominous silence.

Barton was neatly attired and looked more
possessed than on other days of his appear-
ance, bnt tb-re was, withal,a strange con-
trast inthe clouded look that filledhis eye,
and the warm, bright sunlight that made tbe
scene look so gladsome inspite of the seri-
ous nature of tbe proceedings.

John Oarr was first sworn and testified as
follows: Knew George Larkin; was with
him a week ago Sunday; met him ina saloon
on Seventh street about a half hour before
the affray; walked down Sixth street witb
Larkin about half past 10 o'clock; wbb ao-
oompanied by George Larkin and Daly.
Witness described Sixth street, and the posi-
tionof the lumber pile near Cedar street
where Barton and the girls were sitting.

Witness stated that as they passed Barton
and his party, who were sitting on the lum-
ber pile, one of his party remarked toBar-
ton, "you've got your baby;" one of the
party made a rejoinder; couldn't say what
itwas; words passed between the parties for
several minutes. Witness here showed the
villainous part played inthe tragedy by him-
self. He, witness, had came back to where
Barton and his party were, and had ex-
olaimed, "they are cowards, let's go."
Witness started to go, when Larkin re-
marked, "don't go back on us," when he
returned: witness and Larkin were standing
at tbe corner of Sixth, and Cedar streets;
Barton and Devlincame up to them; witness
advanced at Barton; tbe latter made a
thrust at him, witness, which was parried;
witness stepped back; he had no weapon;
had

'
advanced to strike him; ad-

vanced to see what be wanted; after witntss
Btepped back. Larkin made a stroke at the
prisoner; couldn't bey whether he struck
him ornot; the prisoner struck at Larkinin
the ribs, after which he, Barton, run off;
the lunge was made just as Larkin struck at
him, Larkin made a jump and flew at him,
when Barton made the plunge and run;
Larkin picked up a broom handle and threw
it at him, saying, "Jack, I'mout,"he stag-
gered and fell. Witness told Daly to fetch
a doctor and rapped on the lamp post.

By Mr. O'Brien: Itwas 10:30 o'clock
when the affray occurred. First met Lar-
kin about 7:30 in the evening; met them
again inthe saloon; in the meantime wit-
ness visited several saloons; met Larkin and
Daly and a man named Brenville in Zabn's
saloon on Seventh st-eet; staid in the -aloon
fiveminutes; had two beers; thought the boy
had been drinking. The visit to the park
and the evening walk was then described.

Witness here stated that they were "look-
ing tocatch something;" i. c., looking for
women.

At this point the proceedings were inter-
rupted bya wrangle between the officers of
the court and Beveral obstreperous specta-
tors.

Witness then rehearsed the :circumstances
leading to the affray as:before given.

The report of Capt. Alex. Mackenzie, (engi-
neer incharge of the river iinpreyen.eats from
St. Panl to month of Illinois river,) for the
year ending June 30, 1880, has not yet been
published, but. from a brief summary pub-
lished inthe St. Louis Republican of Aug. 10,
1880, we find that during the year past work
has been prosouted at Hastings, Dibble's Point,
Smith's Bar, Orat's Island, Beef Slough,
Mount Yernon, Bollingstone and Betsey
81ougbs, Winona, La Orosse, Oassville, and
other points, at an expenditure of $118,449.72
including $20,000 allotted for trialof the Adams
flame

—
and that the amount available for

further operations on July Ist, ItI), was
$173,600.05.

During the present year the workof improve-
ment willbe carried onat Newport, Wabashaw,
bead ofLake Pepin, Island No. 20, Mount
Yernou and ten (10) other points below. Oapt.
Mackenzie well says: "The radical improve-
ment of the Mississippi having been begun, it
is of great importance that itshould be active-
lycontinued. Large appropriations can be
profitably expended and should be made inor-
der that the benefits to be obtained may be se-
cured as speedily as possible, and that the ul-
timate cost may be diminished," and he asks
(as Col. P. U Farquahar did for 1880-81) an
appropriation of $500,000 for the year 18SVS2.
Capt. Mackenzie states that the "constructions
of1878 have in every case proved successful in
givinga good channel where they bad been ad-
vanced toanything likea complete state."

Contracts for tbe workproposed during the
present year are nowbeing made and the work
willbe pressed forward so far &» available
funds willallow.

Inanswer to an inquiry from our oommittee
as to when a good navigable condition of tbe
river could be ezpeeted, Oapt. Mackenzie re-
plies: "The time when a good navigable con-
ditionof theriver my be expected depends on
the amount ofthe annual appropriations. Alt
parts of the riverare now liable to become bad,
ana a permanently good low water channel
cannot be assured until the whole river is out
nnder control."

Your oommittee would therefore respect-
fully aug est and recommend that
regniar and systematic efforts be made, by pe-
tition, through our Congressional delegation,
aud inevery other legitimate way, to secure in-
creased appropriations for the improvement of
navigation in the Mississippi river, especially
between St. Paul and the mouthof the Illinois
.river.

Regarding the matter of sawdust and mill
refuse: The billprepared by this chamber and
presented by Hon. M. Dunnell to the House of
Representatives was, as you know, referred to
the oommittee oncommerce, and never report-
ed back from that committee. Inthe Senate a
similar bill, presented by Senator McMillan,
was referred to the Senate committee on com-
merce, and by that oommittee reported npon fa-
vorably, witb,However, an amendment making
its operation general instead of confiningit to
tbe Mississippi river. Your committee re-
spectfully recommends that the chamber take,

suoh aotion as may, in their judgment, secure
prompt and satisfactory Congressional action
inthis veryimportant matter.

The Fate of the Nation inthe Hands of New
York, New Jersey ana Connecticut.

Ina recent visit to the Democratic com-
mittee rooms inNew York Gen. William JB.

Jersey and Connecticut will determine the
result ot tbe election. Itwould be difficult
to name three States whose people are more
industrious, intelligent, thoughtful and patri-
otic than theirs.

"These States send 14 members to the
House of Representatives, and they oast HO
electoral votes. With acceptable candidates
on both sides, and on a fair trial of strength
between the two parties, all three States
went for Mr. Tilden in the spirited canvass
of 1876 by an aggregate majority of 48,000.
Itwillbe seen that this is an average major-
ityof more than 1,000 foreaoh Congression-
al distriot, and only a littleless than that cf
eaoh Presidential elector.

Garfleld, is there any good reason for sup-
posing that the result in these three States
this fallwillnot be a repetition of that of
four years ago?
