The “Bearded Womean,”” who was years
ago Barnum’s greatest attraction, was buried
in the little village of Liverpool, on theshore
on Onondaga lake, yesterdey. She first ap-
peared in Barnnwm’s museam in New York.
Likeall curiosities, the time came when she
was no longer an attraction, and she retired
from pablio Qaze, and not
long afterwards became a res-
ident of Liverpool. The maiden name
of this remarkable woman was Rebecca
Wertgaat. She was born at Pembroke,
Genesee connty, New York, in May, 1824.
When she was quite young she removed
with her parenis to Ogdensburg, where she
remained till 1841. Ia the meantime she
had married a8 man named J. R. Lyon, and
in this year she removed with bim to New
York, where they remained till 1860.
