INDIANA WELL CARED FOR.
Mr. Englishsaid some time ago that Indi-
ana is able to take care of herself, and
would not ask for assistauce ouiside of the
State. This was at first deemed to be an
idle boast, but subsequent events indicate
that Mr. English knew what he was talking
about. Indiana is as safe to the Democratio
party as any State in the Union, for the
most thorough work has been -done there
during the present canvass that has ever
been attempted heretofore. The State has
been thoroughly canvassed and the political
preferences of every voter are known to
the ocentral committees. From these lists a
substantial Democratic majority has been
figured up, which can only be over-
come by the colonization of negro voters in
the southern part of the State.

In addition challengers have been
appointed for every poll and will be pro-
vided on election day with lists of all im-
ported voters. ‘Lhey will be instructed to
objeet to the votes of all such, and if they
swear in their votes to have them placed un-
der arrest immediately and prosecuted to the
full extent of the law. The Democrats are
fully determinad thatno illegal votes shall
be cast, and are fully prepared to carry out
their determination, no matter what the cost.
It has been learned that the Republicans
ocontemplate resorting to a species of bull-
dozing designed to prevent Democrats from
casting their votes. Supervisors of election
have been appoiuted in all the principal
cities of the State who announce their inten-
tion of doing all in their power to decrease
the Democratic majority by arresting as
many of those who attempt to vote as it may
be necessary to intimidate the weaker por~
tion of the citizens of like political pro-
clivities. But this scheme will not be per.
mitted to work,as the Democratic committee
has adopted measures to frustrate their
designs at every point.

Hendricks, Senator MoDenald,
and several other of the most popular speak-
ers, have now gone to Ohio to lend a help-
ing hand to their brethren there. They will
return, however, in the course of ten days,
and devote their best efforts to the sucoess
of the good cause at home. Everything
looks favorable for a grand Democratic suc-
cess in Indiana. Maine has done well, but
Indiana will do far better, and practically
settle the Presidential guestion on the 13th
of next month.

THE NEGLECTED DEATH.

>

COORONER'S INQUEST OVER THE RE-
MAINS OF MRS. CHALMERS.

The Coroner Investigates the Death of the
Woman Found Locked in a House in the
Sixth Ward--The Death Resulted from
Neglect--Disappearance of the Husband--
Good Reason to Suppose that He has Com-
mitted Suioclde.

The coroner’s jury to investigate the death
of Mrs. Hugh Chalmers, and te inquire into
the charges of cruelty and neglect against the
husband of deccased, met at McOarthy & Don-
nelly’s undertaking establishment at 4 o’clock
yesterday afternoon. The circumstances at-
tending the death of this wretched woman
will be readily recalled by readers of the GLOBE.
It will be remembered that she was found dy-
ing by the police at her house in West St.
Paul, withont medical aid or assistance of any
kind save(that of a ram soaked and besotted
husband. This much is certain, that the
woman’s death resulted from neglect, the
lp;rl;tnl:'ary canse being & misparriage at child-

The miserable husband was released from
jail yesterday forenoon, as he could not be held
over twenty-four hours unless by a definite
charge. When released he presented a most
pitiful spectacle. He was almost palsied from
the effects of fear and liquor,
and shook like a leaf;
he promised to be at the inquest but failed to
make his appearance.

THE INQUEST.

At 4 o'clock a jury was empannelled of the
following citizens: W. D, Rogers, John X.
Davidson, F. M. Finch, George Soyder, Frank
Fairchild and Wm, Gross.

CAROLINE ZEMPEE,

Mrs. Caroline Zempke, a neighbor of the de-
ceased, was first sworn, and testified as follows:
Knew Mrs. Hugh Ohalmers; deceased lived
across the street from witness; had known her
for three years; deceased was confined "about
two months ago; had been at her house two
weeks ago; deceased was lying in bed; witness
had sent her milk each day for the past two

months; Mr. Chalmers received the milk
from & little girl each morn-
ing and grve her a milk ticket;

three weeks ago Thursday Mrs. Chalmers had
been seen at the church; she complained of be-
ing lame; deceased said she would never get
over her illness and expressed fears of dying;
she told witness that she didn’t want a dooter;
witness sent her soup twice; she refused to eat
it and asked for whisky; had seen her about
two weeks ago; Mr, Chalmers did the cooking;
the little girl had seen him prepare the morn-
ing meals; bad never seen Mr. or Mrs. OChal-
mers intoxicated; the house was always neat
and clean; deceased had a bottle of whisky
and took it as medicine; Mr. Chalmers owned
the property; Mrs. Chalmers gave birth to a
still-born child two months ago.

