Hair, general passenger agent
of the Bt. Paul & Daluth railroad, left yester-
day noon, to attend the national convention of
general passenger agents, at New York next
Tuesday, intending to go to New York by way
of Washington.

Mr. Wm. H. Dixon, general passenger agent
of the 8t. Paul & Omaha line, accommanied by
his wife, left here, last evening, to join the
party of northwestern agents who are to leave
Chicago this afternoon for the national con-
vention at New York next Tuesday.

Mr. John P. Hsley, president of the St. Paul

& Daluth railroad company, lett last evening
for Philadelphia.

Mr. Harry O. Ives, secretary to General
Manager Hill, is spending the week in a trip
over the St. Paul & Manitoba lines, on busi-
ness of the general maunager.

The land sales ot the Northern Pacitic last
month amounted to 33,000 acres.

Mr. R. W. Prittie, the Canadian emmigra-
tion agent, arrived here yesterday morning,
over the eastern division of the St. Paul&
Omaha line, with 225 immigrants, with whom
he went on to Manitoba last night, over the
Bt. Paul & Manitoba road,

A car-load of French immigrants from the
East and Oanada arrived here Thursday even-
ing, and went north that night by the 8t, Paul
& Manitoba road.

Two car-loads of Canadians, bound for Mani-
toba, arrived by the Milwaukee & St. Paul
train of yesterday morning, and were forward-
ed to their destination last night.

The Minneapolis & 8t. Louis railroad com-
pany his pot on to its White Bear branch a
spur track at Lake Owaseo, and a side track
just south of Lake Josephme, for encourage-
ment of Minneapolis grain traffio with the
townships of Rose, Mouad’'s View, and New
Canada, this county.

Twenty carloads of Montana cattle, for Chi-
cago, were delivered at the Rice street stoek
yard last night by the Northern Pacific rail-
road.

Bixty German emigrants, geing to settle in
Bterns aund Douglas counties, arrived here yes-
terdsy from New York.

Mr, Cornell, head of the Cornell iron works
of New York, has selected seventeen sections of
St. Paul and Manitobs lands in Polk county
for himself and friends, all men of large
means, with the intention of bringing the land
under oultivation as early as possible.

Mr. H. McDougall, telegraph superintend-
ent at Winnipeg, and Mr. C. MacKenzie, of
Ontario, brother of the late Premier of the
Dominion, arrived at the Merchants yesterday
from Winnipeg. Mr. McDougall is also agent
for the St. Paul and Manitoba company at
Winnipeg.

The brakemen and firemen on the Canadian
Pacific road in Manitoba are reported to have
struck for an advance of wages, whereupon
policemen were detailed to prevent them inter-
fering with the company’s property and oper-
ations.

The old 8t. Paul & Pacific freight house,
which has until lately been occupied by the
Northern Pacific company, and which stood on
the Union depot track grounds, has been taken
down and the material carried out to the Bt.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba shops, while the
addition of sixty feet belonging to the North-
ern Pacific company, has been removsd to the
Northern Pacific yard, where it is to be rebuilt
for a car repairing shop.

General manager Bargent Being informed
yesterday morning that certain parties dealing
in grain in Moorhead were being denied equal
facilities for shipping at once telegraphed
orders reversing the denial, which denial was

on a mistaken uuppoutlon that the
parties were not in position fo load and de-
liver cars promptly.

The Yellowstone Grazing Region.

Advices have been received at Northern
Pacific headquarters that within six days’
drive of the present end of the track west of
there are ocattle enough to load 250 cars, com-
ing forward to be taken to Chicago, and the
officers of the company have other assuranoces
that as the road advances westward its eattle
carrying business will be rapidly increased.
Eighty oar loads of the coming cattle are from
Montana. The other 180 car loads, or about
2,160 head, belong to J. L. Driskill, of Austin,
Texas, who drove about 6,000 head from Texas
to the upper valley of the Little Missouri, and
intends to winter about 4,000 head in that val-
ley. Mr. Driskill has been in the cattle busi-
ness for nearly a score of years, and he says he
has never seen a grazing region superior to the
Little Missouri valley, and that thers is no
other such grazing belt on the centinent as is
comprised in the valleys of the Yellowstone and
its tributaries. He is one of the first to locate
there in the business, but anticipates that
within a few years the whole field will be occu-
pied by cattle men.

Right of Way Trespass Case,

On behalf of the Northern Pacific railroad
company & bill of complaint was yesterday
filed in the United 8States district court
for Minnesota, against the St. Paul, Minneapo-
lis'& Manitoba railway company, the Barnes-
ville & Moorhead railroad company, and James
J. Hill and Alpheus B. Stickney, as officers
and agents of the defendant companies. The
complaint sets up the ownership and litle
of plaintiff in its right of way, four hundred
feet wide, and alleges that defendants
are ahout to forcibly enter upon the right of
way, on section 9, town 139, range 48, in
COlay county, between Moorhead and Glyndon,
for the purpose of building and operating
aoross the Northern Pacific right of way ‘their
Barnesyille & Moorhead railroad, and that in
so doing they will interrupt pllmnﬂ'u busi-
n ess, disturb its rails, ties and other property,
and permanently increase the expense of op
erating and maintaining ita road. Wherefore
it is asked that the counrt issue its writ of in-
junction temporarily restramning defendants
from entering upon said right of way, and that,
peading jthe hearing of the application, the

* court issue its order that defendants shall re-
frain from proceeding with their purpose.

Notice of the application was served upon
defendants yesterday, acoompanied by the
order of Judge Nelson, issued from chambers,
and addressed to James J. Hill, ordering that
defendants, their agents and servmts shall re-,
frain until further orders of the court from
entering upon the Northern Pacifio-right of
way with their construction parties. The
hearing of the application is set for Saturday
of next week. The bill of complaint is signed
by Gilman & Olough, plaintiff’s solicitors, and
indorsed by George Gray, J. M -Gilman and
W. P. Olough, of counsel for plaintiff.

In railway aud legal circles it was
remarked last evening that this is
probably the "beginning of a bitter legal
contest between the twe companies; for that
the Northern Pacific company must have felt
that the St. Paul & Manitoba company bad
been taking advantage of its occupation with
its unfinished main line, to lay bold upon a
large seotion of country naturally tiibutary to
the Northern Pacific and which the Northern
Pacific could easily have provided for by short
feeder roads whenever it was prepared to fully
develop its territory; and that, if it could
prevent it, the Northern Pacific company
would pot at all allow the 8t. Paul & Maniteba
company to take up the whole Red River valley

as its plans contemplated. The officers and
legal advisers of the companies, however,
would only ssy that there were questions of
rights involved upon which the companies were
not agreed and which only the courts could
determine.

Elevator or grain house building a.long the
railroads is one of the evidences of immense
prodaction of the country and increasing traf-
fic for theroads. A grain house, to be convert-
ed into an elevator, is being built at Brown's
valley on the Morris branch of the 8t. . & M.
road and the lumber is going forward for an-
other oneto be built at Graceville on the same
branch. A large elevator is being built at
Dwight on the Breckenridge branch.  On the
main line a large elevator (fora way station)
is being built at Litehfield, and good sized
grain houses are being built at Tintah, Donnel-
ly and Kirkhoven. = Beveral others are propos-
ed, some of which may yet be put up this fall.
