PITTSBURG.

Butler Talks Like a Moges to the Colored
Men, And Shows Up the Failures and
False Pretenses of the Republican Lead-
ers—A Meeting of Four Thousand Repub-
licans for Hancock—Two Letters from
Gen., Hancock—The Democratic Msjori-
ty Arkansas—Close Figuring by
Blaine’s Counting-in Rascals.

Letter From the Next President.

(O=rcaGo, Sept, 18.—At the Democratic meet-
ing at Hicksville, Ohio, addressed by Senator
Thurman and Governor Hendricks, the follow-
ing letter from General Hancock was read:

GoveeNor’s Isranp, N. Y. Harbor, Sept. 18.
—Messrs. A. P, Edgerton, Benj. Potter and
others, Hicksville, Ohio—Gentlemer, accept
my thanks for your invitation to Hicksville,
Defiance county, Ohio. on the 17th inst. The
meeting will be one of unusual interest, honor-
ed a3 it will be by the presence of those two
prominent leaders, Senator Thurman and Gov.
Hendricks. The cause must be one of no or-
dinary kind that brings together these eminent
men on the borders of the two great States of
which they long have been dis-
tingunished Representatives. I have
reason to feel proua of being prominently
identified with a cause that is upheld by the
patriotism and ability of such advocates. I
regret that I cannot be present on this occa-
sion to share with my fellow citizens the les-
sons of wisdom and patriotism that cannot
fail to emanate from such sources. I feel as-
sured that the proceedings of the meeting will
enforce the people’s demand for honesty, econ-
omy and efficiency in the public service for the
peace and welfare of the country, for the se-
curity of free institutions, and for all the
rights and liberties of the citizens as guaran-
teed by the constitution and laws. Let us hope
that the masses of the people, whose interests
stretch away beyond the schemes and tempor-
ary triumphs of mere partisan warfare, will
take affairs into their own hands, and properly
settle the question as to whether we shall have
a new era of peace, “reconstruction, economy
and prosperity.

Forney and Butler at Pittsburg.
PrrTSBURG, Pa., Sept. 18.—Gen. Benj. F.
Batlerand Col. J. W. Forney arrived in the
city thisevening and made their headquarters at
the St. Charles hotel. Abont 3 o'clock Paul J.
QOarson, ex-deputy sheriff, together with a num-
ber of other

COLORED MEN,
oalled upon Gen. Butler. Mr. Carson was
spokesman and in a brief speech stated that
they wished to pay a tribute of respect to the

man whom they believed a benefactor to their
race and to whom they ascribe the merit of un-
numbered public services to them when their
fate and future were in a critical state. Gen.
Butler in response said he had done nothing
but what he conceived to be his duty in a war
which was not begun for the emancipation of
slaves, because, as all would remember, at the
first proclamation of President Lincoln, troops
were ocalled but to retake and repossess the
United States in the property which had been
seized from them, and to execute the laws.

After reviewing his career from 1860 to 1865
he continued: ‘‘For sixteen years since the
war I have acted with the Republican party in
the hope that they would extend that protec-
tion to colored men South that I deemed ought
to be done. I tried to get it done in Congress,
but it was not done. I fought the campaign
for Gen, Hayes in 1575 to have that done un-
der a promise of the platform and party lead-
ers that it should be done, and what was the
result? The very first act of the Hayes ad-
ministration was to turn over the States of
Louisiana and South Carclina where it was
claimed that there were Republican govern-
ments elected, to the Demo-~rats, and from that
hour for four years not one thing has been at-
tempted to be done in behalf of the colored
men, nor indeed anybody else, There has been,
it is true, a little attempt to stop illicit distil-
ling of whisky and brandy in the South, and a
few men have been caught and let go, and
some men have been killed by law-
less distillers aud their murderers have not
been punished; so that there has not
been proper protection for the men who live
down there. That being o, in the best inter-
ests of the south and the best interests of col-
ored men, I propose to have a change. If the
Republican party cannot provide this protec-
tion in sixteen years, Ido not propose to try
them twenty. General Hancock has said that
he will enforce the thirteenth, fourteenth and
fifteenth amendments in their letter and spirit.
Nobody who knows him will doubt that he
will stand by that if elected and given the
power, and nobody doubts that the Democratic
party has power to protect the negro if they
get into power. Their great leader has said he
willdo so. I propose to try this experiment
for four years, and then if the Democrats can-
not do better than Hayes has done 1 shall turn
around and help to kick them out, at the end
of the four years. One thing is certain, I can-
not be more powerless during the next four
years to give colored men proper protection
than I and every other man has been in the
past. :

