COURSE OF TRADE.
Lively Business at Home, With Rather

Slow Collect Jons—Ce reals Finn at Advane"

Ids Figures— Stock Market Advancing.

St. Paul, Sept, 22.— At the banks as at the
wholesale houses in St. Paul the delayed
movement of crops is felt

—
at the former in

the Blow increase of the demnnd formoney,
and at the latter ingeneraily slow collections.
Money iningood supply for all demands, and
rates are easy though nominally unchanged.

The dry goods houses are exceedingly busy,
the fall trade being fairlyopened imd invol-
ume exceeding any previous season. Priceß
are unchanged, though the values of cotton
goods are stiffening, and some declers antici-
pate an eaily but not heavy advance. The
trade ingroceries andja&sociate goods is again
booming. Quotations are advanced this week
on currants, gallon apples, canned pineapples,
California salmon inhalf bands, herring in
barrels and halves, hisol cordage,
cloves, allspice and cheese. Declines
are quoted on dried apples,
salmon, oans, sardines, codfish, Holland her-
rings and sugars. The drug trade is improv-
ing. Opium is decidedly firmer,being quoted
at $7.25 by the case in New York and tending
upward. For quinine the demand is more
active and prices are hardening. Caster oil is
advancing and oil closes higher. In iron,
steel, hardware, etc., there is an active, heavy
trade, withprices generally steady. Declines
are noted on cable and trace chains, screws,
oopper, planished and tinned, and sheet zinc.
There is a very large trade inleather and find-
ings and the boot and shoe houses are rushed,
withprices solid. Inmost lines oE trade itis
said that collections are still slow, though bet-
ter than a week ago »nd daily improving. Re-
tail dealers throughout the Northwest report
their collections delayed by the harvest delay
and by the disinclination of farmers to use
their teams to send their products to market
while the weather is a* favorable for plowing
and forclosing up harvest work,

The produce trade iofthe city has greatly in-
creased within the last week though grain is
coming in slowly. Flour sells from the com-
mission houses, standard brands, as follows:
