FATAL BOILED EXPLOSION.
Bay City, Mich., Oct. 2.—Yesterday af-

ternoon two boilers of the Pitts & Cranage
mill exploded, demolishing tho boiler house
and drill house, and shattering one end of
the mill. The boilers were carried 450 feet.
The fireman, George E. Parker, was buried
in the ruins. A lad named Daniel Mcßoe
was badly scalded. Robert Bennett and
Peter Hencion, struck by debris, were badly
injured. Damage, $10,000. Cause not
known. Part of Parker's shirt was found
hundreds of feet from the mill.

TIM. CONNELL'S HORRIBLE FATS.

Cincinnati, Oct. 2.—Timothy Council,
fireman, met a horrible death this morning.
He was turning a switch on the C. H. &D.
road within the city limits, when his foot
became fastened in the frog. The train
was backing up and the poor man was com-
pelled to see certain death coming with no
means even of giving an alarm that could
be beard. He was horribly mangled, being
crushed by the entire train. He was mar-
ried and lived in this city.

MRS. MACK NOT CONVICTED.

COAST STEAMSHIP BURNED.
Norfolk. Va.. Oct. —The steamship

Isaac Bell, when nearly ready to sail to day
for New York, took tire and burned to the
waters edge. The vessel had on board 750
bales of cotton besides other merchandise.
The Isaac Bell was built ia 1868 and cost
about $230,000. The cargo, which inoluded
forty hogsheads of tobacco and forty barrels
of resin, was valued at $41,000. No insur-
ance.

A SICKLYAFFAIR.

i:\-Uov. Davis Attempts to Entertain the
Faithful.

The Republican rally last night, which
was to accomplish such great things, was a
dismal, dreary, dead failure. In saying this
we z/ard nothing, for every Republican
present will agree with the statement.

Mr. Davis' effort was like the effort of all
Republican orators who have not the cool
malignity of Cockling, nor the n. ..udacity
of Blame; it was the bewildered, don't-know-
bow-to-get-out-of-it type. The gloom of
impending defeat, like the trail of the ser-
pent, was over it all.

Notwithstanding the utmost efforts of the
Garfield and Arthur club, it was half-past 8
last night before the last stragglers had been
gathered in, and about three hundred dis-
oonaotate men were seated in Pfeifer's hall.
Itwas evident that curiosity, more than any
stronger motive, had brought many ofthem
there. At about a quarter to nine
Ex-Governor C. K. Davis was intro-
duced and made as hard an up-hill
fight to interest his listeners under dis-
couraging circumstances and with a bored
audience, as a newspaper reporter is often
witness to. After the speaker had arrived
the vice presidents of the club were implored
to materialize on the platform, which, after
considerable reluctance they condescended
to do. 'One indemnified himself for the sac-
rifice by incontinently going to sleep, and
the others filled in their time by looking
wise and occasionally nodding approbation
to the sentiments of the speaker.

Of Mr. Davis' speech we can say bnt lit-
tle. It was « strained, unwilling and unnat-
ural effort, to bolster up
a failing and nnmeritorions
cause. He commenced by saying that he
had no defense to make of the Republican
party, and would not attempt any. Then,
referring to Garfield, he declared thot can-
didates were of email importance, but prin-
ciples were everything, Then came the old
whack at the Democratic party, that it pro-
posed to reinstate in power the men who
inaugurated the rebellion. The changes
were rung on this and other bloody shirt
topics until many of the audience got tired
of the monotony and went home. On the
theme of State rights Mr. Davis
waxed eloquent, and rounded offa couple of
periods prettily, but the applause he wait-
ed for on each was nil.
He then branched off on the
currency, and quoted a lot of figures,
of which nobody comprehended the drift,
though when the name of Grant was lugged
in by the ears, the faithful comprehended
it was the plaeefcr applause andwhoopped it
npin a languid way acoordingly;but when h«
urged the necessity of the nation paying its
debts in coin, there was an industrious effort
to maintain a solid silence which was sue
ceesful. A complimentary . refer
enoe to the Hayes regime
was received with but little enthusiasm, bui
the announcement that there were more del

lars in the country than ever before created
quite an agitation.

