For ten yean past Spain
has systematically insulted this country by
firing upon vessels bearing the stars and
stripes, Great Britain has exercised tbe right
of search upon the high seas, and even China,
Ban Domingo, and several of the South
American States hay* heaped obloquy upon
the name of the United States by overt acts.
Scarcely a protest against these indignities
has been made by the Washington
government, and today there is
scarcely a nation in the world so poor as to
do reverence to the government of what
should be the greatest country on the face
ofthe earth.

testible statistics, the abiurd calumny that
the Democratic party wag disloyal to the
Union daring the war. It has shown from
the reoords of the war department that
Demooratio States and communities Bent a
larger proportion ofsoldiers to the w*r than
did equally populous Bepnblioan States and
communities.

Ifnothing more comes of the trouble that
has lately broken out among the officials of this
county, the taxpayers have great reason to be
gratified for what has already been accom-
plished. It has been shown that in several
cases at least there ban been an abatement of
the interest ana penalty on taxes, which
amounts to the same thins, and is in fact an
abatement of the tax. This business has been
carried on secretly. When some of the com-
missioners discovered it, and so charged in
their report, it was denied with great vigor by
the auditor. Now,. however, he has admitted
the truth of the charges. \u25a0

But what concerns the public most is toknow
how far this abatement business has been car-
ried. If.there are some instances of such ac-
tion who knows but what there may be
many. Ifthe county commissioners had had
their say in the matters in question, the pub
lie would have less concern. But when the
work has been kept from the commissioners
and public just as long a* possible, there are
reasonable grounds of suspicion that the audit-
or has exceeded hia authority in too many
cases.

And this suspicion has been greatly enhanced
by the conduct of Auditor McDonald. It was
very indiscreet on his part to rush into
print with charges against his
accusers as soon as he himself became involved,
and particularly so as matters have turned
out. Well informed men look upon the thirty
dollars postage stamp charge against Ward,
made by McDonald, as resulting most un-
favorably against the latter. It was made
with great vehemence in all the papers, but
was so far modified Monday, when put to the
test offurnishing proof, as to virtually destroy
all its force. Ward is even censured by Demo-
crats for not denouncing the auditor at the
meeting for making this baseless charge.
It was mada for the ~ single
purpose of vitiating the charges against him- I
self, and now that it has reacted against him, I
confidence in his integrity is correspondingly I
lessened.

Hennepiu of a tendency to exaggerate in hisdescription of the falls.

Hides, Etc.—The receipts ofhides and skins
aro comparatively light, as usual at th is time
of year, but, nevertheless, double what they
were in the same season of last year. The east-
ern markets are reported weak, but buyers here
maintain prices. We quote butcher's bides
B<£c; green salt hides, 934*0; calfskins, 13c;
kips, 10c; deacons, 50c; dry flint hides, 15c; dry
salt, 12c. No. 2 stock two-third prices. Sheep
pelts, wool estimated per pound 35c; shearlings,
10@60c; lambs, 40@60c. Tae wool trade of
the season is about over, although there is yet
a good deal in tho interior, but in the hands of
buyers for speculation, and quotations would
bo wholly nominal. Tallow is advanced J/c;
No. 1,-6&c; No. 2, 4&c; prices steady.

Gixseno— Receipts liberal; buyers are pay-
ing §1.30@1.45 for clear dry, and SOc for green.

Bnaze Root—Receipts of Seneca snake root
continue liberal. Buyers are giving 30£45 c,
according to condition.

Lumber no one direction is the increas-
ing commercial importance of St. Paul more
manifest than in the rapid building up of a
large export lumber trade,which may be said to
have hadjits beginning within a year in the es-
tablishment of the "lumber line" by the Chica-
go & St. Paul and other railroad? now consoli-
dated in the Chicago, Si. Paul & Omaha Rail-
way line. Its development is locally apparent
in the setting up here of lumber depots and
agencies, for the mills of West Wisconsin and
North Wisconsin, the St. Croix valley, and,
now, the region between the St. Croix and
Mississippi penetrated and traversed by the St.
Paul &Duluth road, to be followed, evidently,
in a year or[two from now by the establishment
of depots and agencies for the lumber mills
of the Lake Superior pine regions. While the
present indications are not favorable to
anticipations of large saw mills being operated
here upon logs from above the national and
local obstructions of navigation at the Falls of
St. Anthony, they are assurances that St. Paul
is fast growing to be the center and exchange
of a lumber trade which is already rivaling,
and may in few years exceed, the immense
lumber traffic of Chicago. Of the extent of
this lumber trade, as will appear from the re-
ceipts and shipments, something may be said
hereafter. For the present it is enough to say
that it extends to all important points south-
west on the Missouri, and is spreading all over
the country beyond that river, having reached
to nearly all trading points on the Eanias Pa-
cific, and even to Denver, in Colorado. The
West Wisconsin mills, which were foremost in
supplying this southwest trade, are preparing
to meet all its requirements, especially
in cutting railroad bills and long
timber. New mills are being built especially
forsawing long joists. P. H. Putnam A Co.,
at Lowrie's, for instance, ore moving back into
the timber five or six miles, and rebuilding
with four times the capacity of last year, in-
tending to send their products to the railroad
on a tramway. The very large lumber product
of the West Wiscont in mills will undoubtedly
be equaled in time by the loggers and sawyers
who are going into the North Wisconsin coun-
try, along the line of the North Wisconsin rail-
way, which is opening np a grand succs&sion of
forests of merchantable timbers, in which
white pine, of course, largely predominates.
The St. Paul &Dnluth railroad company is ad-
ding to the large lumber business coming from
the forests along its main line, the resources
of the great body of pine upon the St. Louis
and its tributaries, for which its Knife
Falls branch is the best posssible outlet.
It is evidently to the interest of the railroad
company that this new lumber region shall
find its market through St. Paul, and that it
willbe to the interest of the mill men to send
their products this way i* evident from the
tact that the KnifeFalls mill company, having
i few days ago sold in this city a bill of half a
million feet for a firm on the Kansas Pacific, is
arranging to ship all its product this way and
to place itall on sale here. But the new and
)ld pine regions above mentioned do not com-
prise a half—they are hardly a fth—of the
:imber resources which may in time be drawn
ipon to supply the trade centering at St. l'aul.
