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to do it, bat God knows when Istart to speak
of wrongs to my State and country I care not
whether my strength falls or not. Bat Iwant
to adjure business men not to yield up their
rightful powers or i-how indifference to their
duties.

In closing, Mr. Seymour said of the candi-
dates: Ihare nothing unkind to say. There
is a bond of sympathy between Mr. Garfleld
and myself. He and myself went into con-
ventions, not as candidates, and were both
nominated. Wo both wont around speaking,
and he is "going to be beaten just as Iwas.

The speaker closed by a picture of Gsrfield
taking the oath of Senator and Hancock that
of President in March, 18S1.

Garileld Talks to Young Men.
Cleveland, Oct. 6.— first voters, Gar-

iltld Red Arthur battalion, of Cleveland, wont
to Mentor this afternoon, by a special train of
cars, and called on Garfleld, at bis Lawnfleld
home. The train stopped at the farm, aud the
battalion, headed by a band, marched to the
residence, where Herman W."Grannis, presi-
dent of. the organization, made a brief address,
to which Gen. Garfieldresponded thus: "Mr.
Chairman and Young Gentlemen: This is no or-
dinary event in the history ofany man-—indeed
in the history of any people, when, as I am
told, there are 400 young men here who have
made this Journey, not for any personal pur-
pose, but to express that great, general, earnest
purpose that arises in the hearts of aotive, in-
telligent young mcc, when they first grappled
the questions of their country. Iknow nothing
quite • like this in our history. With
all the pleasure it brings . me,
I> am bound to say it brings
a littleenchantment to mo in this: Always, to
this time I have been accustomed to consider
myself a young man. (Laughter and applause.)
Itbefore your ' arrival aayoody had raised the
question I «hould h.ivo asserted with a good
deal of indignation, if anybody had denied
it.that Imyself Ha*a young man; but they tell
me that you are to cast your first national vote
at a Presidential election.' Ifthis is so, young
man as Iam, I was a voter bsfor i any of you
were bom. (Applause.) Now ifyou are young
men and voters, bom wing the language of
Kip Van Winkle, when he .awakened from bis
lons sleep "Who in the world am I? (,Laugh-
ter and applause.) * Imust have pissed the
very flash of youth at least. Bat' young gen-
tlemen, Ihavef not bo far left the course of
youth to travel inland but
that I can very well remember
the state of young manhood, from an expert-
ence in it of some years, and there is nothing
to me in this world so inspiring as the possi-
bilities that lie looked up in the head and
breast of a young man. (Applause). The
hopes that lie before him, the great aspirations
around him, the great aspirations above him—
all these things, with ' the nntrod pathway of
life opening up its difficulties and dangers,
inspire him to courage and force and work.
It is a spectacle that the very gods would
look down on, even in ancient Roman days,
with more than ordinary interest. (Applause).
Now let mo say a single word or two is an-
swer to the great kindness and compliment of
your coming to my house, about some of the
thoughts that 1 have known get into the heads
of young men, to inspire them, and some de-
lusions that arc likely to get into' their minds.
Let me speak of one of the delusions that I
think, from the romarka of yonr chairman, yen
aro not likely to have. Itis a delusion that
effects oil men, more or less, particularly !
the young men. The delusion i kat pood things
and great thing* are sams way off yonder,
rway abroad —that is one of the delusions
that Ihope you are not living to illustrate
But right over here fifteen miles, where I
spent my childhood, there is a lovely little !
brook gorge where we used to go down and I
find slate stones and whittle them ont into !
pencils forourselves, that were better than all j
the pencils brought from abroad; but if any
boy brought into oar sobool what is not in any
English dictionary, bat in the school boy's
dictionary, a "boughton pencil,' he oonld get
a whole handful ofour home made pencils for
it, and yet everyone |of, ours [was better
than the best that he 'brought from abroad.
There was a delusion among us that outside of
us, away from us, was glory, was greatness.
Now, as to our country, let as not get any such
delusion into our heads. I know that is a
good thing for as to know all about abroad,
to know what itis to enlarge oar minds by it,
but I want you to feel, in the depth of your
hearts, that there is no abroad inall this world
that is half equal to the glory '\u25a0 of being an
American here at home and to-day. (Great
applause.) Right here, in this yard, is a splen-
did specimen of American sovereignty—
room, the roof, and crown of this world of
sovereignty. Enlarge it into the millions of
men who vote, and you have the grand, august
sovereign of this last and best born of time,
the American republic (Applause.) Now,
that that sovereign shall b3 un*Backled for
ever—that that sovereign be- unpurchosable
when it stands at the- ballot box
to order the supreme will
of the nation—that that sovereign shall be un-
intimidated by mortal man when it utters that
final . omnifia word that commands* the conti-
nentthat is the great parpoie that all true
Amerioans should keep in their minds. (Great
applause). When Ifee such a band of earnest
young men as meet me here to-day, I feel cer-
tain that if they would deploy themselves as a
ballot box Ruiird to defend the purity of the
American ballot box; (applause), to stand
around It as around the cradle of our heir ap-
parent of \u25a0 Amerioan sovereignty—such
guardians, Bach defenders, will keep
the republics pure and keep . it
free. Youag gentlemen, your visit
to me gives me a compliment of the highest
sort, and while it disenchants me, as Isaid, a
little, while it still reaches the hand of youth
out to me, which I take with all cordiality and
earnestness, and for your tendered support to
me, wbioh ii not for my sake, but fur the sake
of the cause of which I am now the representa-

tive, I give yon all the thanks of which my
heart is capable. (Acplaa«ej. The house is
small, the township is small, the county is a
small one— all there is on itto give of gen-
erosity and hospitality and welcome that is in
my bands to give, la yours- while yoa stay.
