barbarioua agencies y which the
Democrats Lavae subverted the political
rights= of tbe Repuoblicans ot the
Bouth. 1 did not connect you, personally,

withjthe Ku Kiux Klan. Indeed, I know that
you had in oneand two important instances
resisted and defeated its worst impulses. I
appreeiate tho sense and honor whioh ‘makes
you shriok from being named in connection
withit. B8till, you and your associates, lead-
ing men in the Bouth, now enjoy the benefits
of political power derived from the advooates
of the Ku Klux Klan, in which phrase I in-
slude a!l the numerous aliases by which it has
from time to time been known in the Bouth.
Yoor power in the Bouthern States rests upon
aotual crimes of every grade in the code
of crimes, from murder to the meanest
form of ballot box stuffing, committed by the
Klu Klux Klan and its kindred associates, and,
as you know, some of the worst of them were
committed since 1879, when you and they
zave the most solemn assurances of protection
to the freedmen of the Bouth. These crimes
are all aimed at the civil and political rights of
Republicans in the Bouth, and, I believe, but
for these agencies the very State that you rep-
resent as well as many other States i1n the
Bouth would be rep-esented both in the Ben-
ate and house by Republicane.

Keglstration Frauds by Republicans

[New York 8pecial, Oot. 16.]

Temmany hall iuvites attention to-day to the
slleged fact that the Republican party has sent
to this city and Brooklyn repeaters from Wash-
ington, Philadelphis, and other cities to regis-
ter, and that they will return to vote the Re-
publican ticket next month. The Tammany
committee or organization will ecalf upon the
pulice commissioners and the mayor to prevent
illegal voling, and after the last dsy of re&;.
tration Tammany says it will canvass the city
to hunt up every voter and discover the frauds
perpetrated 1n registration. All the Demo-
cratic State and territorial committees through-
out the union are to be notified that the Re-
publicans are colovizing New Yok city, and
requested to send word of parties leaving their
section upder suspicious circumstances. The
registration thus far bas been larger than
usual, but from any facts yet produced there
is no reason to think there have been any con-
siderable number of frands. The Republicans
certainly have been very wide awake in their
efforts to prevent Democratic frauds. Before
the registry commenced they canvassed every
house end tenement in the city for the names
of voters, and the information thus obtained
they are comparing with the registration lista.

THE GREAT STORM

EXTENDED OVER ALL THE NORTH-
WESTERN STATES.

The Steamer Alpeua Probably Lost on
Lake Michigan With Four Former Resl-
dents of 5t. Paul Among Her Passenger®
—Southwestern Railroads Still Blockaded
by] Snow Drifts—Telegraph Lines Pros-
trated—Great Number of Lake Disasters
~Freezing Weather Away Down So

OUR RAILROADS.

The 8t. Paul, Minneapelis & Manitoba road
is running wild. The telegraph wires are all
down, and up to a late hour last evening noth-
ing definite could be obtained in the way of
news. The train over the Breckenridge
division that left Bt. Paul at 8:20 . M. on Bat-
urday reached Willmar at 1 . M. yesterdsy,
and beyond that there is no news. The train
whioh left St. Paul on Friday evening over
the Fergus Falls division reached Alexandris,
and beyond that point there is no news. The
difficalty in the way of ‘mews is from the
prostration of the telegraph lines. !lfhe entire
line from St. Cloud to Elk River is down,
making a break that prevents any positive in-
telligence. Traine are running as usual, how-
ever, and by this morning everything will be
in working order. Trains will leave at the
regular hour this morning and during the

day.

%he heaviest storm seems to have been south.
On the Bt. Paunl & Bionx Oity road no trains
have run west of St. James. Telegrams from
points west of that, state that the snow has
drifted into outs in many places from ten to
fifteen feet in depth. It is impossible to say
when the track will be cleared. ns gre
suspended on the Bioux Oity division. The
magnitade of the storm is unprecedented in
the memory of the oldest inhabitant.

