Califcrnia and Oregon are doubtful States.
The attitude of the Republican party in the
Chinese question has made that organization
decidedly unpopular, and at the last election
in Oalifornia, the State gave an anti-Re-
publican majority of over forty thousand.

Nevada a doubttful State.

Illinois is a doubtful State. For several
years past the Republican majority has been
insignificant.

Every men on the
ticket is strong in his own
locality and throughout the State. They
have all been working like beavers sinoe the
opening of the campaign, and will keep up
the fight till the last vote is polled on the
night of the 2d of November. There bave
been a great many changes among the voters
in various parts of the State, and nearly all
in favor of the Democratio candidates. A
hope, almost strong enough to be an expeo-
tation, can be entertained of a Democratio
victory in this State.

Indiana should not be given up. It will
be impossible for the Republicans to poll as
large a vote there in November as they did
last week, for the repeaters and imported
voters will be needed for work in the dis-
tricts to which they properly belong. Some
of the blunders made by the Demooratio
party in the State canvass can be atoned
for in the twelve days yet remain-
ing before the election, and measures can
be taken to prevent the Republicans from
repeating the frauds by which their viotory
of the 12th was achieved. Earnest, intelli-
gent work will result in redeewing the
State, for Hancock is much stronger than
was the State ticket.

The Republicans are talking of a proba-
bility of their carrying Virginia, North Car-
olina and Florids, and will make a strong
effort by a liberal expenditnre of money to
attain that end. It will prove fatile, how-
ever. The two first-named States are ge-
cure, and will give Hancock a round major-
ity.”

Torchlight March of the Hancock, En-
g'ish and Poehler Club of the Ward—
Speeches by Judge Flandrau, Hon, Henry
Poehler, Albert Scheffer, Esq., and
Others.

The Bixth ward was ablaze last evening and
gave Hon. Henry Poehler, the present and
next Representative in Congress from the Sec-
ond Congressioffal district, a right royal wel.
come on tho ocoasion of his first visit to that
portion of his distriet. The Hancock and
English clubs turned out with about 200 torch-
es and beaded by the Great Union band,
paraded some of the principal streets, and
finally acted as an escort for Mr. Poehler, who
was the guest of Hon. O. H. Lienau, and Judge
Flandrau and Albert Scheffer, Esq., who had
been invited to address the ineeting. In ad-
dition to the members of the club and
the speakers mentioned, Hon. J. F. Norrish
and H. H. Finch, Esq., Democratic candidetes
for members of the Houce of Representatives
from Dakota conunty, were also present, as was
Hon. Thomas Jowing, of Alexandria, Demo-
oratic candidate for Benator from the Thirty-
ninth Benatorial district.

The meeting in every respect was one of the
best ward club gatherings held daring the cam-
paign. Everybody seemed in excellent spirits,
and all were hopeful of the result, not only in
the Becond Congressional district, but also in
the national contest. The procession marched
to the club room in Hitchcock’s hall, The flar-
ing torch lights, the blazing fireworks which
were let off along the line of march, and the
inspiriting strains from the Great Union band,
made up & sceue seldom witnessed and never
excelled in the Bixth ward. It was a grand
demonstration, numbering fully 500 persons.

Seathing Resolutions P d at Republi
Meeting in Faribault County, .
To the Editor of the Globe. :

Brue EArtr Orry, Oot. 20th. 1880,—Dear
Siz:—Enclosed please find resolutions passed
at a Republican meeting held at this place
this evening, which was addressed by 8. P.
Child. I am directed to furnish copies of
same io the St. Paul papers ahd request
them to publish the same.

WaEereas, The Republican party of the First
Congressional district, would, if united, give
to their nominee for Congress this fall from
ten to twelve thousand majority; and,

WHEREAS, The said party has been rendered
without hope of reconcilement by the bold and
wicked devices of one, who, for the last fifteen
years has been sustained by its benefaotors,
and, whereas, it is the duty of such Republi-
cans as desire rather the success of their party
and its principles, than the personal advance-
ment of any individual or the gratification of
any man’s selfish aspirations to stamp the dic-
tatorial and tyranneaus policy of him who is
responsible for the present deplorable division
of the party with the seal of our emphatic dis-
approval; therefore be it

Resolved, First—That the action of Mark H.
Dunnell at the Waseca convention called in
accordance with party usages to nominate a
member for Congress, in attempting, by a
shameless and despicable trick, to organize
s2id convention at an hour earlier than that
fixed by the published call, in
striving by an infamous forgery
of the credentials of the delegates of one of the
most populous and prominent Repablican
