There is simply an
informality in the means by which justice
was meted out to him, but that informality
is not of sufficent importance to warrant the
government in ordering a wholesale slangh-
ter of the Utes, and it is to be hoped that
no such extreme measures will be taken.

THE SOLDIER VOTE.

An important factor in the elections on
the 2d proximo will be the soldiers’ vote—
the votes of those who followed the fortunes
of the Union armies during the terrible four
years during which the republic was in dan-
ger of overthrow. They are to dayas loyal
as they were when they were risking their
lives in the front of the battle and enduring
hardships in camp and on the picket line, or
fatigue on the march, and if need be they
will go throngh the ordeal once mors,
though the heads of many of them have
been silvered with years and their joints
been stiffened by disease. = They constitute
an army that has ever been invincible in the
field, and wili prove invincible at the ballot-
box.

It is often asked: How are the veterans
going to vote at the pending Presidential
election? Undoubtedly their votes will be
more or less divided as in the past, but there
is good reason to predict that a large major-
ity of them will labor earnestly for the suec-
oess of their old commander in arms, the
hero of a score of battles, Gen. Winfleld
Soott Hancock. The evidence on this score
is indisputable. Omne straw that shows
which way the wind blows, was shown in
the returns from the precinet in Dayton
where the soldiers’ asylum is gituated,
which, at the recent election, gave a largely
increased Democratic majority. In New
York State there are Independent Republi-
can clubs, to which no Demoecrat is admit-
ted, composed of soidiers and numbering
nearly fifteen thousand voters, all of whom
are pledged to vote for Hancock. In New
Jersey there are four cities that have enroll-
ed over five thousand Hancock veterans. In
FPennsylvania over ten thousand ex-soldiers
have enlisted under the Hancock banner,
and a large majority of these have hereto-
fore voted the Republican ticket. In
Wisconsin the Hancock veterans number
over five thonsand, while in Illinois this
number is nearly doubled. In other States
of the North the same disposition of the
soldiers to vote for Hancock ia manifest,
and there seems to be little doubt that at
least three-fourths of the soldier vote will
be cast for Hancock.

Tha accusations of the Republican press
affecting the integrity and the patriotism
of Gen. Hancock are of no avail among the
veterans. They know him to well too ques-
tion either. They haveseen him in the fore-
most part of danger on many a bloody
battle field, exposing himself to a leaden
hail, to doubt his patriotism, and they know
that & brave man can never be a dishonest
one. He has shown his patriotism not only
in time of war but in time of peace by a
strict adherence to the constitution and the

laws. When he might have been the dicta-
tor of the States of Louisiana and Texas, he
abdicated in favor of the civil law. He held
his forces in readiness to assist the civil au-

thoties in maintaining the laws, but did
not attempt to override them.

Such a man is worthy of the support «of
all good citizens, and more especially of those
who like him perilled their lives in their
coantry’s service. The veterans of the war,
save the few who have since the war been
almoners on the publio bounty, will support
Gen. Hanoook by their votes 8 week from
next Taesday, as they eupported him by
their bullets at Gettysburg, Antietam, Chan-
oellorsville, Williamsbuorg, Frederickstown
and Yorkville. The soldier vote will turn
the scale, and will turn it in favor of the hero
of Gettysburg.

THE TEXT-BOOK ACXS.

The voters of Minnesota will be called on
at the election next week to decide whether
or not they wish to mamtain the texi-book
aots. We publish in another column an able
argument by the superintendent of schools
in Faribault county setting forth some strong
arguments in behalf of the law. The merits
or demerits of the law we do not now regard
as the most vital points et issme. Concern-
ing the so-called State text-book act there
was ample ground for différence of opinion.
Some of this difference of opinion was hon-
est, but more was governed by self-interest
purely.

The great point in favor of the retention
is that the State has adopted the system,
and for nearly two years the major portion
of the State has been using the books pro-
vided. This ef itself is sufficient reason, if
there were no other, why your ballots shou!d
read, “In favor of the text book’ acts. The
GLOBE was one of those who originally op-
posed the exactment of the law. The result,
however, is a gratifying disappointment and
it would now be an unwise thing to throw
away what has been accomplished and com-
mence over.

It is better, rather to perfeot the existing
law, if it needs perfecting, and give the sys-
tem a thorough trial. Whether wise or not
at the outset there can be no doubt that
it would be a return to manifold evils to
overturn the work already accomplished.
The statistios show that the books are now
thoroughly introduced and that they are
supplied at rates which are below the figures
at which the same books are sold in other
States where the publishers have full sway
and the most thorough competition exists.
Minnesots, in fact, appears to be more fa-
vored in price and quality of her school
books than any of her sister States. A vote to
abolish these privilege is so unwiae that it
does not require argument to preventit. The
mere staving of the case i3 certainly suoffi-
cient and it only remains to caution commit-
tees in securing tickets to see that the law
is complied with and that the ballots sare
printed to read “In favor of text book acts.”

ANOTHER LIE BY THE BRIBE-
GIVER.

