A DOUBLE CHARACTER.

Visviie as a Man—Invisible asa Woman—
The Lat:st Great Seasat ion—Two Female
Hearts in Love With Another.
Minneapolis was yesterday aroused over 2

sensation that satiated the appetite of the most
inveteratc novel reader, and a developmeut
that to people in general seemed more like a
misty dream than a reality. A frail woman,
but nineteen yeers of age, haslived in this city
since the first of last Msy, dressed in male at-
tire, and passed in ell respects as a man. Not
only this,but she has succeeded by her assump-
tion of the merners charscteristic of man,
and a disposition to play the
part of a young gentleman
seeking matrimonial ends, in wiuniog the
hearts of two csteemed young ladies, one of
thewm a teacher in the public schools of this
city. She has successfully passed as a man;
she has made people believe she was an Eng-
lish heir; she has lived in ease a3 a gentleman
of the first rank;she has studied medicine as
any other student, and she has done as much
courting as two young mea ordivarily do.
The history of thisirdividual, as a man, as
far as it is known, is about as follows: Accord-
ing to his story he came from Englund in 1876.
He was the son of a millionaire, and his name
was Leon A. Belmont. He intended, on at-
taining his majority, to retarn to his country
and take possession of his great estate. He
travcled over different parts of the country,
and finally found his way into the Black Hills
from Kansas. Here he became sacquainted
with Miss Grace Watts, of this city.
It seems Mrs. Watls’ husband was in the
Black Hi'ls, and a year ago last spring sbe and
her daughter Grace went to live with him st
Lead City, D. T. Here she first saw Belmont,
Leon A. Belmort, as he called bimseif, he be-
ing introduced by her husband. The young
man seemed sickly and without triends, and
ber mother’s heart was immediately attracted
to him. He had come from Kansas, there. be
ezid, in company with a Mr. Taylor, with
whom he was living in a tent. He seemed to
bave plenty of money, and owned a fine team
of hot=es. After a better acquaintance he cams
to board with them and engaged bimself to her
dsughter.
Even at that time his appearance had
aroused the suspicions of the low circle that
frequent sach mining towns. bat these sus-
picions were repelled by Mr. Watts, who,
while he felt an instinctive dislike for his
prospective son-in-law, still defended kim
on his daughter's account. Last May Mrs,
Watts returned to this city, her daughter
having returned some months before and ac-
cepted a position in the schcols. Belmont
came with her, and on the way down was the
subject of remarks from some sporting men
on the train, who insinuated in an auadible
tone that the man was a woman. 3Xra. Watis
appealed to Mr. Frank Plummer, who also
was on the train and with wbom she was ac-
quainted, and Mr. Plumber chiyalrously in-
terfered and stopped the annoyance. Ar-
riving in this city, Belmont assummed the
old position as an inmate of Mrs. Watts fami-
ily.
After the arrival of Mrs. Watts and house-
keeping had been commenced, Miss Sarah
EBrackett, a teacher in the Jefferson school,
was taken &s 8 boarder. It seems that Miss
Drackett knew the Watts family long ere
their removal to this city, and keralded their
coming several months before that important
event occurred. Bhe al3o told how Miss Watts
was engazed to a scn or nephew of Augast
Belmont, the New York miilionsaire, and that
they were io be married and go to Earope, and
that she (Miss Brackett) was to be an adopted
sister and live in wealth.
Matters went on smoothly for some time.
The conrtship b:tween Mr. B:lmont and Miss
Watts waa of the most pronounced character
and the wedding day was looked npon as near
at hand. In June, however, the news was her-
alded that a certzin Mr. Belmont, living on
Second avenue south and Sixth streect, had
been robbed mysteriously of $©300. Chief
Munger and Detective Hoy visited the place
and found a2 yourg man who claimed to have
been robbed. Miss Brackett, the school teach-
er, had also losta sum of money. Belmont
hsd bought a teim of horses at Smith Bros,
driven down to his boarding house to get the
money and found it gore. The young man
requested to have the matter suppressed,
wilh ether curious circumstances aroused the
officers’ suspicions. The officers concluded
from the appearance of thesocalled young man
that he was really a woman in disguise, and ac-
cused him of being an imposter and the thief
of Miss Brackett’'s money. The imputation
was resented by all the ladies, and the officers
were berated sonrdly for entertaining the sus—
picions. They were satisfird, however, that
there had been no robbery except of Miss
Brackett, and their suspicions were of too un-
substantial a character uron which to base an
arrest. The young man protested that he was
“straight,” said he was engaged to Miss Watts,
and that he had *‘taken Miss Brackett for his
sister.”” Altozether he seemed one of the fam-
ily, and the officera concluding he was an im-
peeter, and bad romanced regarding the wvar-
ioas robberies. They le't the hounse, amid the
abuse of the lsdiss, with a determinaticn to
keep an eye on the so-calied young man.
But by and by Leon’s passion for Miss Watts
cooled snd was transferred to Mis: Brackett,
the school teacher. This move, of course,
aroused the jealousy of Miss Watts, and the
two young ladies actually had a war of words
over their rival claims.
Finully Leon turned up 3 a mediesl stndent
in the officz of Dr. Goodrich, where he man-
aged to maiot.in his disguise. Yesterday, how-
ever, Miss Brackets sent for Chief Murger, tola
ber suspicions tha® Leon was a woman, that
she had loaned Leon %50, aod that she wanted
him arrested. This was accomplished Ilast
evening much to
THE SURPRISE OF LEON,
and Dr. Potnam made a brief examination
that placed at rest all doubts 2s to the sex of
Leon. The prisoner wzs cast into jail and yes-
terday morning was broughi before Judge
Cooley.
At 9 o’clock the news had spread far and wide,
and the court house was crowded to its utmost
capacity to see this distingnished individaal.
Ste came in rhortly after 10. She removed her
felt bat and ran her hands through her curly
huir as though she were as high toned as any
other society gentleman. Bhé was dressed in a
dsrk business suit, heavy overcoat, sud boots,
with a slouch bat just removed from
HER BLONDE CURLY HEA3,
on which the hair waved very prettily and was
nicely parted on one side. A face rather smali
and pinched looking, large, calm blue eyes, fall,
well moulded throat, small bands and small
feet, sboalders and hipa broad aad really prom-
inen*. The masculine meke-up was perfect,
even to the guld batton and necktie. Seated
in the conit room the woman evinced not a
particle of distress or fear, and unless
informed to the contrary, a person would
naturally bave txken hir for a disinterested
spectator. After considerable fussing and
ranning to and fro Csl. Benton. sc'ing for his
brother as city attorney, concluded to preter a
oharge under the erdinance of assuming im-
proper attire, and arecord was made of it.
Clerk Dunn then called ‘“Mary Balmonp” bat
the woman moved not an inch,her proper name
bad so long been buried that she had donbtless
forgotten it, and bence made no response.
“‘Mary Belmont'’ again called the clerk, and
this time beckoned to the woman and she ap-
proached the judge's desk. The charge was
read to ber, and she received it with the same

