How would itdo for the State to turn
1lie Stillwater prison into a shoe shop and
insure the lives of the convicts for the
benefit of the treasury? The revenue
from those who are killed oil by that
kind of labor might offset the longevity
which follows the art of making thresh-
ingmachines.

It looks as though this shoemaking
business was a conspiracy to rob the world
of our distinguished though secluded
fellow citizen. Coney, lie has withstood
tlioassaults of '-dull"' and the medicine
of the prison physician, but wo doubt
whether he can holdout against leather.
The board of health should dissect him
prior to the return of the writ of man-
damus, and be prepared to enlighten the
court on the matter. Coney and "duff"
forever."

Thbeshoeg mac mines have secured au
unhealthy reputation owing to the ex-
plosion of the boilers and the autics of
the festive tumbling rod. Tbc State
Hoard of Health might consider whether
tii^ mortality from that source is greater
or less thau the miasma produced by the
bad breath emanating from the feet of
those who wear shoes. Some might sup-
pose that the difference between 45 '.j. and
47,'^ is purely a mathematical problem,
but this is a mistake. it is entirely a
scientific proposition.

Woixd itmake any difference with the
health of th« convicts ifinstead of fash-
ioning the leather into shoes they should
make leather seats for the breeches of a
large portion of those who vote the Re-
publican ticket? The important thing to
find out is whether leather, per se, is a
deadly poison, or whether it is the shape
in which it is used that renders it so fatal.
The savants at the State University ought
to plant some leather in the State hot-
house and analyze the buds and blossoms
hi an early day.

Itis probable that there willbe no in-
vestigation of the charges of sectarianism
in the Normal school at St. Cloud until
after the close of the legislative session.
The committee appointed for the purposo
find thnt they cannot give the matter the
attention it deserves without neglecting
their legislative duties, aud they yester-
day procured authority to sit during the
recess and report to the Governor. The
charges arc exceedingly grave ones, and
thprc is a disposition among the members
of the committee to get at the bottom
[acts, and to put a stop to the system, ifit
ha* been practiced.

Changes of brutality to patients are
made against the managers ofthe Buffalo
insane asylum. There is scarcely a single
similar institution of the kind in the
country that has escaped such scandals,
and in nearly all instances the accusations
have been substantiated. Itappears as
if brutal instincts was one of the chief
recommendations of those selected to
rare for the insane. Certain it is, that
ibis is one of their most promiueut char-
acteristics. It is about time, however,•
hat an example was made of some of

these miscreants who abuse their un-
fortunate fellow? simply because they
have the power.

The Minneapolis delegation to the
House again emphasized their opposition
yesterday to the maintenance of the free
navigation of the Mississippi by opposing
and voting against the memorial to Con-
gress asking the passage of a bill to pre-
vent its obstruction. Mr.Ilicks had the
presumption to assert that it had not been
demonstrated that sawdust 'interfered
with navigation, notwithstanding the fact
that every person engaged in our river
traffic can testify that the channel has
been very sensibly ..impaired by the ac-
cumulation of this refuse. Mr.Ilicks
regards the interests of about a dozen
millers at Minneapolis as of far more im-
portance than the interests of the millions
of people who depend upon the river as
an equalizer of freights from the West to
the seaboard. Such narrow statesman-
ship is a disgrace even to 3linneapolis.

The billrequiring applicants lor posi-
tions as teachers in our public schools to
pass an examination in bookkeeping and
Other studies outside the proper domain
of common school education, was very
properly indefinitely postponed by the
House yesterday. The tendency to en-
large the scope of public education is re-
prehensible ivmany respects, [v the first
place it is not the duty of the State to

give instruction in academic or collegiate

branches ofstudy. Again, the branches
already taught arc so numerous that not

one youth in a thousand can master them
fill.Even with the most industrious cram-
ming and tlie most diligent study the av-

erage child can gain but a smattering of
the ordinary brunches of education dur-
ing tlie time in which he remains at
school, aud all additions that are made
arc at the expense of the necessary ele-
mentary studies. The studies should be
reduced rather than increased innumber.

There were two new kinks in the
State prison contract yesterday. Chief
Justice Gillrillan granted a writof man-
damus requiring the State prison inspec-
tors toappear and show why they reject-
ed Mr. Thompsons bid of 47j*g cents per
day and accepted Seymour, Sabin &Cos.
of 43!;, cents, and Kepresentativc Mc-
Cracken raised a committee of investiga-
tion to fuither probe tlie matter and as-
certain whether any "undue influences"
are floating about. Olny one thing further
is now necessary. Tlie State Board of
Health should be calledupon to report the
relative healthfulness of shoemaking and
threshing machine manufacturing. All
the bottom facts should be brought out.
This is especially important, as our Still.
water news department this morning nn-

uounces that there is soon to be an in-
crease of the prison population from nat-
ural onuses, and the State should look af-
ter the health of its rising and still un-
born generations. We cannot afford to
jeopardize the physical condition of our
fellow citizens, who are cugaged inserv-
ing the State during their temporary re-
tirement, and the. -'lifers" should be kept
from landing in untimely graves.

