Why shouldn't
it? Allkinds of work costs more in St. Paul
than in Minneapolis became there
is more of it to be done.
St. Paul is not a village but a gro-wing
city. Her numerous street, sewer, bridge Knd
general public improvement* are what make
the printing figures. Minneapolis Iton a
level prairie aud requires almost no street
work. The actual fact is that the papers of
MiimtupolU pool their issued
and have but one Md for
Ute city printing. Itis susceptible of proof
that the Minneapolis "lowest bilder" rate is
hielirr than the St. Paul rate lixed by the
council. There is no pool hen', and the city
has saved five or six thousand dollars per an-
num for the last seven years by the policy
adopted. This 6t.itement, too,is susceptible of
proof, as the Globe willdemonstrate, ifit is

denied. The papers might find a still
greater disparity if they compared St. Paul
city priuting with St. Cloud, Mankato or
Winona. The fact in a nutshell is that St.
Pan! p;iys a less rate for its printing than
Minneapolis, but the St. Paul aggregate ie
greater because the work is greater.

The Senate judiciary committee, yester-
day, reported the followingbillas a sub-
stitute for the so-called Chamberlain
proposition:

the- State, and to apply the proceeds of
the internal improvement lands of the
State in fullsatisfaction thereof.
WriEHKAti, There has for a long timeexisted

and still remain outstanding, certain con-
tested chums ngainst the State, commonly
known as the Minnesota State railroad bonds,
and certain other clutins, more particularly re-
fem-d to and set forth in chapter 152 of the
special laws ot the year lS67,the validity ofall
which claims haa ever been and still i&disput-
ed by tin;people of this State; and,

wWmnrjs, Certain holders of such dis-
puted daiira have recently made propositions
for the compromise aud settlement of certain
of the said claims hi-.1l by them, which propo-
sitions are now p"m.ling; and,

Whbbbas, Itis now considered to be desir
able and for the best interests of the State and
ofall of the people thereof that aU Mich propo-
sitions Bhoold b? treated with fairness by the
Stati, to the end that all such contested
claims may, ifpossible, be compromised, 6et-
tle-1und extinguished; therefore,
Be it enacted by the legislature of the State

of Minnesota:
Section 1. Alllands donak-d to the State of

Minnesota for the purpose of internal improve-
ments and known as the five hundred thousand
acres ofinternal improvement lands, shall be
sold and disposed of in tlie. mann-?r provided by
law, and the proceeds therefrom bhall be ap-
plied to the purpose of taking up and satisfy-
ing the scrip to bo issued under the provisions
of this net.

Sec. 2. The owners and holders of any of
the so-called Minnesota State railroad bonds
may surrender tho came "withthe coupons at-
tached to the K-cretary of state at. any time,
and the secretary of state shall on request at
any time after the submission of this act to
and its approval by the. people, as in this act
provided, issued to the respective owners, hold-
ers ofsuch bonds so deposited, with all cou-
pons, a script reciting therein the time of the
surrender ofsuch bond, its number .and the
name of such owner or holder, and that, he is
entitled lo receive from the proceeds i derived
from the sale and disposition of the said in-
ternal Improvement lands the amount of the
principal sum ofsuch bond so surrendered,
withinterest thereon at the rate of four per
cent from the date of the surrender of the
bonds, payable beml-annually, and that prin-
cipal and interest are payable only out of the
proceeds of said Internal improvement lands,
which shall be. construed 'as including
the funds and securities : already
derived, as well as such as shall hereafter be
derived from said internal improvement lands,
and said scrip shall be receivable In payment
ofsaM internal improvement lands.

See. 3. Whatever proceeds ofsaid internal
improvement lands remain after satisfying the
principal sum of all such bonds in the*manner
in this act provided, shall be applied propor-
tionately toall of said Minnesota State rail-
roads bo issued as aforesaid. •

Bt.Paul, Minn.,Feb. 16.—Gov. Pills-
burr's reception at the Metropolitan
hotel on Friday evening was decidedly
tho most successful one of the kind ever
given in;St. Paul. ,- Inpoint of numbers
such an entertainment is pretty apt to
become unwieldy. "Itrequires the genius
of a field marshal to maneuver the social
troops into the first positions and requi-
sitions of the presentations. After that,

There never was so unconstrained "and
genial a multitude. Itseemed as ifthe
presence of our sturdy, honest, guberna-
torial magistrate gave the aura which
made the vast throng kin.

