The Senate.

WasHINeTON, March 81.—Senator Dawes
called up the pending business—the resolution
for the election of officers of the Renate.

Senator Camaron, of Pa., sald the present
issue was too plain to be misunderstood. The
Republicans said the majority had a right to
deeids who should be the officers of the Senate.
Its opponents said the minority had thatright;
he had =aid a few daysago thatit seemedtobe a
question of endyrance. The general doetrine
that the majority was entitled
to rule was not called In question.
The minority eimply sald it would elect
officers by dilatory means, and prolonged
speochee. His answer was that the Republi-
cans could not abandon the right of the ma-

jority to rule, beeause the minority made it a
matter of endurance; the majority could en-
dure as long as the minority. The contest
was not merely to secure officers; there was
above jthat something of importance which
received attention. It was the coming politi.
cal contest in Virginia. The Senater from
Virginta (Johnston) had terrified the old
Demosrats of the South, he had appealed to
Southern Democrais to cover the Virginia
8enator (Mahone) with opprobrlum 8o that
his followers at home would not dare sup-.

port him. He (.\Izhone? had made
political  slavery  impossible in Vir-
inia. He had championed the cause of

ree slections and he has sympathy with the
Republican party in that good work. All
Virginia would see thatthe North fraterniged
with all ex-confederates who were known by
thelr acts as well as thelr words to bs in favor
of an honest ballot and fair count, The Re.
publican party gave its vote for Riddlebarger
as an earnest that it was not seetional,
whoever was right was its friend; this and this
only was the bargaln it had to offer the South-
ern friends who would come out and grow
with the national growth. If Virginia took
her stand on the platform of an honest ballot
the solid 8outh was a thing of the past.

Benator Masey said the Senator from Massa-
chusetts (D.iwes) hud expressed his submission
to the will of the majority, and yet he had
taken part insetiing aeide the 8,000 majority
in Louisiana in 1676. He might answer that
the majority had been procured by frauds, but
he (Maxey) believed the people thought the
majority in the Senate to-day had been procured
by crooked means. Whether that majority
had been procured fairly or unfairly he knew
not, but the American people did believe 1t had
been by methods strange and unusual, and
demanded that they be investigated.

The Democratic party stood here for the
purpose of securing o the Amerlcan people
the boon of a free bailot, a priceless ballot and
honest count, and to demand if thers was a
suspicion it should be removed.

Senator Dawes replied in referencs to the
claim by Benator Maxey that the Democrats
had carrfed Louisiana 1n 1876 by 8,000 major-
ity. He said there was a difference between
what he ealled & vote and what the gentleman
called a vote. The gentleman called a piecs of
paper a vota. He  (Dawes) called
nothin% 3 vote that had not
a free ballot behind it. A thousand ballots,
such as he held in his hand, about four inches
square, had been found in the ballot boxes,
with nothing behind them but the villainous
hands that put them in. It was because there
had been attempts to substitute pieces o1 paper
for freemen's votes in ballet boxes in some
States, and to put blunderbusses in the place
of the freemen’s flags in other States, that he
had done what he could to stand by what he
supposed every freeman in the Jand understood
to be the meaning of a ballot.

Senator Maxey inquired how it was that
fhose ballots which executed the will of God
had been sufficient to elect Hayes and not
sufficient to elect Packard though Packard
had recorded more of them. It was difficult
for anyone, when he attempted to uphold such
a high crime as the disfranchisement of two
States, to be consistent.

Senator Dawes agreed with Maxey that
Packard had been elected, but asserted that
ihe Louisiana Lottery company had succeeded
In establishing the Nichols government.

Senator Jones, Florida, demied in a short
speech the statement made by Mahone that
Florida had repudiated an honest debt, after
which discussion arose between Kellogg and
Jones regarding the debt of Louisiana.

Branching off to discussion of the election
of 1878 Kellogg declared the rights of 4,000
people had been trampled under foot in the
perish of Caddo alone. Men had been whipped
and driven into the swamp, and a result had
been reached that was an outrage on all fair-
ness and in disregard of all law. He had been
credibly informed the ways and methods of the
Democratic party in Caddo parish had wiped
out in the last eighteen months every vestage
of a school in that parish. When the Packard
government had been overthrown it left $10,-
000 to the credit of the school fund
and every dollar had been frittered
away. It had left over twenty schools there.
They were gone.

The Loulsiana Lottery company, Kellogg
asserted, was the creation -of the mocratic
party, and but for the money furnished by
that company the Packard government would
be standing to-day. That company had ff-
teen years to run. For the fifteen years’ earn-
ings the savings of men and women would be
invested in those little bits of paper said to
contain prizes which were to be run through
a machine, the crank of which was turned by
Beauregard, and the prizes of which were dis-
tributed by Justice Early. That company,

debt, was a standing monument of infamy and
a sublime embodiment of moral ideas, enlight-
ment and civilizaticn of the Democratic party.

