GLADSTONE SENTENCED
BY AX IRISH COMMITTEE IX NEW

YORK CITY,

Which Pronounces Him Guilty of the

Murder of Irish Peasants and Sentences

Mini to Death— The Arrival of Coleman
Concealed for Several Hours-He's Safe

in the Keeping of His Friends in New

York -O'Donnell'a Story of the Mansion

House riot.

{Tew York, April 9.
—

Much interest was
felt ill the arrival of the steamship Australia,
which came in late this afternoon from Lon-
don, both on account of her being several
days overdue and because *he was supposed to

carry among her steerage passengers the
Fenian, Coleman, one of the parties charged
with attempting to Mow up the Mansion
}iuum> in London. The Coleman
whose name was on the list turned
out to be a mild-looking Englishman, anative
of Great Yarmouth, Norfolkshire, and a real-
den tat Richfield Springs, Onieda county, this
State, where he is engaged in the peaceful
pursuit of farming. Hehad spent the winter
inEngland with relatives and attending to
business. He was greatly surprised when the
pilol brought on board newspapers containing
reports that the English government was trying
to capture him before bis arrival here *»n
charge oi i» inurImplicated in a Fenian plot to
blow up the Mansion house. Coleman men-
tioned a strange incident which occurred as
the Australia was leaving Albert dock, Lon-
don. A steerage passenger complained that
the vessel wasn 1 clean, nnd said he should not
go in her. The man then signalled a small
boat alongside and got over the side of the
steamer Into the boat and was pulled
ashore, lie took no baggage with him. Cole-
man and Borne others who saw him thought it
strange that a steerage passenger would be so
fastidious and throw away his passage on a
mere point of cleanliness, which was remedied
the next day. ihis man, he thought, boarded
the Australia as a passenger to throw detec-
tives oil his stent, and then as the vessel left
the dock get off and return ashore. When
he heard that the Mansion house Coleman
was reported as one o«* the passengers, he, the
Englishman Coleman, recalled the incident.
Some of the passengers say they understood
that the Fenian Coleman was on board under
another name, and was mysteriously taken
away as soon as the vessel touched the clocks,
by iriendr-, who boarded her with the health
officers at quarantine. The weight of belief
Is, that Coleman, the Mansion house plotter,
did not come on the Australia, but is still in
London or Paris. Great prepar
at ions were made by officers
of the United Irishmen's fund in this city to
prevent Coleman's capture by English agents
in the bay, and a steamboat was out from hißt
Tuesday withsome fifteen to twenty men on
board looking for the Australia. It is report-
ed a detective agency had also a boat out try-
ing to secure Coleman.

There is good authority for stating that
Pmkerton applied to the department of state
forpermission toarrest Coleman in the har-
bor, but Secretary Blame replied that no man
should be arrested within the maritime juris-
diction of the United States without due pro-
cess of law.

O'Donnell, another of the prisoners impli-
cated in the Mansion house plot, arrived on
tbe French steamship Ville de Marseilles a
week ago, and was down the bay with others
for tbe purpose of identifying Coleman, who
was not personally known to the others.
< CDonnell has given details of the attempt on
Ih'1 Mansion house to persons here. He pays
there were six men engaged in the plot. It
was decided that if the coercion billpissed
vengeance was to be wreaked. The
tu>U6e of the lord mayor was selected
because he. although himself an
Irishman, was a strong advocate of coercion

and voted for it. Inthe box were one hundred
pounds of giant powder and the box was
bound with the strongest hoop iron. At the
Egyptian hall side of the mansion house,
where the attempt was made, there are three
policemen on guard around a semi-circle which
is there formed by George street and St.
Smitchen's lane. Each officer patrols his
post every four minutes. Coleman took the
box under his arm and walked close behind an
officer until he came to the niche in the
window. Then Coleman rapidly conveyed
tin liox to the niche, reaching
over on iron tail to do so,
and placing a piece of carpet on the niche to
deaden the sound of the box as itfell upon it.
He then gave the box an increased slant, so
that the force of the concussion wouid be
directed inward. He cut the fuse so as to reach
the powder in a nnmite. and a half, or about a
minute before the policeman would have re-
turned. As he left he met a woman and child.
Coleman joined his accomplices, who waited a
few blocks away for Ihe report, but the woman
observed the fuse on tire and the policeman
whom she summoned cut it when about a
couple of inches from the powder and saved
the Mansion house.

Itcan be stated on the best authority that
the executive council of the skirmishers at a
meeting a few evenings :igo in this city con-
sulted on the matter of the shooting to death
of two men at Ballaghdoran, County Mayo.

The Times has a positive story about the
arrival of Coleman. It says: Patrick Cole-
in»n, the Fenian, who is supposed
5o have been engaged in the attempt
to blowup the Mansion house in London,
the night of March 10th, is safe in the hands
of his friends in this city. He arrived in the
steamer Australia last evening. He landed at
the pierffoot of West Tenth ftreet without
molestation and without recognition by any-
body except those who were entrusted with
the charge of bringing him safely from the
steomer. The Fenian brotherhood made ar-
rangements to prevent a surprise either
on the steamer or dock, and had there been a
movement mode toward arresting Coleman
there is no doubt bloody resistance would
have been encountered, it was, he saun-
tered easily down the gang plank of the
steamer as soon as she was docked, with a
leading member of the fenian brotherhood on
either aide,passed down West street a short
distance ana entered a bar-room, where all
traces of him were lost.

