Western Crop Reports.

6t Lotns, April 21.—The Post-Dispatch
publishes very full reports todiy from Illi-
nois, Missouri, lowa, Kansas, and Nebraska,
n-latire to the last corn crop raised. These re-
ports show that the crop generally fell short
of the one of1879, not so much through a de-
crease in the acreage as through a smaller
yield. This was more particularly the.case in
Illinois, Missouri and Kmsas. The other
states— lowa and Nebraska -produced large
and full crops. The quality compared wed
withpreceding years, but a large amount was
damaged, especially in lowa, by heavy snows
that fell and covered the grain in the cribs as
well as in the fields. The amount cribbed at
country shipping points wns large in lowa,
but generally small elsewhere. Farmers and
6tock men fed more than usual to the stock,
owing to the severity of the winter, and prices
paid ut countryshipping points ruled generally
higher than the preceding year.
