CARL ScHURZ denies that he is going
to be president of the Northern Pacific
railway or of the Oregon Navigation com-
pany, but says he will practice his pro-
fession in New York. As his profession
is that of a politician, with a little law
thrown in as a make-weight, we may ex-
pect him to enter the lists as a competitor
of Milord Roscoe two years hence.

TrE Senate has rejected the nomina-
tion of Stanley Matthews to be a judge of
the supreme court. This action will he
heartily approved all over the eountry.
It was an unfit nomination, for aside
from being gnilty of dirty political tricks
in connection with the Presidential cons
test of 1876, he was the champion of the
Pacific railways against the government,
and would have used his power on the
bench in their interests. The supremc
hench has been saved grom a great dis-
grace.

FrAxcE isdetermined to occupy Tunis
before offering terms of peace. From
this capital she will be able to dic-
tate her own terms, which will undoubt-
edly be absolute French supremacy
throughout the domain of the bey. As
England has been extending her influ-
ence in the south of Africa, France seems
to be disposed to try her hand in the
north. She is more fortunate than Eng-
land in the fact that her base of operations
is much nearer her base of supplies.

It is related that a man out hunting
became attached to the tail of a bear,
which was giving him a lively race,and
he shouted lustily to his companions to
come and belp him let go. - This seems
to be the condition of the Republican
Senators who have become attached to
the Conkling tail of the party. They are

. afraid to let go lest he should turn and
rend them, and are pleading for help-
They have gotten themselves into a very
unpleasant dilemma, but it is highly
amusing and instructive to the Demo-
crats.

Tar Washington correspondent of the
Chicago Times announced that on yes-
terday Sixth Auditor McGrew and his
chief clerk R. F. Crowell were to be re-
moved. This is the department which
audits the bills of the Star route mail
contractors, and their removal is said to
he for the purpose of facilitating the in-
vestigation. Judge OCrowell 1s an old
resident of St. Paul, and we do not believe
he will be found complicated in the mat-
ter unless it may be the preservation of
silence where his superiors were impli-
cated. He has not made any bonanza at
Washington, and if is not likely that he
has had a ‘‘divy.” - There is certainly no
external evidence of a streak of luck
having overtaken him.

CHINESE TREATIES.

Two treaties with the Chinese nation
were ratified by the Senate last week;
one a treaty restricting the immigration
of Chinese to this country; the other giv-
ing the Chinese certain commercial privi-
leges not heretoforeenjoyed--placing them
upon an equality with other nations as far
as international commerce is concerned:
The treaty as to immigration gives the
United States Congress the privilege of
determining precisely how many eelestials
shall be permitted to land on our shores
for permanent residence. There was no
objection to it at Peking, for the emperor
is anxious to prevent the emigration of
his subjects, as are the most extreme
ant1-Chinese in this country to prevent
their immigration. It may therefore be
said with truth that both governments
are pleased with the treaty, and that bbth
will labor to render it effective.

In the confirmation of the commercial
treaty it is to be feared that this country
has got the worst of it. As suated it
places China upon an equality with the
most favored nations of the world in the
matter of commerce. The fact appears
to have been lost sight of by the Senate
that within the past ten years Chiha has
become one of the.foremost maritime
powers in the world. During that time
§: has purchased and built a fleet of mer-
chant vessels that will compare favorably
with that of England, and has already
secured a practical monopoly of the trade

of the east coastjof Asia and the islands
contiguous to it, {driving the English,
French and Dutch- vessels from that
portion of the seas. The plan has been
to purchase a first-class vessel built on
the Clyde, and to use her as a model for
other craft built in the flowery kingdom.
There is an abundance of excellent
ship-building timber to be found along
the coast and the rivers of
China.  The people have the faculty of
reproducing anythingthat may be placed
before them as a model, and they work
for a mere pittance. They are conse-
quently enabled to build ships for one-
half of their cost on the Clyde, and to
man them at comparatively little ex-
pense. By carrying freights and passen-
gers for one-half what their competitors
are able to carry them, they have secured
a practical monopoly of the carrying
trade of the east coast of Asia.

