circumstances was developed yesterday, when

ANew Industry inSt.Panl.
Mr.A. O. Bailey of lower Jackson street,

in connection with his hide and fur buying
business, has established an industry which
promises to speedily develop into important
proportions. Itis the preparation ofbuffalo
hides for robe and overcoat makers and the
making oflace and glove leather. His firstjob,already begun, is the tanning of 20,000
buffalo hides and skins, 16,000 of whichhave
been contracted by sample to' St.
Paul wholesale furriers. After that
his men and apparatus will be
turned to the making of lace and glove
leather and the tanning of calf and kip skinsand sheep pelts, with hair and wool on, for
winter gloves, glove linings,etc Inprerjara-
tion forenlarging his operations in this* line
Mr.Bailey has employed anexpert at the work
to superintend it,and from his present loca-
tion, withtemporaay apparatus, has turned
out tanned buffalo robes, lace and glove leath-
er, etc., which are pronounced by dealers and
manufacturers to be equal to any tney have
seen, and salable here in any quantity which
can be produced. A fullline of machinery,
etc., has been ordered, and by August 1 Mr.
Bailey expects tohave his tannery in fullope-
ration, in the building he is erecting on Fifth
•treet, in rear ofhis new store at the corner
of Fifth and Rosabel streets, into which latter
he expects to move about July 1. The tannery
willfrom the start give employment to aboutne hundred men.
