The Bribery Investigation.

ALBANY, June 11.—The bribery investiga-
tion committee met this morning, when Fran-
cis N. Banks, of New York, appeared as coun-
sel for the committee. The committee voted
that when it adjourned to-day it would ad-
joura to meet Monday at 9 A. M., and that it
would ask permission of the House to sit dur-
ing the session.

Wm. R. Trimble, member of the assembly,
of the Twenty-first New York district, testi-
fied that he had a conversation with persons
on the subject of election of Senators. It was
at my room in the Delavan house. It was
with a gentleman named Edwards; don’t know
where he resides; have a passing acquaintance
with him; have no knowledge of what his busi-
ness is. There was no arrangement
for the meeting, so far as 3 ¢
was concerned. He came to my room be-
tween 8 and 10 A. »., Tuesday last. He
walked in, sat down and introduced the Sena-
torial question. He asked me why [ con-
tinued to vote for Conkling and Platt when
there was no chance of electing them. I told
him I did not agree with him. He asked me
what my expenses were. I said between
$2,000 and $2,500. He said if the friends of
Depew would pay those expenses would I not
change my vote? I told him that I would not;
that if I changed my vote it would be for
other reasons. This conversation was inter-
jected into a general conversation.

| stood him to mean by expenses my election

expenses and expenses here.  That was all the
conversation I had with him.

THE IRISH STRUGGLE.

The London Times Recommends the
Slanghter of One Irish Mob—Troops
Under Orders to Preyent a Meeting at
Any Cost—The Liverpool Prisoners Re-
manded.

A TIMES' RECOMMENDATION.
Loxpox, June 11.—The 7%mes, c.m-
menting on the growth of lawlessness in

Ireland, says: One experiment which is

most obvious and most certain to succeed,

remains untried. If one mob of Fenians
or Jand leagues, or whatever other title,
were just for once not suffered to have
its own way; if its appeal to force were
met and overcome, and if the mob were
disposed and forbidden to reassemble, the
consequences might be  happy
in the extreme. One victory of
law would be the signal for others.

The objections to such an experiment are

obvious, but not conclusive. The forci-

ble dispersion of a mob in Ireland would
be certainly followed by a howl of exe-
cration from their parliamentary friends
and champions. The Irish press, which
is silent over injuries to_police, would be
eloquent in the case we are now suppos-
ing, but the Land league would receive
something very like its death blow, and
might itself fn]{ iuto the contempt with
which the law is now treated in Ireland.
THE LIVERPOOL PRISONERS.

LiverrooL, June 11.—The examination
of the men captured in an attempt to
blow up the Town hall took place to-day.

Two Inches of Rainfall in Thirteen Min-
utes at Northfield —Trees Broken, Steeple
Blown Down, Windmill Wreck«d and
Buildings Moved—Severe at St. Paul But
With Little Damage.

[Special Telegram to the Globe.]

NorTHFIELD, Minn., June 11,—The most
feroclous wind storm, accompanied by a per-
fect sheet of water, with thunder and light-
ning, struck this place at nine minutes past 6
o clock this evening. In thirteen minutes’
time there was two inches of water fell to the
square inch. The wind traveled at the rate of
seventy-five miles an hour, as near as can be
calculated by crities. The streets in many
places are impassable with fallen trees, many
being fourteen inches in diameter. The steeple
of the new Congregational Church, which was
119 feet high, was blown down and the whole
building racked six inches out of plumb. The
wind carried buildings and sidewalks from 50
to 100 feet, blew the wind mill belonging to
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad
into a hundred pieces, threw the tank house
about two and a half feet out of plumb and
carried one empty car, standing on the side
track, a distance of 250 feet. The loss cannot
yet be accurately estimated, but will reach the
thousands. 9

The Storm in St. Paul.
8t. Paul was visited last night by the heav-
iest and most violent storm of the season.
The storm broke over the city about 6 o'clock,

and raged furiously for ncarly three hours.
It was accompanied by high winds and a del-
uge of rain, while the thuunder aud lightning
was terrific.

The effect on the river was perceptible in
high water and a strong current. During the
storm one of the large plate glass windows
in: front ot the Ninety-nise cent store, on
Wabashaw street, was struck by the wind and
shattered to atoms.

. Failing Illinois Wheat Crops.

SpRINGFIELD, I11., June 11.—Oflicial re-
ports as to the condition of the fall wheat
crop in Illinois are very far from satisfac-
tory. In the central portion of the State,
where nearly one-third of the wheat crop
is grown, forty-four per cent. of the
ground sown with fall wheat has been
plowed up, and the remainder will not
yield more than forty-five per cent. of
the average. In the southern division of
the State, where nearly two-thirds is
grown, sixteen per cent. of the wheat has
been plowed up, and the remainder will
hardly yield one-half an average. Com-
plaints of chinch bugs, army worms, etc.,
are numerous, and, on the whole, the re-
ports are exceedingly unfavorable and
very discouraging.
