Reports a8 to the condition of the growing
wheat in the southwest, west and northwest
counties of Minnesota are increasingly contra-
dictory, and parties interested, who ought to
be the best informed, appear to be almost con-
vinced that, with a decreased acreage, as com-
pared with last year, the western half of the
State, taken as a whole, will have less than an
average yield and a smaller proportion than
usual of No.1hard. In the south or river
counties there is also a reduced arca in small
graing, avd in the former there is almost sure
tobea partlal failare of wheat.

Ww. Quinn, of Rosetowr, this county,
h\vmg a small field of winter wheat on his
farm, was compelled by the rapid matnring of
the zrnln to begin harvesting it on Monday.
As to time of ripening this will campare favor-
ably with the wiater wheat regions of Illinois
and Missouri, and the yiell and quality are
sald to be bnth good.
