His
modesty comes in at the mention of his
name as the last of the number. He might
have suggested himself as the chairman
of the committee.

VicE PRESIDENT ARTHUR is just now
in receipt of most virulent abuse from the
newspaper organs of the Republican par-
ty. They pronounce him totally unfit for
the position of President—narrow-mind-
ed, a tool of Conkling, and thoroughly
dishonest personally and politically. If
these newspapers would but turn back to
their own files during the pendency of
the Presidential election they would find
that Arthur was then vouched for asa
peculiarly virtuous and exemplary man,
admirably fitted for the highest office in
the gift of the people. The papers in
question were either falsifying then or
they are now, for a man cannot retro-
grade in the course of a brief year
from a great statesman and noble speci-
men of manhood to that of a pothouse
politician and a dishonest rogue.

A WASHINGTON correspondent gives
the following conversation as having oc-

curred at Garfield’s bedside :

There was one touching iucident of the sick room
to-day, which may ve explained by the following
colloquy between the President and Col Rockwell,
his intimate friend and one of nis constant attend-

aois:

1he Presldent—1Is it true, Rockwell, that the
Catholics have been saying mass for me in their
churches?

Rockwell (very much surprised at the qnestion)—
It is true.

The President — s it voluutary or ordered?

Roct well—It is both.

The President (with very evident sign of emotion)
—T must make some public recognition of that when

get up.

The only remarkable thing about this
conversation 1s the implied ignorance of
the President of the fact that Catholics
as well as Protestants are interested in his
well-being. Difference in religlous faith
is no bar against sympathy in a great
national calamity. There are no more
loyal subjects of the republic than those
who protess the Catholic religion. Mr.
Garfield ought to know the fact, and his
surprise at the fact that the Catholics
sympathized with his condition is the only
reflection thus far cast upon his intelli-

gence.

THE QUESTION OF SUCCESSION.

The GLoBE was in error a few days ago
in announcing that the chief justice of
the supreme court might, in a certain
contingency, be called upon to exercise
the duties of President of the United
States. The mistake was not an unnat-
ural one. The constitution, as originally
adopted, provided that ‘in case of the
removal of the President from office, or
of his death, resignation or inability to
discharge the powers and duties of the
said office, the same shall devolve on the
Vice President, and the Congress may by
law provide for the case of removal,
death, resignation or inability both of the
President and Vice President, declaring
what officer shall then act as President,
and such officer shall act accordingly,
until the disability be removed, or a
President shall be elected.” In pur-
suance of this provision of the constitu-
tion Congress did, in 1792, pass a law de-
fining the succession, and in that
law provided that in the event of the
death, resignation or inability of the
President and Vice President, the duties
of the chief magistrate should devolve
upon the President of the Senate; if there
should be no such officer the speaker of
the House shouid succeed, and if there
was no speaker, that the chief justice
should assume control of the powers and
duties of the office. This law was re-
pealed, as far as the last clause was con-
cerned, by the revision of 1873, and there
is now no legal authority by which the
chief justice could assume direction.

Under the present law the President of
the Senate would become President of the
United States ad inferim in case of the
death cr disability of both the President
and Vice President, but the secretary of
state is required to call a special election
to fill the vacancy at the earliest
possible day. It does not neces-
sarily follow, therefore, that the Presi-
dent of the Senate or the speaker of the
House would fill out the unexpired
term of the President elected by the peo-
ple. He would be only an ad interim of-
ficer.

Within thke past ten days this question
has excited a good deal of discussion.
Happily there is now more hope of the
President’s recovery, so that such a con-
tingency may not arise. But it would be
wise on tke part of Congress, in view of
the possibility of vacancies in the four
offices named, to provide some means by
which it shall be impossible that a va-
cancy can occur in the office of President.
If Garfield and Arthur should both die
before, the meeting of Congress there
would be an absolute vacancy in the of-
fice under our present laws. Such risk
should not be run, and Congress should
provide against it,

t the protection and ervatien of the
capital upon which this labor depends and thrives—
comprise some of the duties that devolve
upon us as members of the bosrd of this chamber.

own vro peciive growth and importance. Be it ours
to aid our people to readily avail themselves of every
e'ement of growthand prosperity that comes within
our grasp.