ELIZA HALLOWELL.

Mrs. Eliza Hallowell, the next witness, testi-
fied as follows: Had known Mr. and Mrs.
Chalmers for two years; daceased was con-
fined nine weeks ago; witness saw her every
day for ten days; in about ten days she got up;
witnees and her husband saw the house clos:
recently and tried to get
in, baut the doors were locked;
first missed her two weeks ago; had seen Chal-
mers occasionaily on his way to town; up to a
short time sinoe the house was kept neat and
clean; witness heard they both drank; had seen
Chalmers under. the influence of liquor; they
did not agree well with the mneighbors; found
the house locked about two weeks ago; Mr.
Ohalmers met the sister of witness last Satur-
day and he said that he carried the key in his
pocket; thonght Mrs. Chalmers was in the house
but supposed she was all right, as Chalmers had
been seen almost every day; coulda’t say how
she got her food during her sickness; when wit-
ness called at the house she looked through the
window; asked for Mrs, Chalmers but received
no answer. ;

MBS, HENERETTA BCHENKE
was the next witness. She had known the de-
ceased; she gave birth to a baby on the 11th
of July; she was fourteen days in bed; after
getting up she was hardly able to walk; de-
ceased employed a little girl to lead her;.she
bad a relapse two weeks after the first sick-
ness; witness had' not visited the house, but
had heard that the door was locked; several
of the neighbors had called and were refused
admittance, Mr. Ohalmers being inside; on
Wednesday he was lying drunk on the road;
her husband nearly drove over him with his
team; had seen Chalmers drunk quite fre-

quently; had seen Mrs. Chalmers
drink whisky and beer; she  had
a little girl to fetch the liqaor;

the little girl left three weeks ago; Mr. Chal-
mers had provided for the family; they had
indulged in quarrels, commenced by Mrs.
Ohalmers.

HENRIETTA BTENCIL.

Mrs, Henrietta Stencil, midwife, was next
sworn and testified as follows: Had attended
Mrs. Chalmers in July; the child was born dead,
there was diffionlty in delivery; foot
presentation caused the difficalty;
had not seen the deceased since her confine-
ment; the house was in good condition: Mr.
Chalmers was not under the infinence of
liquor. Witness thought she was in good con-
dition; she had said that she had had mine
children; she was about thirty years of age;
liquor was used by the patient the day of the
delivery, which took place on Sunday morning.

RICHARD BRADLEY.

Mr. Bradley was the next witness., Had
known Ohalmers for five years; he worked for
witness as a job printer; during the last seven
months he had been abseat five weeks; he
worked up to two weeks ago to-day; he came
back last Wednesday; witness did not employ
himw again; he has been dissipated for two
years: he explained his absence by saying that
his wife was sick; up to two weeks ago he had
been regular; witness did not employ him again
on account of his irregularities; he made $15
per week,

MATILDA REIMERS, ;

Mrs. Matilda Reimers was the next witness.
Witness had known the Chalmers for two years;

had been present in July wghen Mrs. Ohalmers
was confined ; witness had called to see
her; deceased did not want  any
one about her but Ohalmers;

the child was still-born. Witness had called
the day after the confinement. Had not seen
hersince. Mr. Chalmers called at the store
kept by witness; each ::‘tht he got fifteen cents
worth of beer. He got fifteen cents worth of
whisky almost every morning. Last Sunday he
took a bottle of sarsaparilla to his wife. One
week after the confinement deceased had bad a
pint of beer. Chalmers came into the saloon
Wednesday morning; be took a ‘‘sheo fly”
whisky, a five cent drink. Witness thought
that the deceased had the reputation of a
drinking woman. At the time of her confine-
ment Mr. Chalmers seemed very kind to her.
Deceased had remarked that she had a good
husband.