New York, Sept. 18.—To Gen. A. L. Pear-
son, Pitteburgh: Ibhave not had time to an-
swer by mail vour letter of the 14th inst.

The composition of your meeting will
indicate that the remains of sectionslism and
bitterness are te be grappled with and that we
have a growing party cevering all sections and
embodying harmony, freedom of opinion, and
fair expression through the ballot box.

GENERAL BUTLER

was then introduced, and spoke as follows:
The attendance in such numbers and en-
thusiasm show that the occasion is appreci-

ated. The gathering is to select a President
of the United States. Itis only in this free
and happy country the privilege is ac-
corded the sovereign people toselect a ruler.
He would cast aside personal vituperation.
Nothing is gained by hard words or hard
things, or ke would bhave been dead long
ago. [Cheers.] He regarded this as a most
acceptable time for a change of rulers, as by
long continuation in power by the Republi-
cans had made the party crrupt. In 1860 when
the Democrats partly divided the Union was
not divided. Men of both parties flocked to
the front to protect the flag. He contended
that Democrats, and not Republicans,
fought the war and adduced statistics show-
ing that in certain Southera States the whole
number of soldiers in the Union army reached
282,000. In the same Btates there were 24,000
Republican voters, the  balance, he
conclmde were Democrats, The§ negroes
voted for Lincoln’s second election. So did he.
It was not a time to swap horses. Votes were
cast for the Union and he believes when he
votes for Hancock he will be voting for the
Union. He had not asked the nationaiity or
religion of those who fought for the Union
and should not ask those questions if they are
roady to vote for the Union. These heroes
went into the warat the country’s call, but it
was hard to get Republicans in after the De-
mocrats had shown the way. There were more

~Republiczn officeholders than Republicans in

sthe army. The Republicans say it will be dan-

gerous to change rulers. Let them show the
danger and we will march again and teach
them one other lesson in patriotism and loyal-
ty. (Cheers,) The safety of the Union depends
upen the Democratic ty—the Union of the
North and South and East acd West, and it
will be eternal as the sun.

Republicans ; claim to have brought the pres-
ent prosperity but the speaker thought Provi-
dence had protected the Democracy when the
party did not take care of itself. During the
past five years the crops have been so large we
have been feeding Europe and money has been,
flowing rapidly into our coffers. He admitted
for sake of argument that the Republican
party gave them the crops but asked, did they
destioy the power of Enrope? In 1873 when
the dark days of financial distress were har-
rassing the people the Republican party was
passing legislation to put tramps, idle workihg
men, in the penetentiary. Fouryears ago, the
Democratic partylcame into powerand there are
no tramps. Providence {has overruledaff air
aud given prosperity. We have to thank the

Republican party only for the
bankruptey whick made tramps.
On the Greenback yuestion, he said,

if the Republican party claims the glory
for bringing it up, who will take the shame of
bringing it down? The Republican party.

He said: Instead of the Democrats repealing
the tariff laws, American labor would be more
protected, and if Hancock is elected there
will be a bureau of lahor established at Wash-
ington.

The Republicans want to stay in power to
protect the negroes of the South. They have
been in power sixteen years without affording
that protection, and are not to be trnsted any
longer. Republican statesmen were sent South,
not only to instruct the negroes how to vote,
but how to count.

Maine had elected Plaisted, but he is to be
counted out.

The National “Liberal” Leaque.