When this point was reached, the speaker,
finding his audience doll, sleepy and dis-
posed to go home, went back to Andrew
Johnson's time, resurrected several old war
issues, and took a feeble tilt at Hancock's
order number 40, but without doing any ap-
preciable damage either to Hano:ck or the
order. Even the hushed tones and simulat-
ed emotion of the speaker, as he recount-
ed the baleful effects of that order
—which effects none ever saw—
failed to properly impress the unresponsive
audience. It is true Mr. Davis' remarks
were occasionally greeted with a polite,
though not boisterous dapping of hands,
but all these demonstrations were plainly
out of sympathy for the speaker, and for his
enoouragemennt more than from acqnio-
Boenoe in his sentiments.

In more senses than one this occasion has
been one of bitter disappointment to the
Republicans. They had expected Mr. Davis'
very name to draw a crowd, and enlist
a hearty enthusirsm. In this
they were disappointed. They
had hoped for a magic burst of eloquence
which should rouse the sluggish pulses of
those Republicans who have money to pat
up in the canvass. This class were very nu-
merously absent, and the speaker felt it
like a wet blanket. When he was about
half done the two stenographers who occu-
pied the table shut up their book?, pocketed
their pencils and gaped through the rest of
the symposium.

Take it altogether, the great Republican
rally was a dismal failure.

New Orleans Democratic Resolution,

New Orleans, Oct. —The mass meet-
ing ofthe Democratic-Conservative party, to-
night, adopted a resolution declaring -'We
believe in an indestructible union of inde-
structible States. Wo are equally and un-
alterably opposed to centralized despotism
and secession. The letter of Gen. Hancock
relative to Southern claims received our
hearty approval.

ing in the way of a torchlight procession.

Hayes and His Party In Oregon.

Pobtland, Oregon, Oct. 2.—The Presi-
dent and Mrs. Hayes, Secretary Ramsey and
Gen. Sherman, accompanied by Mayor
Thompson, visited the public schools yes-
terday forenoor. The President made a
short address to the pupils at each school
and presented Mrs. Hayes and other
members of the party. They also visited
the custom house and post office. A public
reception was tendered the President and
party last evening at Mechanics' pavillion.
The building was handsomely decorated in
honor of the event. Long before 8 o'clock
the auditorium was packed almost to suffo-
cation by ladies and gentlemen anxiously
awaiting the arrival of the Presidential party.
Shortly after 8 o'clock they entered the pa-
villion,when the Twenty-first Infantry band
struck up "Hail to the Chief." This was
the signal for tumultuous applause on the
part of the throng. The President and
party were conducted to the gallery where
most of the reception committee had assem-
bled. The President marched several times
around the gallery, when the people were
called to order by Col. MoCracken. J. N.
Welsh was introduced.and advancing towards
President Hayes delivered an address of
welcome. The President responded at some
length, reviewing the resources of the Pa-
cific coast and prospects in the future.

Washington, Oot. —Gen. Sherman tele-
graphs that the President and party willnot
return to Washington before the 7th of No-
vember.

Something Worthy of Praise.
While Hon. Lyman Trumbull, Democratic

nominee for governor of Illinois,was recent-
ly speaking at DuQaoin in that State, a col-
ored listener interrupted him to ask what
the Democrats had done since the close of
the war to entitle them to success in 1880.

Pesth, Oot. 3. —Herr Tessi, tho Hungarian
premier, replying to questions pot forward
in the diet, whether the government would
use its influence to secure that no force be
employed with reference to the cession of
Daloigno, etc, said the delay granted Tar-
key for execution of the treaty of Berlin evi-
dently proves that no power manifests any
intention of making war against Turkey.
The foreign policy of Austro-Hungary aims
at securing European concert in tho interest
of peace. I cannot foretell what will be
done in the matter, but according to in-
structions to the admirals of fleets there will
be no disembarkation of troops.

Gbavosa, Oot. 2.— British men-of-war
Leinoraire and the Russian man-of-war
Svettanta started for Teo-io, iv Boeca di
Catary, to-day. Vice-Admiral Seymour has
received orders to postpone the departure of
the other vessels of the fleets until the sth
inst., when the decision of the powers is ex-
pected. Tlio British top-sail depot ship
Hecla willproceed to Corfu with 156 torpe-
does and eight torpedo boats which she has
on board. Another British vessel, with
munitions of war, is expected at Gravosa.
The Russian corvette Zammcoug will recon-
noitre the Albanian coa*t before proceeding
to Teodo.