The cargo of
the schooner J.B.Wilber, that put baock hereon
Saturday night,was not damaged to any extent
bat the vessel received a lively shaking up.
The propeller India arrived here at 7 o'clock
this morning. Bhe had a fearful time. The
gale strack her this side of the Portage canal
and she stood the storm well until her rudder
chains parted and her tiller was carried away.

SNOW AND FROST IN IOWA.

Couxcit Brurrs, Ia., Oct. 18.—The snow
and wind storm which visited the West yester-
day and Satorday, although not so severe in
tha portion of Iowa as at other points, was
something unusual for this season of the year.
Snow fell all Friday night, melting as fast as
it descended. It has been very cold since, with
a raw northwestern gale, and to day the roads
are frozen solid. and are very rongh, blocking
up heavy vehicles.

At Pacific Junction, twenty miles south of
this city, a large brick round house, about com-
pleted there by the Barlington & Missouri
railroad company, was demolished by Friday
pight's torm. On Batanday & train on the
Maple Valley branch of the Chioago & North-
wester railroad were blockaded by snow drifts,
mfmm five to seven feet deep. At

Valley, twenty miles north of here,
the walls of a new two story brick building were
twisted and warped from five to seven inches
out of line, and the building hed to be braced
together. All along the Sioux Oity railroad,
from that point to Sionx City, snow fell con-
tinously Friday night and S8aturday, melting

The propeller Northern Queen, the first boat
from below, reached here to-day. Capt.
Oampbell says Baturday every nook and cranny
in the vicinity of Two Bivers was full of ves-
sels af anchor. Hesaysin twenty years on
the lakes he never saw sucha sea. At Detroit
Island three schooners were stranded and
three at anchor with signals of distress. In
Rowley’s Bay south of 's Door, four ves-
sels lay on the beach in bad shape and full of
water, and one lay on the north point of
the bay and one on the south side
of the same point. Bome of these were lum-
ber laden. At Whitefish Bay two vessels were
ashore, one a white three and after and a fore
and after, lumber laden, and a black fore and
after stranded on the point south. A large
green three and after of about 50,000 bushels
capacity was passed at anchor north of the bay,
with everything gone above decks and with a
distress signal floating. At Olay Banks a lum-
ber vessel was on the beach. Between Death’s
Door and here the Queen ran through a
amount of lamber, shingles, ties and wood.
There are twenty-two vessels in Bailey’s
harbor.

Derrorr, Qot. 18.—As yet no report of seri-
ous disasters has reached this port. Veasels
generally had warning of the approach of the
storm, and remained in nort or reached shelter.
The wind has been blowing continnously a
gale for forty-eight hours, and still continues
high.

“] suppose,”’ said & well known Wal
street operator yesterday afternoon, ‘:that
the Republicans will go to olaiming that the
big rise of the market to-day is due to what
they claimed this morning to be their sno-
ceedes in the West, but as this market really
started yesterday before any one counld have
any idea which way Indiana and Obio were
going, the claim is without foundation. The
market has had a strong undertone for some
time, and this movement was fairly under
way when it closed last night. One thing
that has added considerable strength to the
market has been the setdlement of the West-
ern Union election. It seems that yester-
day it was discovered that there was con-
siderable opposition among the friends of
American Union to make any alliance with
Western Union, especially as the Western
Union people wanted to buy out American
Union. The difference of opinion that ex-
isted among the holders of the stock finally
resulted in the understanding that all oppo-
sition to the Green party should be with-
drawn. As both companies are doing all
the business that they can possibly take care
of, it was thought best that they should re-
main as they are, and not enter into any war
which would result in loss to either com-
pany. Thereupon Western Union joined in
the ‘bull’ movement and added a great deal
of strength to the market. The movement
in Erie has a very slight foundation in the
shape of a report that Mr. Gould was a
heavy buyer and seeking control of the com-
pany. This story has been circulated sev-
eral times before. .Its revival now with
manipulation by KEeene and others has
oaused a very ‘bullish’ feeling in Erie, but it
cannot be long before the ‘bears’ will dis-
cover that this story is false and then there
will be a disposition to get out. To my
mind the Lackawanna extension, on - which
building is going rapidly forward, will pre-
vent any very great upward movement in
Erie. Binoe there wasa very ‘short’ interest
in the market the rise in prices this morning
brought into the street a great many stook
orders, which of course helped the ‘bull’
movement. There is a belief that the ex-
tension of the Missouri, Kansas and 'I'exas
road will add very greatly to its value and
to the value of other Southwestern proper-
ties, such as Texas Pacific, New Orleans
and Misgouri Pacifie. With the exception of
Erie and the Granger stooks it seems to me
that everything savors of astrong ‘bull’
market. The disposition by the Farmers’
Alliance towards the Granger roads makes
me feel that they are a very doubtful invest-
ment at the present time.”