Bill Washburn, the bribe-giver and cor-
raptionist, has written a letter denying the
statement that he is opposed to opening
the pinery on the Red Lake reservation.
This is on a per with the lie he told a St.
Paul audience last week when he said he was
a friend of this oity. When he was sur-
veyor general, Bill Washburn used his
position {o

gobble the best pine
land in the market. This pine he
brings to Minueapolis and  Anoka
and cuts into lumber. The mnortkern

part of the State supplies him with a great
market which would be almost entirely de-
stroyed if the Red Lake reservation pine
could be rescued. Hence he uses his offisial
position to keep the reservation closed and
if he can be elected to Congress he will con-
tinue to kesp it closed.

The man in Northern Minnesota who will
vote for the bribe.giver under such circom-
stances deserves to be robbed by the price
of lumber.

The result of the work done by the boards
of registration appointed by the solidly Re-
publican county board has finally been learned,
and goes to show that the solid board was not
mistaken in the men it seleoted for the purpose
of reducing the opposing vote to & minimum,
It will be seen by the subjoined table that in

the Democratic wards, with the heaviest popu-
lation of any in the city, the number of names
plaed upon the registers is no greater, and in
some instances is actually less than in the Re-
publican wards with less than half the popu-
lation. TheBixth, which is Democratic, with
a population of 40,881, is credited with only
8,145 voters, whiie the Fourth ward, with a
population of only 28,035, has a registry of
3,836. In the First ward, Republican, the
registered are 20 per cent. of the population,
while in the Fourteenth, Democratic, they are
less than 7 per cent.

There is of course no reason to suppose that
the Pemooratic wards contain fewer voters
than the Republican, as both parties draw their
strength 2bout equally from the foreign el-
ement, and but a comparatively few unnatur-
alized foreignera can be found in the cily; con-
sequently it is reasonable to assume that had
the registering lists been made ont properiy the
registration in the city would bear about the
proper proportion to the population of the city
which is found to exist in the First waid, or
one in five, which would give a voting popula-
tion of upward of one hundred thousand in the
city. The Democrats claim that they will be
able to save themselves fron®the effects of the
thinning-out of their names, by having their
men out to register on the Tuesday and Wednes-
day of next week, bat it will probably be found
extremely difficult to register over forty thou-
sand names iu two days, with judges whose gole
aim will be to prevent registration.

SCHOOL BOOKS,

The Law to bo Voted Upon s&tthe Coming
Electlon—Facts for the Uonsideration of
the Voters Who Desire Good Books at
Chesp Rates—Why the Present Law
Should bs Continued.

To Each Elector in Minnesota.

Dear Sir: As a county sujerintendent of
schools for & number of years, I have had
sbundant opportunity to know of the praoti-
cal operation of the uniform text book law,
and ivasmuch as the question of continuing
the law for a farther period of five years is to
be submitted to a popular vote at the coming
election, I feel it a duty to eall your
attention to a few facts.

You must recegnize the fact that the uni-
form text book law has secured to
the people of this BState, good books, at
unprecedentedly low pricss.

That the books are uniform throughout the
Btate, so that the people as they move from
one place to another are not required to buy
new books.

That teachers can bs familiar with the books
in use in all the distriets, and be able to begin
their work at the opening of school.

That if new methods and better books are
produced from time to time, they can be
adopted at the end of five years in place
of those now in use.

That the contractor cannot raise his prices, no
matter how mach the increase in cost of man-
ufacture to him.

All of these things are of great material ad-
vantage to the cause 0f education and to the
interests of the people of our Btate. -

Th= fact that whatever oppositicn there is
on the part of any of vur people arisea mainly
from the labor and responsibilities imposed
upon the district clerks in handlicg the books
without pay (other than securing buoks cheap
for their own children) will readily
suggest that the law may be so modified
a8 to relieve the clerks from handling the
books, where they so desire, aud to inclode
whatever other improvements which experience
in the operation of the law has shown, are need-
ed torender the law more efficient.

I confidently trust that you will unite in se-
curing a continuance of these advantages by
aiding the people to an intelligent subpport of
the law by their votes in favor of it at the elec-
tion. A negative voteisnot a wofe to amend
the law, but a vole to abolish it altoge: her, aud go
back to the higher prices and repeated changes
which prevailed before the law was ensoted and
which bencfit none but the book publishers and
their agents. 1E the law is rustuined at the
election, the legislature can next winter correct
aoy details which have been found to be ob-
ieglonable. forit is hardly possible that a law
which works a reformation of such magoitude
should be made perfect at the outset. The
books are now used with general satisfaction
in all the schools in fifty-two counties, which
contain 2,872 school districts. In the remain-
ing twenty-five counties the books sre used in
1,150 districts out of 1,628 districts in thoie
counties, 50 that =&t least 8500 dis-
tricts are elready using the books out
of 4,000 distriots, the estimated number of
schocl districts in the Btate.

A change now would un-eitle everything and
work great injury to us, in all devartments of
our district schools, and be a great expense &
our people.

I append a statement showing the compara-
iive value, in dollars and cents, of the law
to us.