Lumber.

The following ratings are those adopted at
Chicago and now prevail at 8t. Paulin all
wholesale offices. It is worth while for dealers
to note the entire list for future reference, as
they are most conveniently obtainable in this
way, and the GLOBE is the only St. Paul paper
which hes published them:

CHIOAGO YARD GRADING.
The system of grades prevailing among the
yards of Chizago, is a most difficult thing to
deseribe, yet a general similarity of idess is
suppoesed to prevail among all dealers. We
therefore endeavor to give the general laws
governing their grading.
First Clear.—Sh=1l be not less than twelve
1uches in width and twelve feet long (except
that in some vards ten foot pieces ure admit-
ted 1n the upper grades, the majority adhering
to the twelve foot standard), and with no im-
perfections, unless the piece is fourteen inches
orover in width; will then aliow imperfec-
tions equsl to sap, one inch on one side, ex-
tending the whole length of the piece, but the
face must be perfect.  As the width increascs,
will allow larger imperfections in pruporiicn
to the width.
Sccond Clear.—8hall be not less than ten
inches wide, and must be perfect up to eleven
inches. Above eleven inches imperfec-
tions may he sllowel equal te
sap one inch on one side of the whule length
of the piece if well manufactured. With in-
cressing width will aliow other and larger im-
perfections in propor:ion to tte width, but not
tmper fections enough to decrease its value be-
yond the standard of a tweive inch piece of
above description.
Third Clear.—Shail not be lesa than nine
inches in width (except as below), and perfect
up to ten inches; will then allow imperfec-
tious equal to sap oue inch on one side of tue
whole length of the piece if well manufac-
tured. This grade, however, is subject to
modificition in that while it is mainly tke
cquivalent of Albauy Thirds and Fourtbs, it
may generally ba found to combine the grades
of A Box, A Steok and 8-inch A, varying from
standard 1nzpection by allowing a minimum
width ef vive inches and a length of twelve
feet., In yard grading, knots as big as a half
doliar may b= allowed in a fair sized piece, as
to general location and effect upon the use of
the bourd. Bmaller knots. as high as five in
number, or bright sap oo each edge of one
side, two inches in width. In narrows boards,
one face must be nearly perfect except 8-inch
A, where the general rule applies modified by
the width. A stocks. usually refers to 12-inch,
bot may apply to 10inch stocks when so
specified.
B Box and A Stocks wusually range in price
with Third Clear.  Eight-inch A, although of
the same geveral quality, rang-s from 23 to $5
lower in price  Ten-icch Stock in ail grades
usoally ranges $2 below 12-inch.