APBOPBB CONSTITUTIONAL AMKS'D-
MJBNT.

Enquiry among the members of the
Senate and House of Representatives
shows the existence of a very general
sentiment in favor of the passage of the
constitutional amendment proposed by
Hon. .1. V. Daniels, of Olmsted county,
In the House on Saturday. The amend-
ment, as stated by the Globe yesterday,
contemplates the abrogation of the sixty
days' limitation as to the sessions of the
legislature, and fixes the compensation of
members at a specified sum. whether the
sessions be long or short.

Itis now very generally admitted that
the abolition of annual sessions of tlie
legislature was ill-advised and premature.
Biennial sessions may be well enough for
old aud long-settled States, but in Min-
nesota, where the country is new and
sparsely settled, the necessity forlegisla-
tion is constantly existing. New counties
arc being organized, new towns and
villages are being established, and all
sections of the State are constantly in
need of authority under which they can
effect needed public improvements. As
a result of this premature amendment we
find the. legislature at the present session
deluged withbills of every description, a

large majority of which come from the
frontier counties. Though the session is
but littlemore than half over, the ne-
cessity for haste in the disposition of
those bills is beginning to be felt, and
scores of them arc passed every week
after receiving only a cursory inspection
from the committees. The effects of
this hasty legislation will soon be felt,
and people from all sections will be cry-
ingaloud for redress against the wrongs
inflicted upon them either intentionally
or for want of time in which to properly
frame the needed laws.
It is hardly possible Jor the present

legislature to dispose of all the business
before itby the 4th of March, at which
time its legal existence "tvill expire. The
appropriation bills will require
careful consideration and pro-
voke extended debate. The manage-
ment of our State institutions should re-
ceive a more rigid inspection than they
are likely to receive, and the re-appor-
tionment of the State inio legislative and
Congressional districts will require a
week or ten days of continuous consider-
ation. Other matters of importance will
also need consideration, but all of these
willbe slighted to a greater or less degree.

The amendment referred to will be a
partial remedy for many of the evils of
our present system. It will afford the
legislature time to give each measure that
comes before it that consideration which
the people have a right to expect itto re-
ceive. There would be less complaint of
imperfections in tlie laws, less litigation
over obscure and disputed points in the
language of the acts, and greater satis-
faction in every respect.

There need be no fear that the sessions
of the legislature would be needlessly pro-
longed in ca?e of the adoption of the
amendment. As the members are to be
paid a fixed salary there would be no in-

ducement to remain insession longer than
was absolutely necessary. They Avould
transact their business decently and in
order, and as scon as the tables were
cleared adjourn. There are many reasons
why the amendment should prevail: none
why it should be opposed by those having
the best interests of the whole State at
heart.

The policy of granting swamp lands

to aid in the construction ofrailroads had
an extensive airing yesterday, three bills
fitting out railroads with extensive do-
uations of lands being in committee of
the whole at the same time, one of which
was recommended to pass, while the
other two were reported back without
recommendation. Those who favored
the grants urged their claims on the
ground that other roads and other parts

of the State had been so favored and
claimed that their localities and roads
we're entitled to a fair divide of public
lands with the rest ofthe counties. :. The
billrecommended to pass was so recom-
mended by a vote of 15 to 14, and it is
believed that fifteen votes is about the
strength these measures will have with
a fullSenate, while it takes twenty-one
votes to pass a bill. The Chicago, St.
Paul & Omaha railroad company re-
ceived quite a set back by the Senate re-
fusing to pass the House billsauthorizing
the consolidation of the various corpora-
tions which form the one :mentioned.
The bills are nowin committee of the
whole for future consideration. Lieut.
Gov. (tilman has so recovered from his
recent illness as to be able to resume his
accustomed place.

Paul, Minneapolis <k Omaha
Railroad company to purchase and own the
St. Paul &Sioux City railroad, and the- two
bills accompanying itrelating to that corpor-
ation, und moved that they be passed under
suspended rules. Pending the call of the roll
on the passage of the bill, explanation of the
effect of the billhaving been asked, a debate
took place between Senators Castle and Hinds,
Mr. Castle taking the ground that the billwns
all right and contained nothing extending the
powers or privileges of the old company,
while Mr. Hinds contended that by reason of
the sale of the road the vast land grant of the
Sioux City road would Im> liable to taxation
and the bill was intended to relinquish that
right on the part of the Slate. The bill was
lo«t; yeas, 13; nays, It. The vote by which
the bill was lost was reconsidered and all three
of the bills were referred to the committedsof
the whole.

A NEW OFFICER.
Senator Rice called up the House billauthor-

izing the establishment of the office of district
attorney in the Twelfth judicial district, and
askod that itbe passed under suspended rules.

Senator D. Buck thought the oilice waj au
innovation on our present system of adminis-
tering justice, but upon his being assured that
itonly affected the Twelfth district, he with-
drew his opposition, saying that ifthe voters
of that district desired to pay $2,000 per an-
num to such an officer he didn't know that he
hud any objections.