There isn't in Minnesota to-day a hap-
pier embodiment of : the beat type of
western manhood than John S. Pillsbury.
He is one whose excellence must rather be
detected. Itis never displayed. No one
who greeted him that pleasant evening
had any misgiving that he would ever
tarnish his reputation politically,
financially, or socially. While the
title of governor clings to him
(and it is a mighty tenacious pre-
fix)itwillbe everywhere the passport, of
trusty manhood. He is loyal to the best
expectation of his constituency, and his
dictum on the disgraceful bond question,,
in the finale of his message, has a sterling
ring whichcommends him to the indorse-
ment of the whole country. So much for
Honest John, governor of Minnesota, who
willbe as memorable inthe gubernatorial
annals as t'oher John of Massachusetts,
so dubbed for the same quality. /

As the passing hundreds halted an in-
stant before the governor and his wife
before passing into the |great hall itwas
a fineexposition of Vanity Fair. Your
correspondent is seldom in the Jenkins
mood, which notes every imaginable
variety of toilet with an incomprehensi-
ble enthusiasm whose rebound is to be
found in the sarcasm and savagery of
Sartor Rcsartus. But there are times when
the abstracted or indifferent eye
regards a multitudinous and scientific
display like the governors reception in
much* the same philosophic mood De
Quinccyfelt in witnessing fine.dancing
in brilliant festal scenes. It is not so
much what meets the eye, as what bio-
graphic touches are suggested by the ap-
pearance of each person. Some people
are always en spectacle, and nothing suits
them better than a big opportunity like
this reception.

Aftersaluting his excellency and wife,
the guests filed past Gen. Sibley an,d Mrs.
H. M.Knox, the governor's assistants in
receiving. Mrs. Knox has very graceful
manners and a refined bearing, which
puts every guest at his ease, while that
surpassing gentleman, Henry H. Sibley, ;
confers distinction upon any occasion
when he honors it withhis presence. As
he stood there greeting the passing
throngs one could not help speculating
over the varied scenes those kindly dark
eyes had taken upon their cognizant reti-
nas from the hour when thty first saw
the wilderness where St. Paul now shows
the cumulative metropolitan advance-
ment and enterprise of the age.

After a while the onlooker at the pro-
cessional stream became conscious that
one or two persons monopolized the space
in front of the governor, and were either
holding a levee of their own, or.confus-
ing the established order of things by
clumsy attempts at introductions.

his early manhood, a force not to be light-
lyestimated in any opposing combina-
tion, whether itbe the State's prison con-
tract or the election of United States
Senator. As he moves above the g&y\y
chatting groups, withhis daintily-dreesed
and slender wife on his arm, no one
would surmise what schemes of convict
labor, what great and far-reaching enter-
prises are working behind his seeminglv-
unßent and careless brow. He is equally
at home here in the domain of pleasure
and fashion, as well as over yonder in
that gloomy pent-hou«e of apenitentiary,
whose walls hum with the machinery
that turns out his agricultural machines;

Poverty and
hunger are not incompatible with thor-
ough breeding, we allknow, but God help
the- intellect and elegance which would
seek recognition through either from
Josef. The only point to be made in the
statement is that the St. Paul people ap-
preciated Josef's mental attributes in ad-
verse circumstances, while he would turn
a deaf tar to all the misery in the world,
withor without brains.

John A. Logan, and our badgered post-
master oau not have many dangerous op-
ponents after theycome under her disarm-
ing influence.- Catch her walkingsilently
by such a power in the land afrLores
Fletcher, speaker of the House. Maybe
Josef could afford to doit. May be he
couldn't. Time will tell. Those Min-
neapolis fellows can dictate their own
terms half the time, and often a grim re-
talliation prompts some of their least
suspected moves.

Conspicuous in the throng is Dr. Stew-
art, always and inalienably "Dr.," no
matter what title comes to him.

v This connecting link with the head of
the Minnesota State aid schools' legisla-
tors should at onco engraft upon our
State . system. . Iwould ask legislators
whether • they have at home sons and
daughters that they regard with paren-
tal pride? .Ifso, consider for ,ra moment
what is the highest duty you

'
owe them,

and how best > you '.can .. discharge
that important trust. The home school,
by the action of State legislation/ has he-,
come the fittingschool of the Htatc uni-
versity. Itis then within the power of
most parents, at home, without cost for
travel, to know which class in the State
university their sons and daughters may
enter on diploma, > without re-examina-
tion. This is a great saving which / has
come home to the citizens of Minnesota,
and a wonderful relief to those inpursuit
of an education, terminating either inthe
high school or the ', university. If some
indigent scholar, thrown upon his own
personal efforts for a livelihood, has re-
ceived a State . diploma . • from
the high school board, signed Jby the
president of the State university himself,
a member of the high school 'board, the
superintendent of public instruction, the
secretary- of the 1:high school board, the
Governor of the State, and the authori-
ties of the home school, he wouldhave a
certificate of both qualification and char-
acter far the superior to any recommen-
dation of interested parties in his behalf.
Ifhe wished to teach, itwould be an aid
he could get inno other way so well. If
he wished to enter the store of amerchant
as clerk, or the office !of an attorney as
copyist or student, he is equally well
recommended by his diploma. • ,'.". ':