Senator Brown, stating the Importance of
confirming, or at least acting on the Presi-
dential nominations, moved for an executive
session. Rejected yeas 28; nays 25.

Senator Beck said he thought it was Benton
said, the first figure of speech in the English
languages was ‘‘ding dong.” Heagreed with
him and again desired to tell the Renate the
President had ealled it together to transact
executive business, whereas the Re-

ublicans—he would not say majority

The President pro tem., Rollins, ruled that
though the first portion of Harris’ remarks
wers out of order, the portion to which ob-
jection was made was in order.

Senator Harris completed his remarks, and
moved for an ex:cutive seasion, Rejected.

Renator Beck, quoting a portion of Ma-
hone’s speech, in which he states he (Mahone)

ing election In  Virginia, suggested

Conkling Determined to Fight Garfleld.
WasEINeTON, March 31.—8neator Conkling
{s determined to wage relentless war against
Robertson and against the administration.
H- holds Secretary Blalne responsible for the
nomination. Conkling expects to be de-
feated and realizes Robertson will be confirmed,
but says theie is a prineiple involved, that he
weuld make a fight if he knew he were the
only Benator who would vote against Robert-
son. It is said Conkling willnot wait for
the executive session to proclaim his position
and reasons for antagonizing the administra-
tion, but that he will take an appointment in
open ;session, soo that his position will be
put before the country correctly, and not mis-
represented as might be in executive session.
Senator Conkling holds that it is his duty to
oppose Robertson; that his confirmation
would be toward disorganizing the present
Republican organization in New York; that
Robertson’s administration of the collector’s
office would antagoniza the present Republi-
can organization, disrupt the &rty and cause
its defeat in New York. Mr. Conkling’s posi-
tion further is that it 1s his duty to protect
and maintain the present Republican organi-
zation, which has won victory after victory in
New York.  That there is no division of the
8enators in regard to the federal appoint-
ments; they asked for no special appoint-
ments, but that the President gave them
positively to understand that no objeotion-
able men would be appointed. Senator Conk-
ling further holds that although he probably
will be beaten in this first contest, that the
fight will go on outside the Senate chamber;
that if Blaine be permitted to take charge of
the New York chublican party and appoint-
ments, that he and his supporters may run in
1884 and elect a Republican ticket; then, if
they can, It is positively asserted that eight or
ten Democratic Senators will vote with Conk-
ling, but it is generally admitted that Robert-
son will be confirmed. Senator Jones to-day
defended Florida against the accusation of re-
pudiation, and showed that the State had not
repudiated.

Attorney General MacVeagh's retirement
from the cabinet Is again
the subject of speculation. It is claimed he
has exerted himself to defeat the confirmation
of both Chandler and Robertson, and the Pres-
ident’s friends represent that he is disposed
to take MacVeagh’s reported interference very
seriously, It isalso stated that the nomina.
tions which are said to give offense to Sena-
ators Conkling and Platt, were made with the
knowledge of these gentlemen, and rot with-
out consulting them, as maintained. It isnet
likely the name of either Chandler or Robert-
son will be withdrawn, the opposition to
thess appointments being apparently to con-
found the President in his orig-
inal jutention not to ge
overruled after selections of officers had been
meade and names sent to the Senate for con-
firmation, unless something is brought for-
ward to convince him of the appointees’ unfit-
nesg, of which he did not know when the nom-
inations were made. Appropos of this will-
ingness to reconsider the apl)ointment for other
than political reasons, it is mentioned that
certain citizens of Buffalo have made so strong
a case atgalust Tyler, on the ground of his un-
fitness for the position of eollector, that his
name will probably be withdrawn,

It is understood the President has decided
to recall Gen. Longstreet, minister to Turkey,
and appoint him United States marshal for
Georgia. Hisnomination to the latter place
;vlll probably be sent to theSenate in 2 day or
Wo.

Delays Opening of the Prairie Roads—
Extension Roads to be Bullt This Year by
the Milwaukee & 8t. Paul Company—Re-
duced Trunk Line Rates on Grain, Pro-
visions and Live Hogs. 3

Morse from the office of the Chicago & Iowa
road, and took possession, claiming to have
obtained the right from the recelver of the
road by virtue of a leasy newly executed.
They also ran an engline across the tracks and
prevented travel. Morse eubaequontl{ got
possession of the office but they still hold the
yards. The Chicago & Iowa company have
toro up a considerable amount of track and
destroyed culverts to prevent the Milwaukee
company getting into the city. There is muech
excilement.

Milwaulee & St. Paul Ectensions this Year,
[Chicago Tribune.)