THE AMYENDED.
BILJSY FOUND NOT GUILTY OF

SHOOTING PAGE.

The Austin Agony Ended at.Last— Re-

sume of the Situation, Socially,Political-
lyand Religiously—The Jury Out About

Two Hours and Return With the Verdict—
RlleyDischarged and Congratulated by

HisFriends.

Austin, April9.—And so ends the famous

Page- Riley trial, which has been not oily the
most protracted, but also the most intensely
interesting trial ever-had m Mower county.
During its continuance your representative

has sought to report tße evidence as it was
presented without coloring, and to relate such
facts and incidents worthy of note as were con-
nected withit At its close much the same feel-
ingexists as belore itbegan. There are still a
large number of people here who believe
that John A. Riley is the man who stole up
to that window and pointed the gun
which but for a circumstauce evidently an-
forseeu by him would have rendered Sherman
Page a corpse. Another large portion of
this community are couvinced of his entire
innocence of this charge no matter what
other crimes he may have committed. On
one point, however, there is a general agree-
ment. There has been no satisfactory case
made against the prisoner. Ever since the
prosecution rested and the defense began to
disclose their [case ami produce testimony the
State has apparently been smitten withparaly-
sis. Whether from the conviction that they
had no good groundwork to rest upon,
or whether from the motives charged by the
rriends of Judge Page, viz., a feeling of per-
sonal hostility to him, is a question. Certain
itis that there was none of the "Greek meet-
ingGreek" in the conduct of the case. Mower
county with its present social state, with a
feeling of warm personal friendship for, or
strong personal prejudice against. Judge Page
is a very poor place in which to try a case that
relates to him personally. So general has been

the issue and so oft repeated the contests
that the entire population have been
compelled to array themselves upon
either one side or the other and with the best
of men, although perhaps unconsciously,
such feelings as exist here innst necessarily
warp to a certain degree their better judg-
ment. Strict neutrality in the premises has
been impossible. Politics, religion, or the
strongest personal friendship have been no
harrier in the array upon this question. It
must be Page or anti-Page, without any middle
ground for non-combatants.

But however high this feeling may have
run, finding vent at elections, conventions or
public meetings, it is not true, as claimed by
the great irresponsible newspaper concern on
Third street, St. Paul, that it has paralized
business, checked the growth of the town,
and that itis rapidly falling into decay with
the fronts of its business places boarded up
and tenantless. Among the business men it
becomes no barrier to the transaction of any
necessary business. As itis in political mat-
ters, uoue but a lunatic suffers this disagree-
ment to prevent the transaction or inter-
change of common business courtesies. In
no sense has itprevented a Page man from
transactions with an anti-Page man.
Upon Main street your correspondent dis-
covers but one vacant business building
"with its front boarded up," nnd that oue
happens to be an uncompleted one v. inch wil
be ready for use as soon as the walls are dry
and willbe at once occupied. Great indigna,
tion is expressed by all classes at the das-
tardly insult and attempt of the Piratical
Plunderer newspaper concern which has tried
so systematically to convey the idea to the
public of a "deserted village" look of the city
of Austin. Itmay be possible that the poor
liquor absorbed by the writer affected his
optics, but this is the only apology possible
for so gross a misrepresentation of facts.
That business in Austin is not in
as flourishing a condition as in
some other localities is true, but an almost
entire failure of crops for three successive sea-
sons is the true came, and not tiny social dif-
ferences of its people; and in this regard she
but shared the fate of her sister cities of south-
eastern Minnesota.

* •
The closing scenes of the great drama were

full of the interest that has marked each suc-
cessive stage of the proceedings. The usual
morning hour found the customary crowd,
while upon the large stage the beauty of Aus-
tin figured prominently, a large delegation of
the fair sex being in attendance. On the street
all sorts of rumors prevail. One to the
effect that two of the jurors
were to be at once arrested for
perjury upon their discharge as having ex-
pressed open hostility towards Judge
Pace.

Mr. Burlingume, of the prosecution, ad-
dressed the jury, imploring them to consider
the facts and evidence with their minds free of
all prejudice. He dwelt, upon the theory of
the defense that the procurement of the shoot-
ing was a part of a conspiracy on the part of
Judge Page t» prorure the injury of the
Rileys by fastening suspicion ujKin them as
the perpetrators, and demonstrated its utter
impossibility as well as improbability. The
chart prepared by Prof. Keyson as well
as the testimony of the professor and others
showed that the gun could not have been
aimed above Page's head, but directly at his
mck. He next reviewed the question of
motive, and reverted to the expression of
Frank Riley that "his feelings toward Page
were abortt the same as Page's toward him,"
viz: "That he would hit him over the head
witha club ifhe got a chance." Which the
council claimed was the exact truth as to
Frank's feelings. The evidence of the State
connecting John A. Riley with the rrime was
then reviewed at length, showing the evidence
of Wood to be corroborated and the alibi
attempted by the defense to be a failure. He
called attention to the fact that at the time
the prisoner was charged with crime here he
admits of having been committing other
crimes in Wisconsin, and that he had never
stated to any oue off the stand thnt he had
made the money he had in gambling, but
invariably said he made it in Minnesota.
The explanation of the war department docu-
ments concerning Detective Wood, showing
that upon the explanation to President Lin-
coln of the facts in the matter, Wood was re-
leased and reinstated, having only been con-
fined three months, was made, showing the
entire transaction was not such as toimpeach
the reliability ofthe witness. The plea was
certainly a very able one, and reflects great
credit upon its author.