By ratifying the commercial treaty al-
luded to the Senate of the United States
has introduced this ruinous competition
of Ching@ipcheap labor upon the High
seas. It sealed the death of tlie line
of American steamships plying between
San Francisco and Chinese and Japanese
ports, for neither importers nor exporters
will consent to pay an American compa-
ny double the freights asked by a Chinese
company. The Americans may be able
to compete for a time, but they will have
to succumb eventually, for their seamen
will have to be paid and other expenses
met that do not enter into the bill of costs,
of the Chinese company. The result
will be that this small remnant of Ameri-
can commerce will be driven from the
seas, and the carrying trade between this
country and the orient will, ere many
years, be conducted in Chinese bottoms.

Part of therisk of such a result might
be removed if the existing restrictions up-
on ship-building in this country were re-
moved. But of this there is little hope as
long as the Republican party remains in
power. Though ship-building has be-
come one of the lost arts in this country
.owing to our absurd and suicidal tariff
system, the scales have not dropped from
the eyes of those who have brought
about such a deplorable result, and they
will continue to uphold the system until
the last vestige of American commerce
has disappeared from the seas, Within a
year the effects of the new Chinese treaty
of commerce will begin to be felt, when
there will be an uniyersal howl of indig-
nation all over the country and a demand
for the abrogation of the treaty. But
treaties between nations are easier made
than abrogated, and advantages are lost
more easily than they are regained. This
will be soon discovered, and the Senators
who ratified the treaty will regret their
haste and want of consideration about the
time they find the Chinese flag floating in
every seaside port of the United States and
fast monopolizing our foreign trade.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Intricacy of the Telephone — Protecting
Immigrants—River and Levee Improve-

ments.

At the chamber of commerce yesterday Mr.
W. L. Wilson, from the committee on general
businéss, submitted a report relative to the
telephone service. The managers had explain-
ed many difficulties not generally known to
the public. The elements, moving buildings,
workmen on buildings, and a variety of things
disarrange communications. . In relation to
charges for the service the report says:

“‘Jy was ascertained that the service was
actually cheaper here than in almoat any other
¢ity, Omaha, we think, being the only one
where the rates are the same as with us. At
Milwaukee the minimum paid is $60,the max-
imum $150, depending on distance. At Chi-
cago the minimum is $75, the maximum runs
as high as $250, all collected in advance. In St
Louis the minimum is $90. In Washington
$25 per year for the instruments and $45 per
1,000 copnections. In Philadelphia $120 Iis
paid. In Boston $60 per yearand 5c additional
for each connection. Inall the above cases
payments strictly in advance are required,this,
it is said, being the only place upon  the con-
tinent where collections are made monthly.”

The complaints relative to lack of efficiency
in the service at the exchange at certain hours
in the day, the managers promised to remedy.

The report was accepted and adopted.

Mr. Wilson, from the same committee, re-
ported relative to the swindling of immigrants
in passing through Chicago; The report in-
zluded letters from the passeng;:r agents of
Northwestern and Milwaukee & St. Paulroads,
already published, denying that immigrants
were swindled who came by their routes. The
committee tbink the complaints made have
been chiefly remedied, though there are still
s)me individual instances of swindling per
petrated both here and in Chicago, and this
publicity will have a good effect. e report
was adopted.

TERRIBLE TUMBLE.

A Boy Gathering Balls and Marbles Nar-
rowly pes with His Lifg.

The 9-yearjo}d son of Henry Tubesing,
engineer of steamer No. 1, met with a
terrible accident night before last, which
might have resulted in instant death.
That he survives is ewing simply to a
fortunate freak of chance.

In making the attempt he lost his grip
or balance and fell to the ground. In
the downward flight he came in contact
with the verandas of the two lower stogies
of the Eads’ building. .

He was knocked insensible. by the
shocks and badly bruised. Strange to
say, he alighted on his feet, and no bones
were broken. He was picked up insensi-
ble and carried to his home, where medi-
cal aid was summoned. About 11 o’clock
he recovered conciousness and related the
story of the fall. His body is badly
bruised, but it is thought no serious 1n-