content. Revenge and immediate personal advan-
tage to the murderer or his friends—the great inst-
gators of all crime—aimed the pistel and fired the
shot. Whether our criminal codes as they stand and
a'e admini d do not furnish too much immunity
to the worst and too Lttle protection to the best
clastes of community is a que:tion worthy of the
serious consideration of legiclators and statesmen
We all know that the respect for law which made the
civilization of to-day poseible was the outgrowth of
the severest criminal codes thit were ever revealed
by Gud or executed by man, aud we also know that
there is not sufficient inducements to-day to many,
not lly of the criminal classes, either by fear
of punisbmeut or hope of reward to use tne will
given by God and nature for this purpose to hold
their feet in the ways of rightecuness. We canrejuice
in the hope of the President’'s recovery, but cannot
reasonably expect it. Observation has taught many
who were in the late war, that deep penetra-
tion of the bedy by a bullet tbat does
not pass through aud cannot be extracted
s u ually mortal, either at the time it is received
or between the tenth or twentieth days following.
But while we tender sympathy and condolance to the
President, his fami'y, and the country, let us enjoy
the nope that we may be fortunate enough to witnese
the miracle of his complete res:oration.

THE PRESIDENT.

Mr. E. J. Hodgson said it seemed fitting

that the chamber should speak in behalf of
the city and State relative to the great nation-
al calamity, and he accordingly presented the
following address:
Standing as we do to-day, in the yet uplifted
shadow of the great aflliction that has befallen us
in the attempted, and well-nigh consumated as-
sassination of she Precident of the United States,
tue chamber of commerce hereby express and re-
cords the i ts and feeli of the people of
the North BStar State in this great emergency.
First snd foremort, we would desire to exress
onr fervent sympathy—a sympathy mcre tev-
der and pr found than words can  con-
vey—with the stricken President and
his family, in the great perl and sorrow
that has come to them by the red hand of the as-
sassn* Although so far removed from the ecene
ef the tragic evemt, we have felt the same shock
2nd the same horror that thore ef our fellow citi-
zens more nearly d have experi d, snd
with them hive{watched wth the most eager con-
cern and anxiety the fate of the greatlife that for
#80 long seemed to hang in uncertain balances.
We bave witressed with admiration snd
almoet with reverence the Ohristian fortitnde and
resigration, the true and genuine heroism with
which the President has met and stood face to face
with the death angel during the termble days and
nights of doubt succeeding the fiendish attempt
upon his life—the more so b during all the
time he has been in full po-session of his mental
faculties, and therefore fully aware that each homr
might be h's last. Amid the shock and the horror
created by the deed, and the long, painfal avxiety as
to the consequences, we have been comforted, and
our faith in humanity has been greatly strengthened
by the deep and earnest feeling and tender sympathy
for the wounded Pres'dent that has been eviuced by
all classes, regardless of political or denominational
or sectional affinities. ally we most earnestly
bope and pray, that for the sake of a loving, faith-
ful wife snd affectionate children, husband and
fath r may be restored to health and to them, and
for the sake of the nation at large, its President and
chief may, through the mercy of the All-Father, be
raised from what seemed to be the inevitable bed of
death, to assume again the functions of his high
office.

The first train from 8t. Louis over the River

Division, came in on schedule time last evening

and was crowded with passengers.

The open air concerts at Lake Elmo will be

John Shea, the transfer conductor who was
run down by an engine in the Chestnut street

yard Saturday and killed, was buried yvesterday
afternoon at La Crosse.

John M. Egan, superintendent of the South-
ern Minnesota railroad, spent Sunday in St.

Paul, and yesterday morning went to Man-
kato by the Sioux City train.

Mr. Villard and party arrived at Fargo last
evening, and will proceed from there to-day
to inspect the Casselton branch and in-

quire into the prospects of the Fargo south-
western branch.

Gen. Rosser, chlef engineer of the Canadian
Pacific, arrived here yesterday from Winni-
peg, accompanied by Gen. Butler of South
Carolina, and Judge Young of Georgia, who
have been visiting him at Winnipeg.

The first of the riverside trains for 8t. Louis
over the Milwaukee & 8t. Paul and Burlington

& Quincy roads left here yesterday morning
full of passengers. Itis going to be the pop-
ular route to and from St. Louis and the
South.

Mr. J. Clayton, of Willmar, passed through
8t. Pau! last evening on his way to Hudson,
to take charge of the remains of his father-in-
law, Isaiah Tryder, the engineer who was
killed Sunday, and take them to Nova Scotia
for burial.

The testimony 1n the case of John ITughes,
the photograpic rapist, was closed yesterday
afternoon, and Judge Burr held him in $2,600
bonds to await the action of the grand jury.
Not being able to give the required bonds, he
wags committed.