MAGDALENA GEISMAN,

Mrs. Magdalena Geisman, the next witness,
testified as follows: Kunew the decessed; used
to see her every day; half the time she
was drunk;  wi%ness called &t her
confinement, and the house was like a pigpen,
Saw her the day the baby was born. Witness
visited the house again but remained away af-
terwards on account of the smell. Deceased
called on witness four weeks ago; she was so
weak that she could hardly staud. Before her
confinement deceased visited pss; she was
frequently under the influence of’ lignor; she
refused to eat and did not prepare regular
meals for her husband. <

DETECTIVE BRESETTE
was sworn and testified to the same ss above.-

Health Inspector Meyerding testified to the
condition of the deceased, the lack of clothing
when they came to. remoye her and general
shiftlessness of things. When removing _her,
deceased stated that she wounld not go to
the hospital, but that she wanted to join her
husband.’ She was in a dying condition when
removed.

The jury decided to hear the testimony of
Mrs. Devlin and the husband of the deceased,
and proceedings were adjourned wuntil 10
o'clock this morning.

Chalmers’ Suicide.

Between four and five o’clock yesterday
afternoon a young man in the employ of Oos-
tian & Oleary, while loading his wogd wagon
on the upper levee, saw a man deliberatety re-
move his coat, boots, &c., and plunge into the
river. Suppesing the man only intended to
take a swim he thought no more of the mat-
ter, but drove off with his load. Shortly
afterwards some boys discovered the clothes
upon the bank and -reported the fact to Chief
Weber, who at once sent Officer McMahon to
investigate the matter. The officer found the
coat, hat, boots and suspenders on the bank of
the riverat the foet of Ohestnut street, and
snbsequent inquiries disclosed the fact that
they belonged to Hugh Chalmers, the husband
of the poor unfortunate woman over whose
remains the coroner was at the same time
holding an inquest. Chalmers had been held
in custody at the City Hall until yesterday
forenoon, when he was released, there being
ro charge made against him. He had been
summoned to appear before the coroner’s in-
quest at 4 p. M., and, failing to appear, the
inquest was postponed until 10 A. M. this
morning.

From the time of his release in the morning
until his clothing was found on the bank of the
river very little could be learned of his move-
ments. During the afternoon he called at
Senk’s saloon.at the foot of Ohestnut street
and drank two glasses of beer. He was seen in
that neighborhood by several who knew him by
sight, and as above gstated was last seen by
young Oloonan just a8 he jumped into the riv-
er. Officer McMahon took the clothes to the
City Hall, where they wererecognized by Capt.
Olark and Officer Keneally as belonging to
Ohalmers. Nothing was found about the cloth-
ing to show that the poor inebriate contempla-
ted committing suieide, but noother inference
could be drawn from the surrounding circam-
stances but that he had deliberately plunged in
the river to end a life which had become a bur-
den. Up to a late hour last evening no trace of
the body had been found, and no especial ef-
fortas were being made for its recov ery.

DISGRUNTLED CONKLING

Forced to the Front by the Exigencles of
- His Party—He Makes the Greatest Effort
__of His Life—A Liberal Waving of the
Bloody Shirt, a Faint Endorsement of
Garfleld and Hearty Praise of Arthur,
Nzw YoRE, Sept. 17.—~The Academy of Kusic
was crowded to overflowing to-night on the oc-
casjon of the Republican mass meeting, and
the police were obliged to close the door to
keep the throng from overorowding the corri-
dors. Thousands went away, being unable to
gain'admittance to the building. On thestage,
among the prominent men, there were: Hon.
Edw. Pierrepont, Judge Cowan, Gen. Anpson
MoOook, Postinaster James, Oollector Meritt,
'Gen, Grabam, Gen. Oarr, Hon. Thurlow Weed,
and others. Abount 9 o’clock Gov. Cornell
entered the Academy and was escorted to a
private box amid cheers. Gen. Arthor and
Hon. Jas. H. Varnum accompanied. the gov-

ernor. Bhortly before Senator Conkling ar-
rived- accompanied by Hon. Hamil-
ton Fish, Hon. Lloyd Aspin-
wall, Hon. Jno. Jay,  ex-Governor