CHIicAGO, Sepot. 18.—In the morning session
of the national liberal league, J. Grover made
a long address recommending that the leagune
take political action. Garfield was in favor
of a strong government which was enough to
call for oppesition from the league to his elec-
tion. Hedenounced the national bank system.
His address was referred to the committee on
resolutions. Mr. McCrogan of Michigan, said
it was an insult to the convention. He favored
a strong government and centralization of pow-
er, and intimated that if any party should be
arraigned it was the one which did violence to
a large number of citizens in his section. The
chairman declared these remarks out of order.
Mr. McCrogan said Michigan counld poli 20,000
liberal votes.

In the afternoon the report of the committee
on nominations was adopted.gIt makes Eleazur
Wright, of Boston, prestdent, and a long list of
vice presidents headed by R. L. Ingersoll, A.
L. Rawson, Ky., secretary; L. Coleman,
New York, assistand secretay, 1. B. Wakeman,
New Y(rik, treasarer. EDirectors: Eleazur
Wright, T. O. Leland, T. B. Wakeman, H. L.
Greene, R. C. Spencer.

Hecre tary Rawson addressed the meeting and
reported on the visit to the free-thinkers at
Brussels. He said they were making converts
rapidly in most of the nations ot Eunrope.

Louis Wllhem read an address of union rad-
icals of Milwaukee, denouncing existing par-
ties and recommending a liberal league.

The greater part of the afternoon and even-
ing was occupied in discussion of the platform
of principles and report presented by the
committee on future work. It provides for a
total separation of church and State by law
and by a constitutional amendment, taxation
of church property, secularization of schools,
abrogation cf chaplaineries, sabbatarian laws
and other similar means; national legislation
to protect citizens in equal political, indnstri-
al and religious rights, regardless of race or
sex; universal education the basis of universal
suffrage; and a constitutional amendment re-
quiring every State to maintain a thoroughly
secularized public school system, and to edu-
cate every child within its borders.

The platform was then read. It declares,
among other things, that there should be ne
legal, political or social disabilities on account
of religious belief, or of the absence thereof;
that all laws requiring religious tests in order
to qualify any person to sit on a jury, testify,
vote, hold office or do any public acts, should
be repealed as relics of barbarism, and that all
laws regarding marriage, which is a civil con-
tract, and divorce, births and burials, should
be placed on a purely secular and scientific
basis, and have their justification only in their
use to society. Also, that the Comstock laws
should be repealed forthwith and altogether.
Col. Ingersoll undertook to correct the im-
pression that the league favored the circulation
of obscene literature, and said it was only
aimed to discriminate in suppression and pun-
ishment between those who wilfully and ma-
liciously circulated such literature and those
who did so without evil motive. The plat-
form involved the league in a discussion
which was still in progress at midnight, and
which brought out much hostility to certain
of its planks, because of their assertion of the
States’ rights doctrine.

LOTS OF BAD MEN.

AND SOME WHO ARE ONLY UNFOE-
TUNATE.

The Defaulting Paymaster Only $9,000
Short—Steamers Burned at Pittsburgh—
Other Fires—Alliger Indicted—Head Cut
Off—Soldiers Killed at Practice—Fight

Mob in Perry County, Ohlo—Desperate

A MOB OF TEN THOUSAND.

CoLumsus, Sept. 18.—Both Gov. Foster
and Adjutant General Gibson this afternoon
received telegrams from parties at Corning,
Perry county, stating that they feared ser-
ious trouble might occur there during to-
night, by reason of an attempt being made
by & mob of over 10,000 miners from Straits-
ville and Shawnee to drive the colored min-
ers away from that locality. The operators
have armed their colored miners and pro-
pose to protect their property if possible.
On a regular call by the proper officials,
troops will.at onoe be sent te Corning.

SECOND DISPATOH.

It is well nigh impossibte to get any reli-
able information from the mining trouble at
Corning,the mines being over a mile from the
telegraph office. ~ As near as can be learned
from private dispatches, about 10,000 min-
ers from various points assembled at Corn-
ing this evening and did little else than talk.
This evening all dispersed except about 200
to 300 and they insisted upon interviewing
the colored miners, bat were dissuaded. The
mine owners are thoroughly alarmed and
have called on the sheriff of Perry county to
protect their property. In anticipation of
trouble & company of militia has been order-
ed to hold itself in readiness to proceed to
the scene of trouble in case they are called
for by the sheriff. The indications at this
hour are that there will be no serious trouble
to-night.