Gkavosa, Oot. 2—Vice admiral Seymour
has telegraphed the British government,
urging the advisability of proceeding to Te-
odo immediately with the Alexandria.

Constantinople, Oot. 2.—The sultan has
made a communication to Count Fatzfeldt,
the German ambassador, in which though
not offering to surrender Dulcigno on the 3d
inst, he promised to present settlements of
all pending questions by that date. The
communication is as yet unanswered. The
situation continues very critical. It is be-
lieved in diplomatic circles that the powers
will still be compelled to take more ener-
getic action.

London, Oot. 2.—A Borne correspondent
telegraphs as follows: Count Meneabrea
Stilon, ambassador to England, telegraphs
to his government that at a meeting of the
British cabinet council in London, Thurs-
day, it was decided to propose to the powers
that the respite till Sunday the 3d inst.,
asked for by the porte, be granted. Italy
immediately adhered to the proposal. There
is great anxiety in political circles about
Gen. Garibaldi's movement, which has
formed the theme of discussion at three
cabinet councils.

GENERAL FOREIGN.

Berlin, Oct. —It is stated that Spain is
willing on certain conditions to abandon her
claims on the post of Agadir, Morrooco, in
favor of Germany.

Paris, Oct. —It is stated that tho meet-
ing at the Cirque Fernando, called for Sun-
day to protest against intervention in the
East, must be held, the promoters of the
demonstration not having fulfilled require-
ments of the law on public meetings.

Rome, Oct. 2.—Menotti Garribaldi has
started for Genoa, where be will meet his
father, Gen. Garribaldi, to whom.it is stated,
he bears a letter from Premier Cairati.

St. Petersburg, Oot. —All the editors
of the chief journals here have been sum-
moned before Gen. Melikoftand told that
their continual discussion of a constitution
for Russia, has highly displeased the czar;
that nothing more on the subject would be
allowed to appear, and that during the pres-
ent reign it would be premature to dis-
cuss the constitution.

London, Oot. —A. dispatch from Home
says the cabinet council has resolved to re-
ject the petition of fourteen deputies from
Liguria forrelease of Major Caczio, Gen.
Garibaldi's son-in-law. Special dispatches
say that in proof of the courteous and
friendly feeling of Francs 'or Italy, the Le-
vant squadron will leave Tunisian waters.

Major {Jtinzio is a major in the Italian
service. Ho was condemned to three
months' imprisonment for participating in
disturbances at Genoa last year. The court
of appeals confirmed his condemnation, and
on the 18th of September last Major Canzio
waa arrested to undergo the punishment.

Constantinople, Oat. 2.—The English
consul at Kurdistan has reported to tho
British ambassador here that bands of Kurds
ere pillaging villages around Van and
threatening Bazid.

London, Oct 2.—Three separate meetings
are to be held in London next week to pro-
test against the government's Eastern policy.

Berlin, Oot. 2.—The North German
Gazette, in an apparently inspired note, dis-
missed as groundless a rumor of an intended
naval demonstration before Constantinople.

Dublin, Oct. —Rev. Dr. O'Lsary, an
Irish priest of Danganrin k county Water-
ford, has boen appointed by the pope
bishop ofKingston, Canada.

Havre, Oct. 2.—The steamer Herdeu,
which sailed to-day for New York, took out
700,000 francs in specie.

London, Oct. 2.—The deposit ofDobler
of Chicago for the Astley belt has been re-
ceived. Rowell, Pelgram, Howard and Dob-
ler are the only entries made up to Friday
night, and Saturday was tho last day for
entering. Pegram and Howard arrived in
good health and go into training away from
London.

London, 3 a. m., Oct. 3.—A dispatch just
received from Paris says the residence of
the Prefect of the Seine is now burning.

NORTHERN PACIEIC.

Annual Medina of the Company—What

the Road Has Done.
| Philadelphia Times.