Another broker said: ‘“We have done
more business in one day than for a week
past. The orders came rushing in at a great
rate, and all day long the transactions have
been very heavy. It was with difficulty
that brokers could be got to execute orders
and bny. There was a good demand from
outside, for such houses as Vermilye & Co.
have been taking heavy lines of stock.
‘When I got on the floor this morning every-
thing was sailing skyward. The trading has
been general all through the stocks, with
possibly an exoception in Western Union,
whioch I understand Mr. Gould has been
buying heavily. Why did the market go
up? Well, the elections in the West were
over. OCapital doesn’t like unocertainties.

Agent Berry, Commissiones Meacham and
Others in Gununison Jail---Secretary
Schurz Tolegraphs a Remonstrance to
Gov. Pitkin—Meacham’s Narrative—The
“Whites Were in a Tight Place and Had
to Surrender the Murderer of the Young
Indian or Share His Fate at the Handsof
the Infuriated Utes.

Dexveg, Ool., Oct. 18.—A telegram to Gov-
ernor Pitkin says, Iniian Agent Berry, Hoy!
Oline and Meacham are all now in jail at Gun-
nison Oity, chargzed with the murder of Jaock-
son, the freighter.

New Yorg, Oct. 18.—The Post’s Washington
special says: Dispatches of a very seriouns
tenor were received at the interior department
to-day from Colorade. The officers of the de-
partment at present decline to make them
public. A conference was held with officers of
the war department and grave trouble is prob-
ably apprehended.

THE AGENT'S LAST DEVICE.

WasHEINGTON, Oct. 18.—The government au-
thorities in this city have received no news
from Colorado as recent as that given by to-
day’s press dispatches. The following dis-
patoch dated Los Pinos Agency, Oct, 18th, was
reoeived to-day at the interior department, and
immediately made the subject of consultation
with the department of jestice, bat no decision
was reached in regard to-it.

War is
not necessary to secure obedienca to State pro-
cess on part of government officers and the
government of the United States will be qn-
tirely ready to aid in enforcing
such pr.ce:s withont an sggressive movement
of Bua.e troops, caloalated o bring on a disas-
trous confliot with the Indians. Any prisoner
arrested under process is entitled to absolute
protection against mob viclence. and the State
authorities shouid accompany any arrests by
adequate guarantes of personal safety to their
prisoners. This being ovident, there will be
no reason why the aocused should
not willingly obey any lawful
prooess, and if they did not
certainly the government of fthe United
Btates would not countenace any such disobo-
dience. Imost certainly press on you toarrest
auy movements or conduact on the part of the
Btate militia which can possibly lead to such
disastrous a oconsequence as an Indian war

would be.

MEACHAM'S STORY.