A Selects, B Stock. Eight-inch A and B.—
These are all of about oue grade,and are taken
from Third Clear and 8cleets, what may be
called “line boards,” between the two grades.

A Scleets are properiy a grade beiow, al-
though some claim to make itequal {o8d
Ciear. In this grade, some yards will allow
shake, where the use and general valne of the
piece is not seriously impaired thereby. As a
rule, however, no shake is admitted. Knots
may be allowed according to iz of board and
location of knots, but seldom both knots and
shake. Widths may run from 8-inch upward.
Sap may be allowed equal to two inches on
one side of a nine inch piece, increasing with
the width. The term “Box” is applied to all
grades, where the width makes the lumber
suitable for cormice ard shelving, or wason-
box boards, from which latter the Chicazo use
of the term is derived. Bample boards may
be described as follows: A board twelve feet
loug, twelve inches wide, had orne knot the
size of a dime, one cat-face knot, two saps on
one ride, of which one is narrow, rucuing the
whole length,the other three inches at one end,
taperin r ont at four feet. Some call thisa
fair, others & good, A Select.

B Bor.—Is thirteen inches wide and over. A
board seventeen inches wide, sixteen fect long,
with twelve medinm knots; another sixteen
inches wide, two saps of two inches each on
oue eide and ten small koots on the other, were
scen in a pile of B Box, but wers eriticised by
other graders.

B Stock is usually twelve inch, bat may in-
clude ten inch stocks,  Eight iuch B is of
parallel width (71 to 9) up o grads, in pro-
portion to width.

B Select in general character is a sap board,
if narrow, one side may ba we'l covered with
sap, no kootson ibe face.  Such a board may
be from seven to ten inches. At ten to
fourteen inches, some knots and less sap. Thi=
class makes good *‘one side” Ilamber for fin-
iching boards, and in general, knois may be
allowed of « charucter not te irjare the board
for finishing purposcs or for cartting up. A
sanple bosrd sevea irches wide had bright
«ap nearly covering one side, the other u face.
Anotherof thirteen inches had bat four inches
of msat on the 83p wide, the sap came through
to the iace, and tuere were two Smill knots on
the face. Another of nine inches had sap eov-
ering cne end for five feet, sap ran slightly on
to tne face of the board. B Select on wider
pieces may combine some eonsiderable shake
st the ends, if the center 18 good, or on center
if the ends are good.

The sap in this grade should be judged in
the matier of color by its surroundings.
While a black sap is ecarcely allowable, a six-
ple discoloration will not condemn the piece
if all other requisites are present. A picce
of fair width with one clean foce to work
would admit of a blacker eap on the outside
of the cat. In this grade zlso may be admit-
ted a ciass of soft wide lumber, with large or
even loose knots, where the euts betwseen the
knots may give a large proportion of fisishing
lumber. Such lumber is often found where
the rules of regular and strict inspection
would condemn a piece to the grade of cull,
yet where the piece is of ecspecizl value for
catting up.

Common.—All good sound lumber ten feet
long and upwards, however knotly, if the
knots are tight and sound and no‘ coarse
enough to weaken the board, are included in
this grade. Also sap hoards, when the sap
is fairly bright. Boards free from rot aund
shake, which involve their usefulness, are
common boards. Lumber which will make &
water-tight roof is in all markets incluoded in
this grade. *Splits or Checks, if «straight and
not of an extent or nature to materially in-
jure the board, are generally allowable. The
lomber must be of 7sull standard thickness
and well manufactured.

Worm-holes may be permitted in this grade
in number and character preportioned to the
gize of the piece, but as a rule, wormy lumber
should be exciuded as Culls. Custom has al-
lowed common plavk, measuaring 174 thick, to
ba measared as if fall two inch. A few worm-
Loles are not cvbjectionablein dimeunsion staff

upless encugh in number to weaken the piece,
or of a venerally unsighily charac'er.

C Doz iz = grade of thirteen (13) inches
wide and over, with small, sound knots.

D Boz 1s simply good, wide Commog.

Neither of these last two protend to any
grading abhove Common, except that their
widths adapi them to special uses.

Culls. —Uneound lumber, loose knots, bad,
black Kknots, or large, coarse knots, loose or
shaky hearts, unedged or waney, and badly
shaky lumber, black sap stain, especiaily if

mouldy. All wormy lumber, rotten streals.
or ends badly manufactured as to thickness.
wedge boards or tarved lember (thick on ore
edge and thin on the other), or boards which
wont hold water. All the above properly be-
long in Culls, and when uufit to be used as
rosfing to nsil shingles cr, «r is generally un-
sightly in appearance, it is Known as “‘SBeoots.”
Refuse, or Mill-Culls, and bas ne quotable
value. .