BUBBEXDEB OF VOUKTOWX.
A communication was received from the

governor, stating that at a meeting of the
governors of the original thirteen States a
movement was inaugurated for the celebration
of the centennial anniversary of Urn surrender
of Lord Cornwall!? at Yorktown iv a ivinner
befitting the historical significance of the
event and the present greatness of the nation,
and recommended that the legislature make
such provision as would enable the State of
Minnesota to be represented in a creditable
manner. The matter was referred to the com-
mittee on military affairs.

THE IXSAXE ASYLUMS.

Senatdr Wheat, chairman of the committee
on insane asvlnms, made the following report:
To the President and Senate of the State of

Minnesota.
Your committee on hospital for the insane,

respectfully reports, that it visited the hospi-
tal lor the insane at St Peter,onthe27thdiiyof
January, and at Rochester, on the 28th day of
January.

The committea were cordially received by
the officer! of the institutions.

The lirst hospital consist? of what is known
as the temporary and the permanent hospital.
Th' temporary has a capacity for eighty pa-
tients, but has now withinits walls 100 pa-
tients. The permanent hospital lias a capacity
for about 500 patients, but has now within its
remaining structure 474 patients. :-
Itappeared to your committee that sanitary

measures and cleanliness were onrcfuily ob-
served in this institution, that the diet was
wholesome and good, but that the v,:ir.!>
wen}, all too much crowded for ih
healih or -

comfort of the patients.
The temporary hospital consists of two separ-
ate buildings, and itappeared that in one <>i
lire there would not be sufficient protection,
especially as the. building material of ime/is
almost entirely of wood.

The permanent hospital moists of a cen-
tral building Jin.rtwo wings. The situation
of the hospital is this: The south wing and
central building are in their usual state of re-
pair, except that the parts of Hi', central hn\\\l-
in*bordering on the north wins arc consider-
ably damaged by fire. The north wing of the
buildingis destroyed by fire, with the excep-
tion that the outside walls are standing, and
competent engineers say that not more than
100 feet of this wall is destroyed. •

As to the policy ofbuilding on the fire proof
plan, or as nearly so as possible, your com-
mittee feel justifiedin saying that itshould be
adopted.

As to the proposed outlay for water supply,
the proposition is to bring the water from a
certain lake, "situated about 480 rod* away,
arid 107 Feet above the basement of the hos-
pital. Itis thought that pipes can be adjusted
from this lake to the hospital so as tomake
protection incase of lire complete, as well as
to make a constant supply of water for use.
The commilto endorse the proposition.

As to the proposition to remodel the base-
ment of the south wing and make that fire
proof, also to protect basement of the central
buildingin afire proof manner, we believe it
to be necessary to the safety of patients. It
appears to us that every possible precaution
against fire should betaken in a building of
this kind.

When these wants are supplied and
the building destroyed rebuilt, the ca-
pacity of this hospital willbe about sutll-
cieut to accommodate 600 patient*, or about
the present number at the temporary and per-
manent hospital.

Your committee were received at the second
hospital in the same courteous manner us at
St. Peter.

This hospital has a capacity forabout eighty
patients. Itisnow crowded to 113. Itcon-
sists of the old inebriate asylum, a building
not very well calculated for its present use,
and the*new addition built during the last
year witha capacity sufficient for100 patients.
This new addition will be tit-
ted for use some time this
mouth, and will then relieve the over-
crowded wards of both hospitals, but yet the
superintendent informed your committee that
the united capacity of the first and second
hospitals would only be sufficient for the
present number of patients.

All that was said with regard to sanitary
measures, cleanliness and diet when speaking
of the first hospital may be repeated here.
We believe these matters to be wellconducted,
and that the comfort and welfare of patients
here, is secured as far as possible to be, in
such crowded wards.

Your committee desires to say that the ap-
propriation of §20,000 made last session for
building the additions now being furnished,
appears to have been judiciously used by the
building committee.

Noappropriation was made for furnishing,
heating or lighting the building, and this ex-
penditure willhave to be provided for the
present session.

Now the appropriation called for, for the

four first items, is tomeet expenditures already
made for fitting the new building for use.
They amount to $15,770.

The three following items are for the pur-
pose \u25a0of building another addition with a
capacity for 150 patients. The expenditure
wouldbe 86(5,000, a part only of which would

be actually necessary the present year. Now
the buildingis a necessity. When the build-
ing destroyed by fire at St. Peter is rebuilt
there will then, as said before, be
only capacity enough for the present
number of patients. There are several
counties now in the State with insane people
locked up in their jails, and until the addi-
tion is built there willbe no relief for them.
The appropriation if made for 1881, would
only partially meet the wants of the situa-
tion, ifmade for 18S2 it would meet them
still less imperfectly.

The expenditures for the last five items are
necessary, and there arc unsettled balances
standing back to 1878 amounting to about
$1,800 that should be paid.