The State- system is entitled to
this distinction, for the beet of all
reasons; it completes a symmetrical State
organism from the primary department
to a class named in the State university.
"When this highway is thoroughly opened,
the per cent, of those students whowill
pass over it to the university willbe
greatly increased in numbers, and the
whole State willbe elevated in its edu-
cational status. As the railroad system
has advanced the agricultural capacity of
the State, by increasing and cheapening
the conveyance of;production, so will
this graded ihighway rising to the head
ofthe State system of education increase
the intellectual power of the State, and
add a higher dignity; to its character as
an element in the national Union, than,
the system of railroads has added to the
nation inmaterial wealth. .;. .li

This State system has its . trials and
conflicts withchafing and struggling ele-
ments of a rivalcharacter, sectarian, de-
nominational and private. And the faith
of some hitherto supporters of this" ma-
jestic State system, have been led te fal-
ter and waver in the race in which they
once seemed to run well.

Under the law now inforce for the en-
couragement of higher education, the
president of the State university, with
seeming heart and soul, entered willing-
ly,made allnecessary conditions with the
High school board for the diploma here
set forth, and so "sanguine
was he in this direction
that, inconnection with other-members
of the high scool board, procured a litho-
graph of such a diploma, having in the
vignette a flue cut of the State university
building, the whole at a cost of some $30
or $40 These diplomas were prepared
and intended to be issued to the several
graduates of the State aid schools, And
the enthusiasm this fact created through-
out the State was never so high as itarose
under the stimulus of the hope of this
diploma. It increased the number of
students entering the State high school
classes nearly, ifnot quite 50 per cent.
.But none .of these prepared diplomas
were ever distributed * to the
high school scholars of the State,
and the hopes of receiving these diplomas
has been suddenly and without any proper
reason completely defeated. . -

Now, as this high school diploma to
the State aid graduates, is one of the very
strongest links connecting the high
schools with the State university, rather
than to other schools of a sectarian or de-
nominational character, the attempt even
to sever this link is a direct attack upon
the integrity of the State school system.
And those who favor this severence must-
be ranked as the wittingorunwitting op-
ponents of our \u25a0 noble State system of
graded free schools. And in this day
must fall the supporters of the present
Senate billpending before the legislature.
This billis disastrous to the State high
school system in every aspect in which it
can be viewed. The present law is far
superior to the present Senate bill, and
unless the bill can be entirely remodeled
itshould be defeated, andjin its place the
Dunn bill substituted, or an appropria-
tionmade for the encouragement.of high-
er education to continue in for^ethc pres-
ent law. Indeed the present law is quite
in advance of the Senate bill. : .

§950,000. The bill provides for the. appoint-
ment of Gen. Geo. B. McClellan as one of the
managers of the home to fillthe unexpired
term of Gen. John Love, of Indiana, deceased.
The expenses of the coast surveys, $522,000;
geological survey, $150,000; completing the
tenth census, £500,00-); expenses of the United
States courts, salaries, fees and support of
United States prisoners, $2,375,000; public
printing, $700,000.

Other items are- For lighthouse and Stand-
ards Isl.in'l, Lake Michigan, $7,000; salaries
and expenses incident to \u25a0 lighthouse
establishment, $(,899,900: to be ex-
pended under the direction of the
commissioner of fish and fisheries, $121,000:
construction of a stenrocr for the prosecution
of the work of investigation by the- commis-
sion* r of fisheries, §103,000; Rock Island arse-
nal, $221,000; care and repairs of the executive
mansion and lighting the same, §42.500: con-
tinuing the construction of a new building for
the war, navy and state department*, *450,000;
signal service, ?375,000; national cemeterk-s,
8100,000; military telegraph lines,
$75,000; to purchase private
papers of Confederate Generals Bragg and
Polk relating to the late war, $20,000. Ex-
penses of the Mississippi river commission
and construction and surveys of rivers, $150,
000;naval stations, $350,000; carrying out
various acts creating the National board of
health, $75,000, provided *220,0i0of the ap-
propriation made by the act of June 2, 1571»,*
shonld be applied to the 6ame purpose, and no
money should be expended for the above pur-
pose out of any money heretofore made byvir-
tue of any previous laws for aid to local quar-
antine stations. For aid of local and State
boards ofhealth $100,' 00, provided $50,000 of
the appropriations made by the act of June
2d, Isk<i, shall be appropriated to the same
purpose, and no money shall be expended for
the above services for the fiscal year 1881,
other thtn e-peeially appropriated by the act
approved June 25, 187S.

As a result of Secretary Evarts" interview
with the appropriation committee the follow-