The managers of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul railway company informed a T'ribune
reporter yesterday that the contracts for thetr
Councl]l Bluffs extension from Marion, flve
miles west of Cedar Rapids, to Council Bluffs,
a distance of 270 miles, have all been awarded,
and work will at once be be begun and the ex-
tension pushed to an early completion. It is
expected to have the line in running order by
next fall. The new road will run through the
couuties of Benton, Tama, Polk, Dallas,
Guthrie, Audubon, Shelby, and Pottawatta-
mie, and leaves Des Moines a short distance to
the north, The construction of this road
will require a good deal of
heavy  work. It will be nec-
essary to remove 5,000,000 cubic yards of
earth, use 5,000,000 feet of lumber, and 500,000
feet of piling. A large number of bridges
are also required, and the contract for their
construction has also been awarded. The
three principal bridges will be a little north of
Dubuque, at or north of Omaha, and at Run-
ning Water. For the building of each one of
these bridges $500,000 in bonds have becn
authorized, and will enable the company to
build them in the most substantial and im-
&oved manner, The equipment of the new

Jouncil Bluffs extension will be per 100 miles,
five engines, two passenger cars, 120 box and
stock cars, and twenty flat cars. This will
make a very large total, and will enable the

company to compete with nn’y of
the older lines, both for freight
and passenger traffic. The managers

of the Chicago, Milwaukee & 8t. Paul claim
that with the completion of this new road they
will have almost an air line from Chicago to
Omaha, and shorter by two miles than the
Chicago & Northwestern, which is now the
shortest line between Chicago and Counecil
Bluffs. The length of the line from Chicago
to Council Bluffs will be 488 miles.

The new bridge across the Mississippi at
Sabula, and by which the Council Bluffs line
crosses the Mississippi, was completed yester
day, and the Cedar Rapids trains of the Mil-
waukee & St. Paul will hereaftrr pass over the
new bridge.

The construction of this line to Council
Bluffs will give Chicago five direct roads to
that point—the Burlington & Quincy, the
Northwestern, the Rock Island, the Chicago,
Milwaukee & 8t. Paul, and the Wabash. Un-
der ordinary circumstances it would be hard
to find business enough for so many roads,
and as far as the Pacific through tariff from
Omaha is concerned, the proportions of the
varlous roads will probably be small, but they

The Overflow of the Misgourl River Con-
tinued—The Weather Bleak and Cold—
Causing Great Suffering Among the
Homeless and Shelterless People on the
High Lands—Rescue of Five Wood Men—
Railroad Trafic and General Business
Impeded by’ Storms in Mlechigan, Ohio
and Contiguous States.

The Bismarck Flood.

B1sMAROK, D, T., March 81.—The riyer fell
but fifteen inches to-day. Great suffering in
Mandan is feared. as the thermometer was be-
low freezing all night and to.day with o stiff
north wind. Mayor George Peoples and four
others with a skiff, rescued five men to-day
from the timber south of this city. They wers
nearly perished. The loss of cattle and horses
is immense. The hay crop this year is spoiled
by the overflow, as the river leaves a thick
coat of mudon the bottoms. The wires are
down between Bismarck and Mandan and no
means of crossing. Peeple can be seen on
thebluffs north of Mandan. There is four
feet tof water in the streets and plenty of ice.
No signs of the gorge breaking, It is formed
ust above Fort Lincoln and is solid to the

ttom of the river, forcing the main current
of the river close to,the bluffs within a stone’s
throw of Bismarck.

Disastors at Sioum City and Below.

8rouy City, Iowa, March 81.—There are In.
dications of a gorge In the Missourl reaching
from a point fifteen miles above this city. at
least as far as Bpringfield, Dakota, seventy
miles as the crow flles. Most of the bottoms
rom five to fifteem miles wide are flooded by
thess gorges.

BANK STOCK.

Assessment and Taxation by States 1llegal.

ALBANY, March 81.—Judge Wallace, of ihe
United States court for the Northern district,
has rendered a decision in the bank tax cases,
The sult was brought by C. P. Williams
against the board of assessors for the refund-
ing of a tax assessed on a share of stock of the
National Albany] Exchangs bank. After the
recent decision of the United Btates
supreme court he assigned his claim
to Edward M. Stanley, Chicago, in
whose name action was begun against
the board of supervisors to recover the tax
{llegally exacted extending from Auguast 11,
1874, to September 21, 1879.  Judge Wallace
gives judgment for the plaintiff, finding as
conclusions of law:

First—That the act of the leglslature of the
State of New York, entitled an act authoriz-
ing the taxation of stockholders of banks and
surplus funds, passed-April 23, 1666, was in
conflict with the provisions of the law of the
United States that taxation by State authority
of shares of stock in a banking association, in-
corporated under the laws ef the Umted
States, shouldn’t be at a greater rate than is
assessed on other minor capital in the hands
of individual citizens of the State, and
was therefore void so faras it authorized or
purported to authorize assessment and tax-
ation of shares in banking associations incor-
porated under the laws of the United States.

Second—That the assessment and taxation
of the stockholders of the National Alban
Exchange bank were unauthorized and void,
and the money collected of such stockholders
were the property of and belonged to the stock-
holders respectively, and were collected and
received by the treasurer of this county, with-
out right or lawful authority. The amount
favolved is $62,000.