Atits close, haying lasted two hours, W.
W. Erwin arose, and after having on the
part of all concerned in this trial, returned
thanks for the fair and impartial manner in
which his honor had presided and ruled in this
trial, addressed the jury. He reveverted to the
fact that all of the evidence on the part of the
State was purely circumstantial, lie noticed'
the absence of Sherman Page from the trial
after having set inmotion all the machinery
of the law, having deprived John A".
Riley for months past of bis liberty,
and attempted to convict him of crime,
and characterized it as showing one of three
things: First, a lack of confidence in his own
case; second, a lack of confidence injthe court
and its officers; or, third, the intention of
Sherman Page to impeach the members of the
jury after their verdict. He then, as had his
opponent, reviewed the evidence. The argu-
ment to show that no hostility on the part of
the Riley familywas made was of some extent.
The evidence of Detective Wood was reviewed
at length, and characterized as a creation of his
own bruin, by which he had duped even the
prosecuting witness himself, and which could
be traced throughout the entire case as the
genius of the prosecution. Ihe visit of Frank
Riley to Waupun was explained as purely
philanthropic and intended to induce the pris-
oner to return with him to Minnesota and to
settle down to some honest employment.

After dinner Mr.Erwin resumed his review
of the evidence. He was severe upon all of
the witnesses who criminate Riley in any re-
spect. He w^s most intensely severe upon
Wood. Hunkins, Burk, Mcßeal, Rapp, Seller,
Carr and Monahan. The counsel was very
eloquent and expressed the belief that some-
time the real assassin would appear, and when
found he wouldprove to have done the act on
his own accord, as there was no evidence of
any conspiracy.

At 3 p.m. Judge Dickenson gave the chsc to
the jury in a very able charge, in-
structing them to consider noth-
ing except 6uch matters as were in
direct evidence having no regard to what the
sentiment of the criminality might be, or
whether their verdict would be popular or
not. Itwas lengthy and exhaustive, occupy-
ingover an hour.

At 4:15 the jury retired to the old court
'

house hall for deliberation; at 6:20 the jury
sent the court notice of their agreement, aud
at (5:30 entered court, where the prisoner,
counsel, reporters and spectators being pres-
ent, Edward Bassett, foreman, under the usual
question by the court, returned the verdict
"not guilty." The court at once
made the order discharging the
prisoner, and after shaking hands
with his counsel, the jury and reporters and
others, John A.Riley walked out of court a
free man.

The result naturally gives great satisfaction
to all those who have been declared conspira-
tors to cause Page's assassination. Page's
friends are of course much disappointed and
declare this trial to have been unfair. At 'J
p.m. all was quiet, and no positive knowledge
of any further move ou the part of the
Page party exists.

MATT. CARPENTER.
Reception at Milwaukee of the Kemalna

ofWisconsin's Famous Senator— AGrace-
fulShort Address by Senator Conkling—
The Funeral to Take Place To-Day.

Milwaukee, April9.—The remains of
Senator Carpenter arrived here this after-
noon at 2:15. There was an immense
throng of people fairly blockading the

streets in the vicinityof the depot await-
ing to give token of remembrance of
Wisconsin's illustrious Senator. From
the depot the remains were taken directly
to the court house, escorted by
a procession composed as follows: Gen.
E. W. llincks and staff; light horse cav-
alry; band; Sheridan guards; pallbearers;
hearse; clergy; mourners; Gov. Smith and
State officers; congressional committee,
and a large uumber ofcivic and commer-
cial organizations. The way to the court
house was packed withpeople, the citizens
turning out en masse. Atthe court house
the rotunda was suitably prepared for the
reception of the remains, where they will
lie in state until to-morrow afternoon.

When the casket was placed upon the
raised dais prepared forit,Senator Conk-
ling stepped forward and addressed Gov.
Smith as follows: "Governor: We are
deputed by the Senate of the United
States to bring back the ashes of Wis-
consin's illustrious son,and reverently and
tenderly return them to the great com-
monwealth he served so faithfully and
loved so well. To Wisconsin the pale
and sacred clay belongs, but the memory
and the fame of Matthew Hale Carpenter
are the nation's treasures, and long will
the sisterhood of States mourn the be«
reavement which bows allhearts to-day."

The court house was thronged all the
afternoon by the people who came to honor
the statesman's memory. The funeral will
take place to-morrow afternoon, and will
be the most impressive scene ever wit-
nessed inMilwaukee.