Mr. Herbert W. Smith, son of Major George
H. Smith, has retired from the position of
train dispatcher of the St. Paul & Duluth
road, and is succeeded by Mr. H. A. Simons.

Adam Coleman, the unbleached American
who got away with a silver watch belonging
to one of the employes of McLeod’s restau-
rant, plead guilty to the charge in the mu-
nicipal court yesterday morning, and wus sent
to jail for twenty days.

Dispatches received at the Northern Pacific
offices yesterdaystate that the sieamer Dakota
will leave Bismarck this evening for Benton.
The steamers Helena and Eclipse ariived yes-
terday from the Yellowstone and the former
brought down fifty carloads of robes and
hides.

Mr. T. T. Hedinger, who has charge of the
work at Fort Assiniboin?, Montana territory,
will leave for that fort on the 15th inst. He
will take with him some one hundred men, all
of whom he has notified to be ready for a start
at that date. Mr. Hedinger is stopping at the
American.

The Southern Minnesota branch track from
Wells, which was stopped short of the river
bank at Mankato by about two miles, has
lately been extended into the heart of the city,
and a depot is being built on the bank of the
Minnesota not more than a square from the
principal hotels.

An amendment to the articles of incorpora-
tion of the Little Falls & Dakota Railway

company were filed with the secretary of state
yesterday. The amendment is to article 4,
and limits the highest amount of liablity of
the corporation to $20,000 per mile upon its
main or branch lines.

Crop reports from every telegraph station
on the 8t. Paul & Manitoba road were
reccived at the general manager’s office yes-
terday, by telegraph. They uniformly report
all crop prospects good, and wheat especially
looking fine. Cloudy and cool weather pre-
vailed yesterday all along the lines.

Beginning July 26, and continuing for four
weeks on each succeeding Tuesday, the St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba line wiil run
large excursion trains, at half fare, into the
Red river valley. The trains are to be run
mainly for the convenience of prospectors
from Michigan and Indiana, but many others
will probably improve the opportunity to
take a cheap rideinto the great wheat land.

There were two decress- in chancery filed
with the clerk of the Uuited States district
court yesterday afternoon, wherein the St.
Paul & Sioux Cityand Sioux City & 8t. Paul
Railroad companies were plaintiff and Daniel
Rice was defendant. The case involved the
title to certain swamp lands which the rail-
road companies claimed, and which Mr. Rice
held under a deed of conveyance from the
State. The decrees were in favor of the com-
panies.

Time schedules for passenger trains on a
new route between Minneapolis and Chicago
will be issued in a few days, and the first trains
will be started from each end of the route next
Sunday evening. Two trains are to be run
daily, and although the route is quite one
hundred miles longer, it is claimed they will
make nearly as good time as is now made be-
tween the two cities named by the C., M. & 8t.
P., and C., 8t. P. & O. passenger trains. The
run will be made by way of West Liberty, Ia.,
and Rock Island. The putting on these trains
is attributable to the Rock Island manage-
ment wishing to punish the Milwaukee com-
pany for invading the territory appropriated
by the Rock Island.

George Yoerg, who was arrested upon the
grave charge of brutally abusing his wife,
from the effects of which she died a few days
ago, had a hearing before Judge Burr yestcr-
day afternoon. A large number of witnesses
were sworn, whose testimony went to show
that he had frequently abused his wife, but
when the atiendlng physician, Dr. Wheaton,
was sworn he declined to say that her death
was caused by ill treatment. In view of the
facts County Attorney Eagan moved that the
case be dismissed, #s there was not sufficient
testimony to warrant sending the case before
the grand jury, and no likelihood of his being
convicted by a trial jury. Yoerg was there-
fore discharged.

The Pelican Valley Right of Way.

The 8t. Paul & Manitoba Railway company,
as was statedin the GLoBE about two months
ago, is building a branch railroad from Car-
lisle, near Fergus Falls, up the Pelican river
valley to Pelican Rapids in the northwestern
township of Otter Tail county, adistance of
about twenty-two miles. The route is, it ap-
pears, claimed for the Northern Pacific com-
pany by a branch organization ealled the
Northern Pacific, Fergus Falls & Black Hills
Railroad company, and the grade of the
road which the Manitoba company is
building does not agree with the grade upon
which the Northern Pacific proposes to build,
while the proposed line of the latler will cross
the other’s road several times. The Northern
Pacific folks claiming, it is said, prior righte
having manifested an intention to go ah
without regard to the Manitoba grade, an in-
junction has been sent out of thedistrict court
for Ottor Tail county, on the part of the Man-
itoba company to restrain the Northern
Pacific company from  invading its
right of way and destroying its grade.
The matter will probably be early
bronght to a hearing in the court and pend-
ing the action of the court, or at least until

the pleadings are made it would be im-

possible to correctly state the merits of the
case from either point of view; but it may
be allowable to suppose that until the North-
ern Pacific company has progressed in con-
struction so far as te make a change of grade
and line impossible or very expensive it might
conform its plans to those upon which the
Manitoba company has occupied the valley,
and'that if this shall appear as matters of
fact in the court the imjunction will be sus-
tdned. d