Dennison, of Ohio, and Hon. L. P. Morton,and
as the party adw d a simult cheer
arose from every part of the honse and hsand-
kerchiefs and hats were waved in the air. The
excitement subsiding Mr. Aspinwall advanced
to the footlights and said he had been request-
ed to open the meeting by reading a letter from
Gen. Grant.  (Prolonged applanse.) Hon.
Hamilton Fish was elected chairman and in a
Lrief speech introduced Senator Conkling, who
‘was greeted with cheer upon cheer as he came
forward.

After an eloquent allusion to the grandeur
and blessings of the republic, Mr. Conkling
said: The Demooratic party is the Democratic
candidate and I am against the ticket and all
its words. The genersl issue oonfronting usis
in itself and ‘inits bearings sectional. Would
that it were not so, but it is so. In twelve
States of the union the approaching elections
is to be no morefthan a farce unless,as has some-
times happenéd, if it be turned into a tragedy.
In several Southern States there is a large Re-
publican majority, but all the Sonthern States
alike, withoutl exception, or without doubt, aré
relied upon to continue on the Democratic side
and score one hundred and . thirty-eight electo-
ral votes. Thereis to be no free aebate, no
equal rights, no true expression in these States,
and yet, he who disousses these questions must
be told*in the coarse parlance of the day that
he waves “‘the bloody shirt.”

The great  companion and
competitor to this transcontinental
movement is the lakes and Erie canal. The
commercial forces of seven great cities have
grasped this vast carrying trade and hold, pro-
pel and direct it. Boston, New York, Phila-
delphia and Baltimore at the east, and St*
Louis, Chicago and Cincinnati at the west
command the machinery, and outlets and in-
lets through!which the surplus products of the
United States reach the markets of the world,
and through which the merchandise of Europe
is brought here and distributed. Oould science
deepen the mouth of the Mississippi, till the
Great Eastern could load at the wharves of the
Crescent city, the achievement would no more
arrest or divert the movement of commerce
and the population east and west than it conld
control the tides of the sea, or change the
course of the stars.

Statistics were here given locating the bulk
and substance of the national wealth in the
North, and the speaker said: “I affirm that
the broad issue at this election is whether our
colossal fabric, commercial, industrial and
financial interests, shall be under the manage-
ment and protection of those who chiefly erect-
ed and own it, or shall it be handed over to
the sway of those whose share in it is
small and whose experfence, antecedents, the-
ories or oes do not fit them or entitl
them to assume its control. 3

Benator Conkling spokeof wiping ount the
Republican vote in the SBouth by fraud, cruel-
ity, deviltry, force and tissue ballots, and re-
peated what he said in the Benate that the
Democratic party weuld have to-day no major-
ity in either house of Oongress except for eleg-
t.ion:i dominated and decided by violence an
fraud.

In regard to repudiation of Southern debts,
the Senator said.if their own Btate faith and
credit is not inviolate with Southern leaders,
what in their hands would be the fate of liti-
gations which were the means, the causs, the
memorials of thei: defeat. But we are told
Gen. Hancock wonld watch them. An angel
might watoh a tiger, a cbild might attempt to
divide a beefsteak with & bloodhound, a lamb
might lie dowr with a lion, but the lamb wounld
lie inside. The peril of Democratic ascend-
ency in all branches of the government is
deeper rooted han any. measure
within the scope of existing public ques-
tions. BStatesmen abroad talk of the balance
of power and of the changing map of Europe.
These sayings mean not much more than might
easily oocur here without violating the consti-
tution and transcending the usages of the re-
publio. At least seven new States could be
brought in, and in the case of some of them
very plausible excuses could be made. The
project would become a high party measare.
Its success would assure complete Democratic
ascendency in the nation for a generation at
least. It would put the government not mere-
ly.in the hands of the Democratic party but of
ySouthern Democratic party.

The present revenue laws are deemed very
bad by the dominant element of the Democ-
racy.