LATEST.

The sheriff ordered out the troops at New
Lexington shortly before midnight.

The sheriff has since countermanded his
order for troops. All quiet.

THE FATAL CROSSING.

Urica, N. Y., Sept. 18,—Jno. Rose, a la-
borer from Schuyler lake, in crossing the
railroad track at Herkimer last evening with
his wife and baby, in a lumber wagon, was
struck by the express train. Rose and the
baby were killed and his wife badiy hurt.
Rose’s head was knocked from his shoulders
and found some distance beyond his body.

FIBE AT EAST SAGINAW.

East SacmNaw, Mioh.,, Sept. 18.—The
foundry and machiue shop of Mills & Mer-
rill took fire this morning and was totally
destroyed. Loss $15,000,insured for $10,-
000. Origin of fire unknown.

DEFAULTING PAYMASTER.

New Yoex, Sept. 18.—In reference to an
alleged defalcation by United States Pay-
master Nelson, it is learned that a certain
amount was placed to his credit in the
United States sub-treasury here with which
he was expected to pay army vouchers from
Fort Leavenworth. It is discovered that
he has issued checks for more than there
wag oredited tfo his account. General Hill-
house, assistant treasurer, made the dis-
covery and aliowed the checks to ge to
protest, and then reported the matter to
Col. Larned, chief of the distriot. Investi-
gation followed and a defiicit was discovered,
some say from $8,000 to 9,000.

ONE MAN SHOOTS THREE.

New Yorx, Sept. 18.—Patrick Malton,
John D. Keefe and Patrick Walsh, all long-
shoremen, were shot this afternoon in West
street, in a fight with Patrick Barrett, also a
longshoreman. The quarrel waas ocoasioned
by labor troubles. Barrett would have been
killed on the spot by the crowd but for the
timely arrival of officers. His forehead was
cut and he was covered with bruises from
head to foot. O’Keefe was shot in the side,
‘Walsh in the groin, and Dalton in the breast.
Dalton’s wound will probably prove fatal.
Barrett was arrested.

ARRESTED FOR FORGERY,

BostoN, Sept. 18.—Chas. Eayrs was arrested
this afternoon, while attempting to negotiate
three notes, amounting to $1,200 in the aggre-
gte, bearing the forged endorsement of Paul
Adams, a well known bank official, and his
aunt, Miss Anna Shaw.

EILLED IN A DRUNKEN QUARREL.

Caroaco, Sept. 18.—John Bangson, en-
gaging in a dranken quarrel last night with
Andrew Anderson in A. W. Peterson’s sa-
loon, West Indiana street, was fatally
stabbed in the forehead and left insensible
in the saloon all night. He was taken to
the county hospital to-day, but died during
the afternoon. Anderson,who is a sailor,
is in custody.

A MISSING MILLION,

Sale of the Splendid Merchants’ Exchange
Building at 8t. Lowis---Where Has the
Money Gone? R

|8t. Louis Chronicle. ]

An unpretending advertisement in ene of
the morning papers conveys a remarkable
piece of intelligence. The magnificent struc-
ture kuown as the merchants’ exchange or
chamber of commerce is for sale st ‘‘an im-
mensesacrifice.”” One hundred and forty thon-
sand dollars is named as the price, a good,
clear title to be given, subject to a first
morfgage amounting to $860,000, bearing
6 per cent. interest. Acoording to the archi-
tect’s figures the building cost, in round
numbers, 81,250,000, and the ground $561,