New York, September 29.—Tho annual
meeting of the Northern Pacing liailroad
Company was held in this city today, and
though the attendance was small, they were
all representative men, who held in their own

right ever 33,500,000 ofthe stock. Among
these were Hon. Hugh McCalloch, ex-secre-
tary of tho treasury; Henry Villard, presi-
dent Oregon Railroad and Navigation Com-
pany: Fredrick Billings, Esq., and Charles
B. Wright, Esq., president and former presi-
dent of the road; Benjamin P. Cheney, Esq.,
of Boston; James B. Williams, Esq., of New
York: C. C. Coffin, Esq., of Boston; James
Dilworth, of Boston; Colonel Gray, counsel
of the company: Johnston Livingston, Esq.,
of New York; M. Hall Stanton and Geo.
S. Fox, Esqs., of Philadelphia.

President Billings, on calling the meeting
to order, with Samuel Wilkeson acting as
secretary, paid a handsome trib-
ute to the memory of the
late J. Fraley Smith, long an active
member of the board. The annual report
was then read, showing that during the fis-
cal year ending June 30, the company had
operated 722 miles of main track, and the
receipts, expenditures and net earnings were
as follows:

The increased gross earnings over the fis-

cal year 1878-79 were $823,971.10, equal to
58.59 per cent. The operating expenses
were GO.36 per cent, of the earnings, which
appears large, but the expenses of the New
Yorkoffice, legal and miscellaneous expenses,
are included in this account. If$254,690
expended for permanent improvements, such
as buildings, bridges, culverts and replacing
iron with steel rails, had cot been obarged to
operating expenses, it would have reduced
this item to 48.91 per cent. The entire road
was reported in good condition and trains
could be run at the rate of 45 miles an hour, if
desired. An important feeder added this year
was the Casselton branch, which has been or-
ganized under the laws of Dakota Territory,
called "The Casselton Branch Railroad com-
pany," with a capital of $600,000, subscribed
for and held in trust for the Northern Pa-
cifio Railroad company. When the road is
completed to Goose river that company will
issue bonds to the Northern Pacific to reim-
burse it for all the cost of construction. The
road will earn enough topay the interest on
the bonds and provide ja sinking fund 'for
their retirement. The completion of these
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new divisions will add 481 miles to the road
and bring the grand total cp to 1,203 miles.
The entire bonded debt against< this, large
mileage and its equipment, and in round
numbers 17,500.000 acres of land, will not
exceed $7,000,000. Ths equipment has been
increased 50 per cent, during the year. The
company received for the sale of 239,305
acres $705,894.54.

The capital stock of the company is fixed
by the charter at $100,000,000. Under the
plan of reorganization it is subdivided into
preferred stock,'ssl,ooo,ooo; common stock,
$49,000,000. The preferred stock is receiv-
able at par for the company's lands in the
State of Minnesota and Territory of Dakota,
east of the Missouri river.

The treasurer's report to the 30th of June
shows that the $51,000,000 of preferred
stock had been reduced by such sales to
$42,412,645.12. Of this amount there re-
mains in the treasury, as an asset to be used
for the best interests of the company,
$4,111,830.10, leaving the amount in circu-
lation $39,100,818.02.

The central gap remaining to be filled up
between tho eastern and western termini is
820 miles, the construction of which has
been provided for, and the time estimated
is about three years.'

Postal Carrlers-Staudard Dollars—National

Hank Keports Culled for—Acting Com-
inisslout-r Rogers Excited over Lawless-
ness In Georgia-Vreedinen's Bank Divl-
dens Uncalled for.

Washington, Oot. 2.— the expiration
of this fiscal year there were 104 free deliv-
ery postal offices, emp!oying]2,Gßß carriers, in
operation in the United States. The total
number ofpieces of mail matter handled at
these 1offices was 932,121,843, an increase
of 122,267,778 over the previous year. The
total cost of the free delivery service, includ-
ing the pay ofspecial agents, was $2, 363,643.
Amount of postage on local matter $3,068,-
--797. There were delivered during the year
316,159,557 letters and 89,067,505 postal
cards; collected, 280,469,190 letters and 79,-
--280,430 postal cards; 122,316,076 newspapers
were delivered and 43,022,630 collected.

Standard silver dollars distributed the
past week, 793,895. Corresponding week of
previous year, 338,888.

The controller of currency has called up-
on national banks for report showing their
condition at the close of business, October
first.

The following telegram was received at
the bureau of internal revenue to-day from
Collector Clark at Atlanta: "A body of
thirty armed men entered Dalton, White-
fieldcounty, Georgia, last night, and forci-
bly rescued property seized for violations of
revenue laws."