The following private letter from Indian
Commissioner Meacham has been received:

Los Pixos, Ool., Oct. 2.—Doctor T. A. Bland,
Washiogton, D. O.: We bave passed through
forty-eight bours of the most exciting peril
I have ever experienced. In an hour we ex-
pected every moment the sarnival wonld begin.
The Utes, with loaded guns and strip for
fight,demandedjtbe murderer of Young Johnson
who was in charge of citizens. Finally Peah
said tome, ‘'White man, ali talk; toomueh talk;
no more talk” Uta he fight; he die! all right.
Jobnson die! all right; white man all right.
All Utes fight all white mans! no more talk!"
It was a moment of great peril. I caonot
make you understand the condition of things
in the few mom.ents left me to write. In brief,
an ox teamster, upon little, or ne provocation,
shot and killed young Johnson,
son of Ohief Shoranax, thirty
miles from the agency. This ocourred at
dark Thursday evening. Friday morning at
sunrise or a little later, there were perhaps
fifty armed Utesflin front of the agent’s door,
demanding the blood of the muarderer—every
man with uncovered arms, and the wife and
mother of the dead boy filling the air with the

wildest grief I ever heard. Berry
and 1 assured them the man shounld
be canght. We then put out for the

scenc of the murder followed by the mob of
human tigers. Toesatisfy the Utes we oalled
for an escort of suldiers, and fifteen men and
one officer joined us., Weo reached Kline's at
dark, and found the murderer in charge of citi
zens. Woe bad him guarded all night by sol-
diers, the Indians !ormingbenn outer guard,
The whole scene was one yond description,
until almost one o'clook A
M., when all me quiet
with the entire army, squad or gnard. There
was two elements fermenting—white citizens
who realized the situation and desired to wreak
vengeance and jostice on the murderer, and the
Indians who sat like byenas watching every
movement. At sunrise the whole thing seemed
on the point of explosion. Berry worked as
man never worked before to hold the Indians
back. At 9o'clockin the mo:rning the Utes
prepared for general slanghter,saying: ‘*No use;
white now die! Utes die; white man no care!”
The citizens understood the il. Berry con-
sented to return vhe prisoner to their charge and
they started with him to tg:nnhon. T:e
Utes appeared to agree that prisoner might
be taken to Gunnison and the army escort then
left for camp. Berry and I
remained.  Everything seemed settled
and every Ute had started home. Last night
the three white men—good sober men—came
into the agency and reported that white men
and Utes had surprised them and taken the
¥riwner. They were terribly excited. The
ate of the murderer is only conjectured at this
time. The Utes are coming in as I
close this. They seem quiet, and I think
the peril is over, unless some attempt should
be made to discover the rescuers of yesterday.
If that is done I cannot see the end. The ?:dy
thing that will save the treaty.esave blood,
procure peace, is to let the matter rest where
it is and make the payment without delay.

MARK LANE EXPRESS.

Its Weekly Review of the English Grala
and Flour Marksts.

LoxDoN, Oot. 18.—~The Mark Lane FEzpress
in review of the grain trade for the past year
says: The weather has been very favorable
for wheat sowing, and as farmers will be fully
ocoupied therewith,threshiag willjbe restrioted
during the present month. In English wheat
the proportion of firat class samples, in good

condition, have been exceedingly small. The
demand for good qualities has
been  saotive and at the more
important provincial markets

they
advavced one shilling per quarter. In London,
notwithstanding the reaction in the beginning
of the week, good marketable Boglish wheats
sold readily and oclosed at Monday’s extreme
rates. There wasa fair consumptive demand
for flour. Barley was in moderate supply,
and prices firmly sustained. In many pro-
vinoial marketa malting sorts were a shilling
dearer. Foreign wheat has been subject to re-
action and uncertainty durlng the week, but
at the close it was firm, and the decline was
fully recovered. To-day American reds were
aguin slightly easier. Flour in steady con-
suniptive demand. Barley in small supply
and in some cases the best gnality advanced
6 pence per quarter. QOats in liberal supply
and rather easier. Maize improved 6 penos to
9 pence and demand good. The wheat ocargo
ﬁade at the olose of Monday's market was
uch quieter. Wednesday it was very dull
and a reaction of a shilling per quarter was
necessary to affect sales. Arrivals moderate.
The cargo trade in oats has been firm. Sales of
English wheat during the week, 56,471 quarters
ab 41 sbillings 5 pence per quarter, against 48,-
271 quarters at 46 sbillings 9 pence per quarter
the corresponding week of last year. Imports
to the United Kingdom during the week end-
ing Ootober 9 were 925,864 hundred weight of
wheat, and 217,828 hundred weight of flour.

THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE.

Lecture at the High School Yesterday by
Prof, Bigsby.

The assembly room of the high school was
ocoupied yesterday afternoon by the teachers
of the publie schools, attracted thither by the
announcement that Prof. Bernard Bigsby
would deliver an address on the captivating
theme of the study of the English language.

The distinguished student was introduced by
Supt. Wright, and the interesting address was
heard with marked interest.

Prof. Bigsby commeneed his remarks by al-
luding to his lectures before the teachers of
the sehools in other cities and of the gresat im-
portance of the subjeot to the teachere. Oar-
lyle had said that a word was the pioture of a
thing and that a word was therefore the picture
of a thought. Bhakespeare and Milton§in all
their majesty of language, did not appreciate
the full value of words. There were in the
Engli-h tongue only thirty-six pure soundson
whieh man had to ring the varions changes of
speech.

Primative man in conveying his impressions
gave an idea of the souand made by the thing
or animal. We speak of the roar of the lion,
the latter of the rain, the hiss of the snake.
The speaker then ontlined the ocolor of lan-
gnnga. to describe which he used the phrase

‘pictare word.”” In speaking of solor the
agenker alloded to the beauntiful traditions of
the early Saxons and to their graphio, though
uooconth methods of word painting. A brief
outline was given of the primative roots of
language, and the speaker placed the idea of
harmeny as the paramount product of the
dootrine of speech.

The speaker said that 500 years before Christ
they wrote better than they did now. The
dictionary contaiced from 70,000 to 100,000
words; but the speaker said that in reality
there were not over 6500 root words. Even
teachers who scored 100 for reading did not
rank bigh in definitions. The speaker had
known of a case where the person under exam-
ination bad defined the word ‘‘buttress’’ as one
who made butter, aud the term ‘‘eucharist’” as
one who played euchre. An interesting acoount
was here given of tbe derivation of words from
the transcript, showing the development of lan
guage a¥ it progresses from ita primi-
tive source by the method of evolution.
The word “‘Li” was taken as an example. In
Sanscript it signified a shield, or an article of
defense; born into Anglo-Saxon it was clothed
in a new shape, assuming the word “‘Lidian.”
signifying to cover. The method employed by
Prof. Blesby in elucidating his snbjcot 18 such
that the illustrations submitted are franght
with the liveliest interest, and his expositions
are clear, comprehensive and graphic. Upon
the conclusion of the address Prof. Wright
spoke of the desirability of having Prof. Bigs-
by deliver a course of three lectures, whioh
met with the hearty concurrenceof all present.
Arrangements wiil be made for ths leotures,
and the public will be afforded an opportunity
to hear this most interesting speaker on the
subject of language.

One effect is already
apparent in the renewed energy with which
the Republicans are preparing for the con-
test. The result of the Western elections
has inspired them with hope and courage,
while it bas dispirited if not demoralized the
regular Democracy. The Richmond Dis-
patch, the leading organ of the has
proclaimed for two weeks past t it the
Republicans carried both Ohio and Indiana,
it would be folly to expect the election of
Hancock. Whether the leaders of the regn-
lars or fanders will acoept this as the
sensible conclusion, and aot upon it, or de-
termine to go on with the fight remains to be
seen. As to the course Virginia Democrats
will adopt very muoh, no doubt, will depend
upon the utterances and actions of the na-
tional leaders of the party. If the Demoocra -
cy of the county shall come up to the center
with the same sort of vigor that marked the
Republicans after the Maine election, then
it is reasonable to conclude that the party in
Virginia will rally and determine to do the
best. BShould the Nacional Demoocracy show
by relaxed efforts that western defeat is re-
garded as irreparable, then Virginia will be
lost to the Demoorats and carried by the
Republicans, probably, Unless a reasonable
belief that Honoock can not be elected re-
mains, the national contest will be sunkin
Virginia to a struggle between the funders
and reajusters for the control of the State.