Lengths.—In some yards ten feet is the
standard of lengih, and all lamber i3 meas-
ured in even figures of ten, twelve, fourteen,
sixteen and eighteen feet; odd lengths are un-
known unless in special orders snd inlamber
of over twenty feet. Until within the last
two yeara twelve feet was the minimnwm of
length in & merchantable piece of lumber, and
most yards yet adbere to this rale.  All lum-
ber of less than ten feet is unszalable, except
when in quantities, as it is often fourd in ir-
regular lengths at gang saw-mills, when it is
known as ‘‘elips.”  This is rometimen scried
&6 to quality, but bas no claseification; it is
usually sold a8 & bulk, either by the pile or by
straight measure, and i3 often of a dssirable
character for builders.

Widths and Thickness.—The wider a board
is the more latitude is allowed for defects.
This remark applies generally to lengths,
widths and thickness, althoogh z8a rule, un-
less a board holds plump to an 1intended
thickness, it is measured to the next standard
below. In dimension or bill stuff such as
joist, scantling or timber, w variance in thick-
ness is almost universally allowed by dealers
and couvsumers. althoungh strict rules of in-
spection demand full sizes in ail respeets.

In wholesale markets a board measuring a
half icch or more over & certain width is
measured at the next lower number. In re-
tailing, however, the bhalf inch is properly
counted, while ip some markets the “give and
take” principle is chserved; that is, if a full
half inch or over, it is called at the next bigh-
er figure; if not full half insh it is called
back to the last fall figure.

Stoek Boards.—A class of lnmbersawed of
a uniferm width of ten, twelve arnd fourteen
inches. It is graded the same as other lum-
ber, but its usiformily marksit 2s of superior
utility for ripping into flooring, siding, etc, or
for mancfactorers requiring large quantities
of certain widths for special work. ‘The lower
grades are mainly used as barn boards, or for
course sheatbing, and other similar purposes.
Other Varieties.—Norway mixed wilh other
lumber uniformly clisses as common; bat
when in lots by itself, may be graded ina
manner rimilar to white pine, the designation
“Norway” indicating its distinctness from
white p:ne.

Flooring, siding avd ceiling are graded ac-
cording to the geversl rules applying to wider
lumber, modificd to #uit the decreased width,
bat are measured as the piece was in the

rough.

First and Second Clear Strips and Siding —
No. 1 is perfect in thickpess, width and qual-
ity. No. 2 wiil allow of a parrow,bright sap
on one side or one or two small sonnd knois
The twou are usually combined.

A, or First Common.—1£ free from sap may
have two or three emall sound kuots, or bright
sap 3¢ or3{ inch.

.B,/?Jl‘ .Sé'oﬁd Comm.on.—Mzsay have three or
four medium size sound knots, or bright sap of
1o 1% inch.

C. or Thir@d Common.—May bkave two tosix
mediom knots, cr two to three inches of eap,
or both sap acd and knots to cqual these.
ilooring, A or First.—Should have one face
neariy clesr, with but ocne or two small sound
knots; the other may nave more knots or sap.
B, or Second.— May bave two to four sound
medinm knots snd bright sap equal tol or 1%
iaches,

C.or Third —Will =low of three to six
small, sound knots, or 1} to 2 inches bright
S&P.

Fencing Flooring.—Is geod common flooriog
from selected fencing, and may bave a large
nuamber af small sound knots, bat the general
character of the piece i3 such as to mikea
goed floor, practically free from shake and
loose knots,

Fencing No. 1, or Common.—Sound knots,
rot to weak n the piece; may haye consider-
able sap. No. 2; black sap, coarse knots,
shady or otherwise defective, yet notsoas to
prevent its use as coarse fencing. Four inch
lumber of any gradechounld have one-third less
imperfections than is allowed, on six inch
widibs. Norway of the same general quality
is scruiinized much more closely than white

pire.

Deck Plank.—Is lumber suitable for decking
for vessels, and is usually three, four five and
six inches wide and three to four inches thick,
acd the longer the length the more valuable is
it considered. No lotaveraging under twenty-
five to thirty feet in length is properly classcd
as decking. This should be almost wholly free
from sap, must be free from shake, but may
have any reasonable number of small sound
red knots. It is sometimes used twoand a
half inches in thickuess.

* Bsd Splits and Ohecks, especially when not
straight, will always condemn & board of any grade
to a lower one, according to the effect upon its use-
fuluees. The same is true of waney edges.