1t is to be presumed that each company is
working, in their rivalry as to territory, for
its own interests, but in their contests are se-
riously involved the interests of St. Paul as a
commercial and manufacturing city and of
Minneapolis as a wheat consuming and lom
ber producing city. The Northern Pacific,
although its passenger business is almost
wholly to and from St. Paul,and most of its
freight business is at or through this city, is
of necessity bound to the Lake Superior east-
ern route, and also bound ultimately
to establich eastern connections for both pas-
sengers and freight over its Wisconsin divis-
ion, To whatever extent its interests are
turned to the northern route, to that extent
they will tend to divert traffic from St. Paul.
Its system of branches in Minnesota, so far as
developed, tend in the same direction, and are
even more opposed to the business interests of
this city than are the lines of the Chicago com-
panies which are penetrating the territory west
of us. The 8t. Paul & Manitoba company,on the
contrary, centers its two great trunk lines at
and poiuts all its branches towards St. Paul.
It has closely occupied ihe richest part of the
New Northwestand its vast,interests seem to be
all in harmony with the commercial interests
of this city. Hence, the business men of St.
Paul cannot be blamed if in the¢ contests be-
fween the two compames for territory and
business, their sympathies are with the Mani-
toba company. In fact they have much cause
for being pleased with the foresight and ac-
tivity of the management of the Manitoba
company, in attaching to itself and to St.
Paul almost the whole of the great Red River
valley and large fruitful regions on its borders.

Notes of the River.

The mark showed but 6 feet of water in the
river yesterday, a fall of 8 inches the preceding
24 hours.

The only arrival from below yesterday was
the Josephine of the Diamond Jo line. She
came in at 3 p. M., with a fine passenger list
and a sma)l freight, and left on her return at
9 P. M., with a comfortable cabin passage.

To-day the Jo line will have in the elegant
and fast Mary Morton, to leave on her return
at 4 p. M., and to-morrow the Saints line will
have in the large and reliable Grand Pacifie, to
be followed on Thursday by the mammoth
Centennial, Capt. Tom Davidson, her first trip
to 8t. Paul, and by far the largest boat ever
visiting this port.

Illinois Wheat Crop.

Secretary Young, of the State board of im-
migration, is mn receipt of an advance sum_
mary of the report of Secretary Fisher, of the
Illinois department of agricuiture, showing
the condition of the wheat crop of that State,
July 1. For convenience of comparison the
counties of the State are grouped in three di-
visions, i. e., Northern, Central and Southern.
The Northern division is composed of twenty-
nine counties, in which the acreage of fall
plowed, or winter wheat, is given at 61,086
acres. In this division the prospect May 1
was for a yield of 73 per cent. of an average
yield per acre. June 3 the condition was re-
duced to 63 per cent., and July 1 the prospects
indicated only 57 per cent. of an average yield
per acre. The Central division comprises
thirty-five counties, and nearly one-half of the
wheat area of the State. The fall wheat plow-
ing in this division is 1,499,866 acres. Mav 1
the reports indicated but 59 per cent. of an av-
erage yield per acre, which was further reduced
the succeeding two months, so that June 1 the
promise was only for 42 per cent., and July
for only 40 per cent. Nearly half of the area
in this division seeded in the fall was plowed
 the spring, so that it is esti-
mated that tnere will be less than one-
third of an average yield in the division. The
southern division embraces thirty-four of the
leading wheat counties of the State. There
was in this divieion but a small proportion—
10 per cent.— winter killed, the principal injury
being attributable to insects. May 1st the
prospects indicated 80 per cent. of an average
yield per acre, which, by the June and July re-
ports, confirmed by the results of the harvest,
had been reduced to 49 per cent. The quality
of the wheat harvested is only fair to good.
There were 1,488,659 acres seeded in this di-
vision. 1he aggregate seeding for the State 18
2,049,533 acres, and the yield less than 50 per
cent. of an average, which is not a very flat-
ing showing.