In his repoit to the marshal he says
Penton sassembled from twenty-five to fifty
armed men and set him and the | aw at defi-
anoe. When cautioned to desist, Penton re-
plied, ‘* When Hancock is elected this damned
foolishness will stop.”

The amendments to the constitution were,
the speaker enid, constantly and flagrantly
defined in more than half the Democratic
Btates, and should these laws be swept away,
and should the spirit which assails them in the
South and which called them into being con-
tinue to rage, mildew will follow in the wake.

The national banking system has been
struck wherever a blow could be putin. This
fabric of banking is now inwrought not only
with the business of the country but with the
maintenance of specie payments. It stands a
lion in the path of fiat money inflation and a
long train of financial heresies which possess
the Democaatic mind, especially in the South.

In regard to the assertion that Southern war
claims are buried by the Fourteenth amend-
ment to the constitution, Senator Conkling
said: There can be nodoubt that the way is
wide open to all SBouthern claims which a ma-
jority can be found to vote for and a President
to sign.

The Democratic party has had possession of
the House of Congress four years and both
Houses two years. What useful thing has
been done or proposed? They have stricken
off some millions of tax on whisky and to-
bacco. They have attempted, by revolutionary
means, toput the executive under duress and
to cripple the government in order to over-
throw just and time-honored laws. What else?
Ido not know. It is said the Democracy
have reduced the appropriations. I-do not
so understood it. The claim of economy is no
better than jugele. The pretended saving
which had been purposely left out of regular
appropriation bills came in as deficiency bills
after election.

In face of the faots, bold andfjarrant, the
country is gravely told of the wondrous Dem-
ocratic economies and it now begins to state
that resumption of specie payments was
brought about bysthe frugality of the Demo-
cratic Congress. If arace was to be sailed
over the sea of fiction the inventor of this
statement would surely take the cup. The
resumption of specie payments was a trans-
ocendent achievement. The credit of it belongs
to some party and to that party fature
generations  will look with
grateful admiration. Whoever would- know
truth about it can easily do so. Senator Conk-
ling here gave the histery of our finances from
the close of the war to the passage of the re-
sumption act, which act he said encountered
solid Democratic opposition in both houses,
but passed by Republican votes. Repeal bills
were brought forward, and the Democrats voted
for them separately and asriders to appropria-
tion bills. Meanwhile, the world seeing that
we meant to be honest after all, notwithstand-
ing repudiation at the South and the threats
in the North, and vicious declarations in the
national convention, it became easy to negoti-
ate 43¢ and 4 per cent. bonds at par and above
par. This was done, and the debt has melted
away at the rate of $2,000 000 a month. The
interest charge has been reduced ,one-half,
and when bonds of high interest rates still out-
standing fall due in 1881, and afterwards, they
also will be replaced by 3 or 4 per ceat. bonds.

This all looks pretty well, very well beside
the exploits of the last Democratio adminis-
tration, Mr. Buchanan’s, which increased the
debt tenfold in a time in peace, paid 12 per
cent. interest in treasury notes, and sold 6
cent. twenty years bonds for 89 cents on
the dollar, It is well to add that during the
last five years of their Congressional control
the Republicans dismissed $120,000,000 of
anunal taxes, $31,000,000 of tariff duties,
and $89,000,000 of internal revenue.

Senator Conkling concluded as follows: The
candidates we support besides being Republi-
cans are largely fitted for the stations which
await them. Some services with him in Con-
gress has made me well aoquainted with Gen.
Garfield. Thas he has intelligence, experience
and habits of mind which fit a man for the
Presidential office, 1 think I know.
early advantages he years ago achieved promi-
nence among léeading men in public life, and
that prominence he has maintained ever since
in all collisions between individuals and

parties. That he is competent to
the duties "before him there seems
to me no occasion to doubt. Of Gen. Arthur

it seems needless here to speak. Most of you
know him and all who know him know a high
sonled, honorable man,honorable in every po-
sition in which he ever stood, a man to be
trusted in every relation of life. If the char-
acter, popularity and personslity of a candi-
date can add strength to the Republican caunse,
Gen. Arthur will add that strength wherever
he is known and most where he is best known.