700, thus making & total oost
of $1,817,000. It will be evident
at a glance from this show-

ing, that there is a discrepency of nearly
$1,000,000 between the cost price of the
building and for what it isnow offered for

sale, with no buyers. Mr. Rufas J. Lack-

land, president of the chamber of commerce

assoociation, accounts for the discrepency on
the ground that the strusture was construot-
ed in flush times, when everything was high.
As a consequence, the ground, which was
probably only really worth $300,000, oost
$500,000. The building estimates and con-
tracts were all made at correspondingly high
figures. The building was undertaken, ex-

plains another gentleman, to be constructed
without regerd to cost, and through unnnec-
essary extravagance has cost from $400,000
to $500,000 more thanit ought to.
The plan was not only the most expensive
that could have been adopted but it
was carried out with the
most lavish exiravagance. The ; pillars
and front stone work, instead of aieing in
solid blocks would have beer just as durable
and handsome if made of rough hewn blocks
faced with finely dressed stone. In this
manner some of the finest buildings in the
United States have been built. Here alone
a large sum, enough to more than put the
property out of debt, might have been saved.
The gentlemen who overlooked & con-
trolled the work were conscientious, but they
made grave mistakes, and the is that
the building has to be sold to pay cost of
the extravagance. Every dollar of the stock
subscribed has been sunk, leaving a heavy
mortgage and a large floating debts With
more careful management the buildiag could
have been erected for the amount of stock
subscribed and that borrowed on first mort-
gege. There were some criticisms of the
plan upon which it was constructed, but
this was mainly on the score of want of
economy.

Not the Jeast interesting and instructive
feature in the history of this magnificent
structure is where the two millions of money
came from. The $835,000 of stock was sub-
scribed mainly by the business men of the
city in amounts ranging from $1,000 to
$25,000, though it is to be regretted that
many persons unable to lose subscribed a
large sum in the aggregate. There are
about two hundred and fifty stockholders,
some of whom took small amounts from
$100 to $500, Nearly half of the namea on
the stock list are down to $2,000. Among
the subscribers are a number of ladiés,and in
several instances persons subscribed for thair
children in the belief that they were making
a sure and profitable investment for them.
The second mortgage bonds, worth, if the
plans of the association can be carried
out, about 25 cents on the
dollar, are said  to be held
mostly by the principal promoters of the
building. Of these there are $220,000 out-
standing, and which may be added to the
amounts coniributed by the list of stock-
holders given below. There is a debt of
$100,000 which stands somewhat in the re-
Iation of a third morigage. This amount
was due in judgments and building- le:

The Eastern Question.
BzruN, Sept. 18.-—A 8t. Petersburg cor-

respondent telegraphs as follows: The out-
break of insurrection in Eastern Roumelia is
only a question of a few weeks.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 18.—In the protest
against the national demonstration tele-
graphed the Turkish diplomatio representa-
tives abroad, the porte asks the powers to
guarantee that the naval demonstration shall
not take place if Dalcigno is surrendered.

Loxpon, Sept. 18.—A correspondent af
Salonica says the northwestern part of Mac-
edonia is very unsettled. Bands called
avengers have formed in the chief Bulgariag
centers and assassinated within the pest six
weeks 8 number of Moslems, including one
By and two fanctionaries. The muaselmans
retaliated and many Bulgarians have fallen
viotims. The Bulgarians are stim-
ulated to these excesses
by emissaries from the principality of Bal-
garia, and are encour: by armed bands
hovering about the frontier on the Bulga-
rian side. Should events take an untoward
tarn the Bulgarian government and its back-
ers will be largely responsible for wanton
and unnecessary misery and bloodshed.
Raausa, Sept. 18.—Eight thousand Alba-
nians have occupied the town and fortress of
Dulcigno, expelling two battalions of
Turkish troops, who formed the garrison.
Riza Pisha, Turkish commander, not having
received instructions from the Porte to op-
pose the Albanians by force, withdrew to
Goirza. British Vice Admiral Seymour yes-
terday sent a letter to Riza Pasha, who waa
to be at Sountari to-day. . It was asoertained
that the letter requires a definitive eategori-
cal reply in regard to the surrender of
Daulcigno to the Montenegrins.

Paris, Sept 18.—The second meeting of
the palace of the Elysee this afternoon
lasted from 3, until 5:30 o’clock. All the
ministers were present, including those who
had tendered their resignations. An
ment was arrived at by which the minis-
terial orisis has been adjusted. The fol-
lowing is gaidto be the basis on which har-
mony was restored: M. Constans retains
full liberty of action regarding the Maroh
decrees whioh he will execute at the time
and in the manner he considers most suit-
able, without other delay than is required to
give the prefecis the the neecessary im-
struotions.
